Bhubaneswar, Sept 23: The Odisha
Electricity Regulatory Commission
(OERC) has increased the power tariff
by 20 paise per unit for domestic con-
sumers with effect from October 1.
Hearing pleas of GRIDCO, the OERC
passed an order in this regard,
Wednesday.

However, the revised price will not
be applicable to farmers and BPL con-
sumers (Kutir Jyoti). “There is no
change made in the monthly mini-
mum fixed charge, demand charge and
meter rent,” the OERC order added.

The Commission said it has not in-
creased the tariff in its order issued in
April due to the Covid situation. As
the GRIDCO appealed again, the OERC
has hiked the tariff.

The Commission has passed the
order revising the Aggregate Revenue
Requirement (ARR) and Bulk Supply
Price (BSP) of GRIDCO and resultant
rise in retail supply tariff and open ac-
cess charges for distribution compa-
nies. After revision, the gap in the ARR
of GRIDCO has remained at %341.15
crore against 3660.15 crore allowed ear-
lier for this year, the Commission said.

Mystery shrouds
minor boy’s death

Baripada, Sept 23: A minor boy
was found dead under suspicious
circumstances hours after he was
beaten by a neighbour while al-
legedly caught stealing Rs500 from
the latter’s house at Jiapanaposi
under Karanjia police limits in
Mayurbhanj district.

The deceased was identified as
Rajan Behera (14), son of Jageswar
Behera. The family members of the
boy informed police about the body:

The police
along with a sci-
entific team
started an inves-
tigation. The in-
vestigation re-
vealed that Rajan
had entered the house of Sasmita
Behera, Tuesday. Sasmita admitted
that she had beaten the boy when
“he was caught stealing the money.”
It may be noted here that accord-
ing to Sasmita “the incident took
place in the daytime, but he was
found dead at night.” Police are
looking into various angles.

However, initial media reports
suggested that the minor was
‘beaten to death’ over the alleged
theft. Reports added that the main
accused along with a few others had
beaten up the boy: The boy had sus-
tained grievous injury on his head
and other parts of the body, re-
ports added. The family members
of the boy took him to the hospi-
tal where doctors declared him
brought dead.

Washington, Sept 23: With President
Donald Trump poised to nominate a
US Supreme Court justice to fill the
vacancy created by the death of lib-
eral icon Ruth Bader Ginsburg, a
new 6-3 conservative majority could
be emboldened to roll back abortion
rights.

The ultimate objective for US
Conservative activists for decades
has been to overturn the landmark 1973
Roe v Wade decision that legalised abor-
tion nationwide. But short of that,
there are other options the court has
in curtailing abortion rights.

Republican-led states including
Ohio, Georgia, Missouri, Arkansas and
Alabama have passed a variety of
abortion restrictions in recent years.
Some that seek to ban abortion at an
early stage of pregnancy are still
being litigated in lower courts and
could reach the justices relatively
soon.

Abortion is one of the most divisive
issues in the United States.
Conservative opposition to it has
been a driving force behind
Republicans, including Trump, mak-
ing a high priority of judicial ap-
pointments in recent years.

Trump has said he intends to an-

nounce his nomination Saturday,
with Conservative appeals court
judges Amy Coney Barrett and
Barbara Lagoa considered the fron-
trunners to be named to succeed
Ginsburg, who was a strong defender

of abortion rights. Ginsburg died
last week at age 87.

Theleadership of the Republican-
controlled Senate is poised to move
forward with the nomination even
as Trump seeks re-election November
3.

Even though the court had a 5-4
conservative majority before
Ginsburg’s death, some activists on
the right were concerned about Chief
Justice John Robert’s incremental
approach. Roberts angered
Conservatives by siding with the
court’s liberals in June when the
court ruled 5-4 to strike down a
Louisiana abortion restriction in-

volving a requirement imposed on
doctors who perform the procedure.

Roberts, who wrote a separate opin-
ion explaining his views, signaled
he may back other abortion restric-
tions in future cases but said he felt
compelled to strike down Louisiana’s
law because the justices just four
years earlier had invalidated a sim-
ilar law in Texas.

Trump vowed during the 2016
Presidential campaign to appoint jus-
tices who would overturn Roe v. Wade.
He already has appointed conserva-
tives Neil Gorsuch and Brett
Kavanaugh to the court. Both voted
to uphold the Louisiana law.

Bhubaneswar, Sept 23: Doctors
talked about management of COVID-
19 for cancer patients during the
daily home isolation interactive ses-
sions conducted by the state gov-
ernment Wednesday.

Dr Surendranath Senapati, an on-
cologist from the Acharya Harihar
Regional Cancer Centre (AHRCC),
Cuttack, said, “In non-serious cases,
chemotherapy among patients could
be deferred for 7-10 days if a cancer
patient suffers from COVID-19.”

“Cancer patients who are under-
taking chemotherapy and get in-
fected, we can defer it. But in some
serious cases, we can give low dose
chemotherapy or we can treat them
with hormone therapy or other forms
of treatment. In many cases, we can
shift the chemotherapy in young and
non-serious patients during the in-
fective phase,” he said.

He also said that cancer patients
are usually more vulnerable to
COVID-19 due to their low immu-
nity on account of the disease and un-
dertaking of treatments like
chemotherapy.

He, however, suggested that all pa-
tients who are taking chemotherapy

Bhubaneswar, Sept 23: In a bid to
bring consistency in sign boards, the
Bhubaneswar Development Authority
(BDA) notified recently that it will
bring a uniform signage plan for her-
itage spots and business establish-
ments in Ekamra Kshetra to avoid any
confusion.

As per provision of the Odisha
Shops and Commercial
Establishments (Amendment) Act,
2018, name of a business establishment
in the area would be written in Odia
language and if required, it can be
written in English as a supporting text.

However, presently, different types
of signage have been installed in
Ekamra Kshetra by various agen-
cies including Bhubaneswar
Municipal Corporation (BMC) lead-
ing to visual clutter and absence of
proper interpretation creating con-
fusion among visitors.

Observing this, the BDA in its
Comprehensive Development
Programme (CDP) 2030, had identi-
fied the need to develop guidelines for
unified signage designs for special her-

} itage zones. These zones under the
CDP included that of Ekamra Kshetra
heritage zone in Old Bhubaneswar,

“As the 0ld Town or Ekamra
Kshetra of Bhubaneswar is one of
the most prominent abodes of Lord
Shiva, the Heritage Signage Guideline
will bring in a perfect sync with the
past and the present as this area is the
essence of the State Capital. Similar
Guidelines will also be prepared for
other special heritage zones identi-
fied under CDP 2030 which will bring

uniformity in information dissemi-
nation and improve the overall visi-
tor experience,” said BDA Vice
Chairman, Prem Chandra Chaudhary.

Furthermore, the notification men-
tioned that the colour, font, line spac-
ing, paragraph style, arrows and
icons, material and scale of all signs
will be historically sensitive to the
monument/building and the dis-
tinctiveness of the old town area.
These signage guidelines will be
adopted as part of the BDA (Planning

and Building standard) Regulations.

Asperthe guidelines, six types of sig-
nages will be put up at heritage sites
which will indicate directions, inter-
pretation, orientation, facilities, busi-
ness establishments and buildings.
Moreover; these signages will be followed
for all planning and design projects,
building plan approval, building con-
struction, addition, alteration, reno-
vation, display boards, and others in
the notified area.

Meanwhile, the BDA which had ear-
lier notified Ekamra Kshetra as ‘No
Hoarding Zone’ said that the guide-
lines will be strictly followed further.
While the existing hoardings from all
government and private spaces in the
area would be removed, advertisement
through painting on the walls will be
disallowed within the heritage zone.

“We felt there is a greater need to de-
velop guidelines for unified signage de-
signs for special heritage zones as
specified in CDP - 2030 due to heavy
congregation of monuments in the
0Old Town and surrounding areas.
Besides, there is a need for stronger
bridge between tourism signage as
per international standards and unique-
ness of heritage resources existing
within the city;” said Suparna Surabhita
Das, Assistant Town Planner of BDA.

301 NEW CASES IN CAPITAL CITY

Bhubaneswar: As many as 301 new COVID-19 cases were detected under
Bhubaneswar Municipal Corporation (BMC) limits in last 24 hours, BMC
said Wednesday. While 83 of them are quarantine cases, remaining 218
are local contact ones. Meanwhile, 392 persons who earlier tested
positive for the disease have recovered. According to a notification issued
by the civic body, as of Wednesday, 19,544 persons have tested positive
for COVID-19 in Bhubaneswar out of which 15,746 have recovered. While
there are 3,711 active cases, 73 persons succumbed to the disease.
Meanwhile, Odisha’s COVID-19 caseload touched 1,92,548 with the
detection of 4,237 new cases, while 15 more fatalities pushed its
coronavirus death toll to 736. As many as 2,485 new cases were reported
from quarantine centres, while 1,752 people tested positive for the infection
during contact tracing. The state Tuesday tested 45,321 samples for COVID-
19, taking the total number of tests conducted so far to 29.05 lakh.

Chandrasekharpur police station
to lodge an FIR. However, the po-
lice suggested them to hospitalise
the youth stating his condition
serious and refused to file the FIR.
But much to Ranjit’s ordeal, the
hospitals here - both private and
public-denied him the treatment
citing COVID regulations or
paucrcy of medlcal mfrastructure

Ranjit was admitted to emer-
gency ward of AIIMS,
Bhubaneswar. In the meantime,
Ranjit’s blood tests were conducted
which eventually indicated him to
be COVID positive. The hospital au-
thorities allegedly denied surgery
owing to ‘not having operation
theatre for COVID patients.’

Ranjit’s brother filed a petition
in OHRC mentioning that his
brother was taken from one hos-
pital to another for treatment de-
spite suffering from severe pain.
The OHRC then stated that the
patient cannot be denied surgery
on the plea of COVID.

The commission also asked the
Health and Family Welfare de-
partment Secretary to probe the
alleged medical negligence and
submit a report during its next
hearing October 15, 2020.

Loss of taste, smell
transitory: Doctor

Bhubaneswar, Sept 23: Doctors
dealing with cases of nervous sys-
tem and brain claim that loss of
taste and smell arising out of novel
coronavirus infection in some pa-
tients are not permanent in nature.
Dr Ashok Kumar Mallik, a neu-
rologist from SCB Medical College
and Hospital, Cuttack said that
these symptoms are temporary in
nature and patients regain the
senses but the time period varies
from person to person. He also
said that in many pa-
tients the sense does
not come immedi-
ately after com-
pletion of home
isolation or
hospitalisa-
tion period.
“We have
seen that
many patients
complain of loss
of smell. We have
not found accurate
answer as to how many
days it takes for recovery.
But after recovery the patients can
regain the sense of smell and taste.
There are very few cases like acci-
dents where there are permanent
loss to taste and smell,” he said.
He also added, “In COVID, the
sense comes after some regenera-
tion process. There is nothing to
panic. Even after completion of 14

The doctor, however, warned
that the viral disease affects the
nervous system badly in some cases
leading to paralysis, stroke and
other ailments. “Patients affected
by COVID-19 see effect on their
central nervous system, periph-
eral nervous system, spinal cord,
brain and muscles. Brain infection
and brain stroke are also seen in

some patients. Headache, inflam-
mation of different parts
of the brain is also seen.
We have also seen
paralysis and other
issues with the pa-
tients, who are af-
fected by novel
coronavirus in-
fection,” he said.

Bigger dam-
ages to the nerv-
ous patients like
paralysis, brain
stroke among
others are not
seen in many cases, said
the physician, adding most of the
patients exhibit mild symptoms.

Mallik also said that there are sev-
eral asymptomatic persons and even
young people showing symptoms
like paralysis, strokes, fainting and
other severe forms of damages, but
after examination many such cases
turned out to be COVID positive.

en Indian elephants meet African elephants, they recognise that
they are both elephants. So do Indian tigers meeting Siberian

ones. But I have great difficulty recognising that I am of the same
species as a person who attends a wild foods festival in New Zealand to
drink shots of bull and horse semen taken fresh from animals that have had
humans masturbate these animals.

I'suppose that if you eat meat it makes very little difference whether you
eat the head, the shoulders or the anus. But there seems something so sav-
agely primitive and ugly about people being in celebration at “testicle fes-
tivals" held across America in which the testicles of turkey, pigs, bulls and
lambs are fried and served.

In the Middle East, grilled testicles along with eyes are served to honoured
guests. In New Zealand, they do one better: the young lambs on a farm are
routinely castrated to make them fatter; and their testicles are cooked and
eaten for lunch at the farm, in front of the animals. Rocky Mountain oys-
ters or prairie oysters are the name for the Canadian/ American delicacy made
from bulls' testicles. They are known as huevos de toro (bulls' eggs) in Latin
America and Spain, "ox treasures" in China. In Greece, you call them "un-
mentionables". In Scotland, they eat the testicles of deer. In Syria baidghanam
or sheep testicles are grilled in lemon juice and garnished in parsley. Bull
fries are floured and breaded testicles prepared from the animals killed
during bull-fighting.

Spaniards consider that eating the testicles of prized bulls is a great way
to show their bravery and masculinity. Bulls testicles, pink with red veins
running through them, called "Ngaupin" in Viethamese (which means elec-
tric battery), are common in supermarkets all over the world. Most of these
testicles are from young animals whose private
parts are simply sliced off without anaesthesia
while they live in pain for another few
months/years till they are killed.

Another great favourite is penises. Bull penis
cooked with bananas is a traditional dish in
Jamaica and is considered an aphrodisiac.
Chinese and Korean eat them too to increase their

Corona virus because of its filthy eating habits,
there are restaurants that specialise in animal
penises and testicles. A restaurant called Guolizzhuang, started in 1956,
states that eating the penis from the head goat of a Mongolian herd will make
women more beautiful and men more vigorous. It advertises the genitals of
"horses, oxen,chicken, donkeys,dogs, deer, goats, sheep, and snakes."

The dishes are given poetic names such as "The Essence of the Golden
Buddha," "Phoenix Rising," "Jasmine Flowers with 1,000 Layers," "Look for
the Treasure in the Desert Sand," "Head crowned with a Jade Bracelet," and
"Dragon in the Flame of Desire."The restaurant also sells stewed deer fae-
ces, sheep foetus and peacock claws. They sell a hotpot of all these different
male genitalia in one dish in order to boost the human libido. After all, what
could be more energising for a small thin Asian "man" than eat the penises
of every other animal? If you need to celebrate your great manhood, you can
/ eat tiger penises soaked in water with herbs. It is officially banned in China
along with Rhino horns but served openly.

Seal penises are eaten in Canada and the Fur Institute of Canada announced
in 2015 they were going to kill 1,40,000 grey seals to boost the seal penis mar-
ket. These penises are also dried and sold as sexual enhancement prod-
ucts.They sell a beverage called Dalishen Oral Liquid to Asians, made from
seal penis and testicles.

Cow and pig uteruses are grilled and eaten in Vietnam by pregnant
women and by everyone in Japan.

known; it is used almost exclusively in Britain, and not especially
often there.

She said that she had borrowed
it from an English dialect word meaning “appurtenances, impedimenta”.

It is almost astonishing that

he managed to say it with a straight

face.Aggression and expansion-

ism obviously are not genetic

traits, but they have defined
President Xi Jinping's tenure.

Xi, who in some ways has taken
up the expansionist mantle of Mao
Zedong, is attempting to imple-
ment amodern version of the trib-
utary system that Chinese em-
perors used to establish authority
over vassal states: submit to the em-
peror, and reap the benefits of
peace and trade with the em-
pire.For Xi, the Covid-19 pandemic
—which has preoccupied the world's
governments for months — seemed
like an ideal opportunity to make
quick progress on his agenda. So,
in April and May, he directed the
People's Liberation Army (PLA) to
launch furtive incursions into the
icy borderlands of India's Ladakh
region, where it proceeded to es-
tablish heavily fortified
encampments.

It wasn't nearly as clever a plan
as Xi probably thought. Far from
entrenching China's regional pre-
eminence, it has intensified the
pushback by Indo-Pacific powers,
which have deepened their secu-
rity cooperation. This includes
China's most powerful competi-
tor, the United States, thereby es-
calating a bilateral strategic con-
frontation that has technological,
economic, diplomatic, and mili-
tary dimensions. The spectre of in-
ternational isolation and supply dis-
ruptions now looms over China,
spurring Xi to announce plans to
hoard mammoth quantities of
mineral resources and agricul-
tural products.

But Xi's real miscalculation on
the Himalayan border was vis-a-
vis India, which has now aban-
doned its appeasement policy to-
ward China. Not surprisingly,
China remains committed to the
PLA's incursions, which it con-
tinues to portray as defensive ac-
tions. Late last month, Xi told sen-
ior officials to "solidify border

60 per cent of the popula-
tion. Farmers here suffer more in
marketing their produces than in
raising their crops or harvesting
them season after season. Markets
are not farmer-friendly. Will the
new farm legislationhelpfarmers
geta fair price for their produce?This
remains to be seen.

Notably, India started facing se-
vere shortages of food material
during World War II. The Essential
Commodities Act (ECA) was en-
acted in 1955 to regulate the pro-
duction, supply and distribution in
order to make food grains and ce-
reals available to consumers at fair
prices.The nation went through
severe droughts in 1965-66, which
led to import food grains. We over-
came such grim situations by ush-
ering in a Green Revolution under
the guidance of agriculture sci-
entist MS Swaminathan. By now,
the Indian food and grocery mar-
ket is the world’s sixth largest.The
nation produces 298 MT of food-
grains. India also has the largest live-
stock population -some 31 per cent
of the world total.

While farming plays a vital role
in India’s economy, the irony is

Puja, water pollution

Sir, On the occasion of Vishwakarma Puja, all ma-
chinery and vehicles are cleaned and washed at dif-
ferent water bodies.

defences" and "ensure frontier se-
curity" in the Himalayan region.

India, however, is ready to fight.
In June, after the PLA ambushed
and Kkilled Indian soldiers pa-
trolling Ladakh'sGalwan Valley,
ahand-to-hand confrontation led
to the deaths of numerous Chinese
troops —the first PLA troops killed
in action outside United Nations
peacekeeping operations in over
four decades. Xi was so embar-
rassed by this outcome that,
whereas India honored its 20 fallen
as martyrs, China refuses to state
the precise death toll.

The truth is that, without the el-
ement of surprise, China is not
equipped to dominate India in a
military confrontation. And India
is making sure that it will not be
caught off guard again. It has now
matched Chinese military de-
ployments along the Himalayan
frontier and activated its entire
logistics network to transport the
supplies needed to sustain the
troops and equipment through
the coming harsh winter.

In another blow to China, Indian
special forces recently occupied
strategic mountain positions over-
looking key Chinese deployments
on the southern side of Pangong
Lake. Unlike the PLA, which
prefers to encroach on undefended
border areas, Indian forces car-
ried out their operations right
under China's nose, in the midst
of a major PLA buildup.

If that were not humiliating
enough for China, India eagerly
noted that the Special Frontier
Force (SFF) that spearheaded the
operation comprises Tibetan
refugees. The Tibetan soldier who
was killed by alandmine in the op-
eration was honoured with a well-
attended military funeral.

India's message was clear:
China's claims to Tibet, which
separated India and China until
Mao Zedong's regime annexed it
in 1951, are not nearly as strong as
it pretends they are. Tibetans view
China as a brutally repressive oc-
cupying power, and those eager
to fight the occupiers flocked to the
SFF, established after Mao's 1962
war with India.Here's the rub:
China's claims to India's vast
Himalayan borderlands are based
on their alleged historical links to
Tibet. If China is merely occupy-
ing Tibet, how can it claim sov-
ereignty over those borderlands?

In any case, Xi's latest effort to
gain control of territories that
aren't China's to take has proven
far more difficult to complete than
it was to launch. As China's ac-
tions in the South China Sea
demonstrate, Xi prefers asym-
metrical or hybrid warfare, which
combines conventional and ir-
regular tactics with psychologi-
cal and media manipulation, dis-
information, law-fare, and coercive
diplomacy.

But while Xi managed to change

the South China Sea's geopolitical
map without firing a shot, it seems
clear that this will not work on
China's Himalayan border. Instead,
Xi's approach has placed the Sino-
Indian relationship - crucial to
regional stability — on a knife’s
edge. Xi wants neither to back
down nor to wage an open war,
which is unlikely to yield the de-
cisive victory he needs to restore
his reputation after the border de-
bacle.

China might have the world's

largest active-duty military force,
but India's is also massive. More
important, India's battle-hardened
forces have experience in low-in-
tensity conflicts at high altitudes;
the PLA, by contrast, has had no
combat experience since its dis-
astrous 1979 invasion of Vietnam.
Given this, a Sino-Indian war in the
Himalayas would probably end in
a stalemate, with both sides suf-
fering heavy losses.

Xi seems to be hoping that he can

simply wear India down. At a time
when the Indian economy has reg-
istered its worst-ever contraction
due to the still-escalating Covid-19
crisis, Xi has forced India to divert
an increasing share of resources
to national defence. Meanwhile,
ceasefire violations by Pakistan,
China's close ally, have increased
toarecord high, raising the spec-
tre of atwo-front war for India. As
some Chinese military analysts
have suggested, Xi could use
America's preoccupation with its
coming presidential election to
carry out a quick, localized strike
against India without seeking to
start a war.

It seems less likely that India will

wilt under Chinese pressure than
that Xi will leave behind a legacy
of costly blunders. With his
Himalayan misadventure, he has
provoked a powerful adversary
and boxed himself into a corner.

there is a shortage of the same in
the market. Prices shoot up due to
severe supply shortages. Profiteers
and black-marketers take advantage
of the government’s failure to in-
tervene. Farmers switch to new
crops due to hardships, uncer-
tainties of pestilence and low yields.
Bio-engineered seed varieties are
susceptible to virus attacks.
Indifferent weather conditions
spoil their Rabi crops; but rain is
good for Kharif crops.

India has the largest population
of hungry people in the world even
as there is abundant food produc-
tion. India is among the 15 lead-
ing exporters of agricultural prod-
ucts. But there is a flipside to this
great Indian agriculture story. Food
grains are rotting in the ware-
house. It’s timeto accord priority to
addressing the causes of food stor-
age and problems in distribution.It’s
a huge paradox that Indian farm-
ers are poor in a food-rich India.

The local administrations try
to control or keep low the food
prices to satisfy the urban popu-
lation at the cost of farmers’in-
terests. In the name of subsidies for
fertilizers and free power, the gov-

Potato prices

Sir, Odisha produces less than half of
its potato requirement. We are de-
pendent on West Bengal for its sup-
plyThis results in high price for the com-
modity from September to November
every year. While the price of potato in
February here was as low as six to of
eight rupees a Kkilo, it shot up to 30
from September. The state government
takes some actions every year to in-
crease the potato production, but to
little effect. Worse, Odisha farmers are
not benefited by this price rise. Problem
is, the state does not have sufficient
cold storage facility for farm produces.
Others take full advantage, and the

ernments help well-off farmers in-
stead of the ordinary ones who
form some 80 per cent of the farm-
ing community. As Mahatma
Gandhi said, India lives in its vil-
lages.All- weather roads still do
not connect rural habitations with
cities. Lack of cold storages and
transport facility, inadequate post-
harvest safeguards, bias in pro-
curement policy and inadequate
food processing avenues have all re-
sulted in huge waste of food.

TheAgricultural bills2020 pro-
mote intra/inter-state trade of
farmers’ produce beyond the phys-
ical premises of APMC (agricultural
produce market committee)and
MSP (minimum support price) an-
dalso facilitateelectronic trading
e-NAM (The Electronic National
Agriculture Market). E-NAM was
launched to create a unified na-
tional market for agricultural com-
modities by networking with the ex-
isting APMCs. It has 16.6million
farmers and131,000 traders regis-
tered on its platform whereinsome
1,000 mandis are already linked.
The state governments are pro-
hibited from levying any fee on
farmers, traders, and e-trading
platforms.

The bills empower farmers to

protect contract farming under a
three-level dispute settlement mech-
anism. The new law stipulates that
stock limit on agricultural pro-
duce must be linked to prices.
Essential Commodities
(Amendment) Act now allows reg-
ulating the supply of certain food
items only under extraordinary
circumstances. The government
also allowed 100 per cent FDI in
marketing for food products on E-
commerce platforms. The govern-
ment saysthe reforms will help
farmers get connected to big traders
and exporters, thereby bringing
them more of profits. Another
promise is that the new law will rid
farmers and the farm sector of
middlemen and other bottlenecks.
Yet, farmers have their apprehen-
sions as to what fate awaited them.
Farmers in Punjab and Haryana
are up in arms against the law; say-
ing this would hit the functioning
of APMC. Ironically, middlemen-
run the show by buying farmers’ pro-
duce in mandis/local bazar at prices
even below the MSP, and take high
commission. Poor farmers have no
choice. Investment in agricultural
infrastructure such as warehouses
and cold storagesis likely to im-
prove the lot of Indian farmers.

Mumbai, Sept 23: Heavy rains
lashed Mumbai overnight,
leaving many parts of the metrop-
olis in waist deep water and
disrupting rail and road traffic
Wednesday, officials said.

The Santacruz observatory
recorded 286.4 mm rainfall during
the 24-hour period ending at 8.30 am
Wednesday, making it the fourth
highest rainfall in Mumbai since
1974, an IMD official said.

At the municipal Nair Hospital
in central Mumbai, the COVID-19

outpatient department (OPD) set
up in a temporary shed in the
compound was shifted to the ca-
sualty ward inside the building due
to waterlogging in the compound,
they said. A doctor from the
hospital said the normal OPD at
the hospital has been suspended
temporarily and only emergency
cases are being examined at the
casualty ward.

Two watchmen died in Agripada
area after getting stuck inside a lift
in the basement of a high rise build-
ing because of waterlogging, a po-
lice official said.

Death toll rises to

Thane, Sept 23: The death toll in
the Bhiwandi building collapse in
Maharashtra rose to 39 Wednesday,
with the recovery of 14 more
bodies overnight, police said.

The dead include 18 children in
the age group of two to 15, includ-
ing three toddlers, an official said.
Twenty five persons have been
pulled out of the debris alive so far
and are being treated at hospitals
in Bhiwandi and Thane, he said.

The search operation continued
throughout the night despite heavy
rains, the official said.

The bodies recovered from the de-
bris were mutilated and highly de-
composed as they had remained
there for over 50 hours, he said.

The 43-year-old Jilani building
collapsed at 3.40 am Monday. Two

civic officials have been suspended
in connection with the collapse
and an offence has been registered
against the building owner, the of-
ficial said.

The building in the powerloom
town - which is around 10 km from
Thane - had 40 flats and around
150 persons lived there, the offi-
cial said.

The building, located at Narpoli's
Patel Compound near Dhamankar
Naka, collapsed while the residents
were asleep. Teams of the National
Disaster Response Force (NDRF)
and personnel of the Thane Disaster
Response Force (TDRF) are still at
the spot as the search operation
continues, he said.

The building was not in the list
of dilapidated structures of the
Bhiwandi-Nizampur Municipal
Corporation, he said.

New Delhi, Sept 23: Prime Minister
Narendra Modi Wednesday asked
states to reassess if lockdowns of
one or two days are effective in con-
taining COVID-19 and told them to
press on with full strength in open-
ing economic activities while fight-
ing the virus.

In areview meeting with chief
ministers and representatives of
seven states with a high number
of cases, Modi said "micro con-
tainment zones" should be the
way forward as it will curb the
infection spread and also allow
activities to go on.

He asked states to further en-
hance their focus on effective test-
ing, tracing, treatment, surveil-
lance and clear messaging to curb
the pandemic. Noting that most of
the COVID-19 patients are asymp-
tomatic, Modi said an effective
messaging is all the more impor-
tant as rumours often get spread
and the common man wonders if
the testing is wrong.

Some people even make the mis-
take of undermining the seri-
ousness of the disease, he said,
while pitching for the need for an
effective messaging.

@DRDO_India for successfully con-
ducting test firing of Laser Guided
Anti Tank Guided Missile from
MBT Arjun at KK Ranges (ACC&S)
in Ahmednagar. India is proud of
Team DRDO which is assiduously
working towards reducing import
dependency in the near future," he
tweeted.

The officials said the ATGM hit
the targets with total accuracy and
precision. "The missile employs a

tandem heat warhead to defeat ex-
plosive reactive armour protected
armoured vehicles. It has been de-
veloped with multiple-platform
launch capability and is currently
undergoing technical evaluation
trials from gun of MBT Arjun,"
said an official.

The Arjun is a third generation
main battle tank developed by the
DRDO. Pune-based Armament
Research and Development
Establishment (ARDE) developed
the ATGM in association with High
Energy Materials Research
Laboratory and Instruments
Research and Development
Establishment (IRDE).

The country's testing capacity has
surged to more than 12 lakh tests
daily. Up to September 22, a total of
6,62,79,462 samples have been tested
with 9,53,683 samples being tested
on Tuesday.

A total of 83,347 new infections
have been reported in 24 hours,
the ministry said, underscoring
that 74 per cent of the new cases are
concentrated in 10 states and Union
Territories - Maharashtra, Andhra
Pradesh, Karnataka, Uttar Pradesh,
Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Delhi, West
Bengal and Chhattisgarh.

Maharashtra alone has con-
tributed more than 18,000 cases fol-
lowed by Andhra Pradesh and
Karnataka with over 7,000 and 6,000
cases respectively, it said.

Cattle smuggling: CBI

While
one team tried to find the boy in
the nearby parks, and roads, and
hospitals, another team searched
parking lots of Metro Stations,
roads towards Karnal bypass.

Finally; at around 4.20 a.m, a po-
lice team reached the Singhu bor-
der and they spotted the missing
child along with his cycle at a tea
stall, after crossing the border in
Haryana.

Changing alliances set tone for Bihar polls

The Left which contested the last
elections alone is likely to join the
Grand Alliance this time. There
have been several rounds of talks
between the Left and the RJD on con-
testing the elections together.

Negotiations were on with many
other parties, he added. Asked about
the resentment over the seat-shar-
ing formula, he said candidates
who could guarantee a win were
being selected.

Saudi bans flights

Lukashenko of Belarus has as-
sumed his sixth term of office in
an inauguration ceremony that
wasn't announced in advance.

State news agency Beltra re-
ported that Wednesday's ceremony
is taking place in the capital of
Minsk, with several hundred top
government official present.

It comes after six weeks of mass
protests against the official re-
sults of the August 9 presidential
election that resulted in
Lukashenko's reelection after 26
years in office in office. The
opposition in Belarus has chal-
lenged the election as rigged.

According to the official results,
Lukashenko, who has run the ex-
Soviet nation of 9.5 million with
an iron fist, won 80% of the vote.
The United States and the
European Union have also criti-
cized the violent police crackdown
on post-election protests in Belarus.

During the inauguration cere-
mony, Lukashenko swore to “serve
the people of the Republic of
Belarus, respect and protect rights
and freedoms of people and citi-
zens.” After being sworn in, he
was handed the ID card of the
president of Belarus by the head
of the country's central election
commission.

Lukashenko's strongest elec-
tion opponent, Sviatlana
Tsikhanouskaya, got 10% of the
vote according to the official results.
She didn't accept the outcome of
the election as valid.

FB, YT, Twitter ink pact with
advertisers on hate speech

major advertisers, Facebook,
YouTube and Twitter have agreed
toadopt a common set of definitions
for hate speech and other harmful
content, the Global Alliance
for Responsible Media (GARM)
said Wednesday:

GARM is a cross-industry ini-
tiative founded and led by the World
Federation of Advertisers (WFA)
and supported by other trade bod-
ies, including ANA, ISBA and the
4A's. The move comes after over
200 brands including Starbucks
and Levis recently pulled their ad-
vertising from Facebook and the
#StopHateforProfit campaign gained
momentum after celebrities, like
Kim Kardashian West, froze their
social media account for a day:.

Asaresult of the talks between the
advertisers and key global platforms,
four key areas for action have been
identified, designed to boost con-
sumer and advertiser safety.

"The issue of harmful content on-

line has become one of the challenges
of our generation. As funders of the
online ecosystem, advertisers have a
critical role to play in driving
positive change and we are pleased
tohave reached agreement with the
platforms on an action plan and
timeline in order to make the nec-
essary improvements,"” WFA CEO
Stephan Loerke said in a statement.
"A safer social media environ-
ment will provide huge benefits not
just for advertisers and society but
also to the platforms themselves,"
Loerke said. WFA believes that the
standards should be applicable to
all media given the increased po-
larisation of content regardless of
channel, not just the digital plat-
forms. As such, it encourages mem-
bers to apply the same adjacency
criteria for all their media spend de-
cisions irrespective of the media.

Navalny appears in
public after leaving
Berlin hospital

Berlin, Sept 23: Russian opposi-
tion leader Alexei Navalny has
been released from a Berlin
hospital after more than a month's
treatment for poisoning, with doc-
tors now believing that a “com-
plete recovery” from the Soviet-
era nerve agent is possible for him,
the hospital said Wednesday:

Navalny spent 32 days at Berlin's
Charite hospital, 24 of them in in-
tensive care, before doctors deemed
his “condition had improved suf-
ficiently for him to be discharged
from acute inpatient care.”

As he was released Tuesday, the
44-year-old displayed his charac-
teristic sarcastic sense of humor.
In an Instagram post, he took swipe
at Russian President Vladimir
Putin, scoffing at reported com-
ments by the Russian leader sug-
gesting that Navalny might have in-
tentionally poisoned himself.
Navalny; a politician and corruption
investigator who is Putin's most
visible opponent, was flown to
Germany two days after falling ill
August 20 on a domestic flight in
Russia. He spent those two days
in a coma in a hospital in the
Siberian city of Omsk, where
Russian doctors said they found
no trace of any poisoning.

German chemical weapons ex-
perts have determined that he was
poisoned with the Soviet-eranerve
agent Novichok — findings cor-
roborated by labs in France and
Sweden. The hospital said based
on Navalny's progress, physicians
believe that a “complete recovery is
possible,” but added it "remains
too early to gauge the potential long-
term effects of his severe poisoning.”
In recent days, Navalny has been
posting regular photos of his con-
valescence from the hospital on
Instagram, first showing him sitting

building. In his post Tuesday night,
helaughed off areport in the French
newspaper Le Monde saying that
Putin suggested to French President
Emmanuel Macron in a call that
he “could have taken the poison
himself.” “Good theory, I believe it
deserves the most careful atten-
tion,” Navalny wrote in Russian.

“Cooked Novichok in the
kitchen.

He
wryly wrote that the “ultimate aim
of my cunning plan” must have
been to die in Siberia, where the
cause of death would be “lived long
enough.” “But Putin outmaneu-
vered me. You can't fool him,”
Navalny wrote. “As a result, I lay
in coma for 18 days like a fool, but
didn't get my way. The provocation
failed!” Kremlin spokesman
Dmitry Peskov Wednesday said
the report about Putin's conversa-
tion with Macron was “inaccurate
in its reported wording,” but re-
fused to elaborate as to which part
was inaccurate.

GST Council likely to approve 2-yr extension

New Delhi, Sept 23: The GST
Council is likely to approve a two-
year extension of compensation
cess levy on goods and services to
allow Centre to pay entire short-
fall in GST tax collection by states
expected till June 2022.

Sources in the government said
that with 21 states expressing their
preference for the Borrowing Option-
1 proposed by the Centre to meet the
GST compensation needs of states
this year, the next course of action
would extend the period of cess
levy beyond five year GST transition
period that ends in June 2022.

As the Council is likely to adopt
the compensation formula sug-
gested by the Centre in the diffi-
cult year of Covid-19 pandemic,
sources said it may also decide how
long compensation cess levy should
be extended to clear all dues to
states.

"A two-year extension of cess is
the most likely outcome of the
Council meeting scheduled on
October 5. However, the council
may decide to adopt compensation
formula for FY21 in the next meet-
ing and defer decision on cess ex-
tension till a more appropriate
study of the issue is done," sources
quoted earlier said.

Under the existing GST Act com-
pensation for shortfall in GST col-
lection over an agreed formula is
payable by the centre for the first five
years of the operations of new tax
system from July 2017 to June 2022.

"KKR's investment will trans-
late into a 1.28% equity stake in
RRVL on a fully diluted basis," it
said.

It had previously picked up
a2.32% stake in the digital arm, Jio
Platforms for ¥11,367 crore.

For Reliance Retail, KKR is the
second investor. US private equity
firm Silver Lake Partners had ear-
lier this month agreed to buy 1.75%

stake in the venture for ¥7,500 crore.

Reliance Retail Limited, a sub-
sidiary of RRVL, operates India's
largest, fastest-growing and most
profitable retail business span-
ning supermarkets, consumer elec-
tronics chain stores, cash and carry
wholesale business, fast-fashion
outlets, and online grocery store
JioMart. It operates almost 12,000
stores in nearly 7,000 towns.

The investment will add fire to
Ambani's battle for dominance in
the retail market that is also being
eyed by Jeff Bezos' Amazon.com and
Walmart Inc's Flipkart.

The total admitted amount of
the companies was 39,302.82 crore,
and the total liquidation value was
just 8.6 per cent of the total admit-
ted amount at ¥803.89 crore, the data
showed. Data of some of the com-
panies, including admitted dues
and liquidation were not available.

Three corporate debtors which
were ordered for liquidation as a
going concern, or which were not
defumct, were Bhatia Global Trading
Private Ltd, Lotus Auto Engineering
Private Ltd and Vintron
Communication Private Ltd.

Bhatia Global Trading was or-
dered for liquidation by the
Ahmedabad bench of the NCLT

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May 29 while the New Delhi bench
ordered the same for Lotus Auto
Engineering and Vintron
Communication on June 1 and 8,
respectively.

The admitted claims for Bhatia
Global Trading amounted to ¥1273.93
crore while the liquidation value
was ¥250.92 crore.

Affluent Indians lead food delivery market recovery’

New Delhi, Sept 23: In a sign
that Indians are now no more
afraid of ordering food despite a
surge in caseloads, Zomato
Wednesday revealed that the food
delivery sector has recovered to
(and even grown beyond) pre-Covid
levels in a number of large pock-
ets of the country, led by some of
the most affluent residential areas
in the country.

With the ongoing IPL season and
the subsequent festival season,
Zomato expects food delivery in
both metros and smaller cities to
make a full recovery soon and re-
sume growing over pre-Covid
levels.

Delhi and Mumbai are nearing
full recovery (95% of pre-Covid lev-
els), whereas metros such as
Bangalore, Hyderabad, and Chennai
are still behind the curve (nearly 80%

of pre-Covid levels).

"Some cities such as Kolkata,
Patna, Jamshedpur, Ranchi, and
Siliguri have recovered completely
and have exceeded pre-Covid levels,"
Zomato CEO Deepinder Goyal said
in a statement.

In Delhi-NCR, affluent residential
areas like DLF Phase 1 and 5 have
recovered to 1.5 times of pre-Covid
levels.

In South Delhi, average order
value rose by 65% between February
and September 2020. Food delivery
business in South Delhi is back to
110% of pre-Covid levels.

Connaught Place bounced back
to pre-Covid levels and some micro-
localities within Central Delhi are
at two times of pre-Covid levels,
said Zomato.

The food delivery industry con-
tinues to grow back steadily to pre-
Covid levels, with the overall sector
clocking over 85% of pre-Covid

With lockdown restrictions, cel-
ebrations have moved back home
and customers, who had not or-
dered since the first day of lock-
down, are 20% more likely to order
for the first time during such festivals
and occasions.

As customers spend more time
with their families, group order-
ing has become more relevant than
ever, Zomato said.

"Order sizes, i.e. items per order,
have increased by 20% over pre-
Covid levels. Recovery on single
person meals, which constituted
nearly 60% of all orders pre-Covid,
lingers at 50-70% level for most re-
gions," Goyal said.

New Delhi, Sept 23: The women’s
FIFA U-17 World Cup, which has
been rescheduled to February-
March, is likely to be postponed
yet again in view of the COVID-19
pandemic.

Originally scheduled to be played
in five venues of India, November
2-21, the women’s age group show-
piece was pushed to February 17-
March 7 next year due to the pan-
demic, which has played havoc
with sporting calendars worldwide.

With the health crisis still show-
ingno signs of abating and with the
qualifying tournaments yet to be
held in Africa, North and Central
America and South America, there
is a high possibility of the tour-
nament getting postponed yet again.

“There is a high possibility that
the women'’s FIFA U-17 World Cup
will be postponed again. The new
time frame when the tournament
will be held is yet not known. But
most probably it is getting post-
poned,” a source privy to the de-
velopment told this agency on con-
dition of anonymity.
