Heavy rain likely
Bhubaneswar: With a fresh low
pressure area brewing over Bay
of Bengal, the MeT office
Wednesday forecast heavy
rainfall in many parts of Odisha
for five days, prompting the state
government to ask District
Collectors to be prepared to deal
with water-logging and localized
flooding. A cyclonic circulation
over now lies over west-central
and adjoining northwest Bay of
Bengal off north Andhra Pradesh-
south Odisha coasts. Under its
influence, a low pressure area is
likely to form over northwest and
adjoining west-central Bay of
Bengal off Odisha coast during
next 48 hours, the Meteorological
Centre here said.  P4
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New Delhi, Sept 30: The
Ministry of  Home Affairs
Wednesday left it to the states
and union Territories to de-
cide on reopening of  schools
and coaching institutions
after October 15 in a graded
manner.

Earlier, schools were par-
tially  reopened from
September 21 in compliance
with Unlock 4 guidelines.

In fresh guidelines for
further reopening of  the
country amid the pandemic,
the MHA stated,
"For re-opening
of  schools and
coaching insti-
tutions, State
and UT
Governments
have been given
the flexibility to
take a decision
after  15th
October 2020, in a graded
manner. The decision shall
be taken in consultation
with the respective school or
institution managements
based on their assessment
of  the situation."

The ministry, however,
clarified that online or dis-
tance learning will continue
to be the preferred mode of
teaching and should be en-
couraged. "Where schools
are conducting online
classes, and some students
prefer to attend online
classes rather than physi-
cally attend school, they

may be permitted to do so."
The guidelines added,

"Students may attend
schools or institutions only
with the written consent of
parents. Attendance must
not be enforced and must
depend entirely on parental
consent." States and UTs
have been asked to prepare
their own standard operat-
ing procedures (SOP) re-
garding health and safety
precautions for reopening of
schools and institutions
based on the guidelines to be
issued by the Department of

School
Education and
Literacy under
the Ministry of
Education.

"Schools,
which are al-
lowed to open,
will  have to
mandatorily fol-
low the SOP to

be issued by Education
Departments of  States and
UTs. The Department of
Higher Education (DHE),
Ministry of  Education may
take a decision on the tim-
ing of  the opening of  col-
leges and higher education
institutions, in consultation
with the MHA," it added.

Higher Education
Institutions, only for research
scholars and post-graduate
students in science and tech-
nology streams that require
laboratory or experimental
work will be permitted to
open from October 15.

After Oct 15, states
free to take call on
schools’ reopening 

New Delhi: The Supreme Court
Wednesday refused to
postpone UPSC civil services
preliminary exam, to be held on
October 4, because of Covid-19
pandemic and floods in several
parts of the country. A bench of
Justices AM Khanwilkar, BR
Gavai and Krishna Murari asked
the Centre to consider granting
one more chance to those
aspirants who may not appear
in their last attempt allowed for
the exam due to the pandemic.
It also refused to consider the
plea for clubbing of this year's
exam with that of 2021 saying
“this will have a cascading
effect”. The bench was hearing
a plea seeking postponement of
the Civil Services Exam for two
to three months.

Prelims date to stay

New Delhi, Sept 30: The acquittal of
all 32 accused in the Babri Masjid dem-
olition case Wednesday evoked con-
trasting responses from political par-
ties, with the BJP hailing it as a "victory
of  truth and justice", and the Congress
along with other opposition parties
asserting that the court verdict runs
counter to constitutional spirit and
the 2019 Supreme Court judgement.

The accused, including BJP veterans
LK Advani and MM Joshi, were ac-
quitted by a special CBI court in
Lucknow which said there was no con-
clusive proof  against them.

While the BJP in one voice hailed the
verdict as a vindication of  its stance,
several opposition parties like the
Congress, CPI(M), Dravida Munnetra
Kazhagam (DMK), Indian Union
Muslim League (IUML) and All India
Majlis-e-Ittehad-ul-Muslimeen (AIMIM)
criticised the ruling. Some of  them
also demanded that the Central gov-
ernment should file an appeal against
the order. Welcoming the court ver-
dict by chanting 'Jai Shri Ram', Advani,
the political  face of  the 'Ram
Janmabhoomi Movement', said it vin-
dicates his personal and BJP's belief  and
commitment towards the movement.

Later, in a statement, the 92-year-old for-
mer deputy prime minister said, "I also
feel blessed that this judgement has come
in the footsteps of  another landmark
verdict of  the Supreme Court given in
November 2019,which paved the way for
my long cherished dream of  seeing a
grand Shri Ram Mandir at Ayodhya, the
foundation laying ceremony of  which
was held on 5th August, 2020."

Former Union minister and BJP
veteran Murli Manohar Joshi termed
"historic" the CBI court verdict and
said, "I will say only one thing 'Jai Jai
Shri Ram, Sab ko sanmatti de bhagwan
(May Lord, bestow wisdom on all)."

Several top BJP leaders hailed the
court's decision, and described it as a

victory of  truth and justice. Senior
BJP leader and Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh in a tweet said he welcomes the
court's decision as "it shows that though
late but the justice has won". BJP leader
Ram Madhav said this acquittal was
long overdue and everyone should wel-
come the judgement. Saffron outfit
Vishwa Hindu Parishad also termed the
case verdict as the "victory of  truth".

In it reaction, the Congress said the
verdict to acquit all the accused runs
counter to constitutional spirit and
the 2019 Supreme Court judgement
that had described the demolition of  the
structure as an "egregious violation
of  the rule of  law". Congress' chief
spokesperson Randeep Surjewala said
every Indian who has innate faith in the
Constitution and in the spirit
of  communal amity and
brotherhood expects and
urges the
Central

and state governments to file an ap-
peal against the verdict delivered on
Wednesday. The governments must
follow the letter of  the law and the
Constitution without any "partiality and
pre-meditated prejudice" Surjewala
said, adding this is the true calling of
rule of  law and Constitution.

The verdict also triggered different
reactions on social media with sar-
castic hashtags like "ActofGod" and
'NoOneDemolishedBabri' trending on
Twitter. A number of  netizens also

hailed the verdict as serving justice
and trended hashtags like 'ShriRam'.

CPI(M) general secretary Sitaram
Yechury described the verdict as "com-
plete travesty of  justice". "All charged
with criminal conspiracy to demolish
Babri Masjid acquitted. Is it self  im-
ploded? The Constitution Bench headed
by then CJI had said that demolition
was an 'egregious' violation of  law.
Now this verdict!  Shame," he tweeted.

Expressing outrage over the ver-
dict, AIMIM Chief  Asaduddin Owaisi
called it "obnoxious" and said the cen-
tral agency should appeal against it.
"This judgement satisfies the collec-
tive consciousness of  Hindutva and
its followers and ideology," Owaisi said.

The IUML termed as "unfortunate"
the decision of  the Special CBI court
to acquit all the accused and opined that
an appeal should be filed against the ver-
dict. Reacting to the verdict, DMK pres-
ident M K Stalin alleged the Central
Bureau of  Investigation (CBI) has failed
to act fairly in the Babri mosque dem-
olition case and that it has become a
"caged parrot" of  the BJP-led Centre.

The Trinamool Congress was
guarded in its response to the

verdict, and said that "those
who are not happy with

the judgement can move
higher courts".

New Delhi, Sept 30: The Supreme
Court Wednesday observed that if
an area falls under eco sensitive
zone then neither the Centre nor the
state government will have the right
to mine it. The remark was made by
the top court which was hearing
Jharkhand government's pleas chal-
lenging the Centre's decision to
auction coal blocks for commer-
cial mining. The apex court said
prima facie Central government is
entitled to auction the coal blocks
in the state. However, it said that to
find out if  the areas in question
are eco-sensitive or not, it may send

some experts.  
A bench headed by Chief  Justice

SA Bobde asked the Centre to file an
affidavit within a week on whether
these areas in question are eco-sen-
sitive zones or not. During the hear-
ing, the bench observed that “at the
moment we are not dealing with
whether the Centre has the right

or Jharkhand to do mining. If  the
area is eco sensitive then no one, ei-
ther the Centre or the state gov-
ernment, has the right to mine”. 

It said, “We are not experts to
decide whether the areas are eco sen-
sitive or not. What we will do is
send some experts to say on this”.
At the outset, senior advocate FS
Nariman, appearing for Jharkhand,
said that auction of  coal blocks can
be postponed for a few months and
the suit under Article 131 they have
filed needs to be decided.

Senior advocate AM Singhvi,
also appearing for the state gov-
ernment, said that the state has a
large population of  tribal people

and 30 per cent of  area is forest
area and falls under eco sensitive
zone. “I am challenging the
coal auction as it is against the pub-
lic interest and not the Mines and
Minerals (Development and
Regulation) Act (MMDR Act),” he
said.  The bench told Singhvi that
how can he say that the MMDR Act
will not apply in the state on the
ground that it is a scheduled area.   

The bench said that what has
the state been doing in these areas
and it would like to hear whether
they are eco sensitive areas.  

Attorney General KK Venugopal,
appearing for Centre, said that just
14 days before a suit is filed, they had

filed a writ petition asking us to
roll back auction of  coal mine in
Jharkhand for six to nine months
or unless until Global investment
climate improves, so that Jharkhand
maximizes returns on natural re-
sources.  The bench said that at the
moment it is not dealing with
whether the Centre has the right or
the Jharkhand has right to do the
mining but if  the area is eco sensitive
then no one either the Centre or
the state government have the right
to mine.  “Our experience shows that
people want to exploit the eco sen-
sitive zones and if  the areas are
eco sensitive then we will not allow
either to mine,” it said.

New Delhi, Sept 30: In a major re-
lief  for taxpayers, the Centre
Wednesday announced extension
of  the due date for filing income tax
returns for assessment year 2019-
20 by a couple of  months to
November 30, 2020.

The decision has come in the
wake of  many taxpayers facing
difficulties in filing their income
tax returns due to the outbreak of
Covid-19 pandemic.

The last date for filing returns for
AY 2019-20 was extended earlier
till September 30, the third such ex-

tension during the pandemic. It
has been further extended till
November to provide more time
to taxpayers.

"On further consideration of  gen-
uine difficulties being faced by tax-
payers due to the Covid-19 situa-
tion, CBDT further extends the due
date for furnishing of  belated &
revised ITRs for Assessment Year
2019-20 from 30th September, 2020
to 30th November, 2020," the Income
Tax Department said in a tweet.

The Union government has al-
ready extended the date for filing
income tax retur ns for  
AY 2020-21 to November 30.

Hathras/Lucknow, Sept 30: The
19-year-old Dalit woman, whose
death in a Delhi hospital two weeks
after she was brutally gangraped led
to nationwide outrage, was cre-
mated in the dead of  the night early
Wednesday with family members
alleging they were forced by police
to hurriedly conduct the last rites.

“The cremation was done around
2.30-3 in the morning," her father
said, a day after his daughter, who
suffered critical injuries when she
was allegedly gangraped and tor-
tured by four upper caste men, gave
up the battle for life.

As political leaders and activists

voiced their protests on social media
and other platforms over the man-
ner in which the funeral was con-
ducted near the woman's home in
Hathras, a local police officer said
it was carried out “as per the wishes
of  the family”.

In the moments preceding the
cremation of  his sister, the teen's
brother told PTI from his home,
"Police have forcibly taken the body
and my father along with them for
cremation. When my father reached
Hathras (from New Delhi), he was
immediately taken (to the crema-
torium) by the police."

Prime Minister Narendra Modi
spoke with Uttar Pradesh Chief
Minister Yogi Adityanath and said

strict action should be taken against
the culprits, according to the Chief
Minister's Office.

The chief  minister also consti-
tuted a three-member SIT to probe
the case and asked that the trial be
conducted in a fast track court. The
SIT has been asked to submit its re-
port in seven days, an official said. 

Recalling the horrors of  the
Nirbhaya case, the Dalit teen was
allegedly sexually assaulted by
four men on September 14 and re-
ferred on Monday to the Safdarjung
Hospital in Delhi with spinal in-
juries, paralysis and cuts in her
tongue. She died around 3 am on
Tuesday. The men alleged to be
involved in the crime are under ar-

rest and will now face charges
under Section 302 (murder) of  the
Indian Penal Code, according to
Hathras Superintendent of  Police
Vikrant Vir.

The family left Safdarjung
Hospital in Delhi on Tuesday night
amid heavy police deployment and
reached their village in Hathras,
about 180 km from the national cap-
ital, after the body of  the young
woman, claimed a family member.

Another relative said 30 to 40
people accompanied the woman's fa-
ther to the crematorium. Senior
police and administration officials
were also present at the cremato-
rium in the middle of  the night,
an official said.

Bargarh, Sept 30:  The sarpanch
of  Gaurenmunda panchayat in
Bargarh district has been fined ̀ 1
lakh Wednesday for allegedly vio-
lating COVID-19 guidelines.

Block Development Officer (BDO)
of  Gaisilet block in the district
Niranjan Sa has imposed the fine on
sarapanch Malaba Sahu for con-
ducting congregation of  around 150
villagers on the block office premises
Tuesday.  According to sources, Sahu
along with some villagers had
gheraoed the BDO office Tuesday
after noon as protests against

kerosene scam under PDS scam.
The BDO alleged that the

sarpanch had not taken any prior
permission to organise the con-
gregation. Due to the COVID-19
situation, congregation of  such a
large number of  persons in a lim-
ited space is against the COVID-19
guidelines.  For this, the district ad-
ministration has imposed ̀ 1 lakh
penalty on the sarpanch for his
unlawful act.  Sahu had been di-
rected to submit the penalty amount
at the BDO office within three days.
Action will be taken against him if
he fails to submit the amount,
added BDO Niranjan Sa.

DESPITE TALKING OF A HEAVY SUBJECT SUCH AS CLIMATE CHANGE FOR 84 MINUTES, 
THE FILM MAINTAINS A TONE THAT IS FAR FROM PREACHY

The much awaited documentary
film streaming on Netflix talks of

a simple solution to save planet Earth
from most of  its ecological woes. The
docu-film draws focus on the power of
the soil, and suggests regenerative
cultivation of  the soil as an effective
way to avert impending doom.

For a glamour draw, directors
Joshua and Rebecca Harrell Tickell
have roped in Woody Harrelson as
narrator of  their cinematic pre-
scription to resuscitate the planet.
“Soil contains a universe of  life,” as-
serts Harrelson, as the narrative goes

about investing its minutes to ex-
plain how tapping into the power of
the soil to lower carbon footprint is
necessary if  we must curb the ill im-
pact of  climate change.

In order to understand why soil is
important, the Tickells and co-
writer Johnny O’Hara start off  by
explaining how rampant abuse
of  the earth surface has trig-
gered off  erosion. The result-
ant effect has been only too ob-
vious on the health of  the planet and
its inhabitants, as well as its climate.

The screenplay does a global recce
to underline its point, in the process
setting up a panoramic tour across
farming cultures as different as the
United States and China. The fact is
effectively captured how regenera-
tion of  soil helps turn near-dead

stretches into lush expanses across en-
vironmentally varied landscapes.

A sprinkle of  stardust is always a shot
in the arm for activism, and this par-
ticular push for an aggressive agro

therapy to save planet Earth incorpo-
rates more than Harrelson’s voiceover.
The narrative accommodates celebrity
climate warriors such as actors Patricia
and David Arquette, Rosario Dawson,
and Ian Somerhalder, supermodel
Gisele Bundchen, her husband and
NFL quarterback Tom Brady, and
singer Jason Mraz. The idea should help
grab the eyeballs and invariably in-
spire the fans. There are environment
experts, too, to add weight to the effort.

The film makes its point simply
and clearly. It is sincere in the proposal
it extends to heal the planet, and the
scientific context used to put across
its  lo gic  is  ef fective enough.
Importantly, despite talking of  a heavy
subject as climate change for  84 min-
utes, it maintains a tone that is far from
preachy or tedious.

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30: Crimes
against women and children seem
to be haunting Odisha if  the re-
cent data released by National
Crime Records Bureau (NCRB) is
any indication.

According to NCRB data, Odisha
recorded the highest of  542 cases of
using child for pornography or for
storing pornographic material
under Protection of  Children from
Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act in
2019. Odisha was followed by
Rajasthan which saw 157 such cases
in the year.

The report said that 2,036 inci-
dents of  sexual offences against
girl children and 1,417 incidents of
rape were reported from Odisha
last year.  The state also seems to
be floundering in tackling crimes
against women. The report said
that Odisha topped the list in terms
of  cybercrimes against women in

the country by registering 390
such cases in 2019.

Similarly, Odisha has been ranked
among the five worst performing
states when it comes to cases of
outrage of  women’s modesty. Odisha
was forth in the country to report
the highest number of  cases of  out-
raging modesty of  women as per
Section 509 of  Indian Penal Code.

An analysis of  data regarding
crimes against women for the last
three years suggests that the state
has seen a surfeit in number of
crimes against women.

The NCRB report said that while
the state had reported altogether
20,098 cases of  crimes against

women in 2017 it went up to 20,274
in 2018 and 23,183 in 2019.

The crime rate with respect to
crimes against women in Odisha is
among the worse five states. It has
a crime rate of  103.5 in such cases.
Other states which are worse than
Odisha are: Assam (177.8), Rajasthan
(110.4) and Haryana (108.5).

The NCRB data revealed that
Odisha saw a total of  342 dowry
deaths, three cases of  rape and
murder and a total of  1,382 cases of

rape of  all types. Odisha is also the
second state to report the highest
number of  cases of  assault on
women with the intent to outrage
their modesty.

The state, however, saw zero at-
tempts of  acid attack, zero cases
of  kidnapping and abduction for
murder, zero cases of  kidnapping
for ransom and no case of  traf-
ficking of  girls from abroad. The
state is fourth in terms of  human
trafficking cases.

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30: The sec-
ond day of  the monsoon session of
the Assembly witnessed uproari-
ous scenes over failure of  the gov-
ernment in Covid management.  

Participating on a debate on
admissibility of  an adjournment
over the failure of  government in
Covid management, Leader of
Opposition Pradipta Naik said,
“The state government has totally
failed in management of  the pan-
demic and this was realized
by people. As people of
western Odisha don’t
get proper medical
facility, they move to
Chhattisgarh for
treatment. It shows
how our govern-
ment has failed in pro-
viding basic healthcare
to people.”

He said not only Covid positive
patients, non-Covid patients too
suffer a lot. “Doctors are not at-
tending to non-Covid patients, they
are asking for Covid negative report.
When a critically ill patient moves
from pillar to post to get tested,
his/her health condition deterio-
rates and he dies,” Naik said.  

Though the Centre has provided
567 ventilators to the state, the
later has failed to utilize those to
save the lives of  Covid patients, the
BJP leader alleged.  He also al-
leged that the government has
given priority to Ganjam district
neglecting people from other dis-
tricts which shows selfishness of

the CM.  Another BJP member
Jay Narayan Mishra said, “The
entire health system in the state
has collapsed. The statement and
the claims made by the govern-
ment are far from truth.”

To get credit over Covid man-
agement, the government made
tall claims for first few days and
it was suddenly stopped when the
situation started worsening,
Mishra said.

Senior Congress legisla-
tor Narasingha Mishra too

strongly criticized
the state gov-

ernment over
this  issue
saying, “The
health sys-
tem has

been roasted.
The govern-

ment is  in a
comma. Let them

first  recover from the
comma.” 

Congress leader Suresh
Routray raised questions on
the fatality data provided by
the government. He said
much more people than the
number claimed by the govern-
ment are dying of  Covid. “The
state government invited Covid
by welcoming the migrant work-
ers during the lockdown period,”
he added.  However, Health
Minister Naba Kishore Das said the
pandemic is totally under control
and the situation in Odisha is
much better than many other
states and national average.  

Uproar in Assembly over nCoV ‘mismanagement’ 
House passes Epidemic Diseases Amend Bill 
B H U BA N E S WA R :  T h e
Assembly Wednesday passed the
Epidemic Diseases (Odisha
Amendment) Bill, 2020 amid
protests by opposition BJP and
Congress in the House. 

The Bill, which was introduced
Tuesday, was debated Wednesday

on the floor of  the House where
BJP and Congress members op-
posed the provision of  imposing
a hefty Rs 1 lakh penalty along
with two-year jail term for vio-
lation of  COVID-19 norms.

In the Bill, the government
has amended Section 2 & 3 of
Epidemic Diseases Act, 1897. The
government has inserted a new
provision under Section 2, which

empowers the state govern-
ment in procurement of  goods,
services and equipment nec-
essary for prevention and con-
trol of  the disease and the man-
ner of  such procurement.   

The other amendment is that
now government can impose
fine upto Rs 1 lakh or impris-
onment upto 2 year or both. 

“What was the hurry to bring
two amendments to the Act in
such a short span of  time? Why
provision of  such a huge
amount of  fine has been made
in the Bill? What will be the
problem, if  less amount of  fine
is imposed?” asked Leader of
Opposition Pradipta Naik (BJP).

Dubbing it a ‘Black Bill’, sen-
ior BJP MLA Jay Narayan Mishra
said, “The Bill was introduced to
arrest the Opposition leaders,
who are raising voice against
the government in COVID mis-
management. No such regula-
tion was imposed even during
British rule.” He demanded with-
drawal of  the Bill.

Congress legislative party
leader Narasingha Mishra also

raised questions on making
amendments to the Act through
ordinances in April and August.
“When there was allegation of
corruption and some people have
been summoned by Lokayukta in
July, the government brought
the ordinance in August. I am
opposing the amendment to
Section 2 to the Act,” the Congress
leader said referring to the al-
leged scam in procurement of
masks and PPE kits for healthcare
workers.

Congress MLA from Jeypore,
Taraprasad Bahinipati, too op-
posed the provision of  Rs 1 lakh
fine. “People in my district and
other KBK areas cannot pay such
hefty penalty. They even don’t
understand the regulations.
Besides, there is no provision of
any appellate authority, where
one can move against the fine.”  

Health Minister Naba Kishore
Das said the Bill was made to
strengthen the system and pre-
vent people from getting infected
with coronavirus and not meant
t o  a r re s t  a ny  o p p o s i t i o n  
party leader.

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30: Several
civil society organisations (CSOs)
in Odisha Wednesday condemned
the gangrape and subsequent death
of  a Dalit girl of  Hathras in Uttar
Pradesh and sought immediate ac-
tion against the culprits. 

The 19-year-old rape victim, who
was gangraped and left paralyzed
by four upper caste men, died a
fortnight after the heinous inci-
dent at a Delhi hospital Tuesday.

The girl was dragged by her stole
around her neck to a field before she
was raped by four men September
14 when she had gone to collect
fodder. The assault caused spinal
injuries to her. A week after she was
hospitalised, the girl told the police
that she had been gangraped. She
also named all the accused. 

The voluntary outfits demanded

stringent action against the cul-
prits involved in the gruesome 
incident. 

“What is the solution to these
kinds of  crimes against women in
our country where their safety is
at stake? It is indeed a sad and
shameful day for our country. We
failed our daughters as a nation,”
said Anjan Pradhan, a local CSO
member.

As per latest government data,
India recorded an average of  87
rape cases daily in 2019 and alto-
gether 4,05,861 cases of  crimes
against women during the year – a
7 per cent rise as compared to 2018.

“Nirbhaya’s rapists were hanged
earlier this year but cases are still
rising and the latest case again
puts a big question mark on justice
and law and order situation in the
country,” said Naba Kishore Pujari,
another activist.

According to  Law
Ministry, the term of  these
lawyers will be of  three
years with immediate ef-
fect. These lawyers will
represent Union govern-
ment in the Supreme Court.

Cuttack, Sept 30: The
Orissa High Cour t
Wednesday deferred till
October 9 the hearing of  a
petition filed over restric-
tion on height of  Durga
idols in community puja
pandals in Cuttack.

The Orissa High Court
has asked the state gov-
ernment to present its stand
during the next hearing.

It has also asked the state
government to provide pro-
tection to the idols which
are currently under con-
struction.  Following
COVID-19 guidelines is-
sued by Odisha govern-
ment, twin city Police
Commissioner Sudhanshu
Sarangi has directed all
community puja pandal
officials to limit the height
of  Durga idols to four feet.
He has categorically stated
that idols which are more
than four feet in height
will not be allowed inside
the pandals.

Officials of  Balu Bazaar
Puja Committee in the
Silver city had moved the
HC against the police order.
They filed the petition
September 23 seeking
scrapping of  the police
order in this regard.

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30: Like
September, all government offices
across the state will continue to
remain closed on Saturdays in
October too due to COVID-19.  

All departments and sub-ordi-
nate offices in Bhubaneswar and
Cuttack will function with 50 per
cent staff  strength (all staff  in-
cluding Group-A officers) during
October and it would be ensured that
the office work does not suffer,
General Administration (GA) de-
partment said in an order. 

The departments/head of  of-
fices in Bhubaneswar and Cuttack
have been empowered to decide
the manner of  selection of  em-
ployees who will attend office. 

However, the offices and serv-
ices  l ike Special  Relief
Commissioner (SRC) and Odisha
State Disaster Management
Authority (OSDMA), police, fire

services, health services and mu-
nicipal services will function with
full staff  strength. 

Government offices and em-
ployees have been instructed to
strictly follow all precautionary
measures issued by the depart-
ment, it said. In case of  detection
of  any Covid positive case among
the office employees, the concerned
office will follow the protocol is-
sued earlier. The officers/staff, who
have been provided with VPN will
continue to work from home, when
not assigned roster duty. They must
be available to attend to office work
of  urgent nature, at short notice and
be available on phone call at all
times, read the order. 

Govt offices to remain
shut on Saturdays POST NEWS NETWORK

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30:The World
Health Organisation (WHO) has
praised the state government for
its ‘effective’ governance and com-
munity-based strategies to con-
tain the spread of  COVID-19 and
keep the fatality rate low. 

In an article titled ‘From gov-
ernance to community resilience:
Odisha's response to COVID-19’, the
WHO highlighted the state’s early
response, dedicated COVID-19 hos-
pitals and decentralised manage-
ment through gram panchayats
to fight the pandemic. 

"Evacuating the stranded peo-
ple safely while adhering to social
distancing measures was chal-
lenging but the state's experience in
disaster management helped in
managing the situation. Effective gov-
ernance in collaboration with
Panchayati Raj Institutions and
community-based response strategy
enabled the resilient state to contain
the spread of  the virus," it said.

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Bhubaneswar, Sept 30: State’s
Covid-19 tally rose to 2,19,119
Wednesday as 3,443 more people
tested positive for the disease, while
14 fresh fatalities pushed Odisha’s
death toll to 842, an official of  Health
department official said.

The new cases were detected in
all the 30 districts of  the state. At
least 2,017 fresh cases were re-
ported from quarantine centres,
while 1,426 people tested positive for
the infection during contact trac-
ing, said the official.

Khurda district, of  which
Bhubaneswar is a part, recorded the
highest number of  new cases at
601, followed by Cuttack at 359 and
Balasore at 152.

“Regret to inform the demise of
fourteen Covid positive patients

while under treatment in hospi-
tals,” the HFW department said
on Twitter.

Of  the fresh fatalities, three each
were reported from Khurda and
Nayagarh, two from Puri, and one
each from Balasore, Bhadrak,
Cuttack, Ganjam, Kalahandi and
Kandhamal districts,  the 
official said.

Ganjam accounted for 220 of  842

deaths reported in the state so far,
followed by Khurda (134) and
Cuttack (70), the official pointed
out. Meanwhile, 4,219 persons re-
covered from the viral infection, tak-
ing the total recoveries in Odisha
to 1,85,700, the H&FW department
tweeted.

The state has conducted over
32.50 lakh sample tests, including
50,147 Tuesday, added the official.

Naraj, Sept 30: The state govern-
ment is spending crores of  rupees
to provide potable water to people.
But, many drinking water projects
in rural areas have failed to serve
the purpose.

The drinking water project at
Jaypur village of  Belagachhia pan-
chayat in Barang block is a classic
example of  poor implementation of
government scheme at the grass-
roots level.

According to sources, a drink-
ing water project was constructed
at Jaypur in 2005 to provide potable
water to around 3,000 villagers. The
state government had spent Rs 15

lakh to sink a borewell, build a
pump house and lay pipes for the
drinking water project. However, the
project is yet to be made functional
even though 15 years have passed
since its construction. 

The surroundings of  the pump
house have been covered with plants
and grasses while some equipment
of  the project were stolen away,
said the villagers.

The villagers claimed that they

have raised the drinking water proj-
ect issue with the authorities con-
cerned time and again but to 
no avail. 

“Lakhs of  rupees were spent for
the drinking water project at Jaypur.
But, the project is lying idle. People
of  the village did not get any ben-
efit from the project. The state gov-
ernment should launch a probe to
find out the reason behind the fail-
ure of  the project,” said a villager. 

Departmental junior engineer
Sushant Kumar Sethi said he is
new to the job and he has no knowl-
edge about the drinking water proj-
ect at Jaypur. “We will look into
the issue if  a complaint is lodged
with us,” he added.

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30: The state
government issued guidelines for
reopening of  zoos and deer parks
here Wednesday. 

National Zoological Park
(Nandankanan) was shut down since
March due to the outbreak of  COVID-
19 pandemic. It is set to open for vis-
itors October 4 onwards. Strict
COVID-19 norms will be followed
while visitors are allowed entry.

In a letter sent by office of  State
Wildlife headquarters and Chief
Wildlife Warden to Nandankanan
Zoological park, the guidelines for
opening of  zoo and deer parks in
Odisha October 4, 2020 were spelled

out. As per the guidelines, there
will be no entry without masks, no
entry for visitors with cold, fever,
cough, senior citizens. People with
infants are advised to not visit the
zoo and all visitors should pass
through medicated foot mat, body
sanitizer fixed at zoo entrance.
Security personnel should advise the
visitors to avoid congregation and
urge them to use sanitizer and hand
wash provided at various utility
areas in zoo. 

Guidelines also mention about
ticketing service. It said that e-tick-
ets should be given priority over
manual ticket booking for con-
tactless transaction. Also, the num-
ber of  daily visitors was capped at

1,500 for large zoos. For small zoos,
750 visitors per day will be allowed
and the number for mini zoos and
deer parks is 300 visitors per day. 

It also says that once inside the

zoo, the visitors should maintain so-
cial distancing on the zoo prem-
ises and avoid touching barricades
and other surfaces. Visitors should
neither spit nor chew tobacco inside
the zoo. 

Smoking inside the zoo is also pro-
hibited. Canteens and cafeterias
should follow social distancing
norms and must serve food at dis-
posable containers. Zoo guides and
staff  interacting with visitors must
wear masks and face shield and
hand gloves while taking visitors on
zoo tours. Visitors are encouraged
to bring their own water bottles. 

The guidelines are also applicable
for visitors at State Botanical Garden.
No picnic is allowed in the parks. 

Zoos, parks get reopening guidelines

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30: With
Odisha and neighbouring states
experiencing excessive rainfalls,
the rise in prices of  vegetables en-
tered into third week as customers
refrain from bulk buying amid in-
flated pricing burning a hole in
their pockets.

While brinjals
were being sold at
Rs 35-40 per kilo-
gram at the begin-
ning of  Sept, it in-
creased to Rs. 60
per kilogram reg-
istering about 50%
rise in price.
Similarly tomatoes
that are priced at
Rs 60 were earlier
selling at Rs 40 per
kg. Meanwhile, okra is being sold
at Rs 50 per kilogram. Amongst
these, onions showed a whopping in-
crease of  150% in prices as it rose
from Rs. 20 per kg to Rs. 50 per kg.

“Much of  the increase has been
due to excessive rains experienced
in most of  the districts in Odisha.
The rains have ruined crops and
hindered supply. Export from neigh-
bouring states has also been re-
stricted owing to COVID and rains.
Increased demand in West Bengal
has also increased the price,” a
trader here said.

Traders also stated that the rise

in vegetables, especially onion, is
due to lack of  setting up fixed rates
by the administration. While the
National Agricultural Cooperative
Marketing Federation of  India Ltd
(NAFED) is selling onion at Rs 32
a kg, prices at the Aiginia mandi
here vary from Rs. 32 to Rs. 40 a kg
depending on the quality of  the

vegetable. 
“The retail

traders are selling
low grade onions
at Rs. 50 which
should be sold for
Rs. 36-38 a kg at the
retail points. This
is largely due to
authorities failing
to keep a check on
prices.  There is
enough stock of
onion and potato

but different varieties of  onion
prices are fixed accordingly which
is causing enough trouble,” said
another trader at Unit IV market. 

While more rains are expected
in coming weeks, traders feel that
the spiral curve may continue to rise
further. This increase in prices has
resulted in mentality shift of  buy-
ers who have restrained from bulk
buying. “I usually stock vegeta-
bles in large quantities. However,
with increase in prices I’m buy-
ing it only on a daily basis,” said
Chandan Swain, a customer at
Rasulgarh.

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30: With a
fresh low pressure area brewing
over Bay of  Bengal, the MeT of-
fice Wednesday forecast heavy rain-
fall in many parts of  Odisha for five
days, prompting the state govern-
ment to ask district collectors to be
prepared to deal with any water-
logging and localized flooding.

A cyclonic circulation over now
lies over west-central and adjoining
northwest Bay of  Bengal off  north
Andhra Pradesh-south Odisha
coasts. Under its influence, a low
pressure area is likely to form over
northwest and adjoining west-cen-
tral Bay of  Bengal off  Odisha coast
during next  48  hours,  the
Meteorological Centre here said.

The low pressure system is likely
to trigger heavy downpour in sev-
eral parts of  Odisha till October 5.
It may cause waterlogging in low-
lying areas and damage kutcha
houses and informal roads at some
places, it said.

Squally weather accompanied
by surface wind with speed reach-
ing 40-50 kmph is likely to prevail
of f  Odisha coast  adjoining
Northwest and West-central Bay of
Bengal, the MeT Centre said, ad-
vising fishermen not to venture
into the sea till October 2.

In view of  the weather forecast,
Special Relief  Commissioner (SRC)
P K Jena issued an advisory to dis-
trict collectors asking them to
closely monitor the situation and
remain prepared to deal with any
waterlogging and localized flood like

situation in low-lying areas. Advice
for fishermen must be strictly im-
plemented, he said.

As per the MeT Centre forecast,
heavy to very heavy rainfall is
likely to lash some places in
Ganjam, Puri, Kandhamal and
Gajapati districts till Thursday.
Parts of  Koraput, Rayagada,
Khordha, Boudh, Nayagarh,
Jag atsinghpur,  Cuttack,
Kendrapada, Sambalpur, Kalahandi
and Bhadrak may also receive
heavy rainfall during the period.

Similarly, heavy to very heavy
rainfall is likely to lash some areas
of  Jagatsinghpur, Cuttack, Puri,

Kendrapada, Dhenkanal, Ganjam,
Angul, Jajpur, Bhadrak, Balasore,
Mayurbhanj, Kandhamal, Nayagarh,
Boudh and Khordha districts on
Thursday and Friday, it said.

Heavy rainfall will also occur
at one or two places in Balasore,
Bhadrak, Jajpur, Kendrapada,
Jag atsinghpur,  Cuttack,
Mayurbhanj, Keonjhar and Angul
districts on Friday and Saturday.

Heavy rainfall may also lash
some places in Angul, Dhenkanal,
Keonjhar, Boudh, Kalahandi,
Kandhamal, Sambalpur, Cuttack,
Jajpur and Bhadrak districts on
Sunday and Monday, it said.

Bhubaneswar, Sept 30:Congress
leader Pradeep Majhi Wednesday
held a press conference here and
accused the state government of
giving patronage to a government
supplier who now owns 700 acres
of  land in the mining 
dominated area.

Majhi said that one family in
Angul now owned 700 acres of
land worth Rs 350 crore, many of
which were illegally taken over
from the tribals of  the region by
forging documents.

“In this state, buying a tribal
land is not easy. The tribals can do
this only when serious health con-
ditions compel them to do so. We have
documents to prove that several
tribal lands in Angul were sold to
just one family citing several minor
health conditions like piles, uri-
nary infection and others,” he said.

The Congress leader accused
six Sub Collectors involved in the
process and other Collectors with
whom the government supplier
engaged in business in the past.

“Without government support
this is not possible. Several district
administration, minister and
MLAs of  the ruling party are di-
rectly involved in giving patron-
age to them. Much money from the
PPE kit scam seems to have flown
into this corruption,” he said.

He also accused several offi-
cials of  diverting their ill gotten
money into such land procure-
ments. “Usually, to get a tribal
land and register it, a general man
has to run from pillar to post.
When such land grabbing cases are
rampant in the state, how can the
state government claim that they
work for the tribals?” he said. 

The party leader cited several
documents procured through RTI
from the administration and de-
manded an impartial enquiry into
the matter. The party said that if
the government does not heed to
their demands, it would try to take
other legal routes into the case.

Jajpur, Sept 30: Around 55 govern-
ment and private establishments are
due to pay a whopping sum of  ̀ 3,365.751
crore towards water cess by March end,
a report said Wednesday. 

Of  it, `2,694.186 crore is lying out-
standing on 32 private industrial
firms, ̀ 454.043 on a joint venture
of  Centre and state and ̀ 217.522
crore on state government
owned establishments, the re-
port added. Among the 55 de-
faulting units, cases re-
g arding payment of
`2,665.887 crore of  15 in-
dustrial firms are pending
in several courts. 

The matter came to fore
after Jyotirmaya Rath, engi-
neer-in-chief  of  Water Resources
department in a letter (20090, dated-
22.09.2020) asked the special secre-
tary to take further action in this 
regard. 

Observers alleged that the state
government is losing in crores to-
wards revenue because of  showing
undue favour to various industrial
firms and public sector units. Among
them, the state government owned
Odisha Industrial Infrastructure
Development Corporation (IDCO) is
one of  the beneficiaries of  govern-
ment largesse.   

They also pointed out that while
farmers, dependent on the water of
Mahanadi, Brahmani, Baitarani rivers,
for their cultivation are facing crop loss
due to lack of  water for irrigation, the
state government is showering largesse
on these firms for no exact reason.  

Questions are being raised as to
why IDCO and other industrial firms

are backing off  in depositing their
water cess. 

The state government showing gen-
erosity had waived of  `56.4 crore to-
wards water cess. This time also a
sum of  Rs 10 crore has been proposed
to be waived off  on IDCO towards
one time settlement of  water cess.    

However, to everyone’s surprise
the state Water Resources

department instead
of  making efforts

towards collec-
tion of  the
outstanding
money has
adopted the
route of  one
time settle-
ment for col-

lection of  the
arrears. The

Water

Resources department
has proposed to waive off  Rs2619.099
crore towards one time settlement of
the arrears.  

This apart, two industrial firms
Bhushan Power and Steel Ltd at
Lapanga in Sambalpur district and
BRG Iron and Steel Company in
Dhenkanal district have been ex-
empted from the list of  one time set-
tlement of  water cess as they have
been pronounced insolvent.  

Reports said that thousand cusecs
of  water are being drawn daily from
various rivers and water bodies and
being sold to various industrial
firms. The state owned IDCO has
been selling water to various in-
dustrial firms in Kalinganagar
Industrial Complex in this district
for the last 21 years by drawing water
from Brahmani river. IDCO is draw-
ing water from the river after sign-

ing a contract with the Water
Resources department. 

As per the list prepared for one
time settlement, IDCO, Kalinganagar
has an outstanding of  `24.233 crore,

Keonjhar, Sept 30: After the min-
ing scam came to the fore a few years
ago, the state government tightened
mineral laws to check illegalities in
the sector. Despite this, illegalities
are allegedly being committed in some
mines, which were detected recently,
a report said. 

According to the report, some min-
ing companies have got lease of  mines
by paying high premiums. They are
violating the government guidelines
so as to make profits to make for their
losses.

This was exposed by the directorate
of  mines. Recently, the joint director
of  the mines (Bhubaneswar) had vis-
ited some mining areas. Following
this visit, director of  mines Debidutta
Biswal in a letter (6605/Sept 23/2020)
to the joint director of  mines at Joda
has pointed out illegalities in some
mines.

It was alleged that illegalities worth
crores of  rupees have been commit-
ted while locals have demanded a
high level probe into the alleged scam. 

Some mining firms have got mines’
leases by paying more than 100 per cent
premiums. Various circles appre-
hended that how these firms are look-
ing for various illegal ways to make
profits so that they can get back their
high premiums. One way was to con-
trol the price of  the minerals. 

After lease of  mines, various circles
had alleged a number of  illegal ways.
Considering this, the joint director
of  mines recently made surprise vis-

its to mines at Jajanga, Nuagan,
Ganua, Narayanposi and Thakurani.
He detected irregularities in these
mines, it was reported. 

The lessees had not made stacks
of  their extracted mineral in proper
geometrical shapes while stacks were
not in specified areas as per the ap-
proved mining plan. There was ma-
nipulation in the standard of  miner-
als with evasion of  taxes, it was
reported.

The authorities had checked min-
erals by taking 33 samples. But the
grades of  15 samples were shown as
poor grades in their records whereas
they were found to be of  high grades. 

It was found that the lessee has in-
stalled quick disposal system in the
weigh bridges of  Narayanposi, Jajang
and Nuagan iron ore mines. 

The letter pointed out that in this
system, excess mineral carried by a
vehicle is taken out and dumped be-
side weigh bridges and loaded where
that vehicle carried less. When mul-
tiple grade minerals are dispatched
simultaneously, there is chance of
mix-up. 

“Therefore, it is advised that in the
leases where QDS is installed, care
should be taken to dispatch the stacks
of  similar grade in stages,” the letter
said. 

The director of  mines has wanted
necessary action in this direction.
The joint director of  mines, Joda, has
been directed to issue demand notice
to the lessees for payment of  differ-
ential royalty and premium of  the
stacks which have been found to hav-
ing more iron content than the per-

mitted level.
The director of  mines has laid stress

on strict following of  Rule-10 of  Orissa
Minerals (Prevention of  Theft,
Smuggling and Illegal Mining and
Regulation of  Possession, Storage,
Trading and Transportation) Rule,
2007 while issuing permission for re-
moval of  stocks. 

Salil Behera, joint director of  mines
at Joda said that works of  new lessees
are being routinely checked, but not
so much irregularities were detected. 

It was learnt that a total of  1,901
tones of  minerals are in stock but
59.49 per cent of  this stock is under
a mining firm. Another 179 tonnes
which means 9.4 per cent of  the stock
is under a south Indian mining firm.
The two firms have accounted for
68.91 per cent of  total stocks, but
these firms have no mega industries
in Odisha.

Malkangiri, Sept 30:For years,
thousands of  people in more
than 30  vil lages under
Korukunda and Sadar blocks
in the district have been suf-
fering from commuting owes
in the absence of  a bridge across
Tamasa river. Why? Because it
has been four years that a Rs3.47-
crore-worth bridge project is
about to be completed.

They travel across the river
daily in rickety country boats,
risking their lives and facing a
lot of  hardships, a report said.

According to the report, peo-
ple  of  some vil lages of
Sikhapalli, Gorakhunta and
Badali, Poteru panchayats have
to go to Pitakata weekly market
and the block headquarters.
They alleged that the real or-
deal they face is during the mon-
soon when the river is in spate
and boats are to be ferried in
choppy waters.

In view of  the commuting
woes of  the people, the govern-
ment has undertaken a bridge
project at a cost of  over Rs3.47
crore March 30, 2016. 

“Its work was started four

years ago, but it has not been
completed till date,” lamented
a local. The absence of  proper
transport facilities has forced us
to travel across the river on
boats overloaded with bikes and
people on a daily basis, it was ob-
served.

In rainy season, accidents
happen and people have drowned
in the past while being ferried. 

“We have a constant fear of
drowning. But with no other

option we have been dependent
on this for years,” a local said.

Some locals blamed official ap-
athy and the contractor for the
delay in completion of  the bridge
project. A contractor has given
the work to another contractor
on sub-contract basis, it was re-
ported. Locals pointed out that
there is no timeline for its com-
pletion as mentioned on the in-
formation plaque. The work is
very slow and of  poor quality,
they alleged. 

The view of  the executive en-
gineer of  the road and build-
ing department could not be
registered. 

However, locals have de-
manded that the department

concerned should expedite the
work of  the bridge project to
eradicate their commuting woes
which has been continuing over
years.

Balasore, Sept 30: The country
Wednesday successfully test-fired
BrahMos supersonic cruise missile
with a strike range of  more than
400 km from a base in the state,
defence sources said.

The launch of  the state-of-the-art
missile from the Integrated Test
Range (ITR) at Chandipur near
here was successful, Defence
Research and Development (DRDO)
sources said.

“All the parameters were met
during the trial,” a DRDO official
said after the missile was test fired
at 10.45 am. The missile can be
launched from land, sea platforms
as well as fighter jets, he said.

The first extended version of
the missile, which had a strike

range of  450 km, was successfully
tested March 11, 2017.

September 30, 2019 a shorter
range land version of  BrahMos
was successfully test fired from
Chandipur ITR.

Jointly developed by the DRDO
and NPOM, a leading aerospace
enterprise of  Russia, the BrahMos
missile is a medium-range ram-
jet supersonic cruise missile ca-
pable of  being launched from sub-
marines, warships, fighter jets
or land.

The missile, already operational
with the Indian Army, Navy and Air
Force, is regarded as the fastest
supersonic cruise missile in the
world, the sources said. 

Land acquisition for naval
base in Paradip completed

Paradip, Sept 30: All decks were cleared for
establishment of  a naval base in Paradip after
port authorities acquired over 20 acre of  land
and handed it over to the Indian Navy au-
thorities, Tuesday. The proposed site is near
Nehru Bungalow at Sector-21 in the town.

This was stated here by Biswajit Mishra,
estate officer of  Paradip Port while talking
to mediapersons Tuesday.  Mishra said the land
was handed over to the naval authorities
after clearing the encroachments in the area.

the desert and soon they were tired, dusty and thirsty. Then Vishnu pointed
at a small hamlet and said, “Narada, please get me some water.” Narada knocked
on the first door and a girl of  beauty and grace opened it. “Come in, my lord,”
she said. He entered to a welcoming family who gave him food and water and
he stayed for months until he asked for the girl’s hand. He married her and
had three children. Twelve years passed and suddenly there was a flash flood
that destroyed the village. Narada took his three children and wife and
tried to get out of  the high swirling waters. But they were swept away and
he found himself  alone. He sat in the ruins of  his life and cried bitterly. And
then he heard the distant voice of  Vishnu calling, “Narada, I’ve been wait-
ing half  an hour! Where is my water?” And then Narada realised that every-
thing was a dream.

A girl wrote to me from Patna: A pedigreed dog had been abandoned by
his owners on the streets of  Patna. He had been bitten by the street dogs, was
almost blind with eye infection and bald with mange. She had taken him in,
but he bit her and her in-laws objected so she put him in a boarding house.
But the boarding house was too expensive so she gave him to a volunteer who
kept him on the roof  in the heat, always chained and so she gave him to some-
one else but he growled a lot and they had a small child, and now she had
no option but to put him back on the street. He
had been chained in different houses for a month.

I asked Air India to fly him to me. I paid the
fare, the girl got the cage and this very broken and
hopeless-with-rage Chowchow came to me two
months ago. As soon as he came he bit me and
then no one would go near him. I named him Goofy
because I believe that names have power and
though we usually name all our animals after gods
and qualities, he required a silly name to make
him less threatening. All I did was talk to him and
tell him how much we loved him and how happy
we were to have such a brave and handsome ad-
dition to the family. He never bit anyone again.
When he was attacked by the resident alpha
dog Lambu, he vented his anger on the sofa
cushion till it died! He still has the cushion as
his victim when he gets upset, but now he just
rolls on it and squashes it to death.

Two months later his hair is a beautiful black
fur, his eyes are almost healed, he and Lambu are cordial and respectful to each
other and he has settled in as a happy non-aggressive, loved being. Sometimes
I wonder if  he remembers his time of  extreme suffering in Patna and whether
that is real to him or whether this is real. He went from one extreme to an-
other and perhaps it was his faith in the magic of  the universe that got him
to me. The king who slept and dreamt he was a butterfly. When he awoke he
asked himself: Was he a king dreaming he was a butterfly or a butterfly
dreaming he was a king?

This time of  Covid has brought many new beings into my house: Nisha,
whose leg was broken by her owner and abandoned, tied to a lamppost and
fed by passersby. Someone brought her directly to my house, and I can never
say no because that is their destiny and I am simply a small medium.
Gora with yellow eyes who came full of  wounds and is still very afraid. Two
crows called Kaku and Kaki who come for biscuits every day at 5 pm and
bang into me if  I am late, the squirrel who shares their biscuits and was
very skittish till we named him Tommy Sir, and now he sits with his chest
out. The dogs abandoned by the taxi stand nearby whom we feed till the
cabbies come back. Three bearded dogs who have been abandoned by a lawyer
who used to feed them outside his house. They will not come inside mine
but they sit outside and get fed. The fat earthworms that come into my room,
in pairs, to avoid the rain and whom we put back when the sun comes out,
the myna who walks with me until she is chased off  by Tulasi, the fifteen
or more monkeys who sit on the stairs to the roof  and are fed rotis and fruits
every morning.  After they eat, they thank us by pulling off  the few veg-
etables we grow in the garden and throwing them at the dogs. Gauri, who
works with People for Animals, has become the cat lady and has taken in
dozens of  newly born kittens who would otherwise have been put into sacks
and thrown into gutters.

During this lockdown thousands of  people have written about their tra-
vails with animals to me and we have tried to help all of  them. Each story is
unique and they are all painful – a litany of  cruelty by people who should have
used their time on earth to make it a better place, but have chosen to become
mean and vicious and waste their lives by increasing the sum total of  suf-
fering. I am so lucky, so terribly lucky, that I was given the chance and the
understanding of  how to snatch moments of  happiness. If  you are in this dream
called Maya, make sure you don’t make it a nightmare for everyone else.

T he Odisha Universities Act,
1989, has been replaced by a
new law through an

Ordinance of  the Odisha govern-
ment. Under this, universities will
not have autonomy in terms of  for-
mulating courses and in recruit-
ment of  teachers. These would be
handled by the Odisha PSC as they
do for selection of  lecturers in gov-
ernment colleges. Universities will
retain the freedom for research
and teaching.

Universities need change the
way they are run. Many teachers do
not read, which affects their work;
and without work, some of  them
have been made professors. Very
rarely, their research works get
published. These have affected the
learning process as also brought
down the quality of  education. This
has resulted in a process of  learn-
ing from textbooks and notebooks
without genuine application of
mind; and there are less of  debates
and discussions among students. 

The government order of  2020 is
well-thought-out as it is hoped to
help the intellectual growth of  the
universities by recruiting better
quality teachers. Educationally
better-equipped teachers are to be
appointed by a neutral body set up
by the government. This is possi-
ble as the catchment area for re-

cruitment of  teachers into uni-
versities has increased. All teach-
ers working in government col-
leges are eligible to face interview
for entry into universities. If  teach-
ers of  private colleges are also al-
lowed to face the competition, this
will widen the catchment area.  

Autonomy is a necessary con-
dition but not a sufficient condition
as it requires talented teachers to
impart knowledge by engaging stu-
dents in discussing the issues of  im-
portance, including matters af-
fecting the society and the state.
Notably, most of  the bright edu-
cated youths get recruited by the
Staff  Selection Commission. All
the important scholars of  the uni-
versities were initially working in
colleges. Scholars like Bijay Bohidar,
Sarita Bohidar and Late Sanjib
Raut worked in government col-
leges, which reflect in their tal-
ents; and they are still working as
visiting professors in various uni-
versities. The Staff  Selection
Commission is more neutral and
non-partisan than the entities that
recruit teachers to the universi-
ties. It is wrong to differentiate be-
tween college teachers and uni-
versity teachers.

Most college and university
teachers do not go to the library or
the archives or the National

Archives and go to the classrooms
and teach. They often use their old
notebooks while teaching, but
knowledge is an area that keeps
changing. I had an occasion to meet
a set of  20 teachers at a refresher
course conducted by Sambalpur
University. They were brilliant but
had not taken the trouble of  read-
ing any book outside of  the text-
books since they started as teach-
ers a decade or two ago. They do not
read newspapers. There yet is nei-
ther the vigil about the way uni-
versities function, from any side,
nor the motivation among the teach-
ing community to perform better.
Corruption and nepotism are ram-
pant in the appointment of  VCs
and teachers in universities and in
matters of  construction works on
the campuses.

Perceptions are that external ex-
amination is better than internal
as evaluation can be done in a neu-
tral and non-partisan manner.
Teachers would thus not indulge
in favouritism; something that affects
the examinations conducted by in-
dividual universities and evaluated
by themselves. There are situations
of  teachers being threatened by stu-
dents to get higher marks. It, thus,
is better that the power of  evalua-
tion is shifted to a neutral body.

A problem is also of  the revi-

sion of  courses of  studies. The
Ravenshaw University removed the
chapter on Shakespeare from the
English literature syllabus and their
students started getting up to 90
per cent marks in English, but could
not qualify for admission to uni-
versities like Delhi for post-gradu-
ate studies. The same situation pre-
vailed in Economics where
Econometrics got removed from
the course of  studies here, except by
Sambalpur University. Students
then started getting up to 90 per
cent in Economics but could not
qualify for admission to Delhi School
of  Economics. The same thing hap-
pened in Physics; the course re-
mained primitive and the students
from here could not qualify for IITs. 

The autonomy enjoyed by uni-
versities destroyed the quality of
higher education; and such was
the complacence that curriculum
upgradation was rare. The re-
sponsibility on the government has
increased after scrapping the
Universities Act of  1989, but it
would do well to create an academic
committee that can formulate
courses for the whole of  Odisha
and monitor the external exami-
nation for universities and colleges.

New law can make universities better

SIDESTEPPING ALLIES 
I

t was Congress-Mukt Bharat
for the BJP. But now, it seems
that the BJP is also keen to
get rid of  its alliance part-

ners. Gone are the days, witnessed
during the Vajpayee era, when the
allies were treated with respect
and their voices were heard. Now,
the communication lines between
the two have stopped working, as
the BJP alone is in a position to run
the government.

Allies, no doubt, are miffed with
the BJP. The Shiv Sena was the
first to desert the BJP to form the
Maharashtra Vikas Aghadi gov-
ernment, joining hands with the
Congress and the Nationalist
Congress Party (NCP) of  Sharad
Pawar in the state. Last week, on
the issue of  the farm Bills, the
Shiromani Akali Dal (SAD) pulled
out its only nominee in the Modi
government, Union Food Processing
Industries Minister Harsimrat
Kaur Badal and later chose to walk
out of  the ruling National
Democratic Alliance (NDA).

The PDP of  Mehbooba Mufti
was dumped in Jammu & Kashmir,
as the BJP prepared to implement
the Hindutva agenda of  abrogation
of  Article 370.

The Lok Janshakti Party (LJP)
of  Union Consumer Affairs
Minister Ram Vilas Paswan has sig-
nalled that his son and LJP pres-
ident Chirag Paswan is compe-
tent to take any decision with
regard to LJP’s continuance in
the NDA.

The AIADMK is also unhappy,
but is biding its time, as Tamil
Nadu Assembly elections are due
in early 2021. Until then, the state
government needs the patronage
of  the central government.

The allies are nostalgic and miss
the Vajpayee touch. SAD supremo
Prakash Singh Badal could dial
and talk to Vajpayee and LK Advani
to sort out issues. Now, no one takes
such calls in the BJP.

For Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, in his first term in office, his
late colleague Arun Jaitley was
the pointsman for talking to al-
lies. Being from Punjab himself, he
knew the pulse of  the state and
could easily guide the PM. He also
happened to be close to Bihar Chief

Minister and Janata Dal (United)
leader Nitish Kumar and could
sort out issues that may arise from
time to time.

Jaitley once confided that when-
ever he travelled to Patna, or Nitish
came to Delhi, the JD (U) leader ex-
pected a tin of  Gopaljee Rasgoolas
from the former. Obviously, is-
sues, too, were sorted out in a
spirit of  bonhomie.

Now, the tragedy is that there
is no one to even talk to the allies,
let alone addressing their griev-
ances. The Modi-Shah duo seldom
talks to the allies. No third person,
like Union Defence Minister
Rajnath Singh, or BJP president
JP Nadda, has been assigned to talk
to the allies. In such an atmos-
phere, there is no forum for the al-
lies to ventilate their grievances.
There is no one to discuss the
pending political demands of  the
allies, take them to the top lead-
ership and get back with some
sort of  feedback for the allies.

The allies are bitter that the
NDA exists only on the paper. PM
Modi never held an NDA meeting
to discuss policy issues. The al-
lies were not taken on board, ahead
of  passing the Bills to replace the
Ordinance in the brief  Monsoon
Session of  Parliament.

The controversial Bills that re-
placed the Ordinances are the

Farmers Produce Trade and
Commerce (Promotion and
Facilitation) Bill, 2020; the Farmers
(Empowerment and Protection)
Agreement on Price Assurance
and Farm Services Bill, 2020; and
the Essential Commodities
(Amendment) Bill, 2020. The is-
sues worrying the farmers are
that they will no longer get paid the
Minimum Support Price (MSP).
The existing mandis established
under the Agriculture Produce
Marketing Committees (APMC)
Act have been excluded from the
definition of  Trade Areas under
the new law.

Ideally, these Ordinances/Bills
could have been sorted out in the
NDA meeting. But the times have
changed. Despite the popular
protests by farmers, the allies
could not influence the opinion
of  the BJP on these controversial
Bills. The Modi government knew
what it was in for and was deter-
mined to forge ahead. The manner
in which these Bills were pushed
through in Parliament showed
the determination of  the Modi es-
tablishment to forge ahead on its
chosen path.

The allies are up in arms. Yet,
the PM is not rattled. Clearly Modi
is taking a calculated political risk
to sidestep the allies, with an eye
on expanding the BJP footprint

across India. He wants to establish
the BJP as an all-India party, re-
placing the Congress that claimed
to be the only pan-Indian party.

Who could have thought that
BJP could be a coalition partner
in the Jammu & Kashmir gov-
ernment?  By joining hands with
the PDP, Modi made it possible
and thus expanded his base in the
state. Similarly, he brought the
BJP to power in the North-East,
when the saffron party stormed to
power in Assam and in the Red bas-
tion of  Tripura. The BJP is now
out to replace the Congress in
West Bengal and Odisha as the
principal challenger to the ruling
parties in the state.

The BJP’s sudden aggression
in showing its thumb to its allies
is not without reason. The party
is no longer in a minority posi-
tion in the Rajya Sabha to need the
help of  its allies. Earlier, it needed
their support in the Rajya Sabha,
where it was in minority, for push-
ing Bills during the first term of
the Modi government. Now, the
BJP no longer needs the crutches
of  the allies and can stand on its
own feet in the Upper House. In
case, it does need some extra help
during the voting in Parliament,
there are a handful of  friendly-
Opposition parties, ever willing
to bail out the BJP government.

Having carved out a niche for
themselves, Modi and Shah want
to expand their footprint all over
India. Having played second-fid-
dle to Shiv Sena in Maharashtra and
SAD in Punjab for years together,
they are keen to establish the BJP
as a strong party in these two states.

With the Punjab Assembly polls
due in 2022, the BJP wants to try
and expand its base in the north-
ern state, which is not possible, if
it continues to cling on to the
Akalis. Even in Bihar, once a jun-
ior partner of  JDU, the BJP is
seeking parity with its ally. With
the aim of  spreading its tentacles
in all states, it is natural for the BJP
to desert its allies. No one is as
confident as the Modi-Shah duo of
overshadowing everyone in elec-
tions -- Lok Sabha or Assembly!

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Truckle

Truckle is recorded as a dialect name for a cheese from about the beginning
of the nineteenth century, usually one that is cylindrical or barrel-shaped.

Some dictionaries say it’s dialect still, but cheesemakers say that today it’s a
standard term in the industry for any barrel-shaped or cylindrical cheese that
is taller than it is wide. This sense of the word came to us from the Latin
trochlea, “pulley wheel; sheaf,” related to the Greek trokhilia, “pulley.” Truckle
came into the language some 600 years ago with that meaning, referring to a
simple wooden wheel with a groove in it to guide the rope. Soon afterwards a
type of furniture castor shaped like a slim disc was given the same name.
Perhaps its best-known use is in truckle bed, a low bed on small wheels that
could be stored under the main bed in a room. This was used by personal
servants who slept in the same room as their masters or mistresses; the
truckle bed would be dragged out at night and stored away again in the
morning. Someone who slept like this was said to truckle and the implication
of being below someone of higher social status led about 1660 to the figurative
sense of truckle under or truckle down — to take a subservient or an inferior
position. More recently English re-borrowed the Latin original trochlea to
describe features in humans and insects that look like pulley wheels.

New Delhi, Sept 30: India’s longest
spell of  clean air on record came to
an end in Se ptember when 
New Delhi, the world’s most pol-
luted capital city, recorded a 
significant deterioration in air 
quality, partly due to crop waste
burning by farmers.

Up until this month, New Delhi
and its satellite cities, which last year
accounted for half  of  the dozen
most-polluted cities worldwide, had
enjoyed respite due to the strict na-
tionwide lockdown to stem the
spread of  the coronavirus.

But, a pick-up in economic activity
and a slightly early start to crop
waste burning, a significant source
of  pollution during the winter
months, have made the air more
toxic again.

“The gains which we had seen be-
cause of  the lockdown are lost in
September,” said Sachchida Nand
Tripathi, a professor at the IIT
Kanpur and a member of  the
National Clear Air Mission, a fed-
eral body.

In September, the concentration
of  poisonous PM2.5 particles in a
cubic metre of  air averaged at 47.64
micrograms, more than 17 per cent
higher from the same month last
year, according to a Reuters analy-
sis of  government data, indicating
a “poor” rating.

That is almost twice the level
deemed safe by the World Health
Organisation (WHO), though it is
still below the safety level of  60 mi-
crograms set by SAFAR, India’s
environment monitoring agency.

In Punjab state, to the north of
New Delhi, there were about 70
crop fires in September, more than
double the number in the same
month last year, according to a
study by the Indian Institute of
Technology (IIT), Kanpur in north-
ern India.

Air pollution typically worsens
during the winter months from
October to December.

Last year, New Delhi suffered
nine consecutive days in late October,
early November when the air qual-
ity was hazardous, with a PM2.5
reading of  509.2 micrograms
recorded November 3  by IQ
AirVisual, a Swiss-based group that
gathers air-quality data globally.

Authorities intensified a cam-
paign to reduce crop waste burning
after the outrage caused by last
year’s sickening air quality levels,
and officials say farmers are 
likely to reduce burning by 75-80 per
cent this year.

Delhi loses cleaner lockdown
air as farmers burn crop waste

NEW DELHI: The Delhi gov-
ernment will work with Pusa
Research Institute from October
5 to make an agri mix using a
technique developed by it to re-
duce the need for stubble-burn-
ing in farms, Chief  Minister
Arvind Kejriwal said Wednesday.
In an online briefing, he said that
the work on creating the agri
mix capsules is likely to be com-
pleted by October 12-13. “We will
visit farmers’ homes and if  they
are willing, we will spray the
mix. The mixture will soften the
stubble and slowly convert it into
manure,” he said.  This will also
bring down the fertiliser usage in
farm land, besides increasing
the productivity, he said. Kejriwal
said he had also written to the
Centre urging it to ensure that
other state governments also im-
plement this solution. Stubble

burning is a major cause of  pol-
lution in Delhi-NCR every year,
especially in the winter months.
“During the time of  coronavirus,
pollution can be dangerous and
state governments should work
towards finding solutions. Pusa
Research Institute has found an
economical solution,” he said.
Experts at the institute have de-
veloped what they call as “de-
composer capsules”. Just four
capsules, some jaggery and chick-
pea flour are needed to prepare
25 litres of  a solution, enough to
cover one hectare of  land. 

KEJRIWAL’S SOLUTION 
TO STUBBLE-BURNING

Kochi, Sept 30: A key accused in
the Kerala gold smuggling case
Wednesday moved a plea in the
Special NIA court here, express-
ing his willingness to turn approver.

Moving the plea, fourth accused
Sandeep Nair, who was arrested
by NIA from Bangalore along with
prime accused Swapna Suresh,
said he was ready to disclose the
facts under Section 164 of  the CrPC.

Under this section, any metro-
politan magistrate or judicial 
magistrate may, whether or not he
has jurisdiction in the case, record
any confession or statement 
made to him in the course of  an 
investigation.

Nair said he was very well aware
that the statement he would give
would be treated as evidence also
against him. Multiple agencies in-
cluding NIA,  Customs and
Enforcement Directorate are prob-
ing the case of  smuggling of  gold
worth over Rs 100 crore through
diplomatic baggage addressed to
the UAE consulate  at
Thiruvananthapuram since
November last year.

Swapna Suresh and Sarith were
former employees of  the UAE con-
sulate and allegedly used their past
connection to smuggle gold using
the diplomatic channel.

The Customs is also probing
whether M Sivasankar, who was
removed as Principal Secretary to
the Chief  Minister and also IT
Secretary after allegations surfaced
that he had links with Swapna
Suresh, had used his office to pro-
vide any help to the key accused.

The NIA had registered the case
under Sections 16, 17 and 18 of  the
Unlawful Activities (Prevention)
Act, 1967 against four accused --
Sarith, Swapna Suresh, Faizal
Fareed and Sandeep Nair July 10.

Suresh and Nair were arrested
July 11 from Bangalore after they

absconded from their homes in
Thiruvananthapuram.

NIA had said their probe re-
vealed that Suresh is one of  the
prime accused who had conspired
and facilitated smuggling of  gold
through diplomatic baggage of  the
UAE consulate, on many occasions
with other accused and associates.

She had disclosed about his as-
sociations with other accused and

associates, besides suspects in-
volved in financing the smuggling
of  gold, the agency said.

She was also questioned by NIA
about the ‘incriminating contents’
of  retrieved data from the digital de-
vices seized by the agency.

NIA has said their investigation
so far revealed that the accused
had conspired and sourced gold in
large quantities from abroad on
multiple occasions earlier and
smuggled them through various
airports, especially in Kerala.

It said their probe also revealed
the larger conspiracy involving in-
fluential people both in India and
abroad behind the crime.

NIA suspects that the profit from
the proceeds of  smuggling could be
used for terror funding.

During the course of  the inves-
tigation, NIA arraigned 26 others
as accused in the case, many of
whom were arrested.

The agency's probe also revealed
that the absconding accused -- 
Faizal Fareed, Rabins, Sidhiqul
Akbar,  Ahamed Kutty,  Raju 
and Muhammed Shameer -- are in
the UAE.

The NIA said it has initiated
steps to issue blue corner notices
against the absconding accused
through INTERPOL to secure them
for investigation.

Thiruvananthapuram, Sept 30:
An all-party meeting held here
Tuesday under Chief  Minister
Pinarayi Vijayan agreed to jointly
fight the spike in Covid cases, but
ruled out a total lockdown.

Kerala has reported 1,95,106 in-
fections so far. Speaking to the
media after the meeting, Vijayan
said that the general consensus is
that a lockdown might not help,
but all the parties have agreed to play
a responsible role to ensure that
things do not go out of  hand.

“From now on, everyone should
ensure that the Covid protocols are
strictly adhered to, especially when
in shops and markets or while tak-
ing part in social and political
events. If  this does not happen,
things will become very grave for
the state. All present in the meet-
ing agreed to this,” said Vijayan.

The Chief  Minister said that at
present there are 61,791 active cases
in the state, while 1,24,688 people
have been cured. 

The state, where the COVID-19
cases were doubling on an average
of  every 20 days, reported 23 deaths
Wednesday, taking the toll to 742.
Across the state, 2,36,960 people are
under observation, including 28,702

in various hospitals.
“At present, we are fully equipped

to deal with the situation, but the
fact of  the matter is if  things turn
very grave and if  the spread goes
beyond our calculation, it might
lead to a difficult situation. Hence,
we all should ensure that Covid
protocols are not violated at any
cost,” said Vijayan.

New Delhi, Sept 30: Seroprevalence
of  antibodies to COVID-19 reduced
to 25 per cent in September from
nearly 29 per cent last month among
people in the national capital, the
Delhi High Court was informed
Wednesday.

These are the findings of  the
third round of  sero surveillance
carried out by the AAP government
in the national capital between
September 1 and September 7.

The report was placed before a
bench of  Justices Hima Kohli and
Subramonium Prasad during the
hearing on a PIL seeking increase
in the COVID-19 testing numbers in
the national capital and getting

speedy results.
The report, filed through Delhi

government additional standing
counsel Satyakam, indicated that
there was a reduction in the “an-
tibody seroprevalence” from 28.7
per cent in August to 25.1 per cent
in September.

It also showed that there was a sig-
nificant decrease in seroprevalence
in north east, north and central
districts of  Delhi, while there was
a slight increase in south, east, west

and north west districts.
The seroprevalence was more

in females during all the rounds of
the survey and it was the least in the
18-49 years age group, as compared
to age groups of  less than 18 years
and more than 50 years, it said.

“Seroprevalence was increased
in participants belonging to the
low socio-economic status and those
living in unplanned colonies,” the
report said and added that this was
probably due to difficulties in main-

taining social distancing and hygiene
measures amongst people of  these
categories. The Delhi government
surveyed 17,409 people across the na-
tional capital.

The report stated that asympto-
matic infections were manifested in
most cases during all the sero sur-
vey rounds and diabetes mellitus
was observed to be a risk factor for
subclinical infection.

The sero survey also found that
nearly one-third of  the participants
with a past history of  COVID-19
infection, “did not have detectable
IgG antibodies.”

“However, there is evidence that
antibodies to COVID-19 may de-
plete over time,” it added.

The surveyors have recom-
mended that there is a need to space
the sero survey rounds and future
surveillance should focus more on
“ensuring representativeness of
the sample in terms of  settlement
type and socio-economic status.”

The Delhi government told the
bench that it will inform the court
on the next date of  hearing October
7 as to when it will conduct the
next round of  sero survey.

New Delhi, Sept 30: The Delhi
High Court Wednesday declined
to entertain a PIL seeking action
against social media platform
Twitter for being allegedly involved
in conspiracy to promote anti-India
propaganda such as Khalistan move-
ment, saying the plea was based
on claims and no representation
about it was made to the Centre.

A bench of  Justices Hima Kohli
and Subramonium Prasad said
"none of  the issues in the petition
have been flagged before the 
Union of  India" and the plea was
made on claims of  a Member of
Parliament and news reports in
the public domain.

The bench also noted the con-
tention of  Additional Solicitor
General Chetan Sharma that the pe-
titioner should first approach the
executive with her grievance be-
fore moving the court.

It allowed the petitioner, Sangeeta
Sharma, to withdraw the plea to
move an appropriate representa-
tion before the central government.

The petition, filed through ad-
vocates Desh Ratan Nigam and
Awanish Sinha, had sought lodging
a case against Twitter and its rep-
resentatives in India under the
Unlawful Activities (Prevention)

Act, the provisions of  IPC dealing
with sedition and waging war
against the country and under the
Information Technology Act.

The petition had also sought an
enquiry by the National
Investigation Agency (NIA) into
the matter as the persons allegedly
promoting the messages in rela-
tion to Khalistan are from outside
the country.

It had also sought that the revenue
generated by Twitter from India
should be taxed here and a direction
that it share its source code with the
Indian government.

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New Delhi, Sept 30: The country
received above normal monsoon
during the four-month rainfall sea-
son, recording the second highest
precipitation in the last 30 years, the
India Meteorological Department
(IMD) said Wednesday.

The country received 109 per cent
rainfall of  the Long Period Average
(LPA) with three of  four months --
June (107 per cent), August (127 per
cent) and September (105 per cent)
-- witnessing above normal rain-
fall, while July recorded (90 per
cent) below deficient rainfall.

"Quantitatively the 2020 mon-
soon seasonal rainfall during 1 June
to 30 September 2020 has been 95.4
centimetres against long period av-
erage of  87.7 cm based on data of
1961-2010 (109 per cent of  its Long
Period Average)," R K Jenamani, sci-
entist with the National Weather
Forecasting Centre (NWFC) said.

The monsoon season in India of-
ficially starts on June 1 and lasts till
September 30. The southwest mon-
soon delivers about 70 per cent of  the
country's annual rainfall, critical for
the agriculture sector that accounts
for about 14 per cent of  India's GDP
and employs more than half  of  the

country's 1.3 billion population.
Good rains have boosted sowing

of  the kharif  crops which farmers
have sown in record 1,116.88 lakh
hectares till last week as compared
to 1,066.06 lakh hectares a year ago,
according to the Agriculture
Ministry's data.

The IMD has four meteorological
divisions. Of  the four, the east and
northeast India, central India and
south India have received above
normal rainfall. The northwest
India division has recorded defi-
cient rainfall.

Nineteen states and union ter-
ritories have received normal rain-
fall this year, while nine states and
union territories saw excess rain-
fall. Bihar, Gujarat, Meghalaya,
Goa, Andhra Pradesh Telangana,
Tamil Nadu, Kar nataka and
Lakshdweep islands have recorded
above normal rainfall. Sikkim
recorded large excess rainfall. 

However, Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram, Tripura, Uttarakhand,
Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and
Kashmir have recorded deficiency.
Ladakh has recorded large defi-
ciency. "Considering recent years
since 1990, the seasonal rainfall
was 110 per cent of  LPA in 1994 and
2019. It is consecutively for two

monsoon years, when India received
good rainfall of  9 per cent above
LPA or more. 

"Data shows similar consecutive
good monsoon rainfall years in 1958
and 1959 when it was 10 per cent and
4 per cent above LPA respectively,"
Jenamani added.  Monsoon made
an onset over Kerala on June 1, its
normal annual onset date. Its timely
onset was also aided by cyclone
Nisarga. The monsoon covered the
entire country by June 26, 12 days
ahead of  its normal date of  July 8. 

The withdrawal was also late. It
withdrew from west Rajasthan and
parts of  Punjab on September 28,
11 days after its normal onset date.
One of  the main features of  the
monsoon was the rainfall in August.
The month saw five low pressure
areas (cyclonic circulations) that
brought large amount of  rainfall
over central India. Total number of
low pressure days was 28 against nor-
mal of  about 15 in August.

New Delhi, Sept 30: The BJP
Wednesday sought to scotch spec-
ulation about differences with Union
minister Ram Vilas Paswan's Lok
Janshakti Party, asserting that all
the three National Democratic
Alliance partners will fight Bihar
assembly polls together.

After a long meeting of  party
leaders, including Home Minister
Amit Shah and president J P Nadda
besides those from the state, BJP
general secretary Bhupender Yadav
said that talks with allies on the
seat-sharing arrangement will be
completed in a couple of  days.
Yadav is the party's in-charge for
the state's affairs.

"A lot of  development work has
happened in Bihar and the NDA
will fight the polls on the basis of
this under the leadership of  Chief

Minister Nitish Kumar. The BJP,
JD(U) and the LJP will fight the
polls strongly along with Jitan
Ram Manjhi, who has joined hands
with JD(U), and will form gov-
ernment again with a three/fourth
majority," he said.

Official sources said the final

seat-sharing arrangement is likely
to be announced soon and the list of
candidates for the first phase of
polls will be out by October 4 or 5.
The nomination process for the first
phase, under which 71 of  the total
243 seats will go to polls, begins on
Thursday and ends on October 8.

The Chirag Paswan-headed LJP
has indicated it will fight on 143
seats if  it does not get a "honourable"
deal from its allies. In 2015, it had
contested 42 seats and won two.
The JD(U) was then part of  the op-
position alliance which decisively
defeated the NDA.

Chirag Paswan chaired a meeting
of  LJP leaders at his residence here
Wednesday over the polls. The
strained relations between the JD(U),
headed by Kumar, and the LJP have
put the alliance under pressure as
BJP attempts to play a balancing role.

Bihar BJP president Sanjay
Jaiswal and state Deputy Chief
Minister Sushil Kumar Modi also
attended the party meeting.
Wednesday, the BJP appointed for-
mer Maharashtra Chief  Minister
Devendra Fadnavis as its in-charge
for the assembly elections, the party
said in a statement.

‘BJP, JD(U), LJP to fight polls under Nitish’
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Guwahati, Sept 30: The flood
condition in Assam deteriorated
marginally Wednesday with over
2.83 lakh people affected across
eight districts, an official bul-
letin said.

According to the daily flood re-
port of  Assam State Disaster
Management Authority (ASDMA),
more than 2.83 lakh persons are hit
due to floods in Biswanath,
Goalpara, Morigaon, Hojai,
Nagaon, Golaghat, Dibrugarh and
West Karbi Anglong districts.

At present 432 villages are under
water and 26,652 hectares of  crop
areas have been damaged across
Assam, ASDMA said. Nagaon is the
worst hit with 2.08 lakh people suf-
fering, followed by Morigaon with
more than 40,600 persons and
Goalpara with over 11,400 people,
the report said. 

Roads, bridges, culverts and
other infrastructure have been
damaged by flood waters in
Morigaon, Nagaon and Kokrajhar
districts,  ASDMA said.
Brahmaputra is flowing above its
danger marks at Dhubri town,
Nimatighat in Jorhat and Tezpur
in Sonitpur district, while its trib-
utaries Jia Bharali is doing so at NT
Road Crossing in Sonitpur, Kopili
river at Dharamtul and Kampur in
Nagaon are flowing above their
respective danger marks.

Flood condition
worsens in Assam
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New Delhi, Sept 30: ISRO is
scheduled to launch its Venus mis-
sion in 2025 and France will par-
ticipate in it, French space agency
CNES said Wednesday. 

The VIRAL (Venus Infrared
Atmospheric Gases Linker) in-
strument co-developed with the
Russian federal space agency
Roscosmos and the LATMOS at-
mospheres, environments and
space observations laboratory at-
tached to the French national sci-
entific research centre CNRS has
been selected by the ISRO after a
request for proposals, it said in a
statement.

ISRO chairman K Sivan and
CNES president Jean-Yves Le Gall
held talks and reviewed the areas
driving cooperation between
France and India in space. "In the
domain of  space exploration,
France will be taking part in ISRO's
mission to Venus, scheduled to
launch in 2025. CNES will coor-
dinate and prepare the French
contribution, the first time a
French payload will be flown on
an Indian exploration mission,"
CNES said in a statement.

However, there was no com-
ment from ISRO. After the Mars
Orbiter Mission (Mangalyaan)
and Moon missions Chandrayaan-
1 and 2, ISRO has set its eyes on
Venus for carrying out its inter-
planetary mission. 

France and India share a ro-
bust collaboration in arena of  the
space. It is one of  the three na-
tions with whom India collabo-
rates in the strategic sectors of
nuclear, space and defence -- the
other two being the US and Russia.
In March 2018, the two countries
also issued a 'Joint Vision for
Space Cooperation'. 

India and France are also work-
ing on ISRO's human space mis-
sion Gaganyaan project.

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Mumbai, Sept 30: Under fire
from all  quar ters,  the
Maharashtra gover nment
Wednesday stayed its own con-
troversial order of  August 10 im-
plementing the three farm ordi-
nances - now laws - that made it
the first state in the country to en-
force them, officials said here.

These were: The Farmers
Produce Trade and Commerce
(Promotion & Facilitation)
Ordinance 2020, The Farmers
(Empowerment & Protection)
Assurance and Farm Service
Ordinance 2020, and The Essential
Commodities (Amendment)
Ordinance 2020, of  June 5, 2020
- all now laws.

As per the August 10 order is-
sued by the Director of  Marketing
Satish Soni, these ordinances
were to be "strictly implemented"
- even before the laws on it were
passed by Parliament last week,
sparking massive protests among
peasants all over India.

The fast paced political cir-
cumstances leading to the stay
order came after a Nationalist
Congress Party (NCP) MLC
Shashikant J. Shinde challenged

the Directorate of  Marketing,
Pune's order.

Among other things, Shinde
contended that the August 10
order was issued without tak-
ing any of  the stakeholders into
confidence, including the APMCs,
farmers' bodies, labourers, local
officials and others.

The matter came up before
the Marketing Minister Balasaheb
Shamrao Patil who at a hearing
stayed the August 10 notification
and posted the matter for fur-
ther hearing October 27.

Welcoming the order,
Vasantrao Naik Sheti
Swavlamban Mission (VNSSM)
President Kishore Tiwari termed
it "a victory of  the poor farmers
in Maharashtra" and the MVA al-
lies Shiv Sena-NCP-Congress
who are staunchly opposing the
new farm laws.

Maha withdraws Aug order
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New Delhi, Sept 30: India and
China Wednesday held another
round of  diplomatic dialogue on
the border standoff  in eastern
Ladakh, and emphasised the need
to implement the decisions arrived
at the last round of  military talks
to avoid misunderstandings and
maintain stability on the ground.

After the virtual talks under
the framework of  the Working
Mechanism for Consultation and
Coordination (WMCC) on border
affairs, the Ministry of  External
Affairs (MEA) said the two sides
reviewed the current situation
along the Line of  Actual Control
(LAC) and "positively evaluated" the

outcome of  the sixth meeting of
their senior commanders last week.

"They emphasised the need to im-
plement the steps outlined in the
joint press release issued after the
last meeting of  the senior com-
manders so as to avoid misunder-
standings and to maintain stabil-
ity on the ground. In this context,
the need to strengthen communi-
cation, especially between the
ground commanders, was empha-
sized by both sides," the MEA said
in a statement.

Corps commanders of  the two
sides held a nearly 14-hour-long
meeting September 21 following
which they announced a slew of  de-
cisions to de-escalate the tense sit-
uation. The decisions included to
stop sending more troops to the
frontline, refrain from unilater-
ally changing the situation on the

ground and avoid taking any ac-
tions that may further complicate
matters.

On Wednesday's talks, the MEA
also said the two sides reviewed
the current situation along the LAC
and had frank and detailed discus-
sions on the developments since
the last meeting of  the WMCC on
August 20.

"They also noted that the agree-
ment between the two Foreign
Ministers should be sincerely im-
plemented to ensure disengage-
ment at all the friction points along
the LAC," the MEA said.

External Affairs Minister S
Jaishankar and his Chinese coun-
terpart Wang Yi had held a bilateral
meeting on the sidelines of  a Shanghai
Cooperation Organisation(SCO) meet
in Moscow in the backdrop of  a de-
teriorating situation in eastern
Ladakh triggered by a fresh con-
frontation between the armies of
the two countries.

At the meeting on September 10,
the two sides reached a five-point
agreement that included measures
like quick disengagement of  troops,
avoiding action that could escalate ten-
sions, adherence to all agreements
and protocols on border manage-
ment and steps to restore peace along
the Line of  Actual Control (LAC).

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New Delhi, Sept 30: The acquit-
tal of  senior BJP leaders and
Hindutva activists in the Babri
mosque demolition case Wednesday
has come as a big boost to the saf-
fron party, whose leaders have al-
ways insisted that the razing of
the disputed structure in Ayodhya
was a spontaneous act and not part
of  any conspiracy.

With the party set to intensify its
campaign for the Bihar assembly
polls besides by-elections to one
Lok Sabha and 56 assembly seats,
the court verdict has again brought
the emotive issue, which has ani-
mated political discourse for long,
to the centre stage and given the BJP
a handy plank.

The special CBI court's order ef-
fectively absolves the BJP of  any
responsibility from the most con-
troversial aspect of  the Ram
Janmabhoomi movement and what
the Supreme Court had described
as an "egregious violation of  the rule
of  law" in its last year verdict that
handed over the disputed site in
Ayodhya to pro-temple parties in
that dispute.

All the 32 accused, including
BJP veterans L K Advani, Murli
Manohar Joshi and Kalyan Singh
besides Uma Bharti and Vinay
Katiyar, were acquitted by the court
in Lucknow almost 28 years after
the FIR was filed following the
mosque's demolition on December
6, 1992 by 'kar sevaks'.

The court said there was no con-
clusive proof  against the accused,
which also included Sadhvi
Ritambhara, Champat Rai and
Mahant Nritya Gopal Das, who
were all part of  the movement.

The verdict will ensure that the
BJP while owning up the move-
ment's success in ensuring the con-
struction of  Ram temple in
Ayodhya, can legitimately disas-

sociate itself  with the demolition.
It has also snatched a potent weapon
from opposition parties, most of
whom have targeted the BJP for the
mosque's fall while either refrain-
ing from criticising or even wel-
coming the temple's construction.

It was the Ram Janmabhoomi
movement and Advani's ' Rath
Yatra' in 1990 to mobile the masses
in favour of  building a temple at the
disputed site, where believers hold
that Lord Ram was born, that
brought the issue to the center
stage of  national politics and helped
the BJP emerge as an alternative
to the Congress.

As part of  the movement,
Hindutva organisations had brought
a large number of  'kar sevaks' at the
site when the mosque was taken
down by the mob. Reacting to the
verdict, Advani said it has vindi-
cated the BJP's and his stand.

A BJP leader said the judgment
has ensured that  the Ram
Janmabhoomi movement leaves
behind a "proud legacy" for the
party without having any dimen-
sion to it about which it might have
felt defensive. Though the CBI has
the option to appeal in a higher
court against the verdict, it re-
mains far from clear if  the central
agency will do so.

Top BJP leaders hailed the spe-
cial CBI court order acquitting all
the accused and described it as a vic-
tory of  truth and justice.

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New Delhi, Sept 30: A majority of
71 per cent parents will not be send-
ing their children to school in
October even if  schools reopen.

With rising Covid cases, per-
centage of  parents willing to send
their children to school drops from
23 per cent to 20 per cent in one
month, according to a Local Circles
survey.

Only 28 per cent parents are in
favour of  schools reopening in cal-
endar year 2020 while 34 per cent feel
they should open only in the next
academic year i.e. April 2021

Many parents in North India ex-
pect COVID-19 combined with
October-November smog will only
make the situation worse for children.

The Covid-19 cases in India have
risen to over 60 lakh and are show-
ing no signs of  plateauing, with
more than 80,000 cases being re-
ported every day. The daily case load
has slightly reduced but the numbers
are misleading as the average num-
ber of  tests in the last two weeks
has fallen from 11 lakhs a day to 7 lakh
a day, LocalCircles said.

The death toll in India is now
approximately 1 lakh while people
are confused about whether to go out
or stay home as markets, restau-
rants, bars, metro and various other
services are now open.

Schools in the country have been
closed since March after the lock-
down was announced with volun-
tary attendance for students of  sen-
ior classes per mitted from

September 21 basis authorisation
from parents.

LocalCircles conducted a survey

to get pulse of  the parents on school
reopening. The survey received over
14,500 responses from parents lo-

cated in around 217 districts of  the
country with 61% parents from Tier
1 districts, 21 per cent from Tier 2 dis-
tricts and 18 per cent from Tier 3, Tier
4 and rural districts of  India.

When asked if  the Central
Gover nment and their State
Government decide that schools
should open in their state in October,
would they be sending your
child/grandchild to school in
October, 71 per cent responded in a
clear ‘no' while only 20 per cent
said ‘yes'. 9 per cent were unsure
about it.

LocalCircles had conducted a
similar survey in August this year
and the percentage of  parents who
said they would want to send their
kids to school during the COVID-19
pandemic stood at 23%. The data

clearly shows that with rising COVID
cases, percentage of  parents willing
to send their children to school
drops from 23 per cent to 20 per
cent in one month.

In the second question, parents
were asked given the current daily
Covid-19 case load and the upcom-
ing festive season, what is their po-
sition regarding opening of  schools
in India. In response, 32 per cent said
schools should not open till
December 31, 2020, while 34 per cent
said Government should not open
schools for this academic year i.e.
till March/April 2021. 7 per cent
said schools should open from
October 1, 12 per cent said schools
should open from November 1, and
9 per cent said schools should open
from December 1.

71% parents not willing to send children to school: Survey
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New Delhi, Sept 30: With Covid-
19 set to enter its ninth month in
India after the country reported
its first confirmed case in Kerala on
January 30, there is a likelihood
of  increased transmission of  the
novel coronavirus virus during the
winter months, health experts
warned Wednesday.

The novel coronavirus that has
traversed winter, spring, summer,
monsoon and now creating havoc
in autumn has proven to be an all-
season virus which is currently
spreading rapidly in India. With a
spike of  80,472 coronavirus cases and
1,179 deaths in 24 hours, India's
tally Wednesday surpassed the
grim 62 lakh mark with a total of
62,25,763 cases.

"Based on our knowledge of  other
respiratory viruses, it may be pos-
sible that the coronavirus infec-
tions might rise in the coming win-
ter months," Dr Richa Sareen,
Consultant, Pulmonology at Fortis
Hospital in New Delhi, said.

"Most respiratory illnesses like
SARS, influenza, etc show a sea-
sonal variation, with cases spiking
in winter months. Viruses tend to
survive longer in a cold and dry cli-
mate," she explained. Furthermore,
low humidity promotes evapora-

tion of  viral particles and aerosol for-
mations, which can increase the
airborne spread of  disease.

According to Sareen, lack of  sun-
shine in winters also depletes
Vitamin D levels, thereby decreasing
immunity, making us more sus-
ceptible to infections, including
Covid-19. "The effect of  winters on
Covid surge is yet to be seen, how-
ever wearing a proper mask, fol-
lowing hand hygiene and social
distancing are the mainstay to pre-
vent Covid-19 infection till the vac-
cine arrives," she stressed.

On Tuesday, the key findings of
the second round of  sero-survey
conducted by the Indian Council of
Medical Research (ICMR) suggested
that India had 87 million Covid-19
patients by the end of  August.

ICMR Director-General Balram
Bhargava had said that one in 15 in-
dividuals was exposed to Covid-19
by August. Dr Suranjit Chatterjee,
Senior Consultant, Indraprastha

Apollo Hospitals, New Delhi said:
"Generally, flu-like diseases spread
more during winters. Cold weather
and humidity are favourable for
the spread of  the disease."

However, the rise in the cases
will be accelerated mainly because
people are becoming less vigilant,
mask use is down and mobility is up.
"Ramping up the testing for coron-
avirus, following social distancing
rules strictly, and practicing respi-
ratory and hand hygiene measures
without any lackadaisical approach
will be crucial during the winter
months," Chatterjee said.

According to Praveen Gupta,
Director and Head, Neurology,
Fortis Memorial Research Institute,
Gurugram, respiratory symptoms,
which are one of  the main symp-
toms of  Covid-19, are known to
worsen in winter. "There are chances
of  a spike in cases again if  we do
not take the necessary precautions,"
Gupta noted.

COVID LIKELY TO BE
MORE LETHAL: EXPERTS

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New Delhi, Sept 30: The Indian
Navy has conducted exercises with
Russia and 'Quad' countries - an
informal security forum compris-
ing India, the US, Japan and
Australia - in a message to China
on getting a wider footprint in the
Indo-Pacific region.

The Indo-Pacific region is seen
from the west coast of  India to the
US. The Indian Navy carried out a
three-day bilateral maritime ex-
ercise with Japan in the north
Arabian Sea from September 26,
2020 to September 28, 2020. It was
the fourth edition of  India-Japan
Maritime bilateral exercise JIMEX,
which is conducted biennially. The
last edition of  JIMEX was con-
ducted in October 2018 of f
Visakhapatnam in India.

Naval cooperation between India
and Japan has increased in scope
and complexity over the years.
Advanced level of  operations and
exercises took place during three
days. It is indicative of  the con-
tinued upswing in Indo-Japanese
defence relations and continued
efforts by both governments to
work closely for a more secure,
open and inclusive global com-
mons, in accordance with inter-
national regulations.

The helicopter carrier of  Japan
JS Kaga took part in the recent ex-

ercise. The Kaga and its sister ship
the Izumo are being converted into
aircraft carriers that will carry
US-built maritime planes, the F35-
B. India, Japan, China and South
Korea are the countries now in-
volved in what is seen in strategic
circles as the Asian carrier race.

The Australian Navy and Indian
Navy carried out passage exercise
in the East Indian Ocean Region
from September 23 to September
24. The exercise involved partici-
pation of  HMAS Hobart from the
Australian side and Indian naval
ships Sahyadri and Karmuk. In ad-
dition, an Indian maritime patrol air-
craft and helicopters from both sides
carried out coordinated exercise.

The exercise, aimed at enhancing
interoperability, improving un-
derstanding and imbibing best
practices from each other, involved
advanced surface and anti-air ex-
ercises including weapon firings,
seamanship exercises, naval ma-
noeuvres and cross deck flying
operations.

Navy takes to seas with

Srinagar, Sept 30: The bodies of
the three persons killed in an en-
counter in South Kashmir's
Shopian district on July 18 will
be exhumed and handed over to the
families, Inspector General,
Kashmir Vijay Kumar said
Wednesday.

"Since DNA samples have
matched with the families, the
three dead bodies will be exhumed
and handed over to the families
after due process of  law," Kumar
said.

Earlier, the DNA samples of  the
family members, hailing from
J&K's Rajouri district were
matched with three persons --
Imtiyaz Ahmad, Abrar Ahmad
and Mohammad Ibrar. The three
were killed by the security forces
during an anti-terror operation
in Shopian.

An army inquiry later found
that the security personnel had
exceeded their powers under the
Armed Forces Special Powers Act
(AFSPA) during the encounter.

The Jammu and Kashmir Police
and the army started probing the
killing of  the three after the fam-
ilies claimed that their kin had
gone missing and photographs
emerged on social media about
them reportedly having been killed
in the encounter. Police have so far
arrested two persons, who were
under suspicion and are being
questioned.

Bhopal, Sept 30: A two-day-old girl
was stabbed to death by an uniden-
tified person and the body dumped
in a temple premises in Bhopal, po-
lice said Wednesday.

The newborn's body having
multiple stab wounds was found
wrapped in a shawl in the prem-
ises of  a temple in Ayodhya Nagar
area on Monday, they said. The
police sent the body for postmortem
and its report received on Tuesday
revealed that the child was at-
tacked with a sharp tool multiple
times on the stomach and back,
Ayodhya Nagar police station in-
charge Renu Murab said. A mur-
der case has been registered against
an unidentified person, the official
said, adding that no arrest has
been made so far. The police are try-
ing to gather details from nearby
hospitals about the birth of  chil-
dren in last one week, she said.
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Mumbai, Sept 30: The Narcotics
Control Bureau (NCB) Wednesday
refuted claims about clean chit
given to Bollywood divas Deepika
Padukone, Shraddha Kapoor, Sara
Ali Khan and others questioned in
connection with the a drugs case sur-
rounding the death Sushant Singh
Rajput, saying such reports are "de-
void" of  "truth and facts".

"The news article mentioning
that the drugs law enforcement
agency giving clean chit to those ex-
amined by NCB is devoid of  the
facts and truth." He said that the nec-

essary "rebuttal" is being issued to
the concerned.

The remarks came after a media
report claimed that the NCB has
given clean chit to Deepika, her
former manager Karishma Prakash,
Sara, Shraddha and others in a
drugs related case. The NCB ques-
tioned Deepika, Shraddha and
Karishma Saturday in Mumbai for
several hours over their alleged
chats discussing drugs. The NCB
also questioned Sara, who starred
with Sushant in "Kedarnath" for
over five hours in the case Saturday.

Deepika is the daughter of  bad-
minton icon Prakash Padukone

and married to actor Ranveer Singh,
while Shraddha is daughter of  vet-
eran actor Shakti Kapoor. Sara is
daughter of  actors Saif  Ali Khan and
Amrita Singh.

The NCB also grilled actor Rakul
Preet Singh in connection with its
probe Friday for four hours.

However, the officials of  the NCB
have remained tightlipped on its
findings after the questioning of
these actors in the case as it is cor-
roborating the statements of  all
the people questioned in the case so
far. The NCB also arrested Kshitij
Ravi Prasad former executive
Producer of  the Dhar ma
Productions in connection with the
case after it was found that he pro-
cured drugs for over a dozen times
between May to July and paid Rs
3,500 for every 50 gm of  the con-
traband.

The NCB has already arrested
Sushant 's  girlfriend Rhea

Chakraborty, her brother Showik,
the late actor's house manager
Samuel Miranda, personal staff
Dipesh Sawant in the case along
with 16 other accused.

The NCB registered a case after
it  received a  request  from
Enforcement Directorate (ED) fol-
lowing the alleged chats discussing
drugs came to the fore. The NCB reg-
istered two cases and Sara and
Shraddha are inter-linked in both
the cases. Besides NCB, the CBI
and the ED are also probing the
death of  Sushant, who was found
dead in his Bandra's Mont Blanc
apartment on June 14.
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Satara (Maharashtra), Sept 30:
In a shocking incident, unable to
afford a smartphone to attend to
her online education classes, a
farm widow's 15-year-old daugh-
ter studying in SSC, committed sui-
cide, police said here Wednesday.

According to investigating of-
ficer Balkrishna Jagdale of  Karad
Police Station, the incident hap-
pened last Wednesday in a small
village, Ond, around 15 kms away
from the (Karad) town.

"The victim, Sakshi Abasaheb
Pol was a student of  Secondary
School Certificate (SSC) with the
Pandit G.B. Pant High School
nearby and was required to at-
tend online classes since the past
few months in view of  the corona
pandemic," Jagdale said.

However, her widowed mother
Swati -- who works as a farm
labourer in the village -- could not

afford a smartphone for her daugh-
ter as the family's income was
barely sufficient to survive. Sakshi,
who has a 13-year old brother, had
been demanding a smartphone
since the past few months, but
her mother kept cajoling her to
"wait till we have enough money".

On the morning of  September
23, as Swati left to work in the
farmlands, an infuriated Sakshi
again made the demand but her
mother expressed sheer help-
lessness in the matter. Shortly

after she left, Sakshi hanged her-
self  in her home, and was found
dead later by the family and neigh-
bours, said Jagdale.

"We have not made any arrests
since there is no complaint and no
foul play is suspected in the mat-
ter," the official added. Sakshi
joins the long list of  young students
hailing from very poor families
who cannot manage to buy smart-
phones or computers with Internet
connections to comply with the re-
quirements of  online education.

TRUMP, BIDEN CLASH
OVER SEVERAL ISSUES
IN BITTER PREZ DEBATE

Washington, Sept 30: US
President Donald Trump and his
Democratic rival Joe Biden fiercely
clashed over a number of  issues,
including the COVID-19 pandemic,
racism, economy and climate, dur-
ing the first presidential debate,
marked by angry interruptions
and bitter accusations.

During the first of  the three
presidential debates in Cleveland,
Ohio,  Tuesday night moderated
by Fox News anchor Chris Wallace,
74-year-old Trump and his 77-year-
old rival Biden also traded barbs
about each other's families, mak-
ing it one of  the most chaotic
White House debates in years.
“The fact is that everything he's
(Trump) saying so far is simply a
lie. I'm not here to call out his
lies. Everybody knows he's a liar,”
Biden said.

Trump responded, saying Biden
is a liar and graduated last in his
class. Attacking Trump over the
handling of  the COVID-19 pan-
demic that has killed more than
2,00,000 people and infected over
7 million in the US, Biden said
the President has ‘no plan’ to fight
the deadly disease and he lied to
Americans.

“He still hasn’t even acknowl-
edged that he knew this was hap-
pening, knew how dangerous it
was going to be back in February,
and he didn't even tell you. He is
on record as saying it. He pan-
icked or he just looked at the stock
market, one of  the two, because
guess what, a lot of  people die
and lot more are going to die un-

less he gets a lot smarter, a lot
quicker,” he said.  Trump hit back,
saying, “don’t ever use the word
smart with me.” Trump also as-
serted that he paid millions of  dol-
lars in income taxes and dubbed
the recent New York Times report
that he paid just $750 in income tax
in the year he was elected US
President as ‘wrong’. Biden de-
scribed Trump as the “worst
President America has ever had.”

On nominating Judge Amy
Coney Barrett for the Supreme
Court to fill up the vacancy fol-
lowing the death of  Judge Ruth
Bader Ginsberg, Trump said: “We
won the election and we have a
right to do it”. Biden disagreed.
Trump also rued that Biden was
getting better press than him.

“They give you good press. They
give me bad press because that's
the way it is, unfortunate. I don't
care. I've gotten used to it. But I'll
tell you, Joe, you could never have
done the job that we did. You don't
have it in your blood,” Trump
added. Biden also branded Trump
‘a fool’, when the President was
talking about the large crowd that
he has been drawing in the elec-
tion campaign. 

Hitting back, Trump said no-
body shows up to Biden's rallies.
Trump also expressed hope that
the November 3 election would
be ‘fair’ and urged his support-
ers to watch ‘very carefully’ the en-
tire voting process to ensure there
is nothing fraudulent.

Trump raised concerns over
the use of  mail-in ballots, saying
there are high chances of  the
process getting manipulated. 

After 493 days, Belgium gets new PM

Brussels, Sept 30: Flemish liberal
leader Alexander De Croo will be
Belgium's new Prime Minister at

thehead of  a seven-party coali-
tion government, it was announced
Wednesday -- 16 months after an
inconclusive election.

De Croo's French-speaking so-
cialist rival Paul Magnette con-
firmed that the parties had chosen
the 44-year-old finance minister as
premier. He is to be sworn in on
Thursday by Belgium's king.

By choosing a Flemish leader,
the incoming government hopes
to balance the fact  that  its  
parliamentary base will be drawn
from mainly French-speaking par-
ties, with the main Dutch-speak-
ing groups in opposition.

“We flipped a coin and it came
down to Alexander and it's an ex-
cellent choice,” Magnette joked at
the end of  the press conference to
present the outcome of  the nego-

tiations. Belgium has had no gov-
erning majority for 21 months since
the collapse of  former leader Charles
Michel's government, and it has
been 493 days since federal elec-
tions failed to resolve the crisis.

Leaders from seven parties met
until the early hours Wednesday be-
fore coming to an agreement on a
government programme and cab-
inet line-up to be presented to King
Philippe. De Croo will replace
French-speaking liberal leader
Sophie Wilmes who has served as

acting premier during the coron-
avirus epidemic but never wielded
a parliamentary majority. 

The new coalition will bring to-
gether two socialist parties -- one
French-speaking, and one Flemish
-- two liberal parties and two sets of
greens. The CD&V, a party of
Flemish Christian democrats will
also join, but the larger Flemish
nationalist N-VA, which was in
government between 2014 and 2018
will leave power. Belgium's House
of  Representatives is expected to
meet Thursday to endorse the new
government. The country has been
governed by a minority coalition
since December 2018, when the N-
VA abruptly left Michel's govern-
ment during a row about immi-
gration. The legislative election of
May 2019 saw gains by various
green and fringe groupings, fur-
ther fragmenting the political
landscape and making it harder
to build a majority around the
traditional parties.

Paris rattled by
sonic boom from
French fighter jet

Paris, Sept 30: A massive boom
heard across Paris Wednesday
morning briefly caused panic as
residents reported buildings 
shaking and windows rattling.

Police in the French capital
quickly confirmed that the noise
was made by a fighter jet breaking
the sound barrier, and asked 
people to stop calling the emer-
gency line, as per media reports.

“A Rafale (warplane) based at
Saint-Dizier, intervening to assist
an airliner which had lost con-

tact, was al-
lowed to
break the
sound bar-
rier to join
the airplane
in trouble. It
broke the
sound bar-
rier east of

Paris,” Army spokesman Colonel
Stephane Spet said in a statement.
It was not immediately clear
whether the problem with the
commercial jet had been resolved.

In a city already tensed since
a knife attack outside the former
offices of  satirical magazine
Charlie Hebdo Friday, the un-
usually loud blast sent people
onto their balconies to see what
had caused it. It also prompted
intense messaging on social
media and a flood of  calls to
emergency services.

Imran wants Sharif
brought back to Pak

Islamabad, Sept 30: Pakistan
Prime Minister Imran Khan has
asked relevant authorities to take
steps to bring back PML-N supremo
Nawaz Sharif  from London, where
he has been staying since November
2019 on medical grounds, and to en-
sure that the former premier faces
the corruption cases pending against
him in various Pakistani courts,
according to a media report.

The decision was taken at a
Cabinet meeting Tuesday, the Dawn
News reported, quoting a Cabinet
member whose identity was not
revealed.  Khan asked the 
authorities to pursue the matter 
vigorously, the report said.

According to the Cabinet mem-
ber, the government had earlier
sent a request to the British gov-

ernment for the Pakistan Muslim
League-Nawaz (PML-N) leader's
repatriation. 

However, it would again send a
fresh application now. Besides a
normal application, a formal re-
quest for his extradition would
also be made. “Although we have no
extradition treaty with the United
Kingdom, wanted people can be
repatriated under special arrange-
ments as we had also handed over
some people to the UK,” the mem-
ber said.  The Islamabad High
Court  Wednesday said that it 
needs to be determined if  Sharif
was evading court proceedings on
purpose.

DEATH THE ULTIMATE TRUTH

World’s first patient cured of HIV, dies of cancer

London, Sept 30: Timothy Ray
Brown, the first person known to be
cured of  HIV when he had a unique
type of  bone marrow transplant, has
died in California after relapsing
with cancer, his partner said.

“It is with great sadness that I an-
nounce that Timothy passed away
this afternoon surrounded by my-
self  and friends, after a 5 month
battle with leukaemia,” his part-
ner, Tim Hoeffgen, said in a post on
Facebook. He said Brown was his
“hero” and “the sweetest person
in the world”. Brown, born March

11, 1966, became known as the
“Berlin Patient” after his HIV was
cleared by treatment there in 2007.

The American’s case fascinated
and inspired a generation of  HIV
doctors as well as patients infected
with the virus that causes AIDS, of-
fering a glimmer of  hope that one
day a cure will be found that even-
tually ends the AIDS pandemic.

“We owe Timothy and his doctor,
Gero Huetter, a great deal of  grat-
itude for opening the door for sci-
entists to explore the concept that
a cure for HIV is possible,” said
Adeeba Kamarulzaman, president
of  the International AIDS Society

(IAS). Brown was diagnosed with
HIV in 1995 while living in the
German capital, and in 2006 was

also diagnosed with a type of  blood
cancer known as acute myeloid
leukaemia. 

While Brown remained clear of
HIV for more than a decade after
being treated, he had suffered a re-
lapse of  the leukaemia in the past
year. His doctors said the blood ca
cer had spread to his spine and
brain, and he had recently been in
hospice care in his home town of
Palm Springs, California.

“I’m heartbroken that my hero is
now gone. Tim was truly the sweet-
est person in the world,” Hoeffgen
said in the Facebook post. He said
Brown had made it his life’s work

to tell the story of  his HIV cure
and “became an ambassador of
hope”. For Huetter, the German
doctor caring for him in 2007,
Brown’s case was a shot in the dark.
The treatment involved the de-
struction of  Brown’s immune sys-
tem and the transplanting of  stem
cells with a gene mutation called
CCR5 that resists HIV.

A second HIV patient, Adam
Castillejo, who was known as “the
London patient” until he revealed
his identity this year, is also thought
to be in remission from HIV after
having a transplant in 2016 similar
to the one Brown had.

Azerbaijan, ethnic Armenian
forces fight for fourth day

Yervan/Baku, Sept 30: NATO 
allies France and Turkey traded
angry recriminations Wednesday
as international tensions mounted
over the fiercest clashes between
Azerbaijan and ethnic Armenian
forces since the mid-1990s.

On the fourth day of  fighting,
Az erbai jan  and  the  e thnic
Ar menian encl ave  o f  
Nagorno-Karabakh accused each
other of  shelling along the line
of  contact that divides them.

Dozens have been reported
killed and hundreds wounded in
fighting since Sunday that has
spread far beyond the enclave’s
borders, threatening to spill over
into all-out war between the for-
mer Soviet republics of  Azerbaijan
and Armenia. The skirmishes

have raised concer ns about 
stability in the South Caucasus 
region, a corridor for pipelines
carrying oil and gas to world mar-
kets, and raised fears that regional
powers Russia and Turkey could
be drawn in.Some of  Turkey’s
NATO allies are increasingly
alarmed by Ankara’s stance on
Nagorno-Karabakh, a breakaway
region inside Turkey’s close ally
Azerbaijan that is run by ethnic
Armenians but is not recognised
by any country as an independent
republic.

Echoing remarks by President
T ay y i p  E r d o g a n ,  Fo r e i g n
Minister Mevlut Cavusoglu said
Wednesday Turkey would “do
what is necessary” when asked
whether Ankara would offer
military support if  Azerbaijan
requested it.

Common cold may protect you from nCoV

Washington, Sept 30 : People who
have had a bout of  seasonal or
common cold in the past may get
some protection from COVID-19,
according to a study which suggests
that immunity to the disease is
likely to last a long time -- maybe
even a lifetime.

The study, published in the jour-
nal mBio, is the first to show that
the COVID-19-causing virus, SARS-
CoV-2, induces memory B cells,
long-lived immune cells that detect
pathogens, create antibodies to
destroy them and remember them
for the future.

The next time that pathogen
tries to enter the body, those 
memory B cells can hop into action
even faster to clear the infection
before it starts, according to the 
researchers from the University of

Rochester Medical Center (URMC)
in the US. Because memory B cells
can survive for decades, they could
protect COVID-19 survivors from
subsequent infections for a long
time, but further research will
have to confirm this.

The study is also the first to re-
port cross-reactivity of  memory B
cells -- meaning B cells that once
attacked cold-causing 
coronaviruses appeared to also
reco gnise SARS-CoV-2.  

The researchers believe this could
mean that anyone who has been
infected by a common coronavirus
-- which is nearly everyone -- may
have some degree of  pre-existing
immunity to COVID-19. 

“When we looked at blood 
samples from people who were re-
covering from COVID-19, it looked
like many of  them had a pre-ex-
isting pool of  memory B cells that
could recognise SARS-CoV-2 and
rapidly produce antibodies that
could attack it,” said study lead au-
thor Mark Sangster, a research
professor at URMC.

The findings are based on a
comparison of  blood samples from
26 people who were recovering
from mild to moderate COVID-19
and 21 healthy donors whose sam-
ples were collected six to 10 years
ago -- long before they could have
been exposed to COVID-19.

New Delhi, Sept 30: The deceler-
ation rate in the production of
India’s eight major industries con-
tinued in August, official data
showed Wednesday. As per the data,
the Index of  Eight Core Industries
for August declined by 8.5 (provi-
sional) % as compared to August
2019.

It had declined by (-) 8% (revised)
in July, compared to decline of  (-)
12.9% in June.

Though not comparable, the ECI
index had slipped by (-) 0.2% in
August 2019.

"The combined Index of  Eight
Core Industries stood at 117.6 in
August 2020, which declined by 8.5
(provisional) % as compared to the
Index of  August, 2019. Its cumula-
tive growth during April to August,
2020-21 has been (-) 17.8%," said the
Office of  Economic Advisor, DPIIT,
on the Index of  Eight  Core
Industries for August 2020.

"Final growth rate of  Index of
Eight Core Industries for May 2020
is revised to (-) 21.4%."

India's eight core industries com-
prise 40.27% of  the weight of  items
included in the Index of  Industrial
Production (IIP).

These industries comprise of
coal, crude oil, natural gas, refin-
ery products, fertilisers, steel, ce-
ment, and electricity.

On a sector-specific basis, the
output of  refinery products, which
has the highest weightage of  28.03,
declined (-) 19.1% in August 2020
compared to the corresponding
month of  the last fiscal.

Similarly, electricity generation,
which has the second highest
weightage of  19.85, inched lower 

by (-) 2.7%.
Steel production, the third most

important component with weigh-
tage of  17.92, was lower by (-) 6.3%
during the month under review,
whereas coal mining, with a 10.33
weightage, edged higher by 3.6%.

The extraction of  crude oil,
which has an 8.98 weightage, de-
clined by (-) 6.3% during the month
under consideration. The sub-
index for natural gas output, with
a weightage of  6.88, declined by (-
) 9.5%.

Cement production, which has
a weightage of  5.37, slid by (-) 14.6%
in the month under review.

However, fertiliser manufac-
turing, which has the least weigh-
tage -- only 2.63 -- rose by 7.3% last
month.

WB seeks $12 bn
for Covid vaccine in

Washington, Sept 30: The World
Bank (WB) has said that it has
asked its Board of  Directors to
approve $12 billion to help poor
countries purchase and distrib-
ute eventual vaccines against
Covid-19.

The bank has already imple-
mented emergency response pro-
grams in 111 countries and the
extra money, if  approved, would
be aimed at low-and middle-in-
come countries.

"An effective and safe Covid-19
vaccine is the most promising
path forward for the world to re-
open safely,"  a World Bank
spokesman said. "The global econ-
omy will not recover fully until peo-
ple feel they can live, socialize,
work and travel with confidence."

The funds would be disbursed
over 12-18 months.

Covid-19 vaccines aren't com-
mercially available yet but World
Bank President David Malpass
told French newspaper Le Figaro
"the process of  distributing a vac-
cine is complex" and it was im-
portant to anticipate the needs
associated with it.

"We want the poorest countries
to have access to it (a vaccine),
and in these countries, we want the
most vulnerable people and med-
ical personnel to be vaccinated,"
he said.

New Delhi, Sept 30: Advertising
spend on digital media is set to
overtake TV by financial year 2021,
with digital likely to be one of  the
only media and entertainment seg-
ments to continue to grow in dou-
ble digits in the coming year.

According to the KPMG Media
and Entertainment Report 2020,
outdoor entertainment formats and
traditional media have been badly
impacted as people stayed indoors
and advertising dried up.

Digital advertising, OTT and
gaming fared much better, with
massive spikes in digital con-
sumption during the lockdown
across geographies and socio-eco-
nomic classes.

The report notes that the low-
touch economy that has burgeoned
post Covid-19 will encourage every
business to invest in credible digi-

tal fulfillment models as consumers
migrate faster online.

"A more optimistic scenario for
the M&E sector is that consumers
simply rebalance-rather than re-
duce-expenditure away from out-
door options such as theatres, con-
certs and plays to indoor ones like
OTT and gaming", the report said.

In the short term, however, the
pain is likely to be pervasive, it
added. Impacted by a slowing econ-
omy, the M&E sector grew by 7% in
FY20 - almost half  its previous
year's number - to `1,751 billion.

The decline in advertising rev-
enues was even more pronounced
as growth fell to 3% in FY20 from
14% in FY19.

The experience of  Covid-19 will
unquestionably exacerbate these
trends, and the M&E sector is ex-
pected to contract by 20% over the
coming year, with digital and gam-
ing projected to be the only seg-

ments to grow. By FY22, the sector
should regain its growth trajectory
and achieve a similar scale to today;
an implied loss of  around two years
of  growth due to Covid-19.

The M&E sector faced signifi-
cant disruption with the ongoing
lockdown forcing all forms of  out-
door entertainment, particularly

cinemas and events to shut down and
content supply chains to dry up.

Additionally, advertising spends
also declined as all major adver-
tisement spend sectors were wit-
nessing their own business conti-
nuity challenges. With lockdowns
easing, the content supply appears
to be restarting, albeit with baby

steps.
Cinemas and events, however,

continue to be shut and face sig-
nificant uncertainty regarding re-
turn to normalcy in the near term.

Advertisement spends appear to
be recovering and with a strong
festive quarter expected in Q3FY21,
there is likely to be a quicker re-

covery in marketing budgets. The
overall reduction in advertising ex-
penditure therefore may turn out
to be lower than the contraction in
economic activity.

The M&E sector in India is pro-
jected to see a significant decline of
20 per cent in total revenues in
FY21, with deep cuts in print and
films, followed by television, on ac-
count of  the Covid-19 disruption.

The digital consumption seg-
ments i.e. Digital (including OTT
video) and online gaming are ex-
pected to be silver linings, with dig-
ital consumption across the board
having seen a significant upswing
owing to people working from home.

While advertising revenues on
digital have been impacted from
last year’s hyper-charged growth, the
subscription revenues have seen
an upswing and could end up at an
accelerated new normal once the
pandemic subsides.

New Delhi, Sept 30: The Union
Government's fiscal deficit re-
mained above the annual target
for second month in row at the end
of  August, mainly on account of  the
impact of  lockdown on revenue
collections.

According to the data released by
the Controller General of  Accounts
(CGA), fiscal deficit during April-
August was at 109.3% of  the an-
nual target estimated in the Budget.

In absolute terms, the fiscal
deficit was at `8,70,347 crore. It
stood at 78.7% of  Budget Estimates
(BE) in the corresponding period
during the last fiscal.

Fiscal deficit or the gap between
the expenditure and revenue had
breached the annual target in July.

The government had pegged fis-
cal deficit for 2020-21 at `7.96 lakh
crore or 3.5% of  GDP in the Budget
presented by Finance Minister
Nirmala Sitharaman in February.

These figures, however, may have
to be revised significantly in view
of  the economic disruptions created
by the outbreak of  coronavirus
pandemic.

Fiscal deficit had soared to a
seven-year high of  4.6% of  the Gross
Domestic Product (GDP) in 2019-20,
mainly on account of  poor revenue
realisation, which dipped further
towards the end of  March because
of  a nationwide lockdown to contain
the spread of  coronavirus.

As per CGA data, the govern-

ment's revenue receipts stood at
`3,70,642 crore or 18.3% of  BE in
April-August. During the same pe-
riod of  the last fiscal, it was at 30.7
per cent of  BE.

Tax revenue stood at `2,84,495
crore or 17.4% of  BE during the first
five months of  the fiscal. During the
corresponding period of  the last fis-
cal, it was at 24.5% of  BE.

Total receipts of  the government
stood at 16.8% of  BE or `3,77,306
crore. In the Budget, the government
had estimated the total receipts
for the fiscal at `22.45 lakh crore.

The government's total expen-
diture stood at `12,47,653 crore or
41% of  BE at end-August. During
the same period of  the last fiscal,
total expenditure was at 42.2% 
of  BE.

Honda rolls out H’ness

New Delhi, Sept 30: The Finance
Ministry Wednesday said the gov-
ernment will borrow `4.34 lakh
crore in the second half  of  the
current fiscal to meet its expen-
diture requirement amid COVID-
19 crisis afflicting the country's
economy.

With this, the government will
stick to the revised borrowing tar-
get for the current fiscal. The Centre
had revised the borrowing target
to ̀ 12 lakh crore in May against ̀ 7.8
lakh crore approved in the Budget
2020-21.

"Out of  this `12 lakh crore, we
have already borrowed `7.66 lakh
crore, which constitutes 63.83 per
cent of  the total borrowing that

was envisaged at the beginning of
the year that is May. This ̀ 7.66 lakh
crore also includes `68,000 crore
as the greenshoe option, which
was taken up by the central gov-
ernment," Economic Affairs
Secretary Tarun Bajaj said.

He further said the first half
borrowing happened at the weighted
borrowing cost of  5.82%, the low-
est in 15 years.

"Keeping all this in view and an-
ticipating what would happen in the
coming half  year, we have decided
to continue with the same figure of
12 lakh crore as our borrowing for
the total year, which basically
means that borrowing for the sec-
ond half  of  the year would be 4.34
lakh crore. This is 36.16% of  the total
borrowing," Bajaj said.

Similarly, after losing to Delhi
Capitals in their opener, KXIP
came back strongly to register
their first points by defeating RCB.
But, despite a fabulous batting
display, they lost to Rajasthan.

KXIP have failed to tighten the
screws when it mattered most. In
their two losses, they were in a
good position but could not grab
the moments.

Their bowling looked out of
sorts against Rajasthan as they
failed to defend a big total with
Rahul Tewatia hitting pacer
Sheldon Cottrel for five sixes in an
over to win the match for his team.

Even Mohammed Shami (3/53),

who has been in brilliant form
prior to that onslaught, was taken
to the cleaners. Barring an eco-
nomical spell by leggie Ravi
Bishnoi (0/34), the other KXIP
bowlers had an off  day against
Rajasthan.

Skipper KL Rahul and Mayank
Agarwal have made inspiring
starts this season, hitting a cen-
tury and a fifty each, and getting
the duo out early will be the key
for Mumbai.

Against Rajasthan, the pair
shared a 183-run opening stand
with Agarwal scoring his maiden
ton while Rahul, fresh from record-
ing the highest score by an Indian
in IPL history, hit a 54-ball 69.

Mumbai Indians are blessed
with a splendid batting firepower
with  the  l ikes  o f  Rohit ,
Suryakumar Yadav and Ishan
Kishan at the top order, followed
by the big-hitting Pollard and
Hardik Pandya.

A major cause of  concern for
them will be pace ace Jaspirt
Bumrah’s inconsistency. The speed-
ster has picked up only three wick-
ets in as many games and has
failed to make the kind of  impact
that is expected from a bowler of
his calibre.Mumbai, though, will
have the psychological advantage
having played a game here before.

All this while perfecting the art
of  bowling yorkers and carrying
much of  Tamil Nadu’s pace bowl-
ing hopes on his shoulders.

“I am not surprised as he has
worked very hard. He has gone
through a lot.

now doing well when given an op-
portunity by SRH,” Jayaprakash
told this agency.

First picked by KXIP for Rs 3
crore in 2017, Natarajan took three
years to come of  his age at the
big stage, having proved expen-
sive in the six games that he had
played in the past.

That was
it. Later, a too-soft drop shot found
the white tape and bounced back on
his own side, finally ceding a game
in a dominant debut performance
at the 2020 French Open. Djokovic
simply bowed and walked to the
sideline.

And when he flubbed yet another
drop shot — he kept using them on
the slow red clay during a 6-0, 6-3,
6-2 win over 80th-ranked Mikael
Ymer — and got broken Wednesday,
Djokovic pulled an extra tennis ball
out of  his pocket and merely gave
it a gentle tap with his racket strings.

The ball landed right behind him,
safely in the middle of  the court.
Playing his first Grand Slam match
since his US Open disqualification
for smacking a ball after dropping
a game and accidentally striking a
line judge in throat, Djokovic never
really gave himself  reason for histri-
onics or shouts of  dismay or displays
of  anger. 

Sure, there was some eye-rolling

and one sarcastic kiss directed at one
of  the few fans on hand under the
roof  at Court Philippe Chatrier.
But otherwise, what was there for
Djokovic to be disturbed about? 

“I just felt very suffocated out
there. It’s just corner, corner; very,
very rarely miss. His position is
unreal in the court,” Ymer ex-
plained. “You know how the snake
kills its prey?” Ymer said. “That’s
a little bit how I felt being out there.” 

And Djokovic, for his part, said
that what happened in Flushing
Meadows was of  no concern to him,
either, as he began his pursuit of  a
second title at Roland Garros and
18th Grand Slam trophy overall.

“I have not had any traces of
New York in my mind. I’m over it.
Honestly forgot about it. I’m not
thinking about it,” the World No.1
said after improving to 32-1 in 2020,
the only blemish being that fourth-
round default this month.

With Dominic Thiem, the US
Open champion and two-time
French Open runner-up, watching
from the stands in a black winter
coat, Djokovic broke Ymer nine
times and ended up with a 32-12

edge in total winners.
And when Djokovic did have a

rare misstep, dropping a service
game to make it 2-all in the second
set, he responded in a constructive
way: improving his play. Eighteen
minutes and four near-perfect games
later, the set belonged to him.

SERENA PULLS OUT 
PARIS: Saying she is ‘struggling to
walk,’ Serena Williams ended her latest
bid for a 24th Grand Slam title and with-
drew from the French Open before her
second-round match Wednesday
because of an injured Achilles heel.
Williams hurt herself during her semifi-
nal loss at the US Open three weeks
ago and said she hasn’t had ‘enough
time to properly heal’ and needs ‘four
to six weeks of sitting, doing nothing’.
The sudden announcement came
roughly an hour before the 39-year-old
American was supposed to head out
onto Court Philippe Chatrier to face
Tsvetana Pironkova. Williams said it is
‘more than likely’ she will not play
another tournament in 2020. This is
Williams’ earliest exit at any Grand
Slam tournament since a second-round
loss in Paris in 2014.

London, Sept 30: Tottenham staged
a second-half  comeback before
eliminating Chelsea on penalties to
reach the quarterfinals of  the
League Cup. The first nine penal-
ties were all successfully converted
before Chelsea’s Mason Mount
missed the target to ensure
Tottenham advanced 5-4 in the
shootout after the game ended 1-1.

Tottenham, playing their sec-
ond of  three games in a four-day
span, was completely overwhelmed
by Chelsea in a first half  when
Timo Werner scored his first goal
for the west London club.

Sergio Reguilon gave the ball
away on his Tottenham debut at
left back before Werner scored
in the 19th minute. But the re-
cruit from Real Madrid made

amends in the second half  when
Jose Mourinho’s side were trans-
formed, showing the threat miss-
ing before the break.

Reguilon chipped the ball over
for Erik Lamela, who got ahead of
Emerson Palmieri to net the equaliser
in the 83rd minute past goalkeeper
Edouard Mendy, who was making his
debut in the Chelsea goal.

No extra time is played in
the League Cup, so the game
went straight to penalties and
Spurs scored all their spot-kicks
in a shootout without the usual
p re s s u re  c o m i n g  f ro m  t h e
stands. Games are being played
in empty stadiums still due to
the pandemic.

Tottenham, who were held to a
draw by Newcastle in the Premier
League Sunday, return to action
in their stadium Thursday to play
Maccabi Haifa in the Europa League
qualifying playoffs and then play
at Manchester United Sunday.

One Tottenham player had to
briefly duck out of  the game. Eric
Dier rushed off  the pitch for a toi-
let break in the second half, with
an angry Mourinho chasing after
him down the tunnel.

Spurs shoot Blues down

Eves’ Challenger
series to be held
in UAE, Nov 4-9

New Delhi, Sept 30: The much-
awaited Challenger series, popu-
larly known as women’s mini IPL,
will be played in the UAE November
4-9, a senior IPL official confirmed
the development Wednesday.

“Yes, the dates of  the tourna-
ment has been finalised. It will
be played November 4-9. There
will be single round robin league
between the three teams
Trailblazers,  Velocity and
Supernovas along with the final.
In all four matches will be played,”
a senior IPL official privy to the
development told this agency on
conditions of  anonymity.

“The final has been slotted
November 9 as we didn’t want to
schedule on the day of  the men’s
final. There is enormous interest
for the women’s event and its only
commercially prudent that it is
separated from men’s event,” the
official said.

Only last week, the BCCI has an-
nounced the new women selec-
tion panel under former left-arm
spinner Neetu David, which has
now been entrusted to pick the
three squads. It is expected that the
teams will be flying to the UAE by
the second week of  October and
will undergo a six-day mandatory
quarantine period on arrival.

YOUNG GUNS LIFT KNIGHT RIDERS

Dubai, Sept 30: The night belonged
to Kolkata Knight Riders’ (KKR)
young guns as Kamlesh Nagarkoti
(2/20) and Shivam Mavi (2/20)
bowled brilliant spells, after a watch-
ful knock by Shubman Gill (47, 34b,
5x4, 1x6) in the first innings, to help
their side outplay Rajasthan Royals
(RR) in an IPL match here by 37
runs, Wednesday.

Interestingly, three of  them were
teammates when India won the
ICC U-19 World Cup under the lead-
ership of  Prithvi Shaw in 2018.
Nagarkoti also held a splendid div-
ing catch to get rid of  Jofra Archer
off  a Varun Chakravarthy (2/25) de-
livery. Pat Cummins (1/13) also
bowled brilliantly.

Chasing 175, RR faltered from
the very beginning and it all started
when Cummins dismissed his
Australian counterpart and RR
skipper Steve Smith. Then, it was
Mavi-Nagarkoti show as the duo
left RR tottering at 42/5 dashing all
the hopes of  their opponents. 

Tom Curran (54 n o, 36b, 2x4, 3x6)
was the only man who put up a fight
in the end and entertained RR fans,
who must be very disappointed with
their team’s batting display. RR fin-
ished their innings on 137/9.

Earlier, Gill and Eoin Morgan
(34 n o, 23b, 1x4, 2x6) played sensi-
ble cricket to help KKR post 174/6.

KKR found a fast and furious Archer
(2/18) too hot to handle. Archer hit
the deck hard and clocked the fastest
delivery of  the tournament (152.1
kph) in a fiery spell, taking two key
wickets including a dangerous-look-

ing Gill after the Royals opted to field.
With Archer triggering a mid-

innings collapse, the big-hitting
Andre Russell (24, 14b, 3x6) too was
dismissed cheaply and it was left to
England World Cup-winning skip-

per Morgan to stay till the end.
Russell’s wicket meant KKR lost

four wickets for 33 runs in the back-
10 and with KKR playing with an
extra bowler, it was left to Morgan
to prop up the total.
