Hathras (Uttar Pradesh), Oct 1:
Amid the national outrage over the
“gangrape”, torture and death of a
young woman from Uttar Pradesh’s
Hathras, the police, quoting her
autopsy report, Thursday said that
the victim was not “gangraped”.
The “final diagnosis” does not men-
tion rape but the report refers to
tears in her private parts.

The Uttar Pradesh police claimed
Thursday that a forensic report of
her viscera had proved that she was
not raped or gangraped. “The post-
mortem report says the victim died
due to her neck injury. FSL (Forensic
Science Laboratory) report hasn’t
found sperm in samples, making it
clear that some people twisted the
matter to stir caste-based tension.
Such people will be identified and
legal action will be taken,” said
Prashant Kumar, a senior UP police

}ofﬁ%r. Experts point out that samples
were collected days after the incident
and sperms would not be present.

The woman died of “injury to
the cervical spine by indirect blunt
trauma,” according to the autopsy
report accessed from the Delhi hos-
pital where the 20-year-old died
Tuesday. It mentions that there was
an attempt to strangle her with her
dupatta but clarifies that was not
what caused her death.

The woman had been assaulted
by four upper caste men from her
village September 14. She was found
by her family in the fields, naked,

The autopsy report dated
September 29 refers to “rape and
strangulation” in her medical his-
tory and says she had suffered from
cervical spinal injury. The report’s
“final diagnosis” lists “alleged post-
strangulation with cervical spine
injury with sepsis with cardiopul-
monary arrest”. She was given
CPR, the report said, and “despite
all resuscitative efforts”, declared
dead at 8.55 a.m. Tuesday.

The injury to her neck had left her
paralysed and struggling to breathe,
according to her family.

Outrage over the incident spi-
raled after the UP police took away
the woman’s body and cremated it
near their village in the dead of
night against her family’s wishes,

Man holds mom hostage at

knifepoint near Assembly

Bhubaneswar, Oct 1: High drama
unfolded near the Assembly here
Thursday, when a youth held his
mother hostage at knifepoint before
security personnel deployed in the
area rescued her safely, police said.

The man, having psychiatric ail-
ments, was arrested and sent to a
hospital, police said.

While walking on Sachivalaya
Marg near the state Assembly build-
ing, the youth suddenly took out a
knife and placed it on the throat of
a woman who was accompanying
him, from behind.

As the area is under thick se-
curity cover in view of the ongoing
Assembly session, police personnel
rushed to the spot and started talk-
ing to the man who was still hold-
ing his mother. At one point, he
was overpowered.

He was talking about activities
of some politicians but his state-
ments were not coherent, police
said.

Later, the woman identified him
as her son.

“A youth, with known psychi-

atric ailments, held her mother
hostage outside the security perime-
ter of the state Assembly. Police
Officers patiently dealt with the
hostage situation & safely rescued
the woman,” Commissionerate of
Police, Bhubaneswar-Cuttack, said
in a Twitter post.

“The concerned police officers
will be suitably encouraged for pa-
tience & professionalism. The youth
is being sent to the Psychiatry
Department of SCB Medical
College. There has been no security
breach,” it said.

After being rescued, the woman
said her son had asked her to ac-
company him to a hospital for a
check-up and the incident occurred
all of a sudden when they were
passing through that area.

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EU begins legal action against UK over Brexit deal

Brussels, Oct 1: The European
Union (EU) Thursday started alegal
action against the UK after it refused
to ditch plans to override sections
of the Brexit Withdrawal
Agreement.

In a statement, European
Commission President Ursula von
der Leyen said the UK had been
put on formal notice over the
Internal Market Bill, which would
override a part of the agreement
when it came to goods and allow the
country to modify or re-interpret
“state aid” rules on subsidies for
firms in Northern Ireland, in the
event of the two sides not agree-
ing on a future trade deal.

She said the UK would have until
the end of November to respond
to the EU’s concerns over the draft
legislation, reports the BBC.

She the bill was a “full contra-
diction” of previous UK commit-
ments over how a hard border on the
island of Ireland should be avoided.
The EU had given UK Prime Minister
Boris Johnson until the end of
September to ditch the contentious
clauses, but “the deadline had
lapsed”, von der Leyen was quoted
as saying in a Guardian report.

“We had invited our British
friends to remove the problematic
parts of their draft internal market
Bill, by the end of September.

“This draft Bill is, by its very na-
ture, a breach of the obligation of

UNLOCK 5.0

Bhubaneswar, Oct 1: The State
government Thursday issued fresh
guidelines for Unlock 5.0. The
fresh rules released by the office
of the Special Relief Commissioner
state that religious places, places
of worship for public, cinema halls
and swimming pools will continue
to remain closed.

The government has, however,
granted partial freedom for hold-
ing political events in the light of
Tirtol and Balasore by-elections,
but put a ceiling on the number of
people who can participate in any
political assembly.

“,..political meetings and other
functions in connection with the
said by-elections...shall be allowed
within the jurisdiction of the said
Assembly constituencies subject
to a ceiling of 100 persons with
mandatory wearing of face masks,
physical distancing, provision of
thermal scanning and hand wash
or sanitizer,” the new rules said.

It, however, said that if a meet-
ing is held in closed premises, a
maximum of 50 per cent of the hall
capacity should be allowed subject
to maximum of 100 persons.
Permission for all such meet-
ings/functions/gatherings in open
spaces should be given keeping
the size of the ground/space in
view so as to ensure proper phys-
ical distancing subject to maxi-
mum of 100 persons.

Ban on opening of schools will
remain, but teaching and non-
teaching staff can be called to
school for official work. The gov-
ernment has allowed PhD and
post-graduate students to attend
lab and technical sessions if the
Higher Education department al-
lows the same in consultation with -
the Home Ministry. g

Debate over Odisha Universities
Amendment Bill, 2020, which was
introduced in the House Wednesday;
began Thursday and remained in-
conclusive as Speaker adjourned the
House till 10.30am Saturday.
Criticising the government for
amending the Universities Act-
1989, senior Congress MLA
Narasingha Mishra said, “What
was the hurry to amend the Act
through an Ordinance during this
COVID times? Will this law be able
to control the spread of the virus?”
The state government has initi-
ated process to amend the law in
2015-16. But, it failed to do so due to

objections made by the Law de-
partment, Mishra said, adding,
“The file was closed in 2018. But, now
once again miscellaneous file has
been opened by the Higher
Education department.”

He said, “There is a big con-
spiracy behind this move.” Mishra
read out the draft notes written by
Law department on the proposal
to amend the Act and also said the
way of amendment of the Act is
being pursued is an encroachment
to certain power given to Centre
in the Constitution.

However, Higher Education
Minister Arun Sahoo said the
amendment was proposed to ratio-

nalise administrative functioning of
all state-run universities bringing
all universities under one Act.

The government has made pro-
vision to enhance the tenure of
Vice Chancellors to four years from
three years with the upper age limit
of 67 years with no provision of
re-appointment to bring sustain-
able improvement in university
functioning, he said.

The number of universities has
increased manifold and it is ex-
tremely difficult to present volu-
minous audit reports of every uni-
versity every year before the
Assembly. Therefore, the govern-
ment decided that the universities
can upload their audit reports on
their websites, which will be on
display for three years, Sahoo said.

BJD legislator Amar Sathpathy
said that the House has all rights to
amend the Universities Act, which
was passed by the august House
only. There is no encroachment in
the affairs of Central subject, he said,
adding, “This amendment will give
more autonomy and bring more
transparency in the functioning of
universities.”

If so, the minister should
quit from his position,” Majhi de-
manded.

Demanding immediate roll back
of the power tariff hike, Congress
legislator Santosh Singh Saluja
asked why the state government is

selling electricity at ¥3.21 per unit
to other states, while purchasing the
same at %3.81 per unit from the
power generating states.

The state government has bur-
dened the common people by in-
creasing the power tariff. However,
crores of power bills of Reliance and
IMFA were waived off, Saluja
claimed while questioning the ra-
tionality behind the hike.He urged
the government to promote solar
power, which is not only cheaper, but
the Centre is also providing subsidy
to promote solar energy.

Speaker SN Patro too joined in the
debate saying, “Though I have de-
posited the required amount six
months back to install solar power
system in the Assembly, the work
is yet to commence.” Patro said he
will convey a meeting in this re-
gard after the session is over.

Poor show by cops in tracing missing persons

Bhubaneswar, Oct 1: The per-
formance of Odisha Police in trac-
ing missing persons during 2019
was found to be dismal as com-
pared to other states — this despite
being successful in tracing more
missing persons in 2019 than in the
previous year.

According to the recently re-
leased crime statistics for 2019 by
the National Crime Records Bureau
(NCRB), Odisha Police registered
arecovery rate of below 20 per cent
of the total persons who were re-
ported missing while many states
achieved above 90 per cent success.

As per the NCRB report, as many
as 15,317 persons, including 3,300
males and 12,017 females, were re-
ported missing in the state in 2019
as compared to 13,062 persons dur-
ing the previous year.

The state police also succeeded
in finding out as many as 1,490
missing children including 314 boys
and 1,176 girls in 2019 as compared
to 1,139 during 2018. However, the
percentage of tracing of minor
children has come down from 32.6
in 2018 t0 27.1 in 2019 which means
Odisha cops managed to trace
around 27 out of the 100 missing mi-
nors in 2019.

Highest nCoV antibody
prevalence in Gajapati

Bhubaneswar, Oct 1: The recent
sero survey report of Gajapati dis-
trict claims that its population was
most exposed to COVID 19 as 65
per cent of the studied samples
were found to have developed an-
tibodies against COVID-19.

The report was shared by
Regional Medical Research Centre
(RMRC) Director Sanghamitra Pati
with the media Thursday. According
to the director, the sero prevalence
(presence of antibody against
COVID 19) in Gajapati ranged be-
tween 44 per cent to 92 per cent.

“The sero survey was done at
Parlakhemundi in Gajapati dis-
trict where we took a total of 1515
samples for the survey. This in-
cluded 984 community members
and 531 high risk groups. The sero
prevalence of 65 per cent was re-
ported from the area which is high-
est till now in Odisha,” Pati said.

She also said that the prevalence
was found to be 40-45 in high risk
group. “The highest prevalence
was found in policemen which was
54 per cent while frontline workers
reported 50 per cent prevalence,”

she said.

Pati said that after conducting
sero survey in different parts of
the state, a new survey will be con-
ducted in Sept 5 in Malkangiri.
“We will start the third sero survey

e

of Bhubaneswar and first in Cuttack

soon,” she said.

“Odisha is one of the first states
which started the sero survey for
COVID 19. We started this in Puri
and tested the high risk survey.
We conducted the sero survey next
in Bhubaneswar where the sero
prevalence came upto 1.40 per cent.
Later we did it in Berhampur where
we saw 31 per cent sero preva-
lence,” she said.

Sero surveillance refers to the
development of antibody against
COVID 19 in human body. Antibodies
are produced in human body against
the COVID 19 virus when they are

exposed to the virus to enable the ~

body to fight against it naturally.
In Rourkela, the survey found
25% sero prevalence. In
Bhuabneswar, it was five percent.
The Gajapati survey was a multi
stage cluster sampling held in the
month of September. Five teams of
ICMR were roped in for the same.

Covid claims 4 siblings in Ganjam

Berhampur, Oct 1: The pandemic
has destroyed families even as the
lockdown has hit economic con-
ditions of people.

One such tragic story emerged
from Angargaon village under
Beguniapada block in Ganjam dis-
trict. Four brothers died after being
affected by the COVID-19 virus.
The tragedy has left the family
completely shattered. Thelast of the
deceased breathed his
last Wednesday.

Sources said broth-
ers Dhabaleswar
Sahoo, Bhikari Sahoo,
Basudev Sahoo,
Mangaraj Sahoo and
Krushna Chandra
Sahoo lived together along with
their families in Angargaon vil-
lage. They had their own busi-
nesses.

Tragedy struck the family for
the first time two years ago when
the family’s second son Bhikari
fell ill and died. However, with the
passage of time the pain of losing
a brother was slowly fading.

Everything was proceeding
smoothly for the family till the out-
break of COVID-19. In July, three
brothers tested positive for the in-

fection and within six days they died
one after the other. The youngest
of the siblings, Krushna was the
first victim of the virus July 14 at
aprivate hospital in Bhubaneswar.
Just two days later, Mangaraj
breathed his last and then Basudev
succumbed to the disease.

The eldest of the five,
Dhabaleswar bore the pain sto-
ically. He went out of his way to sup-
port the family members of his
younger brothers. Just when the
family was
coming to
terms with the
successive
tragedies,
Dhabaleswar
fell ill. Leaving
nothing to
chance, he immediately underwent
the rapid antigen test and the report
was negative.

He was admitted to the COVID-19
ward of the MKCG Medical College
and Hospital in Behrampur. This
was done because three of his broth-
ershad died due to COVID-19. He was
Kkept under observation. However, his
condition suddenly deteriorated
Wednesday and he died. Family
members are now questioning the
authenticity of the rapid antigen
test which was conducted.

14-member tribal family lives in single—room

“We are forced to sleep on the man-
cha inside our house as we have not
been fortunate to get any house under
any of the central or state government
schemes,” he rues.

While family members are work-
ing as daily labourers to make their
ends meet, the space crunch has
only aggravated their woes.

Local residents are also aston-
ished to find the tribal family not
being awarded a pucca house under
government schemes as yet. “The
family members have to sleep on a
mancha inside their house is noth-
ing but a mockery of the govern-
ment schemes,” they alleged.

When asked, Raruna block de-
velopment officer (BDO) Pallabi
Swain said a pucca house will be
provided to Nata if he is eligible to
get the same as per the 2011 list of the
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana. Or
else, his plight will be brought to
thenotice of the district level officers
and then necessary steps will be
taken. Locals urged the adminis-
tration to intervene in the matter
and award a house to Nata’s family.

A win in defeat

st episode in the 13-year-old saga has come in the form of a ruling by
the International Court of Arbitration at The Hague in favour of the
British telecom major: The ruling, if not challenged by the Indian tax authorities,
will spare Vodafone Group Plc of having to pay Rs20,000 crore in tax (including
related interest and penalties) to the Income Tax Department towards cap-
ital gain and withholding tax. The arbitration court has ruled that using ret-
rospective legislation is in clear violation of the fair and equitable treatment
protections provided under Article 4 (1) of the Bilateral Investment Treaty
between India and the Netherlands. We expect the ruling should end the bruis-
inglitigations. However, the government seems to be digging its heels. It has
refused to acquiesce with The Hague court’s ruling. It is exploring options
on how to canalise the resources to undo the ruling. The Vodafone case
dates back to 2007 when Indian tax authorities raised a demand on Vodafone
International Holdings BV pursuant to acquisition of a 67 per cent stake in
the erstwhile Hutchison Essar Ltd from Hutchison Telecommunications
International Ltd for $11 billion. This included the mobile telephony busi-
ness and other assets of Hutchison in India. In September that year, the
Government of India, for the first time, raised a demand of 7,990 crore in
capital gains and withholding tax from Vodafone, saying the company should
have deducted the tax at source before making a payment to Hutchison.
Since the stake purchase transaction took place outside India between two
overseas entities, Vodafone refused to comply with the tax demand.

Vodafone challenged the order in the Bombay High Court which ruled in
favour of the Income Tax Department. Subsequently, the telecom major ap-
proached the Supreme Court, which in 2012 ruled that Vodafone Group’s in-
terpretation of the 1961 Income Tax Act was proper and the company did not
have to pay taxes for the stake purchase. Unfortunately, the story did not end
there. The then Finance Minister late Pranab Mukherjee circumvented the
Supreme Court ruling by proposing an amendment to the Finance Act. The
amendment gave the tax authorities the power to retrospectively tax such
deals. Parliament passed the Act the very year and the company was asked
to carry the onus of paying the tax with interest. The case had by then be-
come infamous as the retrospective taxation case. There has been a lot of hue
and cry over this. Global companies have created lots of concern for the gov-
ernment’s stance on claiming retrospective tax and have since put on hold
their India investment plans. The country has lost a lot of business because
of this decision. Every successive Finance Minister has gone on record to
assuage the fears of foreign investors on this count. But all have steered clear
of the Vodafone case.

The government should take The Hague court’s ruling on the chin and pull
the curtains on the protracted legal battle. The matter must not be allowed
to linger any further. It has created enough antipathy among foreign in-
vestors against the government. This would also give a lot of credence to Prime
Minister Narendra Modi’s attempts to woo foreign investments. Failure to

. do so would undermine foreign companies’ faith in India’s commitment to
7~ international treaties and rule of law. The Hague ruling should be con-
strued as a win in defeat.

B Trove

he Guardian was a minor treasure-trove in early March 2015 for enquirers

into matters of English language. An item in the Corrections and
Clarifications column on Monday 2 March reported that grammar pedants
(tactfully described there as “linguistic purists”) had been upset at the use
of the phrase Snowden trove for the thousands of documents leaked by
Edward Snowden. They asserted, and the Guardian’s style guide agrees, that

trove may not be used on its own, but must always form part of the
compound noun treasure-trove. The idea that valuables that had been
abandoned or hidden by persons unknown could be claimed by the state
goes back at least to Roman times. The Latin was thesaurus inventus, which
strikes modern non-Latinists as peculiar, since for us a thesaurus is a special
form of dictionary, while to invent is to create something new. But thesaurus
in Latin could mean a treasury and the concept of a book being a storehouse
of knowledge has led to the word being used in English at least since the
sixteenth century. And Latin inventus could as much mean discovered as
invented. The Latin thesaurus inventus continued to be used until the end of
the medieval period. After the Norman Conquest it existed alongside the
Anglo-Norman tresortrové. This was gradually Anglicised into treasure
found. Legal English, with its liking for old French terms, preferred to turn it
into English in a different way; a legal textbook of 1567 explained that
valuable abandoned property belonged to the queen and was called
treasure-trove. Since the concept was a legal one, this form ousted the other
one. Treasure-trove follows a pattern of compound terms derived from
French in which the adjective follows the noun; others are governor-general,
poet laureate, court-martial, heir apparent, letter patent and knight errant.
Careful users of English, and the Guardian style guide, seem to be correct
when they say that trove has no independent existence. At least, until we
start to look at the evidence. People started to use trove by itself to mean a
hoard or a valuable find at least as far back as the 1880s: “The value of her
trove struck her, and she cast about for the best method of using it.” By the
1920s, it was moderately common, though still not recognised by the
linguistic authorities. When in 1950 Leonard Gribble published an anthology
of tales for children under the title Story Trove, it clearly wasn’t regarded as
hopelessly bad English. Shortly afterwards, this well-known example
appeared:“The Wise may have good reason to believe that the halfling’s
trove is indeed the Great Ring of long debate, unlikely though that may seem
to those who know less.” Nowadays it is unremarkable, though often
expressing a broader sense of a hoard of intangible valuables. An Australian
newspaper database, for example, is called simply Trove. Language has
moved on. Trove is now too widely used to be dismissed as bad English.
Dictionaries include it (the Oxford English Dictionary has had an entry for it
since 1989), though some refer the enquirer to treasure-trove. American
ones are readier than British to accept that trove is now a noun and a valid
abbreviated form of treasure-trove. The Guardian itself acknowledged this in
its Corrections and Clarifications item: “Perhaps we should now accept that
it’s a useful word on its own.” Indeed.

ir conditioning (AC) may
be cooling us, but it's cook-
ing our planet. Countries
around the world have
experienced scorching tempera-
tures this summer. This August was
the second hottest on record. Global
warming and more intense sum-
mer heat waves, coupled with in-
creased urbanisation and rising in-
comes, are driving a dramatic
increase in demand for AC units.

The International Energy Agency
(IEA) predicts that the number of
ACs in operation globally will in-
crease from 1.6 billion now to 5.6 bil-
lion by 2050. Over the next 30 years,
ten air conditioners will be sold
every second.Air conditioners con-
tribute significantly to the green-
house-gas emissions fueling cli-
mate change, both directly, owing
to the hydro-fluorocarbon (HFC)-
based refrigerants they contain,
and indirectly, given the energy
they consume. A recent report by
the IEA and the UN Environment
Program is the latest to highlight
the threat, describing it as "one of
the most critical and often neg-
lected climate and development is-
sues of our time."

The 2016 Kigali Amendment to
the Montreal Protocol on
Substances that Destroy the Ozone
Layer aims to reduce HFC pro-
duction and consumption by over
80 per cent by 2047. If implemented,
this could avoid 0.4°C of global
warming this century. But while
the Kigali Amendment provides a
pathway to address refrigerants,
the world must now tackle the
problem of air conditioners' energy
intensity.

Most AC units sold today are 2-
3times less efficient than the best
commercially available products.
This is largely because consumers
buy the lowest-priced units, with
little or no understanding of the
lifecycle cost implications of their
purchase. The IEA estimates that
widely diffusing the most efficient
air conditioners on the market
today could cut cooling energy de-
mand by half.

While the AC industry needs
to continue making units more
efficient, we can, and must, take
steps to drive the adoption of the
best products already available.
That means flipping the way we ad-
dress the efficiency issue, which
in turn will require policymak-
ers and the industry to come to-
gether and show bold leadership.

One way to boost energy effi-
ciency is through policy inter-
vention, specifically regarding
minimum energy-performance
standards (MEPS). Currently,
MEPS are set just above the level
of the worst-performing AC prod-
ucts, in order to keep them out of
the market and provide some pro-
tection to consumers.

But with market growth con-
tinuing to accelerate, policymak-
ers should instead set MEPS with
reference to the best commercially
available products —meaning that
the MEPS would be just below the
technology ceiling, rather than
just above the technology floor.
This significant change would not
only protect consumers; it would
also considerably reduce the life-
cycle costs of owning and operat-
ing air conditioners. At the same
time, it would still allow sufficient
space for product competition,
thereby bringing down the pur-
chase price of more efficient units.

Such a policy could emulate
and build on Japan's Top Runner
program, launched in 1999, which
effectively advances the country's
AC market while delivering en-
ergy savings and reducing lifecy-
cle costs. The scheme encourages
consumers to purchase the best-per-

values of UN could not be vested
with a veto to torpedo the collective
will of the world.

But India’s foreign policy has
faltered too. Let us see how. It may
be recalled that, in 1955, India was
offered the membership of the
UNSC by the US and others to come
in from the Asian region.

In the current scenario, the UN,
the highest body of the world
clearly lacks legitimacy as UNSC
remains under-represented. Jeffery
Sachs of Columbia University, a
leading expert and commentator
of world politics, says “Asia’s in-
adequate representation poses a se-
rious threat to the UN’s legiti-
macy, which will only increase as
the world’s most populous region
assumes an increasingly important
global role.” He suggests that one
possible way to resolve the prob-
lem should be to add at least four

forming available units through a
labeling program, which in turn
increases economies of scale and
lowers costs. And by demanding
more efficient AC technologies
from the market, Top Runner also
bolsters investor confidence.

Targeting maximum efficiency
in this way worldwide would de-
crease the lifecycle cost for con-
sumers of owning an AC unit by
afactor of two to three and elim-
inate the need for over 1,300gw of
electricity generation capacity
globally, It would also avoid 157-345gt
of carbon dioxideemissions over
the next four decades.

Establishing policies based on
the best commercially available
AC products rather than the most
commonly sold ones would thus
avoid emissions, reduce govern-
ment spending on power genera-
tion, and save consumers money,
all while continuing to incentivise
the market to develop better per-
forming products.

Better yet, such a policy shift
would prepare the market for AC
products with even greater effi-
ciency potential that are already
on the horizon. In 2018, an inter-
national coalition launched the
Global Cooling Prize to identify a
residential room air conditioner

that uses dramatically less energy
and contains refrigerants with lit-
tle to no effect on the climate.Eight
teams have developed technolo-
gies that potentially could have
five times less climate impact than
standard AC units on the market
today. Following testing this fall,
one winner will be awarded a prize
of $1 million in March 2021 for
their innovative cooling solution.

Scaling such a cooling tech-
nology globally could save con-
sumers $1 trillion in operational
costs in the next 30 years, and
avoid up to 0.5°C of warming by
the end of the century, And that in-
cludes only the residential sector.

A single change in our approach
to energy efficiency can enable
more people around the world to
stay cool, benefit consumers, and
flatten the curve on cooling-re-
lated energy demand and emis-
sions. If we want climate-friendly
AC, we need to leap toward the
technology ceiling.

Meanwhile, Rajasthan Chief
Minister Ashok Gehlot Thursday
hit out at a section of the Opposition
and media for “misleading” the
public by comparing the incident
in Baran to the gruesome gang-
rape of a Dalit woman in Uttar

According to police, two minor
sisters went missing from their

September 22. The girls were handed
over to their families after record-
ing their statements, police said,
adding that medical examination
of the girls did not confirm rape.

New Delhi, Oct 1: The transmis-
sion of COVID-19in India has been
driven mainly by super-spreaders
or a small percentage of infected peo-
ple, according to the largest contact
tracing study in the country which
also shows that children are key to
the spread of the novel coronavirus.

The researchers, including those
from the Government of Tamil
Nadu, and Andhra Pradesh, found
that over 70 per cent of COVID-19
infected patients in the country
did not infect any of their contacts,
while 8 per cent of infected indi-
viduals accounted for 60 per cent of
observed new infections.

The study of over half-million peo-
ple in India found that both cases
and deaths due to the disease have
been more heavily concentrated
in the 40-69 year age group than is
seen in high-income countries,
among other trends.

The researchers also found a
high prevalence of infection among
children who were contacts of other
cases around their own age. The
study, published in the journal
Science on Wednesday, assessed
the disease transmission patterns
in 5,75,071 individuals exposed to
84,965 confirmed cases of COVID-
19 in the two states based on data

collected by tens of thousands of
contact tracers. According to the
scientists, including Ramanan
Laxminarayan from the Center for
Disease Dynamics, Economics, and
Policy in New Delhi, the findings
offer a peek into the pandemic's
trajectory in a low- and middle-in-
come country, where most COVID-
19 cases have occurred.

Based on the data, the scientists
said both cases and deaths in the two
Indian states were concentrated in
younger cohorts than expected
from observations in higher-in-
come countries.

The study noted that contacts
with the same age were associated
with the greatest infectionrisk --a
pattern, which the researchers said,

ED files chargesheet
against Hafiz Saeed

New Delhi, Oct 1: The Enforcement
Directorate (ED) Thursday said it
has filed a chargesheet against
Lashkar-e-Taiba founder Hafiz
Saeed, one of his Pakistani asso-
ciates, a Delhi-based hawala dealer
and others in connection with a
money laundering probe linked to
an alleged terror-financing case.

The agency's case is based on a
National Investigation Agency com-
plaint filed against the accused
and Pakistan-based organisation
Falah-i-Insaniyat Foundation (FIF).

"The prosecution complaint
(chargesheet) has been filed against
Indian national Mohd Salman,
Hafiz Muhammad Saeed (founder
of LeT, Jamaat-Ud-Dawa and Falah-
i-Insaniyat foundation), his deputy
Shahid Mehmood, a Dubai-based
Pakistani Mohd Kamran and Mohd
Salim alias mama, a Delhi-based
hawala operator under the
Prevention of Money Laundering
Act in an ongoing investigation
linked to a terror financing case,"
the ED said in a statement.

Mohd Salman has been found
to be involved in receiving funds
from FIF operators and his asso-
ciates through the hawala (illegal
funds transfer) channel, the agency
claimed. "FIF is a Pakistan-based
terror organisation established by
Jamat-ud-Dawa. It was founded by
Hafiz Saeed," it said.

FIF has been designated as ter-

rorist organisation by the United
Nations in March, 2012 while Saeed
is already designated as a global ter-
rorist by the UN. "The FIF is noth-
ing but a front end organisation
of JuD and LeT that was formed
to evade security and sanctions.
The Indian government has des-
ignated FIF as a terrorist organ-
isation in August, 2016.""LeT seeks
to raise funds and build network
through FIF for further terror ac-
tivities," it said.

The ED said its probe found
"funds were re-routed from Pakistan
to Dubai and further to India
through hawala channels.""Mohd
Salman was the recipient of funds
sent by Mohd Kamran and his as-
sociates Abdul Aziz Behlim and
Arif Gulambashir Dharampuria in
Dubai," it said.

"With respect to the inflow of
funds from Dubali, the quantum of
funds that Mohd Salman was re-
ceiving from Mohd Kamran and his
associates in Dubai through hawala
channels has been quantified on
the basis of emails, receipts and
registers maintained by accused."

"Mohd Salman used the funds
received from abroad for con-
struction of Masjid at Uttawar in
Palwal district of Haryana and
for conducting marriage of poor
girls in and around this village,"
it said. The agency had earlier at-
tached a Rs 73.12 lakh worth im-
movable property of Salman in
Delhi in this case.

The plane was scheduled to
be delivered by aircraft manu-
facturer Boeing to Air India in
July but its delivery was delayed
twice - once in July for a few
weeks due to COVID-19 pandemic
and then in August for a few
weeks due to technical reasons -

B777 aircraft for VVIP travel arrives

the officials noted.

Air India One, which is the
call sign of the aircraft, landed at
the Delhi airport from Texas at
around 3 pm on Thursday, they
stated. Senior officials of the na-
tional carrier had reached the
US during the first half of August
to receive the plane from Boeing,
the officials said.

Another custom-made B777
plane for the travel of VVIPs is
likely to be received from Boeing
during a later date, they noted.
These two aircraft were part of
Air India's commercial fleet for

afew months in 2018 before they
were sent back to Boeing for retro-
fitting them for VVIP travel.

Officials said the total cost of
purchase and retrofitting the two
planes has been estimated to be
around Rs 8,400 crore.

The B777 planes will have state-
of-the-art missile defence sys-
tems called Large Aircraft
Infrared Countermeasures
(LAIRCM) and Self-Protection
Suites (SPS).

In February, the US agreed to
sell the two defence systems to
India at a cost of USD 190 million.

SC directs refund of air tickets cancelled due to lockdown

New Delhi, Oct 1: The Supreme
Court Thursday directed refund of
air tickets, domestic and interna-
tional, for travel during the COVID-
191ockdown period from March 25
to May 24 within three weeks from
the date of the cancellation of flights.

Accepting the Centre's proposal,
the top court directed that if the tick-
ets have been booked through an
agent for travel within the lock-
down period, in all such cases full
refund shall be given by the air-
lines immediately and the amount
shall be passed on immediately by
the agent to the passengers.

It said: “If on account of finan-

cial distress, any airline/airlines
are not able to refund then they
shall provide credit shell, equal to
the amount of fare collected, in the
name of passenger when the book-
ing is done either directly by the pas-
senger or through travel agent so as
to consume the same on or before
March 31, 2021”.

It is open to passengers either
to utilise such credit shell up to
March 31, 2021 on any route of
choice or transfer the credit shell to
any person including the travel
agent concerned, and the airlines
shall honour such a transfer, the
top court said.

A bench of Justices Ashok
Bhushan, R Subhash Reddy and M

R Shah said the suggestions and
formulations arrived at the meeting
held by the Ministry of Civil
Aviation (MCA), Director General
of Civil Aviation (DGCA), which
are acceptable to the majority of

stakeholders have to be implemented
in letter and spirit.

“We also feel that such formula-
tions are workable solutions in
these peculiar circumstances which
are prevailing in the country,” the

bench said, while passing a slew
of directions for refund of air tick-
ets to the hassled passengers, whose
flights were cancelled due to the
pandemic induced lockdown.

The top court's verdict came on
a batch of petitions, including by
NGOs and passengers associations,
seeking complete refund of ticket
fare for the flights cancelled. It said
that the court cannot lose sight of
the present situation prevailing in
the country and across the globe
with regard to the effect of the
COVID-19 pandemic and any strict
enforcement action of Civil Aviation
Requirement (CAR) (aviation norms)
against the airlines would further
restrict their operations.

“It cannot be disputed that the
civil aviation sector, which is one of
the important sectors, is seriously
affected in view of the ban imposed
for operating flights. Added to the
same, air passenger traffic has come
down heavily and which is gradu-
ally being restored,” the top
court said.

It added that any such enforce-
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ment action may further jeopar- -

dise the possibilities of generation
of cash by airlines which can fur-
ther adversely affect/delay the re-
fund cycle. “Strict enforcement of
Civil Aviation Requirements at this
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moment may not yield any mean-—

ingful result for any stakeholder,”
the bench said.

SC rejects PIL for probe

New Delhi, Oct 1: The Supreme
Court Thursday rejected a PIL filed
by retired bureaucrats alleging
gross mismanagement of the
COVID-19 pandemic by the central
government as the number of those
infected by the virus has crossed 63
lakh in the country.

A bench headed by Justice L N
Rao was told by advocate Prashant
Bhushan that on February 4, the
Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA)
had issued an advisory but inter-
national passengers were not
screened until March 4.

Bhushan said the "Namaste
Trump" event was allowed to hap-
pen on February 24 and one lakh peo-
ple had gathered at a stadium despite
the MHA advisory that crowding
should be avoided. He submitted
that experts had advised against a
full lockdown due to which the GDP
contracted by an unprecedented 23
per cent, while crores of jobs were
lost and the economy destroyed.

Bhushan contended that the gov-
ernment has been unable to control
COVID-19 and as per official fig-
ures, over 63 lakh people have been
infected by the virus. He claimed
that the lockdown was unilaterally

The petitioner
had moved the top court seeking to
pass directions against the WHO
officials, who failed to prevent the
spread of Covid-19 disease in the
world. The bench observed that the

plea which sought compensation
from China to India, for losses in-
curred due to the pandemic, could
not be maintained. The bench said
the court has no jurisdiction to sum-
mon China and asked the petitioner,

The petitioner claimed that the
WHO had delayed by a month in
declaring Covid-19 as a health
emergency that threatened the
world. The bench reiterated that

the petition is not maintainable.

In June, the apex court had de-
clined to entertain a plea seeking
direction to the Centre to move
the International Court of Justice
(ICJ) and file a USD 600 billion
compensation case against China.
The plea had alleged COVID-19
pandemic was "deliberately cre-
ated" by China. Chief Justice S.A.
Bobde had dismissed the petition,
however granted liberty to the pe-
titioner to make a representation
before the Centre.

Baku/Yerevan, Oct 1: The presidents
of France, Russia and the United
States called Thursday for an im-
mediate ceasefire between Azerbaijan
and ethnic Armenian forces around
Nagorno-Karabakh, but Turkey said
the three big powers should have
no role in peace moves.

France, Russia and the United
States are co-chairs of the
Organization for Security and Co-
operation in Europe’s (OSCE) Minsk
Group, set up in 1992 to mediate in
the decades-old conflict over the
mountainous enclave.

They appealed for peace as the
death toll rose in the heaviest
clashes since the 1990s around
Nagorno-Karabakh - part of
Azerbaijan, but run by its mostly
ethnic Armenian inhabitants.

“We call for an immediate ces-
sation of hostilities between the
relevant military forces,” the joint
French, Russian and U.S. state-
ment said.

They urged the former Soviet
republics of Armenia and
Azerbaijan to “commit without
delay to resuming substantive ne-
gotiations, in good faith and with-
out preconditions” under what is
called the Minsk process.

But in a speech to the Turkish
parliament just before the three
countries’ statement, President
Tayyip Erdogan said he opposed
their involvement.

“Given that the USA, Russia and
France have neglected this problem
for nearly 30 years, it is unaccept-
able that they are involved in a
search for a ceasefire,”
Erdogan said.

He said a lasting ceasefire could
be achieved only if “Armenian oc-
cupiers” withdrew from Nagorno-
Karabakh.

His comments are likely to fuel
tension with his NATO allies as
fears mount that the conflict could
draw in regional powers Russia,
which has a military base in ma-
jority Christian Armenia, and
Turkey, a close ally of mainly
Muslim Azerbaijan.

MOUNTING DEATH TOLL

Dozens of people have been re-
ported killed and hundreds
wounded since Sunday in fighting
that has renewed concern about
stability in the South Caucasus, a
corridor for pipelines carrying oil
and gas to world markets.

Nagorno-Karabakh broke away
from Azerbaijan in a 1991-94 war
that killed 30,000 people, but is not
recognised internationally as an in-
dependent republic.

Menendez, a ranking member of
the Senate Foreign Relations
Committee, the Prioritising Clean
Energy and Climate Cooperation
with India Act seeks to establish the
US-India Clean Energy and Power
Transmission Partnership (CEPTP)
as the main forum for cooperation
between the two nations on clean
energy technologies.
The activities under the CEPTP in-
clude promoting joint research and
development on clean energy tech-
nologies, encouraging US private in-
vestment in the Indian clean en-
ergy market and supporting
initiatives to develop new and re-
newable energy generation capac-
ity in India.

The legislation also promotes
US-India cooperation on climate
resilience and risk reduction, a
statement said. “Given the shared
threat of climate change and India's
growing need for electricity, there

is a strong case to be made for
strengthening the US-India clean en-
ergy partnership,” Menendez said.

“In that vein, I am introducing
this legislation having witnessed
firsthand the positive results that
come when our nations work as a
team to tackle common challenges,”
he said. It also sought America's
participation in the International
Solar Alliance led by India which
is playing a key role in mobilising
significant international invest-
ment in solar energy. It urged the
US to promote research, develop-
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ment and private sector cooperation
on the production of electric vehi-
cles and the planning and execution
of an expansive charging station net-
work to support extensive use of
electric vehicles. The Senate leg-
islation, running into 39 pages, asks
the Trump administration to sup-
port areport, within 90 days of its
passage, detailing the scope and
nature of the US' participation in
Mission Innovation.

Millions of Chinese hit roads

Unemployment marches higher in Europe amid pandemic

SOME 3.7 MN PEOPLE ARE STILL ON FURLOUGH SUPPORT PROGRAMMES IN GERMANY, THE EUROZONE'S LARGEST ECONOMY

Frankfurt, Oct 1: Unemployment
rose for a fifth straight month in
Europe in August amid concern
that extensive government support
programmes won't be able keep
many businesses hit by coronavirus
restrictions afloat forever.

The jobless rate rose to 8.1% in
the 19 countries that use the euro
currency in August, up from 7.9%
in July, official statistics showed
Thursday. Some 13.2 million peo-
ple were unemployed and the
number of those out of work rose
by 251,000.

Economists expect a further rise
as wage support programs expire,
while an increase in infections in
many countries has increased fears
that some restrictions on business

_| interaction may have to be re-im-

posed.Some 3.7 million people are
still on furlough support pro-
grammes in Germany, the euro-
zone's largest economy. The gov-
ernment has extended its
emergency support through the
end of 2021.

National governments have
poured in fiscal stimulus in the
form of support loans and guar-
antees for business, while the
European Central Bank has
launched a 1.35 trillion euro ($1.57
trillion) monetary stimulus in
the form of regular bond pur-
chases with newly printed money
through at least the middle of
next year.

That has helped keep finan-
cial markets calm and credit flow-
ing to businesses.

But all those measures have not
halted a wave of corporate an-

nouncements of job reductions.
Companies in the hardest hit in-

dustries such as airlines, tourism
and restaurants may face a long

period of substantially diminished
demand for their services and are
laying off workers.

The coronavirus in some cases
has also accelerated restructuring
programmes that existed before
the pandemic.

The COVID-19 pandemic has led
to high rates of unemployment
across advanced economies. The
burdens associated with unem-
ployment, however, have not hit all
households equally.

Families with children and
unemployed parents have re-
ported especially high rates of
hardship, with potential long-
term consequences for child well-
being and development. The in-
crease of parental unemployment
in the USA necessitates greater
attention towards these poten-
tial consequences.

Navalny accuses

Vladimir Putin of being behind the
attack in comments released
Thursday.

Navalny's supporters have fre-
quently maintained that such an
attack could have only been or-
dered at the top levels, though the
Kremlin has steadfastly denied
any involvement in it. Navalny, a
politician and corruption inves-
tigator who is Putin's fiercest
critic, was flown to Germany two
days after falling ill on Aug. 20 on
a domestic flight in Russia.

He spent 32 days in the hospital,
24 of them in intensive care, before
doctors deemed his condition had
improved sufficiently for him to be
discharged. He has posted frequent
comments online as his recovery
has progressed, but in his first in-
terview since the attack, he told
Germany's Der Spiegel magazine
that in his mind, “Putin was behind
the attack,” in a German transla-
tion of his comments. Navalny
spent those two days in a coma
in a hospital in the Siberian city
of Omsk, where Russian doctors
said they found no trace of any poi-
soning, before being transported
to Berlin for treatment.

India’s GDP contracted 23.9%
in the June quarter and is seen
contracting by around 10% for the
year as a whole.

Some economists have said the
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inflation targetting framework has
had an adverse impact on growth
due to its narrow focus on inflation
compared with the multiple-indi-
cator approach the RBI previously
used, which looked at both growth
and price stability. “A case can be
made that India has been a preco-
cious inflation targetter;” V Anantha
Nageshwaran, a member of the
PM’s Economic Advisory Council
wrote in an opinion piece in August.

“The country may have sacri-
ficed financial stability and eco-
nomic growth in the process. So
India may need to re-examine the
appropriateness of the IT (infla-
tion targeting) framework for its de-
velopment needs,” said
Nageshwaran.

“A team can be issued up to two warnings
per innings but repeated use of saliva on the ball will result in a 5-run penalty to
the batting side. Whenever saliva is applied to the ball, the umpires will be
instructed to clean the ball before play recommenced,” the ICC notification read.

‘Vinicius helps Real
defeat Valladolid

Madrid, Oct 1: Vinicius Junior
scored after coming off the bench
as Real Madrid defeated Valladolid
1-0for their second win in arow in
the Spanish league, while Atletico
Madrid were held to a scoreless
draw against promoted Huesca in
adisappointing first start for Luis
Suarez.

Vinicius netted the winner mid-
way through the second half
Wednesday after Madrid’s forwards
struggled again in attack. The
young Brazilian broke the dead-
lock from close range after a de-
fensive mistake by Valladolid de-
fenders inside the area.

He had been on the field for less
than 10 minutes after replacing
striker Luka Jovic, who missed
another chance to impress as a

+starter Jovic had two of the best
scoring opportunities of the game
but couldn’t capitalize on them,

first with a close-range shot in the
first half and then with a header
after halftime.

Madrid coach Zinedine Zidane
started the match with two strik-
ers, but Karim Benzema also was
far from his best up front.

Vinicius became the first for-
ward to score for Madrid this sea-
son after they opened their title-de-
fense campaign with a 0-0 draw at
Real Sociedad and a 32 win against
Real Betis thanks to a late penalty
Kkick converted by defender Sergio
Ramos.

Madrid again were without Eden
Hazard, who had recovered from an
ankle injury but now is nursing a
right leg muscle injury.

The victory left Madrid at the top
of the standings with seven points,
along with Getafe, Valencia and
Villarreal. Madrid and Getafe have
a game in hand.

Valladolid, winless after four
matches, had a few good chances
on counterattacks and forced
Madrid goalkeeper Thibaut
Courtois to make a couple of good
saves.

In the other game, Suarez fol-
lowed up his promising debut for
Atletico with a lackluster per-
formance in his first start
Wednesday.

Three days after scoring two
goals and setting up another in
about 20 minutes off the bench in
Atletico’s 6-1 win over Granada,
Suarez struggled in the team’s 0-0
draw at Huesca.

The former Barcelona player
started alongside young Portugal
forward Joao Felix, but the duo
failed to spark the attack for Diego
Simeone’s team.

The Uruguay striker had the
game’s best chance after a perfect
through-ball by Felix in the 59th
minute, but he failed to get past
goalkeeper Andres Fernandez in-
side the area and eventually had his
shot blocked.

Suarez was substituted by
Diego Costa less than three min-
utes after the miss, but the
Brazilian-born striker also could-
n’t do much up front.

Dubai, Oct 1: Ambati Rayudu’s
much-awaited comeback will be a
shot in the arm for an under-pres-
sure Chennai Super Kings (CSK)
when they take on Sunrisers
Hyderabad (SRH), who have shown
resilience after early setbacks, in
the IPL here Friday.

Rayudu, hero of CSK’s open-
ing IPL victory against Mumbai
Indians, missed out due to mild
hamstring injury and Bravo has
been also carrying a niggle of sim-
ilar nature since the Caribbean
Premier League where he didn’t
bowl in the last two games.

CSK and SRH (since inception)
have traditionally been two of the
most balanced sides in most IPL
editions but both have ensured
scratchy starts this year, losing
two of their first three games,
primarily due to lack of balance
in the middle order.

Rayudu’s presence could well
mean that he will replace an out-
of-form Murali Vijay at the top
alongside Shane Watson.

However, same cannot be said
about DJ Bravo as it will then
force MS Dhoni to tinker with the
whole line-up. But Kedar Jadhav’s
poor form will certainly be a worry
for Dhoni as there aren’t any ready
replacement for the Maharashtra
man, who hasn’t played any notable
innings in near or distant past.

Bravo’s replacement Sam
Curran has been one of CSK’s
better performers in the first three
games with good change-ups in
pace and handy hitting.

BAYERN WIN GERMAN SUPER CUP

Munich, Oct 1: Joshua Kimmich
scored the winning goal as Bayern
Munich shrugged off concerns
about fixture congestion to beat
Borussia Dortmund 3-2 and lift the
German Super Cup.

Dortmund fought back from 0-2
down to level the score Wednesday,
before Kimmich and the two goal-
keepers made the difference.

Bayern’s Manuel Neuer showed
superb reactions to palm away
Erling Braut Haaland’s shot when
one-on-one with the Norwegian
striker. Dortmund’s stand-in keeper
Marwin Hitz could only parry
Kimmich’s shot back to the mid-
fielder in the 82nd minute and
Kimmich stretched toflick in the re-
bound while falling.

For Bayern it was a morale-boost-
ing recovery after losing 1-4 to
Hoffenheim Sunday to end a 32-
game unbeaten run. It also marked
the third win in a row against
Dortmund.

Bayern have played for five tro-
phies since coach Hansi Flick took
charge in November and won them

all, but all that success has made for
more fixture congestion in the al-
ready packed 2020-21 season. The
win over Dortmund came just six
days after another Super Cup, when
Bayern beat Sevilla 2-1 in extra time
in UEFA’s ceremonial season-opener.

Kimmich’s winner was the sec-
ond Bayern goal on arebound after
Corentin Tolisso was left with a
simple finish to open the scoring in
the 18th when Hitz pushed his first
shot onto the crossbar following a

lightning-fast counterattack the
length of the field.

Bayern made it 2-0 through
Thomas Muller’s header in the 32nd
after Dortmund backed off Alphonso
Davies and gave him time to play a
cross perfectly weighted to meet
Muller arriving at the far post.

Haaland hauled Dortmund back
into the game, setting up Julian
Brandt to score in the 39th and then
scoring himself in the 55th in a
move which began when Manuel

Akanji muscled Lewandowski off
the ball in the midfield.
Dortmund’s Danish midfielder
Thomas Delaney played the final
pass for Haaland on that move.
However, Delaney was later at fault
for the winner as he dawdled on the
ball and Kimmich dispossessed him.
