Washington, Nov 6: Democratic pres-
idential candidate Joe Biden took a
narrow lead over President Donald
Trump in the battleground state of
Georgia for the first time early Friday,
putting the White House within his
reach as it and other undecided states
continue to count ballots.

Biden has a 264 to 214 lead in the
state-by-state Electoral College vote

that determines the winner, accord-
ing to most major television networks.
Winning Georgia’s 16 electoral votes
would put the former Vice President on
the cusp of the 270 he needs to secure
the presidency:.

Biden, 77, would become the next
President by winning Pennsylvania, or
by winning two out of the trio of
Georgia, Nevada and Arizona. Trump’s
likeliest path appears narrower - he
needs to hang onto both Pennsylvania
and Georgia and also to overtake Biden
in either Nevada or Arizona.

Biden is now ahead by 917
votes in Georgia, where count-
ing continued early Friday.

The shift in Georgia came
hours after Trump appeared
at the White House to
falsely claim the election
was being “stolen” from
him.

Trump had seen
his lead steadily
shrink in Georgia, a Southern state
that has not voted for a Democratic
presidential nominee since 1992, as
officials worked through tens of thou-
sands of uncounted votes, many from
Democratic strongholds such as
Atlanta.

The Georgia secretary of state re-
ported late Thursday there were about
14,000 ballots still to count in the state.

The state also will have to sift through
votes from military personnel and over-

WASHINGTON: US courts have dismissed Trump
campaign’s lawsuits in Michigan and Georgia related
to electoral malpractice. In Michigan, the campaign
had sought to stop counting of absentee ballots,
while in Georgia it had alleged that even improper
ballots were being counted. Michigan Court of
Claims Judge Cynthia Stephens Thursday rejected
the lawsuit, arguing that the Michigan Secretary of

State is not involved with the local counting process.

“With a margin that small, there
will be a recount in Georgia,” Georgia
Secretary of State Brad Raffensperger told
reporters in Atlanta.

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SCHOOLS TO REMAIN
SHUT TILL DECEMBER 31

Bhubaneswar, Nov 6: The
School and Mass Education
department Friday an-
nounced that all schools in
the state will remain closed
till December 31. A decision
in this regard was taken
after witnessing protests
from parents and the ris-
ing caseload of Covid-19 in
other states where school
were reopened.
Notwithstanding closure
of academic institutions,
conducting examinations
and evaluations have been
permitted. Even holding of
online classes have been al-
lowed. On October 31, state
School and Mass Education
Minister Samir Ranjan Dash
had issued a notification
stating all academic insti-
tutions in Odisha would re-
main closed till November 30.

The notification said that
classes would resume for
Class IX to Class XII from
November 16.

The notification further
stated that the Office of
Special Relief
Commissioner and School
and Mass Education
Department would take a
decision on the date of re-
opening Classes IX to XII
in a graded manner after
November 15 in consulta-
tion with all stakeholders.

Friday, Dash said that
schools will remain closed
till December 31, while no de-
cision has been taken on re-
opening colleges and uni-
versities in the state. Speaking

to journalists, Dash said the

decision to reopen the schools
has been put on hold as there
is strong possibility of a sec-
ond wave of Covid-19 in the
state sometime mid-December.

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All insults against SC/STs not
offence under SC/ST Act: SC

New Delhi, Nov 6: The Supreme
Court Thursday said that an of-
fence under the Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention
of Atrocities) Act is not made out
on the fact that the complainant
is a member of SC or ST.

A bench comprising Justices
L. Nageswara Rao, Hemant Gupta
and Ajay Rastogi said: “All insults
or intimidations to a person will
not be an offence under the Act un-
less such insult or intimidation
is on account of victim belong-
ing to Scheduled Caste or
Scheduled Tribe.”

The bench emphasised that the ob-
ject of the Act is to improve the
socio-economic conditions of the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes as they are denied a num-
ber of civil rights.

“Thus, an offence under the
Act would be made out when a
member of the vulnerable sec-
tion of the society is subjected
to indignities, humiliations and
harassment,” added the bench.
The top court said that it is es-
sential to establish that there is
an intention to humiliate the vic-
tim because he belongs to such
a caste.

Friday asked the Odisha govern-
ment to pay Rs 3 lakh as compen-
sation to the kin of an ASHA worker
of Daringibadi in Kandhamal dis-
trict who died September 5, 2016 due
to unavailability of ambulance
services, poor road connectivity
and mobile network.

Radhakanta Tripathy, the
Commission also directed Odisha
Chief Secretary Asit Tripathy to

She died on the way when she
was being taken to the hospital on
acot.

Alleging failure of the state in sav-
ing Mini and her child’s life and
seeking heavy compensation,
Tripathy sought a fair probe into
the incident and assurance of road
connectivity, ambulance and mobile
connectivity to Mini’s village as
soon as possible.

During enquiry, it was revealed
by the Director (Administration)
National Health Mission, Odisha
that mobile connectivity is still
not up to the mark in the area.

COVID-19 FISCAL ASSISTANCE

<1.27CR UNDISBURSED AS
3,000 WORKERS MISSING

Bhadrak, Nov 6: Large funds,
meant for providing assistance to con-
struction labourers during the Covid
pandemic, are lying undistributed
in Bhadrak. Strangely, the district
administration has failed to trace
the whereabouts of over 8,000 con-
struction workers, while the dis-
trict Labouer department is in a fix
over the issue, a report said.
Questions are being raised as
to how such large funds were al-
located without ascertaining the
number of registered construc-
tion workers. Now, the Labour de-
partment staff is frantically trying
to trace and identify the workers
to give them the fiscal benefits.
District Labour Officer Kuber
Behera, however, said that even if
all the beneficiaries are not traced
physically, their assistance will be
credited into their accounts.
This has raised doubts over the
transparency in registration of
the construction labourers in the
district. Some people allege that
middlemen are getting ineligible
people registered in exchange of
money and officials of the Labour
department are ‘hand in glove’

Large funds meant for
providing assistance to
construction labourers during
the Covid pandemic are lying
undistributed in Bhadrak as
the labour department is yet
to trace the beneficiaries

with these middlemen.

A murky deal was exposed last
month when a clerk of the Labour
department was arrested by
Vigilance officials while taking
Rs 9,000 as bribe for labour regis-
tration. Locals alleged that the in-
cident is a pointer to registration
of fake construction workers. On
the other hand, genuine con-
struction workers are unable to

get them registered. In fact, Labour
officials visiting houses to trace
labourers has raised suspicious
about attempt of fund misappro-
priation.

Assistance disbursal has started
in April. Meanwhile seven months
have passed, but 8,499 construc-
tion workers are still untraceable.
The report said that there are
85,748 registered construction
workers in the district.

As of date 1,383 construction
workers in Bhadrak block, 2,376 in
Basudevpur, 206 in
Bhandaripokhari, 266 in Bant
block, 1,296 in Dhamnagar, 287 in
Tihidi, 821 in Chandbali, 1,455 in
Bhadrak municipality, 409 in
Basudevpur municipality have
not received their assistance.

It is alleged that the construction
workers who have not come to re-
ceive their assistance are ghosts cre-
ated by middlemen and some un-
scrupulous officials with a view to
loot their benefits.

Interestingly, while the DLO has
directed all BDOs to disburse their
assistance, the latter said that as
construction workers keep chang-
ing their addresses, assistance dis-
bursal is getting delayed.

Devotees, servitors seek Ratnabhandar fix

Puri, Nov 6: Devotees and servitors
have demanded repair of Srimandir
Ratnabhandar (temple treasury)
at the earliest.

The Archaeological Survey of
India (ASI) which was entrusted to
repair and preserve this 12th century
shrine since 1974 had reported that
Ratnabhandar was damaged and
rainwater finds way into it. The ASI
pleaded to open the Ratnabhandar
for carrying out the repair work.

Many servitors including
the temple treasurer fear
the collapse of
Ratnabhandar if it’s not
repaired at the earliest
The Orissa High Court while hear-
ing a PIL in this regard had also di-
rected the temple administration
and the ASI to conduct the repairs.

The state government had con-
stituted a 17-member team com-

prising ASI experts, engineers of
state Public Works department
(PWD), temple body members, tem-
ple treasurer and some servitors to
inspect the inner chambers of the
temple treasury in April 2018.

The team had to return and abort
the mission as the key to the treas-
ury door was missing.

The expert team inspected the
Ratnabhandar from outside and
found that the structure is in very
bad shape and needs urgent repair.

The team reported the

Ratnabhandar condition to the tem-
ple administration.

Even after passing of two years the
administration has not initiated any
step to open the Ratnabhandar for re-
pairs. Many servitors including the
temple treasurer fear the collapse
of Ratnabhandar if not repaired at
the earliest. The Jagannath Sena
has demanded the Ratnabhandar be
opened as directed by the High
Court for repairs and blamed the ASI
for gross neglect in Ratnabhandar
repair.

WhatsApp rolls
out payments
service in India

started to expand the feature to
more users in the world’s second
largest Internet market.

The Facebook-owned service
said Friday that it is rolling out pay-
ments in ten Indian regional lan-
guages in the latest stable version
of WhatsApp app on Android and
i0S. The announcement comes
hours after National Payments
Corporation of India (NPCI), the
body that operates the popular
UPI payments infrastructure, said
that it had granted approval to

WhatsApp to roll out UPI-pow- ~

ered payments in the country.

Like Google, Samsung and a
number of other firms, WhatsApp
has built its payments service atop
UPI, a payments infrastructure
built by a coalition of large banks
in India. NPCI said WhatsApp,
which has amassed over 400 mil-
lion users in India, can expand
payments to its users in a “graded
manner,” and to start with, it can
only roll out the payments service
to 20 million users and has to work
with multiple banking partners.

Google and Walmart currently
dominate the mobile payments
market in India, together com-
manding roughly 80% of the UPI
market share. UPI has emerged
as the most popular digital pay-
ments method in India, thanks in
part to New Delhi’s abrupt move
to invalidate more than 85% of
the paper cash circulation in the
nation in late 2016. UPI’s popu-
larity has diminished the rele-
vance of several firms in India, in-
cluding SoftBank and
Alibaba-backed Paytm that spent
years building mobile wallets.
Unlike UPI apps, mobile wallets are
not interoperable with other mo-
bile wallets, and levy a small fee
to consumers.

Social media shyness of state varsities adds to students’ woes

Bhubaneswar, Nov 6: The Internet
and social media platforms have
been a boon for students, especially
during the Covid-19 pandemic, en-
abling them to take admissions to
new courses and keep up with their
syllabi through distance learning.

However, the scenario is just the
opposite in Odisha, where the ap-
athy of the state-run universities and
affiliated colleges has added to the
miseries of the students. In the ab-
sence of social media-friendly col-
leges and universities, students are
even unable to take admission to new
classes, let alone pursue distance
learning.

As a result, students from re-

mote areas of the state who are
seeking admission to undergrad-
uate and post-graduate courses are
being compelled to visit the cities
for information relating to admis-
sions and examinations braving
the dangers posed by the pandemic.

“I wanted to be admitted to an
LLB course at University Law
College, Bhubaneswar, under Utkal
University. As the college website
still says that November 2 was the
last date for submission of appli-
cation form, I wanted information
regarding the last date of form sub-
mission. Since neither the college
phone was functioning nor its web-
site provided updated information
I had to come all the way to
Bhubaneswar,” a student from

Malkangiri told Orissa POST on
the condition of anonymity.

He further said that the college
also does not presence on any social

media platform for information
dissemination.

The state of affairs is similar in
several other colleges and univer-
sities in the state. While private
universities and colleges have strong
social media presence, dedicated
admission help desk and helpline,
most state-run universities lack
these facilities, leaving the students
in far-flung areas in tender hooks.

Even the Utkal University, the
premier varsity in the state, still
does not have any presence social
media. As a result, researches by
their professors fail to attract the at-
tention of their peers, students and
others. Same is the fate of
Ravenshaw University in Cuttack.

In the field of medical educa-

tion, All India Institute of Medical
Sciences (AIIMS), Bhubaneswar,
does have a strong presence in so-
cial media platforms, but the same
cannot be said about SCB Medical
College, VIMSAR and others. The
government-run engineering col-
leges in the state also suffer from
such communication gap.

Even if some colleges and edu-
cational institutions have their web-
sites, they are not regularly up-
dated. Even the landlines of many
colleges are lying defunct as there
isnone to take care of them. Going
by the pathetic condition of the
communication system of the ed-
ucational institutions in the state,

one can easily gauge the problems—

faced by the students.

Man murdered on

NGT BRAKE ON ILEGAL STONE QUARRY - AT'M loot: 2 accused nabbed from Vizag

Bhubaneswar;, Nov 6: The National
Green Tribunal (NGT) Friday or-
dered halting of stone quarry op-
erations of an errant operator in
Nabarangpur district and asked
the authorities to collect environ-
mental compensation for excessive
mining.

The mining operator at
Papadahandi area in Nabarangpur
district was accused of operating
without environmental clearance
and other mandatory approvals
needed for stone quarry. The peti-
tion before the tribunal had also ac-
cused the operator of excessive
mining of the minor mineral.

The tribunal said the quarry per-
mit granted in favour of the
Respondent could be held void, hav-
ing been granted without first get-
ting the EC transferred in his favour.

“If the lease is to be held valid,
it can be operated by the respondent
only after obtaining EC in accor-
dance with the procedure laid down
under the EIA Notification, 2016
as amended. We also observe that
the competent authority to grant
ECshall be the SEIAA...” the writ-
ten order of the NGT said.

It also empowered the local au-
thorities to impose environmental
compensation dues.

The aggrieved villagers wel-
comed the decision. The petitioner’s
counsel Shankar Prasad Pani said,
“The issue of illegal mining of
minor minerals is rampant across
the state and an exemplary penalty
is required to discourage such mal-
practices. Also the responsibility
of the officers needs to be fixed in
cases where violations found but
no action taken against the pro-
ponent.”

Trump and former Vice President Joe
Biden is the extent of the cavernous di-
vide between Republican and Democratic
America, one that defines the nation,
no matter which candidate ultimately
wins.

Voters from both parties turned out in
droves to pick the next president, but
as they did so, they found little agreement
about what that president should do.
Democrats and Republicans prioritised
different issues, lived in different com-
N munities and even voted on different
Kkinds of ballots.

Whoever emerges as the winner,
that division ensures that the next
president will face significant grid-
lock in Congress, scepticism about
the integrity of the vote and an agitated
electorate increasingly divided by race,
education and geography. Even the
vote count itself threatens to further
split Americans.

Two days after polls closed, neither
\ Trump nor Biden has earned the 270

through mail ballots — the method of vot-
ing preferred by many Democrats —
while pursuing an aggressive legal strat-
egy that could lead to further delays.

“Except for the Civil War, I don't think
we've lived through any time as perilous
as this in terms of the divisions,” said
historian Barbara Perry, the director of
presidential studies at the University of
Virginia's Miller Centre.

Even after the 2000 election, when the
Supreme Court ultimately intervened
on Republican George W. Bush's behalf,
Democrat Al Gore quickly conceded and
congressional leaders found areas of
agreement on Capitol Hill.

“To come out of something like
this, you need to have a leader who
can lead and willing followers,” Perry
said. “Ijust don't see willing followers
on either side.” The yawning divides

But only a slim majority of
Trump voters, who are overwhelm-
ing white, called racism a serious

problem.

g e Biden has tried to bridge
this gap, often appealing to a
sense of national unity and the
“soul” of America. Trump often casts
himself as a defender of his voters.
Many Democrats desperately hoped that
Trump would suffer an embarrassing
and broad defeat that would serve as
aclear repudiation of Trump and his
brand of politics. At the very least,
they wanted an unambiguous man-
date that would allow Biden to pur-
sue ambitious policies on health care,
education and the economy.

Trump may lose, but strong GOP
turnout in battlegrounds and unex-
pectedly solid victories for Republican
candidates in Senate and House races
made Tuesday far from a thumping.

The election solidified the parties'
competing coalitions. Biden relied on
urban and suburban voters, particularly
women, college-educated voters and peo-
ple of color.

Chosen babu denied

NK Arya, the new Chief Secretary of Rajasthan, is not the first choice
o

bb

f state Chief Minister Ashok Gehlot for the position. Until the last

moment, the last working day of outgoing Chief Secretary Rajeev Swarup,

the Gehlot government hoped to push for a tenure extension for Swarup. But

the Centre denied its consent and Arya was drafted in, superseding eight IAS

officers in the process. He was additional chief secretary for finance. Besides

appointing Arya, the government also effected a major reshuffle involving
21 senior IAS officers.

The drama was building for some time. Sources say that Gehlot had
worked hard to ensure Swarup was appointed chief secretary in early July
this year and then pushed for his extension. It is said that to appoint
Swarup to the state’s top post, the chief minister reportedly ‘struck a deal’
with the previous chief secretary D.B. Gupta who was slated to retire in
September. Under this supposed deal, Gupta resigned in July and was im-
mediately appointed advisor to the CM for a year and Swarup stepped in
as his successor.

The babu grapevine has it that Swarup endeared himself to the chief

EC for ‘cooling-off’ period for babus

The Election Commission (EC) is now likely to recommend to the Centre
a ‘cooling off” period for IAS, IPS and other officers who join politics soon
after retirement or after resigning the service. Sources say that the poll
panel was jolted into this line of
thinking after former Bihar DGP
Gupteshwar Pandey resigned from BABU DOM
the IPS in September and promptly :
joined a political party barely weeks . o
before the Bihar Assembly elec-
tions. His resignation was accepted !
immediately, even though govern-
ment regulations stipulate that an officer who wishes to join private employment
after service needs to wait a year after retirement or resigning from service.

Though the demand for a cooling-off period is not a new one and is usu-
ally raised around election time when babus who have political ambitions
often quit to join a political party, the government has so far rejected it, ar-
guing that barring former babus from joining politics immediately after leav-
ing service can be interpreted as an infringement of their right to equality.

But the poll panel is now keen to ensure that the government insists on a
cooling-off period for officers seeking to join politics, just as it does for those
seeking corporate jobs. The commission is yet to work out the modalities of
how long this cooling-off period should be, but sources say it could be at least
two years.

U-turn on transfers in Uttarakhand

The forest department of Uttarakhand and the state government seem to
be at odds with each other. The government recently cancelled all the trans-
fers of forest department officials done between September and October for
violating an order which prohibited transfer of any official during 2020-21.
Apparently, the department has done around a dozen such transfers with-
out first seeking clearance from the state government.

Earlier, in July, sources say, the government had revoked the transfer
order of 11 deputy conservator of forests (DCFs) within 48 hours of the is-
suing of the orders. At the time, Anand Bardhan, Principal Secretary, Forest
Department, had issued a terse statement saying that it was a government
order “and we are simply following it.”

However, according to sources, several Indian Forest Service (IFoS) offi-
cers say that the order was revoked since the transfer list contained several
names that were not presented before the civil service board for transfers.
Further, some officers on deputation were given additional charge, which is
apparently against the rules. According to a Supreme Court ruling, no trans-
fer can be done without the approval of the civil services board. So why was
this being done? That’s a mystery.

You won’t find this in any modern dictionary except the largest, as it has
quite gone out of use except when speaking of historical matters. The
word meant a cow pasture, not some peasant’s patch where one cow was
kept for her milk, but larger-scale pasturage where cattle were kept and bred
and as a source of working oxen. The word is usually linked to grazing land in
the moors and valleys of the Pennines in Yorkshire and Lancashire. In the
thirteenth century numbers of vaccaries were carved out of the old private
hunting chases of the nobility, who created them in an attempt to get some
revenue back from their holdings.

Mr Innes was not the first to employ this weird word for the
milking of cows, for it turns up in a whimsical letter written by Samuel Taylor
Coleridge in November 1796: “Will you try to look out for a fit servant for us,
simple of heart, physiognomically handsome, and scientific in
vaccimulgence. That last word is a new one, but soft in sound, and full of
expression. Vaccimulgence! | am pleased with the word.” Alas, few others
have been, to judge from its limited appearances in print. It is, as you may
guess, derived from Latin vacca, a cow (which is also the origin of vaccine,
because the first was derived by Dr Jenner from cowpox to guard against the
much more serious smallpox). The ending is from the Latin verb emulgere, to
milk out, which — as well as being the ultimate origin of emulsion — is the
root of another very rare word, emulgence, the action of milking out, as for
example in extracting money from the unwilling.

across the world. That

is, however, a one-sided view. There
is need for reform of both Islam and
Western materialist ideology. Both
ideologies are fundamentally egal-
itarian. The sixth century Arab
world was hugely unequal with
rampant slavery and tribal elit-
ism. At that time, Prophet
Muhammad (PBUH) brought a
revolutionary message that all
human beings were equal. The
key words of the French Revolution
in 1789, in parallel, were ‘Liberty,
Equality, Fraternity.’ The two
thought processes evolved in dif-
ferent directions in course of time.
The responsibility of explaining
the ideology of Islam was taken
over by the tradition or the ‘Sunnah’
after the Prophet. The Sunnah con-
sisted of the sayings of the Prophet
known as Hadith (as distinct from
the Suras of the Holy Quran that
were revealed through him) and the
interpretation of these texts as
done by the elders. According to
Leslie Hazelton, author of After the
Prophet, the simplicity and equal-
ity were maintained during the
first two Caliphs following the
Prophet namely Abu Bakr and
Omar. The situation changed dra-
matically at the time of the third
Caliph Uthman. He got a massive
palace made at Medina with mar-
ble columns where foreign dishes
were served. He granted huge
parcels of land along with thou-
sands of horses and slaves to his
near ones. This inequality appears
to be against the teachings of the
Prophet. However, it has been ac-
cepted in mainstream Islam be-
cause the sole authority of deci-
phering the meaning of the verses
of the Quran has been taken over
by the Sunnah to the exclusion of
the common man. Thus, the grand
inequality seen in Islamic countries
like Saudi Arabia has become ‘ac-
ceptable.’ It has become impossi-
ble to change, or even challenge, this
particular interpretation of the
Quran. Ayat 2:256 says, “There is
no compulsion in religion.”

Why Trump cries electoral fraud

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S President Donald Trump,
l ’ perhaps unsurprisingly, has
alleged fraud in the
November 3 presidential election,
without offering what anyone would
consider real evidence, other than
the fact that votes for his Democratic
challenger, Joe Biden, keep turning
up in states where Trump initially
led in the count. The president has
already announced that he intends
to take the election to the US
Supreme Court, despite the fact
that at the time of his statement,
millions of votes in numerous
states were still to be counted.
Yet Trump’s fraud claims could
be part of a psychological strat-
egy, deftly executed by a master
manipulator. If so, the president may
be paving the way to persuading
large numbers of Americans to
reject the legitimacy of his defeat.
A unique scientific study con-
ducted the day before and the morn-
ing of the 2016 US presidential elec-
tion, probing attitude changes in
1,000 US voting-age adults, found that
exposure to conspiratorial rheto-
ric about election interference pro-
duced a profound psychological ef-
fect. In particular, it led to
significantly heightened negative
emotions (anxiety and anger), and
also undermined support for dem-
ocratic institutions.
The study, recently published in

asrecorded in Bukhari’s Hadith 9:59
says, “Kill one who changes his
Islamic religion.” The Sunnah
therefore has altered, even re-
versed, the teaching of the Quran.
It has become nearly impossible to
repair this alteration because Ayat
3:92 of the Quran says that
Muhammad would be the ‘last
Prophet.” Question is whether
Muhammad was the last Prophet
among the Prophets till his time;
or we would be the last Prophet for
all times to come? The Sunnah
had determined that Muhammad
was the last Prophet for all times
to come. Therefore, the teachings
given by the Prophet and as in-
terpreted by the Sunnah have be-
come ‘fixed’ and unchangeable.

Similar is the situation with
Western ideology. Europe wit-
nessed huge killings of one
Christian sect by another in the
first millennium of the Common
Era which is known as
‘Inquisitions.” Non-Christians were
considered second-class citizens
and decried as ‘pagans.” The French
Revolution in 1789 led to separation
of religion and the state and es-
tablished the idea of equality.
However, France itself colonized
entire north-west Africa and acted
barbarously towards the natives
in the nineteenth century—ex-

the academic journal Research &
Politics, found that those exposed to
conspiracy theories regarding elec-
tion-rigging were less willing to ac-
cept the results of an election, and
becameless inclined to concede the
outcome when the result threat-
ened their partisan goals. Its au-
thors, Bethany Albertson and
Kimberly Guiler of the University
of Texas at Austin, argue that vote-
rigging allegations strike at the
very foundations of democracy. For
example, they may render the pub-
lic doubtful as to whether non-vio-
lent transfers of national authority
should follow from a rigged vote.

Moreover, the study contends
that political conspiracy theories
may have ominous, extensive, and
long-lasting consequences, such
asreducing political participation,
trust in government, confidence
in elections, and faith in democ-
racy. Vote-rigging stories immedi-
ately after an election also can pro-
foundly affect voters’ mental state.
Besides becoming angrier and
more anxious, voters in the study
also reacted with increased sad-
ness and disgust, and both
Democrats and Republicans re-
ported feeling less enthusiastic
and less hopeful.

The authors suggest that the
deep emotional and psychological
effects they uncovered might also

actly opposite to its own ideal of
equality. French MNCs continue
to exploit developing countries
after the end of colonialism. The
ideology of equality and frater-
nity was limited and continues to
be limited within the borders of
France. Thus far, Islam and the
West are similar. Both have de-
nied equality and fraternity in
different ways. However, the West
has evolved. At one time colo-
nialism was in vogue. Now it is
passe. In comparison, there is no
change in Islam because accord-
ing to Ayat 3:92 Muhammad was
the last Prophet and the message
delivered by him as interpreted
by the Sunnah in unchangeable.
The message cannot change ever.

Another difference in the two ide-
ologies is about the exact nature of
their all-encompassing character.
Islam considers Allah to be all-en-
compassing.

reflect the fact that people were on
edge on election day, in a way that
made both groups of partisans re-
ceptive to conspiratorial rhetoric.
They conclude that Americans are
vulnerable to being affected sig-
nificantly by election-rigging alle-
gations.

Another recent study published
in Political Research Quarterly ex-
amined why so many Americans
are prone to believe that electoral
fraud exists. The study’s authors,
led by political scientists Jack
Edelson of the University of
Wisconsin-Madison and Joseph
Uscinski of the University of
Miami, suggested that more deeply
embedded conspiratorial thinking
may be to blame. They point to a
strong link between feelings of
powerlessness and conspiracy para-
noia. Supporters of the losing side
in an election are therefore more
likely to suspect scams. US
Republicans appear especially

fected people because the human
beings have no role whatsoever
and no authority whatsoever to
challenge Sunnah. In comparison,
the Western all-encompassion is dy-
namic and resides within the so-
ciety. The collective thinking of
all mankind is the ideology of the
West as seen in the adoption of
democracy. The ideology is an-
swerable to mankind, which is
sovereign. At the same time, the
writ of the same ideology has been
limited to people within one’s coun-
try and comes with freedom to ex-
ploit those outside one’s borders.
On the other hand, the ideology of
Islam is answerable to Allah Who
is outside of mankind. Mankind
cannot question the ideology as
given by Allah and interpreted by
Sunnah. Allah is sovereign, not
mankind. For this reason, Western
ideology can and has been evolv-
ing—which is not seen in Islam.
Conclusion is that the concept
of equality runs deep in both the
Islamic and Western ideologies.
However, the Sunnah has killed
this ideology in Islam by adopt-
ing internal inequality while crass
economic interest has Kkilled the
same ideology in the West by lim-
iting equality within one’s bor-
ders. There is need to reform both.
Islam will have to accept internal
equality and West will have to ex-
pand equality to the whole
mankind. Secondly, the all-en-
compassing nature of Allah in
Islam is entirely compatible with
the all-encompassing ideology of
equality of the West. However,
these have to be synchronized. The
Islamic all-encompassing nature of
Allah has to be expanded to all
human beings as said in Ayat 2:256
and made compatible with other
religions. The Western all-en-
compassing nature of equality has
to be taken beyond one’s borders.
Theroots of conflict between Islam
and the West lie in these different
conceptions which need to be dis-
cussed and a common framework
arrived at with mutual consultation.

prone to believing that people are
casting votes they should not,
whereas Democrats are more con-
cerned about being disenfranchised.

Sir, The RTI Act is considered a potent weapon to ensure transparency in the func-
tioning of government. The Central Information Commission, setup with much
fanfare in 2005, under the RTT Act, 2005, to enforce the Act through disposal of
complaints against state and central authorities as regard to queries on right to
information, has not moved forward in right earnest. About 36,000 cases are pend-
ing before the commission, more than 25,000 were filed last year, of which nearly
30,000 were appeals against the state commission orders. Though there is a pro-
vision for appointment of ten information commissioners, five or more are al-
ways vacant. Four IC posts have not been filled up since 2018. In the last six years,
no appointment to the commission has been done without the intervention of court.
The Supreme Court has unambiguously directed the government to initiate the
selection process of Chief Information Commissioner or Information Commissioners
one to two months before the incumbent retired. On November 1, the government
appointed Yashvardhan Sinha, the senior-most IC as the CIC but after two months
of Bimal Jalan’s superannuation.

Farmers endanger lives to protect crops

Khamar, Nov 6: With man-ele-
phant conflicts being regular phe-
nomena in Khamar range of
Pallahara block in Angul district,
farmers living in the range area
are the worst affected. They have
been spending sleepless nights atop
‘manchas’ (platforms built on
wooden poles or on tress) to keep a
watch on their crops.

‘We know spending nights at
farmlands means inviting trouble.
Many were trampled to death by ma-
rauding elephants. Yet, we have no
choice. We have to save our crops.
We put our lives at risk,” the farm-
ers said.

According to them, the locality
has been witnessing rising cases
of man-elephant conflicts. Every
year they lose acres of crops to the
elephants.

Even before farmers were com-
pensated, they are again facing the
wrath of the pachyderms.

“Many villagers had gone out-
side for other jobs. Due to the out-
break of COVID-19 they came back
to villages. Now the only source of
their earning is farming. They can-
not afford crop losses anymore,”
said a local.

With the forest department turn-
ing a blind eye to their miseries, re-
sentment brewed in Shankhmur,
Khamar, Badasada, Alori, Inchad,
Kunjam and a few other panchayats.

“The forest department is doing

nothing to protect us and our crops.
We have been forced to keep a
watch on our crops during night.
We have erected ‘manchas’ near our

have fallen victim to attacks by ele-
phant and from other wild animals
including snakes. Some have died
and many have become physically
challenged.

The plight is not limited to farm-
lands only but to their villages also.

" and other crops.

Many villagers blamed it on the
illegal sale of country-made liquor.
“There are some villages where peo-
ple are engaged in preparing coun-
try-made liquor. Mahua'’ flower is one
of the main ingredients to prepare
the liquor. The smell of the flower
attracts elephants to the villages.
So the illegal distilleries should be
brought down to check incidents of
man-animal conflict” opined Sunil
Sahu, a Khamar resident.

According to Pallahara Zilla
Parishad member Saroj Kumar
Sahu, the forest department is to
be blamed for the increasing in-
cidents of wild animal attacks and
crop loss. “If the forest depart-
ment takes proper care of the jun-
gle then elephants would not have
to come out in search of food. As
they do not have sufficient food
in the forests, they enter human
habitat,” he said.

Local CPI(M) leader, Meena
Pradhan warned that there would
be an agitation if the forest de-
partment does not take immediate
steps to address the problem.

Srinagar, Nov 6: Two Lashkar-e-
Toiba (LeT) militants, believed to
be Pakistanis, were Kkilled while
another, a local, surrendered be-
fore security forces during an
overnight encounter in Pulwama
district of Jammu and Kashmir
in which a civilian also lost his life,
police said Friday.

Security forces launched a cor-
don and search operation in Lalpora
Chatlam area of Pampore in the
south Kashmir district Thursday
evening following information
about the presence of militants

there, a police spokesman said.

During the search operation, the
militants fired indiscriminately, re-
sulting in injuries to two civilians,
and managed to escape from the
hiding spot, he said. In the first in-
stance, both the injured civilians
were immediately rescued and shifted
toahospital. However, one of the in-
jured, identified as Abid Ahmad
Mir, a resident of Meej Pampore,
succumbed to injuries, while as the
condition of other is stated to be
stable, the spokesman said.

He said the security forces con-
tinued with the search operation and
again tracked the militants. They
were given the opportunity to sur-
render; the spokesman said, adding,
however, they again fired indis-

criminately upon the joint search
party of the forces, which was re-
taliated leading to an encounter.
Due to darkness, the operation
was suspended and the whole area
was put under strict cordon, he
said. The spokesman said the op-
eration was resumed in the early
hours of Friday, and in the ensuing
encounter, one of the trapped mil-
itants was Kkilled. However, the op-
portunity to surrender was yet
again offered to the other trapped
militants, as a result of which one
of the trapped terrorists of LeT
outfit laid down his arms and sur-
rendered in an injured condition be-
fore the forces during the live en-
counter and was subsequently
shifted to a hospital, he said.

Court Friday issued show cause no-
tice to the Secretary of
Maharashtra legislative assem-
bly asking him to explain in two
weeks as to why the contempt pro-
ceedings be not initiated against
him for his letter to journalist
Arnab Goswami purportedly cau-
tioning him against disclosing
house notice to the top court.

The apex court, which also
granted protection from arrest to
the journalist in the Maharashtra
assembly breach of privilege mo-
tion case, took strong note of
October 13 letter of the assembly
secretary and said he has prima
facie committed its contempt.

A bench headed by Chief Justice
S A Bobde expressed anger when
senior lawyer Harish Salve, ap-
pearing for Goswami, referred to
the contents of the letter of the as-
sembly secretary to the journalist.
The bench said it was "surprised"
that the officer in question has
written such a letter stating the as-
sembly proceedings were confi-
dential and should not have been
disclosed.

"This is a serious matter and
amounts to contempt. The above
statements are unprecedented and
have a tendency to bring the ad-
ministration of justice into dis-
repute and in any case may amount
to direct interference in the ad-
ministration of Justice.

"The intention of the author of
the letter seems to be to intimidate
the petitioner because he ap-
proached this court and to threaten

A CIC or
Information Commissioner is ap-
pointed for a tenure of five years
or till they attain the age of 65
years. With the induction of
Mahurkar; Samariya and Punhani,
the number of Information
Commissioners will be seven as
against a sanctioned strength of 10.

Pottery markets deserted as virus takes over festive cheer

New Delhi, Nov 6: Nothing un-
derscores the despondency of Diwali
2020 quite as much as the unset-
tling quiet over Delhi's pottery mar-
kets in a festive season normally
marked by the bustle of people buy-
ing diyas and idols to usher in the
festival of lights.

In the weeks leading up to Diwali,
pottery hubs across the city would
come alive with the sounds of cars
driving up and scores of people
bargaining at stalls overflowing
with handmade earthenware - in-
cluding not just diyas of all sizes but
also decorative flower pots, plat-
ters and vases.

The bright lights are strung up like
every other year to beckon people but
the customers are just sofew. Though

some people are stepping out de-
spite the continuing fear of con-
tracting COVID-19, the numbers are
just a fraction of what they were.

“Earlier, the crowds would begin
two to four weeks before Diwali
and we barely had time to breathe.
We would be so busy we couldn't
take a tea break. But this year the
situation is really bad,” said Anita,
sitting amid the heap of earthen
lamps and pots and quite literally
swatting flies.

Her makeshift shop on a pave-
ment in south Delhi's Hauz Rani
market is overflowing. But there
areno buyers. And the 60-year-old,
who also stocks pottery from places
such as Khurja in Uttar Pradesh, is
despairing. “We always ran out of
our Diwali stock weeks before the
festival, but this year I have barely

sold anything,” she said.

In fact, she has barely had any
customers at her shop since the
lockdown was lifted. And nothing

has changed even with Diwali just
eight days away. The fear of the
coronavirus has taken over the
festive cheer, leaving some of the

most popular pottery markets in
Delhi struggling to bring in busi-
ness, even during what has tradi-
tionally been the busiest season
in the year.

Delhi on Thursday recorded
6,715 COVID-19 cases, taking its in-
fection tally to over 4.16 lakh. The
relentless spread of the infection,
eight months on, has taken its toll
on millions of livelihoods across
the country and in its capital too.

And Anita, who took over the 30-
year-old shop nearly a decade back
after her mother-in-law passed
away, is just one of them. She said
her shop is the only source of in-
come for her family of eight, and
the pandemic has made survival
very difficult.

Located a stone's throw from the
Malviya Nagar metro station, the

Hauz Rani market is essentially a
row of nearly 30 shops running
along the footpath, selling all things
earthen and beautiful. Anita's neigh-
bor, 38-year-old Seema who runs
her shop in the same market with
her husband, isfrantic. “Business
isnot even 25 per cent of what it used
to be,” Seema said.

The shelves are lined with beau-
tiful items of ceramic crockery in
shades of blues, pink and yellow
and rows of Ganesh-Lakshmi idols,
screaming to be picked up, ad-
mired and purchased. But there are
just too few takers. She added that
she buys all the items on loan from
wholesale shopkeepers in places
such as Khurja, Jaipur and Kolkata

From the National Democratic
Alliance, the Janata Dal-United
hasfielded 37 candidates while the
Bharatiya Janata Party; Vikassheel
Insaan Party and Hindustani Awam
Morcha have fielded 35, 5 and 1
candidates respectively. On the
Mahagathbandhan side, the
Rashtriya Janata Dal has fielded 46
candidates while the Congress, the
Communist Party of India (Marxist-
Leninist) Liberation and the
Communist Party of India have
fielded 25, 5 and 2 candidates re-
spectively. Separately, the Lok
Janshakti Party has put up 42 can-
didates.

The Rashtriya Lok Samata Party
(RLSP) has fielded candidates for
all the seats in alliance with the All
India Majlis-e-Ittehadul Muslimeen
(AIMIM) and several other par-
ties. The alliance of Pappu Yadav's
Jan Adhikar Party is also in the
electoral fray in this phase. Political
expert and senior journalist
Girindra Nath Jha said: "Votes are
believed to be scattered in this
election."

After AIMIM fielded candidates
in the border areas and other po-
litical parties also gave tickets to
Muslim candidates, a split of votes
will be seen, he said. According to
Jha, "Former Madhepura MP Pappu
Yadav and AIMIM can dent both the
alliances' vote bank but none of
these parties can claim votes from
any particular community."

Jha believes that the main con-
test is between both the big al-
liances but in Yadav dominated
areas including Madhepura, the
Jan Adhikar Party and in some

areas the LJP and the RLSP are
making the contest triangular or
multi-cornered.

In the last Assembly election,
the JD-U won the maximum 24
seats from this region. Then it was
allied with the RJD. This time the
JD-U is with the BJP.

Apart from this, the CPI-ML man-
aged to win one seat and four were
won by others.

Political expert Rameshwar
Prasad has a different take.

He
said that despite being with the
BJP, the JD-U continued to get the
votes of Muslim voters.

Prasad said: "Mithilanchal,
Seemanchal and Koshi areas will
vote in this phase. The BJP has
been strong in Mithilanchal while
Muslim voters decide the result in
Seemanchal. As AIMIM is con-
testing and Muslim League and
some other political parties have
fielded Muslim candidates, the op-
position Grand Alliance may feel
the heat."

Delhi HC seeks CBI reply on
Sengar’s appeal against jail

New Delhi, Nov 6: The Delhi High
Court Friday sought CBI's reply
on disqualified UP MLA Kuldeep
Singh Sengar's appeal challenging
his conviction and 10-year impris-
onment in the custodial death case
of the Unnao rape victim's father.
Justice Vibhu Bakhru issued no-
tice to the CBI and also asked it to
respond to Sengar's application
seeking suspension of the sentence
till pendency of the appeal. The
high court listed the matter for fur-
ther hearing on November 10.
Sengar, who was sentenced to
the "remainder of his natural bio-
logical life" for raping the minor
Unnao girl, was stripped of his
membership on February 25 as the
lawmaker of the Uttar Pradesh
Assembly following his conviction
in the case. The father of the rape
victim was arrested at the behest of
Sengar under the Arms Act and
had died in custody on April 9, 2018
owing to police brutalities in custody:
On March 4, Sengar, his brother
and five others were convicted for
the death of the victim's father in
judicial custody by the trial court
which on March 13, sentenced them
to 10 years imprisonment.
The trial court had also imposed
a fine of Rs 10 lakh on Sengar.

Sengar, through advocate Kanhaiya
Singhal, sought setting aside of the
trial court verdict by which he was
convicted and sentenced in the
case. In the appeal, he said, “It is im-
perative for a fair trial that the in-
vestigating agency, prosecution
and witnesses present the true facts
before the court and that the court,
in turn, must ensure that a free
and fair trial...”

It said the trial must not only be
fair but also remain free from biases
and prejudices. It would not be pre-
posterous to submit that in the in-
stant case neither the justice was
done nor seen to be done which
has certainly shaken the confi-
dence of the public in the entire jus-
tice delivery system.

Sengar claimed this case was an
offshoot of a long-drawn political
rivalry and deep-seated animosity
existing between two political fac-
tions. During the hearing, CBI's
counsel said other appeals arising
out of the same FIR are pending be-
fore another bench of the high
court.

Justice Bakhru said let this ap-
peal be also listed along with other
matters pending before another
judge on November 10. The trial
court, which did not hold the ac-
cused guilty of murder under the
IPC, awarded maximum sentence
for the offence of culpable homicide,
not amounting to murdey; to convicts
under section 304 of the IPC after
holding that there was no inten-
tion to Kkill.

It had said "no leniency" can
be shown for killing a family's
"sole bread earner" and the four
daughters and a son of the de-
ceased has lost the protective cover
of their father.

COVID: Daily
recoveries up
for last 5 weeks

New Delhi, Nov 6: India's sin-
gle-day COVID-19 recoveries ex-
ceeded daily new infections suc-
cessively for the last five weeks,
while active cases are on a sus-
tained decline and comprise only
6.19 per cent of the country's total
caseload, the Union health ministry
said Friday.

Less than 50,000 new cases of the
coronavirus infection have been
reported in the country in a span
of 24 hours, whereas the daily
new recoveries have exceeded

e

54,000. "India isreportingnewre- -

coveries more than the daily new
cases successively for the last five
weeks now," the ministry said.

There is a continuous decline in
average daily new cases for the
last five weeks. From registering
more than 73,000 average daily
new cases in the first week of
October, the average daily new
cases have declined to 46,000 cases.

According to data updated at 8
am, active cases are also on a sus-
tained decline as a result of con-
tinuously rising recoveries. The ac-
tive cases stand at 5,20,773 as on date
and now comprise only 6.19 per cent
of the total COVID-19 caseload, it ~
stated.

A total of 54,157 COVID-19 pa-
tients have recovered and were
discharged in a span of 24 hours
as against 47,638 new infections
being reported during the same pe-
riod.

The recoveries have surged to
77,65,966 and exceed active cases
by 72,45,193 as on date. The na-
tional recovery rate has further im-
proved to 92.32 per cent. The min-
istry said that 80 per cent of the
new recovered cases are observed
to be concentrated in 10 states and
union territories.

Maharashtra has contributed
the maximum with more than
11,000 single day recoveries. Seventy-
nine per cent of new cases are also
from 10 states and union territories.

Maharashtra is reporting a very
high number of new cases with
more than 10,000 cases followed by
Kerala with more than 9,000 cases.
Besides, 670 case fatalities have
been reported in a span of 24
hours. Of these, 10 states and
union territories account for nearly
86 per cent. More than 38 per cent
of new fatalities reported are from
Maharashtra (256 deaths). Delhi fol-
lows with 66 new deaths. India's
COVID-19 caseload mounted to
84,11,724 with 47,638 new infec-
tions being reported in a day, while
the death toll climbed to 1,24,985
with 670 new fatalities, the data up-
dated at 8 am showed.

COVID: Indians most open to getting vaccinated, says survey

New Delhi, Nov 6: Indians are the
Kkeenest on getting vaccinated when-
ever a COVID-19 vaccine is available,
even as people in 10 out of 15 coun-
tries showed a growing reluctance
about getting vaccinated, according
to a global survey.

In the World Economic
Forum/Ipsos survey of 18,526 adults
from 15 countries, 73 per cent said
they would get a COVID-19 vaccine
if available, down from 77 per cent
in August.

While vaccination intent has re-
mained unchanged at 87 per cent in
India since August, it has declined
in 10 of the 15 countries surveyed,

most of all in China, Australia,
Spain, and Brazil. Globally, the two
main reasons for not wanting to
get a COVID-19 vaccine are con-
cerns about side effects (cited by 34
per cent) and concerns about clin-
ical trials moving too fast (cited by
another 33 per cent). In India also,
34 per cent respondents said they are
worried about side effects, while
16 per cent are concerned about
fast-moving trials.

Besides, one in ten persons glob-
ally said they are against vaccines
in general (19 per cent in India),
while another 10 per cent said they
don't think a vaccine will be effec-
tive (14 per cent in India), and 8 per
cent cited a low risk of getting

COVID-19 (14 per cent in India), as
per the survey.

(WEF) said the latest survey has
shown a growing reluctance to re-
ceive a vaccine, despite progress

made by numerous pharmaceuti-
cal companies working on vaccine
trials and international organisa-
tions like the World Health
Organization (WHO), Gavi and
CEPI working to ensure any fu-
ture solution is available for those
most in need.

Arnaud Bernaert, Head of
Shaping the Future of Health
and Healthcare at the WEF, said,
"This drop in vaccine confidence
is aremarkable and sad trend as
we edge closer to a possible vac-
cine roll-out."

"The numbers are significant
enough to compromise the effec-
tiveness of a COVID-19 vaccine
to manage the disease and to see

an end to the cycle of new lock-
downs and restrictions. It is crit-
ical that governments and the
private sector come together to
build trust in the next steps. It's
important to know that when a
vaccine is ready, it will make a
difference," Bernaert added.

Police intervened and broke up
the altercation after the man and his
small group of counter-demon-
strators were surrounded by Trump
activists, according to a Reuters
witness. There were no reports of
injuries.

"They are trying to steal the elec-
tion but America knows what hap-
pened and it’s fighting back," Jones
told the throng of some 300 people.

movie with a friend! Chill Greta,
Chill!," the President had tweeted
December 12, 2019. Within hours
of posting, the teenage activist's
tweet has garnered over 1 million
likes and nearly 300,000 retweets.

The development comes as
President Trump has made con-
troversial broad allegations of
voter fraud in Tuesday’s election.

"If you count the legal votes, I

easily win," the President told re-
porters at the White House earlier
on Thursday, implying that some
of the postal ballots, the count-
ing of which he was trying to stop
was illegal.

"If you count the illegal votes,
they can try to steal the election
from us. If you count the votes
that came in late, we're looking
at them very strongly, but a lot of
votes came in late.

"This is a case where they're
trying to steal an election, trying
torig an election," he asserted.

Trump's allegations about elec-
tion fraud brought immediate con-
demnation from the media, al-
most all of which labelled it "false",
and politicians in Republican and
Democratic parties.

Voter turnout rate reaches highest in 120 years

Washington, Nov 6: The 2020 US
presidential election has recorded
the highest voter turnout in 120
years, a prominent electoral ex-
pert has said.

According to preliminary esti-
mates of the US Election project,
anonpartisan site that tracks vot-
ing, an estimated 239 million peo-
ple were eligible to vote this year,
of which nearly 160 million exer-
cised their right to franchise. The
figure is likely to be updated in
the coming weeks.

The November 3 election saw a
record voter turnout of 66.9 per
cent, which is the highest turnout
rate since 1900. The 1900 election
had recorded 73.7 per cent voter
turnout, it said.

"The 2020 presidential election
had the highest turnout rate in

120 years. There is still a fair
amount of guesswork involving
outstanding ballots to be counted,”
said Michael P McDonald,
Associate Professor of Political

Science at University of Florida,
who leads the US Election Project.

In 2016, US had registered 56
per cent voter turnout, while it
was 58 per cent in 2008. Minnesota

and Maine, as per the US Election
Project, this year had the highest
turnout of 79.2 per cent each, fol-
lowed by Iowa at 78.6 per cent.

Maine and Iowa was won by
President Donald Trump and
Minnesota by his Democratic rival
Joe Biden. Other States which
polled more than 70 per cent voter
turnout were Colorado (77.1 per
cent), Connecticut (71.1 per cent),
Delaware (70.8 per cent), Florida
(72.9 per cent), Maryland (72.2 per
cent), Massachusetts (73.4 per cent),
Michigan (73.5 per cent) and
Montana (72.3 per cent).

Arkansas recorded the lowest
turnout of 56.1 per cent, as per
the preliminary estimates. The
Time magazine said the above-av-
erage voter turnout rate in 2020 is
noteworthy as the US usually has
some of the worst turnout rates in
the world.

In a Pew Research ranking of
voter turnout in the most recent
nationwide elections, the US is
placed at 30th position out of 35 na-
tions. The highest voter turnout
since 120 was reflected in a high
vote support to both Biden and
Trump. As of Thursday afternoon,
Biden had received over 72 mil-
lion votes, which is eight million
more than Hillary Clinton got in
2016.

Trump has so far bagged over
68.5 million votes, which is the
highest Republican turnout.
According to Pew, as of 2019, non-
Hispanic White Americans at 69 per
cent make up the largest share of
registered voters in the US.
Hispanic and Black registered vot-
ers each account for 11 per cent,
while those from other racial or eth-
nic backgrounds account for the re-
maining eight per cent.

China bans
foreigners from
Covid-hit countries

Beijing, Nov 6: China Friday said
it has temporarily suspended visas
for foreign nationals in countries
like India, the UK and the
Philippines as it was facing greater
risk from "imported cases" of coro-
navirus.

The Chinese embassy in Delhi
said Thursday that China has
decided to temporarily suspend
the entry into the country by for-
eign nationals from India hold-
ing valid visas or residence per-
mits in view of the coronavirus
pandemic. China has also made
similar announcements for trav-
ellers from the UK and the
Philippines.

“As the epidemic situation over-
seas is getting worse, China is fac-
ing greater risks of imported cases.
In October, the number of im-
ported cases grew by 45 per cent
compared with that in September;”
Chinese Foreign Ministry
spokesman Wang Wenbin told a
media briefing here, justifying
Beijing's decision.

“In the meantime, some do-
mestic cases were also found.
Under such circumstances, we
have learned from other coun-
tries' practices and further
strengthened pre-departure pre-
vention and control measures for
travellers coming to China,” he
said. China's sudden decision has
led to the cancellation of several
Vande Bharat Mission flights by
India to bring over 2,000 stranded
Indian professionals to this coun-
try. Wang also said COVID-19 tests
being stipulated for passengers ar-
riving in China were not hun-
dred per cent accurate.

“The pre-departure nucleic
acid testing for China-bound trav-
ellers has been essential in pre-
venting epidemic importation.
However, none of the existing
test methods can be 100 per cent

accurate at the moment,” he said. -

“According to the competent au-

thorities, IgM anti-body test results ¢

(TPAP) can handle only 30% of
overall UPI (Unified Payments
Interface) transaction volumes.
The cap shall be applicable with ef-
fect from January 1, 2021.

Google Pay, Walmart's PhonePe
and Paytm are among the TPAP
players in the fast-growing UPI
ecosystem, amid the sustained push
for boosting digital payments in

the country.

NPCI - which runs the UPI - will
issue Standard Operating
Procedures (SOPs) regarding cap-
ping of transactions in due course.

"Digital payments in India is still
in its infancy and any interven-
tions at this point should be made
with a view to accelerate consumer
choice and innovation. A choice-
based and open model is key to
drive this momentum," Google Pay
and Next Billion User initiatives,
India Business Head Sajith
Sivanandan said in a statement.

NPCI's announcement has come
asasurprise and has implications
for hundreds of millions of users
who use UPI for their daily pay-
ments and could impact the fur-
ther adoption of UPI and the end goal
of financial inclusion, he said.

Increased digital payment
