Good news for farmers as IMD | predlcts above-normal rainfall

New Delhi, May 27: India’s
core monsoon zone covering
most of the rain-fed agriculture
areas, including Odisha, is
likely to receive above-normal
rainfall this season, the IMD
said Monday:.

Below-normal monsoon rain-
fall is expected in northeast
India, normal in northwest,
and above-normal in central
and south peninsular regions
of the country, India
Meteorological Department
(IMD) Director General
Mrutyunjay Mohapatra said
at a virtual press conference.

Retaining its April forecast, the
IMD said the country could see
above-normal rainfall in the
four-month monsoon season
}(June to September) with cu-
mulative rainfall estimated at
106 per cent of the long-period av-

erage of 87 cm.

“India’s monsoon core zone
comprising most of the rain-fed
agriculture areas is likely to re-
ceive above-normal rainfall (more
than 106 per cent of the long pe-
riod average). This is good news
for the country,” Mohapatra said.

Large parts of Madhya
Pradesh, Gujarat, Maharashtra,
Odisha, Chhattisgarh,
Jharkhand, Bihar, West Bengal
and Uttar Pradesh form the
country’s core monsoon zone
where agriculture is prima-
rily rain-fed.

At 94 per cent of the long-pe-
riod average, India had
recorded below-normal cu-
mulative rainfall during the
2023 monsoon season due to
drier June and August.

Northeast India has been
recording below-normal mon-
soon rainfall since 2021, according
to IMD data.

The IMD chief said the coun-
try is likely to experience nor-
mal rainfall (92-108 per cent of
the long period average of 166.9
mm) in June.

“Barring a few parts of south-
ern peninsular India, normal
to above-normal maximum tem-
peratures are expected in the
country in June,” the senior me-
teorologist said, adding that con-
ditions are favourable for mon-

soon onset over Kerala in the
next five days.

With the crippling heat test-
ing power grids and trigger-
ing drought-like conditions in
parts of the country, the pre-
diction of above-normal mon-
soon rainfall comes as a huge
relief for the nation.

However, normal cumulative
rainfall does not guarantee uni-
form temporal and spatial dis-

tribution of rain across the coun-
try, with climate change further
increasing the variability of the
rain-bearing system.

Climate scientists say the num-
ber of rainy days is declining
while heavy rain events (more
rain over a short period) are in-
creasing, leading to frequent
droughts and floods.

The monsoon is critical for
India's agricultural landscape,
with 52 per cent of the net cul-
tivated area relying on it. It is also
crucial for replenishing reser-
voirs critical for drinking water,
apart from power generation
across the country.

According to the Central Water
Commission, water storage in 150
major reservoirs in India dropped
to just 24 per cent of their live
storage last week, exacerbating
water shortages in many states
and significantly affecting hy-
dropower generation.

June and July are considered
the most important monsoon
months for agriculture because
most of the sowing for the Kharif
crops takes place during this pe-
riod. According to scientists, El
Nino conditions are prevailing
at present, and La Nina may set
in by August-September.

While El Nino -- periodic
warming of surface waters in the
central Pacific Ocean -- is asso-
ciated with weaker monsoon
winds and drier conditions in
India, La Nina -- the antithesis
of El Nino - leads to plentiful
rainfall during the monsoon.

Data from the 1951-2023 pe-
riod shows India experienced
above-normal rainfall in the
monsoon season on all nine oc-
casions when La Nina followed
an El Nino event. The country
gauged above-normal or normal
monsoon in 20 out of the 22 La
Nina years.

Ravinder Hodarkar, Urologist
at Zynova Shalby Hospital, told
TANS that the stone may increase
up to a few centimetres in size.

“Some stones dissolve on their
own without any treatment,
while the bigger ones may re-
quire surgical procedure.
Summer is synonymous with
urinary stones,” he added.

New Delhi, May 27: The
Supreme Court has said that
commitments made by political
parties in their election mani-
festos will not amount to ‘corrupt
practice’ under the election laws.

A bench of Justices Surya
Kant and KV Viswanathan made
the observation while dismiss-
ing a plea by a voter hailing from
the Chamrajpet Assembly
Constituency challenging the
election of a candidate belong-
ing to the Congress.

The plea alleged that com-
mitments by the Congress in its
election manifesto for the 2023
Karnataka Assembly polls were

direct and indirect financial
help to the public which
amounted to corrupt electoral
practice.

“The contention of the learned
counsel that the commitments by
apolitical party in its manifesto,
which eventually lead to direct
or indirect financial help to the
public at large, will also amount
to corrupt practice by a candidate
of that party; is too far-fetched and
cannot be accepted,” the bench
observed. “In any case, in the
facts and circumstances of these
cases, we need not to go into
such question elaborately. The ap-
peals are, accordingly, dismissed,”
the bench said.

The petitioner, Shashanka J
Sreedhara, a voter from the
Chamrajpet Assembly con-
stituency; had filed an election pe-
tition against the winning can-
didate B Z Zameer Ahmed Khan.

He submitted that the five
guarantees made by the Indian
National Congress (INC) party
in its manifesto amounts to cor-
rupt practice.

The Karnataka High
Court had held thata
party’s announcement
about the policies they
plan to put into place
cannot be regarded as
corrupt behaviour under
Section 123 of the
Representation of
Peoples Act

The Karnataka High Court
had held that a party’s an-
nouncement about the policies
they plan to put into place can-
not be regarded as corrupt be-
haviour under Section 123 of the
Representation of Peoples Act.

“The five guarantees of the
Indian National Congress have
to be considered as social welfare
policies. Whether they are fi-
nancially viable or not is alto-
gether a different aspect,” the
high court noted.

“It is for the other parties to
show as to how implementation
of the said schemes amounts to
bankruptcy of the state treas-
ury and it can only lead to mal
governance of the state. It is
possible that they can be termed
as wrong policies under the given
facts and circumstances of the
case, but cannot be termed as
corrupt practices,” the high
court had said.

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Magic mushrooms show promlse as a treatment for anorexia

norexia nervosa is a
severe mental health
disorder where people
fear weight gain. Those

with the disorder have distorted

body image and hold rigid beliefs
their body is too big.

They typically manage this

through restricted eating, lead-

ing to the serious medical con-
sequences of malnutrition.

Anorexia has one of the high-
est death rates of any mental
illness. Yet there are currently
no effective drug treatments and
the outcomes of psychotherapy
(talk therapy) are poor. So there
is need of new and improved
treatments.

Psilocybin, commonly known
as magic mushrooms, is one
such novel treatment. But while
it shows early promise, it’s not
used in clinical practice just yet
—more research is needed to test
if it’s safe and effective.

What does treatment involve?

The treatment involves the

patient taking a dose of psilo-
cybin in a safe environment,
which is usually a specifically set
up clinic. The patient undergoes
preparation therapy before the
dosing session and integration
therapy after.

Psilocybin, extracted from
mushrooms, is a psychedelic,
which means it can produce al-
tered thinking, sense of time
and emotions, and can often re-

sult in hallucinations. It also
has the potential to shift pa-
tients out of their rigid think-
ing patterns.

What does the research show?

Research has shown improved
effects of psilocybin-assisted
psychotherapy after one or two
dosing sessions, a couple of
weeks apart. Most research to
date has targeted depression.

Psilocybin has been found to

increase cognitive flexibility - the
ability to adjust our thinking
patterns according to changing
environments or demands.

People with anorexia simi-
larly struggle with rigid think-
ing patterns. So researchers and
clinicians have recently turned
their attention to anorexia.

In 2023, a small pilot study of
ten women with anorexia was
published in the journal Nature
Medicine. It showed psilocybin-
assisted psychotherapy (with
25mg of psilocybin) was safe
and acceptable. There were no
significant side effects and par-
ticipants reported having valu-
able experiences.

Although the trial was not a
formal efficacy trial, 40 per cent
of the patients did have signifi-
cant drops in their eating dis-
order behaviour.

However, the trial only had
one dosing session and no long-
term follow up, so further re-
search is needed.

A recent animal study using
rats examined whether rigid
thinking could be improved in
rats when given psilocybin. After
the psilocybin, rats gained weight
and had more flexible thinking
(using a reversal learning task).

These positive changes were
related to the serotonin neuro-
transmitter system, which reg-
ulates mood, behaviour and sati-
ety (feeling full).

Brain imaging studies in hu-

mans show serotonin distur-

bances in people with anorexia.

Psilocybin-assisted psy-
chotherapy is showing promise
at modifying the serotonin dis-
turbances and cognitive inflex-
ibility that have been shown to
be problematic in anorexia.

What'’s next for research?

Further clinical trials in hu-
mans are very much needed -
and are underway from a re-
search team at the University
of Sydney and at Swinburne.

The trial will involve an ini-
tial 5mg dose followed by two
subsequent doses of 25mg, sev-
eral weeks apart. An initial low
dose aims to help participants
prepare for what is likely to be
a new and somewhat unpre-
dictable experience.

The trial will also examine
the usefulness of providing psy-
chotherapy that directly ad-
dresses body image disturbance.

However, allegations
are rife that severe irregularities
have been committed in identifi-
cation of sensitive booths.

The matter came to the fore
after a social activist Pratap
Kumar Jena filed a complaint
before the Election Commission
of India (ECI), Saturday. The ECI
admitted the complaint and ap-
prised the concerned officer
through the National Grievance
Services Portal (NGSP) and also

seized in raid

Balasore, May 27: Police here
recovered a huge quantity of ex-
plosives from abandoned stone
quarries near Khanjamahal
under Mahumuhan panchayat
and Soro block in Balasore dis-
trict, sources said Monday. The
explosives were supposed to be
used for blasting in the quar-
/ ries in order to extract stones.

According to sources, a team
from Soro police station led by
IIC Prabhanshu Sekhar Mishra
conducted a raid on the in-
struction of Balasore SP
Sagarika Nath.

The team found 1500 kg of gel-
atin sticks from a secluded place
near Bagudi and also recovered
6000 kg of explosives and gelatin
sticks from an abandoned stone
quarry near Mahumuhan. Police
registered a case (476/24) in this
regard at Soro police station and
launched an investigation into
the matter.

The raid was conducted fol-
lowing allegations of stone smug-
gling from illegal quarries in
Khanjamahal locality.

It is pertinent to mention here
that miscreants use explosives
to extract stones from illegal
stone quarries after blasting
the hills.

forwarded the email to him for
quick response on the matter.
The ECI has also informed the
complainant about the action
taken by it on the issue.

The complainant has alleged
that the concerned officials en-
gaged in identifying sensitive
booths have filed false reports
on these booths at the behest of
the ruling party in the state.
They have done this to facilitate
booth rigging and capturing in
the actual sensitive booths.

Sukinda block is not the lone
block in the district where ac-
tual sensitive booths have been
written off from the list of sen-
sitive booths. Such irregularity
has allegedly been committed in
some other blocks of Jajpur dis-
trict. He has demanded before
the ECI to issue a public clarifi-
cation and ensure that no such ir-
regularity takes place in future.

According to the complaint,
39 booths have been identified
as sensitive booths under Sukinda
Assembly constituency in Jajpur
district. However, more than half
of those booths are not at all sen-
sitive, it is alleged.

The complainant has claimed
that CCTV cameras have been es-

tablished in these booths with-
out any necessity, while the
booths that are actually sensitive
and hyper sensitive have been ex-
cluded from the list. It is appre-
hended that the law and order sit-
uation in these booths could go
out of hands during the elec-
tion scheduled for June 1,
Saturday.

The officials have not taken
any preventive measure. As per
past records, recent survey and
intelligence reports, 32 booths
under this Assembly con-
stituency are hyper sensitive
and the chances of rigginglooms
large on these booths.

These booths are Deogaon,
Ardapal, Ragada, Benagadia-1,
Benagadia-2, Chingudipal-1,
Chingudipal-2 under Chingudipal
panchayat, Gurujang, Kaliapani-
1, Kaliapani-2, Kaliapani-3,
Kaliapani-4 under Kaliapani
panchayat and Kalrangiatta-1,
Kalrangiatta-2, Kalrangiatta-3,
Kalrangiatta-4, Ransol,
Mahulakhai and Kusumundia
under Ransol panchayat.

Similarly, Champajhar, Tomka
under Kiajhar panchayat,
Santargadia and Goudbahali
under Uchhabali panchayat,
Chandia under Chandia pan-
chayat, Rabana-1, Rabana-2,
Dasamania under Mantira pan-
chayat, Jakhpura-1, Jakhpura-2,
Jakhpura-3 and Jakhpura-4
under Jakhpura panchayat and
the Chakua booth under
Khapuriapada panchayat have
been categorised as hyper-sen-
sitive booths.

Cyclone Remal brings havoc for
Olive Ridley eggs, hatchlings

Kendrapara, May 27: The ad-
verse weather conditions and
torrential rain caused by Cyclone
Remal in the Bay of Bengal have
severely disrupted the emer-
gence of Olive Ridley turtle
hatchlings at the mass nesting
sites of Nasi-2, the world’s largest
rookery of the species in Odisha.

DFO of Rajnagar Mangrove
(forest) and Wildlife Division,
Sudarshan Gopinath Jadav, said
the turbulent sea, along with
high tides due to Cyclone Remal,
washed away several eggs. The
incessant rain also damaged the
turtle eggs, he added.

Official sources said about 1.20
lakh Olive Ridley sea turtle hatch-
lings emerged from the eggs at
the mass nesting sites of Nasi-2
three days ago. However, the pre-
vailing adverse weather condi-
tions due to Cyclone Remal have
halted the emergence of the baby

hatchlings from the pits.

“We are now in a wait-and-
watch situation with fingers
crossed, as we anticipate the eggs
might have been destroyed due to
Cyclone Remal,” Jadav said.

Around 3 lakh Olive Ridley
sea turtles came ashore en-masse
to the golden beach of Nasi-2
within Gahirmatha Marine
Sanctuary and laid eggs over
five days, starting April 2. The
mass nesting process of the sea
turtles was also affected by the
adverse weather, Jadav noted.

According to Jadav, the hatch-
lings of the endangered Olive
Ridley sea turtles started emerg-
ing six days ago at the tranquil
sandy nesting ground at Nasi-2,
located close to the Defence
Research and Development
Organisation (DRDO) at
Wheeler’s Island under the
Gahirmatha Marine Sanctuary:.

He said it was expected that the
process would continue for at
least the next five days, but
Cyclone Remal has disrupted
the emergence of the baby tur-
tles from their eggshells.

Earlier, due to multi-layering
at Nasi-2, more than 15 per cent
of the eggs laid were destroyed
in some segments during the
mass nesting, as turtles were
seen laying eggs on the same

spot, digging the earth with their
flippers, and destroying previ-
ously laid eggs.

Female Olive Ridley sea tur-
tles generally lay 100-120 eggs at
a time. They lay their eggs at
midnight in 45-cm pits, which
they dig 2-3 feet deep with their
rear flippers. Hatchlings emerge
from the eggs after 45-55 days and
find their way to the sea, creat-
ing a cacophony, the DFO said.
Once hatched, the turtles dig
their way to the surface and
scurry to the ocean.

It is believed by some that im-
printing on the Earth’s mag-
netic field may occur upon their
emergence from the sand. This
imprinting is thought to guide
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the hatchlings back to the same

breeding areas in adulthood. If
the hatchlings reach the ocean
successfully, they will spend the
next several years dispersing in
ocean currents, associating with
sargassum rafts and floating de-
bris, which provide them with
food and shelter, Jadav said.

It is one of nature’s rare phe-
nomena where babies grow with-
out their mother. The endan-
gered species’ mortality rate is
so high that only one out of every
1,000 eggs laid hatches and sur-
vives to become an adult Olive
Ridley turtle, Jadav explained.

Char Dham Deaths

D istressing news has come from Uttarakhand that 58 pilgrims

m

have died in the last 16 days while on the Char Dham Yatra.

Government sources have put daily 3 deaths on an average. The
religious fervor spreading across India seems to have had its nega-
tive impact even though the religious minded are unwilling to accept
these stark realities. The deaths are not isolated nor are they a rare
occurrence. Take for instance the Madhya Pradesh Navaratri stam-
pede in Ratangarh in 2013 which took the lives of 115 people and in-
jured 110 and the Morbi bridge collapse during Diwali in Gujarat in
October 2022 which killed 141 people and injured dozens. In a stam-
pede at a fair in Gangasagar, six pilgrims died in a stampede in 2017.
In another stampede at the Vaishno Devi temple in J&K, 12 people
lost their lives and many others were injured on 1st January 2022.
These few instances are but samples and there are numerous other
incidents where large number of people have lost their lives and many
have had near fatal injuries.

The Char Dham Yatra, like a few others across the country, is gov-
ernment sponsored and managed to infuse more religiousity amongst
the citizens. According to Uttarakhand state government, as published
in news reports, nearly three pilgrims have died per day during this
current season of the Char Dham Yatra. It is undoubtedly a noble ef-
fort on the part of the people to take this ardous journey to liberate
their souls by getting absolved of all sins committed during their life-
time. For people with such a high aspiration, the government seeks
registration and a health certificate to distinguish who is physically
fit to endure this pilgrimage.

Unfortunately, many pilgrims have been observed to be forging their
health certificates which are a pre-requsite for availing this difficult
journey. We have to keep in mind that they take all this trouble to get
rid of their past sins. And yet many knowingly lie about their health
condition on record. This disproves their keenness about the religion
that they profess. Data shows that in 2022 in this same Char Dham
Yatra, 300 people had died while 250 people had lost their lives in 2023.
This means these huge number of deaths should ring a warning
bell for the government that can, under present circumstances, be
held responsible for those lives lost.

Therefore, the Char Dham Yatra consisting of Jamunotri, Gangotri,
Kedarnath, Badrinath and similar pilgrimages should not involve the
government machinery at any stage. Originally known as Chota
Char Dham Yatra, which became bigger due to government sponsorship
after 1962 China war, is a torch bearer of such pilgrimages. Seen in
this background, the government has two options. First is to altogether
stop approving such perilous journeys. Second, applicable only if re-
ligion overpowers, should be a complete withdrawal of government
intervention in any religion linked journeys such as this Chota Char
}Dham Yatra or even Haj pilgrimage.

e class 10 state board
exam results were an-
nounced last week in
Kerala. One remarkable

achiever was Shivraj Mohite
from St. George’s High School,
Vennikkulam in Ernakulum dis-
trict. He scored A+ in all his sub-
jects. What was remarkable is
this boy is the son of migrants
from Maharashtra’s Sangli dis-
trict, and he had scored very
high marks in all subjects in-
cluding Malayalam, which is
also the medium of instruction
of his school. His father is a sales-
man in a textile shop and set-
tled here two decades ago, even
before his marriage. Both his
children have received free ed-
ucation, in a private school of
fairly high quality, making it pos-
sible for his son to be a top scorer.
Another girl, daughter of a mi-
grant worker from Uttar Pradesh
also scored A+ overall. This is
very unlike in the migrant
worker’s village in UP, where
girls do not even reach class 10.
Here they are already planning
further studies for the girl, whose
elder sister is pursuing an engi-
neering degree in Kerala.

The success of 85 such stu-
dents in Ernakulum district is
due to an initiative called
ROSHNI supported by the district
administration. The ROSHNI
project helps migrant children
acquire proficiency in
Malayalam, English, and Hindi
by taking extra morning hours
of about 90 minutes before the
morning classes. Services of vol-
unteers who are proficient in
Hindi, Bengali and Odia are
used. There are hundreds of
such success stories of children
of migrant workers, who get
free education, in the local lan-
guage and move on to enhancing
their careers by pursuing higher
degrees, based on this solid foun-
dation. A few years ago the top-
per in state-wide Malayalam lit-
eracy exam was a woman from
aBihari migrant family. Another
case was the daughter of a Bihari
migrant who topped a University
B.A. exam. During the pandemic
the migrant labourers and their

The complex dynamics of student suicides

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tudent suicides are a dis-
Stressmg reality that high-

lights the profound mental
health challenges faced by them
while pursuing education.
Between 2019 and 2021, there
were over 35,000 student sui-
cides in India, as disclosed by
Union Minister Abbaiah
Narayanaswamy. The figures
escalated from 10,335 in 2019
to 12,526 in 2020 and 13,089 in
2021. The National Crime
Records Bureau says that 6,113
students committed suicide
during 2022 which accounts for
7.6% of the total number of the
year. They are not limited to
general colleges but also to pre-
mier institutions like II'Ts, IIMs,
and medical colleges.

Kota, a city in Rajasthan, is
renowned for its coaching in-
stitutes, especially for students
preparing for various entrance
examinations to prestigious en-
gineering and medical colleges.
However, beneath its glass house
lies a grim reality — the alarm-
ing rate of suicides among stu-
dents which has drawn national
and international attention.

According to data from
Rajasthan Police, 15 students died
by suicide in 2022, and the num-
ber alarmingly increased to 27 in

Hunger for fame

Sir, Another “Instagram tragedy” has snuffed
out three young lives, this time on the Ahmedabad-
Mumbai highway when a speeding car packed
with Instagram crazy youngsters rammed into
atree near Adas, 100 km away from Ahmedabad.
Young men brushing against death, or even em-
bracing it, by high speed trains and other vehicles
due to their obsession with “likes” on Instagram
has been reported with frightening frequency
in India, and this hunger for fame does not
seem to end soon. Those who walk beside fast
moving vehicles sidetrack the fact that the ve-
hicles are, unfortunately, not “Instagram crazy”
like them. The sad part of these injuries and
deaths: all were preventable. Governments
should maintain a combined register -- serious
injuries and deaths on Instagram should be re-
ported to create awareness among the parents.

Kerala does offer a model for other states to
follow when it comes to treatment of
in-migrants, i.e. guest workers. The state goes to
considerable length to extend welfare to the
workers and their families, and especially taking
care of the educational needs of their children

visions and rations and did not
have to go back to their respec-
tive states. They got food, shel-
ter and medical care.

Kerala is far ahead in the de-
mographic transition and ageing
among all the states of India. It
also is the state which tradi-
tionally has substantial outmi-
gration to the Middle East. Due
to a combination of these and
other factors its dependence on
migrant workers is high. An es-
timated 4 million migrant work-
ers are based in Kerala where
they are called guest workers.
But for the state, it goes beyond
lip service as some of the anec-
dotes above illustrate. For
starters, the average daily wages
paid to unskilled workers in the
state was 3709 in 2021, as against
the national average of %309.
Workers do all sorts of jobs from
working in plantations, con-
struction, retail malls, or as
cooks, waiters, security and
helpers in workshops. Kerala
also has skill development and
vocational training programmes
to enhance the employability of
guest workers. Then there is the
free Aawaz Health Insurance
scheme covering hospitalisation
and medical treatment of guest
workers. Free education for chil-
dren and assimilation into the
local language is a high point
and has already been mentioned.

2023, the highest since such tragic
end of lives have been recorded
from 2015 onwards. The first quar-
ter of the current year witnessed
seven incidents where students,
unable to bear the fear of fail-
ure and disappointing their fam-
ilies put an end to their lives.
The government revealed in
Parliament that 61 deaths by sui-
cide occurred at ITTs, IIMs, NITs
since 2018. Around 130 medical stu-
dents had died by suicide dur-
ing the last five years.

The issue of suicides is a multi-
faceted one, rooted in the inter-
section of socio-economic, psy-
chological, family and academic
factors. One of the primary rea-
sons attributed to student sui-
cides is the intense pressure from
family as well as institutions to
excel academically. The fear of
failure and the relentless pursuit
of success can take a toll on their
mental health, pushing some to
take the fatal step of despair.

Despite the glaring mental
health challenges faced by stu-
dents in the campus there is a sig-
nificant lack of adequate sup-
port system. In most institutions
counseling services are often nil
or inadequate or inaccessible,
leaving students grappling with
their emotional turmoil alone. At

There is also special attention
paid to protect the legal rights of
workers from exploitation, un-
safe working conditions or ille-
gal low wages. The state has es-
tablished a comprehensive
database to register guest work-
ers which helps in planning and
implementing welfare schemes.

In 2021 a survey conducted by
Gram Vikas, an NGO in the
Kalahandi district of Odisha,
found that seasonal migrants
from 26% of households chose
to go to Kerala to work in vari-
ous sectors (unskilled) and
earned an average salary of
%12,000. Two third of most of
the migrants located outside
Odisha reported Kerala as their
destination. The internal mi-
gration of workers from the rest
of the country to Kerala itself has
created a mini-remittance econ-
omy, as money flows from savings
generated in Kerala to the homes
states like Odisha, Jharkhand,
Assam and Bihar.

There are over 50 million mi-
grant workers in India who are
working outside their home state,
of which 4 million are in Kerala.
Ultimately Kerala’s absorption
rate of migrant workers will be
limited by the size of its economy
and its growth rate. Kerala used
to get nearly 25% of its state in-
come as remittance income from
overseas workers. That has

the same time, there is a perva-
sive stigma attached to seeking
help for psychological problems,
particularly in academic set-
tings.

dropped to less than 15%, indi-
cating robust domestic drivers
of growth and consumption.
The state faces challenges of
ageing demographics, lack of
manufacturing investment and
employment and unaffordable
real estate. It has performed well
in attracting knowledge indus-
tries, but much needs to be done
in climbing the ladder of qual-
ity in education and innovation.

However, Kerala does offer a
model for other states to follow
when it comes to treatment of in-
migrants, i.e. guest workers. The
state goes to considerable length
to extend welfare to the workers
and their families, and espe-
cially taking care of the educa-
tional needs of the children. The
special attention given to as-
similating workers from the
north, into the local language
Malayalam, into society and cul-
ture is admirable.

According to the 2011 census,
about 450 million Indians are on
the go, as migrants, either within
the state or inter-state. The mi-
gration can be seasonal, circular
or semi-permanent. The
Constitution gives us a right to
move to any place in the country
to seek economic opportunities.
This is the great antidote or option
available to escape lack of job or
livelihood opportunities in one’s
own region. But not everyone can
migrate, and even fewer can do so
with their whole families.

People with land holdings, es-
pecially small ones are tied to
the land. Only the able bodied
can migrate. Migration is thus
both a positive sign of enterprise
as much as a response to lack of
local opportunities. In much of the
Western world there is a backlash
against immigrants as they are
seen as snatching away local jobs.
But the case study of Kerala of-
fers us constructive approach on
how to harness the potential and
energy of migrants without caus-
ing any negative disruption of
local communities. That is the
true spirit of calling the migrant
worker a guest worker.

The Election Commission said
that an increasing number of
young people have asserted their
faith and embraced democracy
in a big way.

the Narcotics Control Bureau
seized drugs valued at 32.32
crore, officials said.

“In order to ensure a level
playing field for all contestants,
we took action against over 40
government employees who were
allegedly violating the Model
Code of Conduct. We received 143
grievances on the CVIGIL app out
of which over 80 have been re-
solved while the remaining are
under the process of resolution,”
the EC official said.

“To monitor various election-
related activities and also check

Kapadia scripted history
Saturday night by getting the
Grand Prix for ‘All We Can
Imagine As Light’ at the 77th
Cannes Film Festival, but back
in 2015, she was a condemned stu-
dent at her alma mater; the Film
& Television Institute of India
(FTII).

In 2015, FTII was in a state of
ferment because of the ap-
pointment of Gajendra Chauhan,
a BJP activist whose only claim
to fame was that he had played
Yudhishtir in the TV serial
‘Mahabharat’, as its chairman.

Kapadia, who had got into
FTII on her second attempt in
2012, was one of the leaders of the
131-day protest against Chauhan,
who, incidentally, was opposed
by a phalanx of Bollywood
celebrities, from Rajkummar
Rao and Nawazuddin Siddiqui to
Anupam Kher, and also by
Soumitra Chatterjee and Jhanu
Barua.

As several people pointed out
on X after Kapadia’s Grand Prix
win, FTII initiated disciplinary
action against her when she led
the boycott of classes. Later, FTTL
cut her grant.

In the same year, the Pune
Police filed an FIR against 35
students, including Kapadia,
after they allegedly held the then
FTII director, Prashant Pathrabe,

captive in his office.

They were protesting against
his decision to proceed with the
assessment of incomplete student
projects of the 2008 batch.

FTII and Hindutva politics,
interestingly, are the twin themes
of Kapadia’s debut docu-feature,
‘A Night of Knowing Nothing’,
that won the Golden Eye at
Cannes 2021. The film is still to
be released in India.

Going back to Kapadia’s FTII
days, she was making a mark
creatively as she was firming up
her reputation as a firebrand stu-
dent leader. Her 13-minute film,

‘Afternoon Clouds’, was the only
Indian entry in competition at
Cannes in any category in 2017 -
- and it qualified for the 16-film
shortlist for the Cinefondation
student film section.

The FTII quietly decided to
support the film, which enabled
Kapadia to walk the Cannes red
carpet wearing a sari, and not the
designer gowns that usually
make the news, for the first time.

She did not win a prize, but her
film was one of just 16 to be se-
lected out of more than 2,600
that had been submitted for con-
sideration from all over the world.

Kolkata, May 27: Nearly 29,500
houses in 24 blocks and 79 mu-
nicipal wards, mostly in the south
coastal areas of West Bengal,
were partially or entirely dam-
aged by Cyclone Remal, a state
government official said Monday:

Additionally, over 2,140 trees
were uprooted, and about 1,700
electric poles fell in various parts
of the state, he added.

Initial assessments indicate
that out of the damaged houses,
27,000 suffered partial damage,
while 2,500 were completely de-
stroyed. The official cautioned
that these figures might change
as evaluations are ongoing, with
data collection and damage es-
timation still in progress.

“The figures will probably
change as the evaluation process
is still not complete. Data is being
collected from the districts and
the estimation of the damage is
being calculated,” the official
told PTI.

The administration had shifted

“In all, 341 gruel kitchens being
operated at the moment. We have
distributed 17,738 tarpaulins to
the affected people in the coastal
and low-lying areas,” he added.
The affected areas included
Kakdwip, Namkhana, Sagard
Island, Diamond Harbour,
Fraserganj, Bakkhali and
Mandarmani. There were minor
breaches of embankments due to
the cyclone, he said, adding that
those were repaired immediately.

Chandigarh: The Haryana government has announced advancing summer
vacations in state-run and private schools to Tuesday. According to an
order issued by the Directorate of School Education Monday, all schools in
the state will observe summer holidays between Tuesday and June 30.

During the past few days, most places in Haryana have witnessed
blistering heat, with maximum temperatures hovering in the 44-46
degrees Celsius range.

Mercury over 48 degrees C in 17 places

New Delhi: Temperatures in 17 locations breached 48 degrees Celsius
Monday, with the relentless heat affecting health and livelihoods across
large parts of northwestern and central India. However, some relief from the
scorching heat is expected after three days due to a western disturbance
and moisture incursion from the Arabian Sea, India Meteorological
Department (IMD) chief Mrutyunjay Mohapatra said. The national capital
stayed under the grip of searing heat as maximum temperatures in parts of
the city crossed 48 degrees Celsius. The city was on red alert Monday and
will remain so for the next three days, the weather office said. The IMD has
predicted a higher number of heatwave days in northwest India and
adjoining parts of the central region in June. “Normally, northwest India and
the adjoining areas record two to three heatwave days in June. This time, we
expect four to six days of heatwave in this region,” Mohapatra said at a press
conference. Except for a few parts of southern peninsular India, normal to
above-normal maximum temperatures are expected across the country in
June, he added. People endured the deadly heat Monday, with temperatures
crossing 48 degrees Celsius in 17 places. At 49.4 degrees Celsius, Rajasthan's
Phalodi was the warmest place in the country. At least eight more locations
in the desert state recorded temperatures above 48 degrees Celsius.

FSSAI warns against

not given any permission for
the sale.

“This office is in receipt of
representations from various
registered societies regarding
commercialisation of human
milk and its products. In this
regard, it may be noted that
FSSAI has not permitted the
processing and/or selling of
human milk under FSS Act 2006
and rules/regulations made there
under;” the regulator said in the
advisory May 24.

Govt cracks down
on SMS scammers

NEW DELHI: In a major crackdown on
SMS scammers, the government has
blacklisted eight ‘principal entities’
behind SMS headers that were used for
sending over 10,000 fraudulent mes-
sages over the past three months,
according to an official release.

The Department of Telecom (DoT), in
collaboration with the Ministry of Home
Affairs (MHA), has taken decisive
action to protect citizens from potential
SMS fraud through the Sanchar Saathi
initiative, it said. Indian Cyber Crime
Coordination Centre (14C) under MHA
provided information about the misuse
of eight SMS headers for sending fraud-
ulent communications for committing
cybercrime. It was noted that more than
10,000 fraudulent messages were sent
using these eight headers in the past
three months. The eight principal entities
which were the owners of these eight
SMS headers have been blacklisted.

“All the 8 PEs along with the 73 SMS
Headers and 1522 SMS content tem-
plates owned by them have been black-
listed. None of these Principal Entities,
SMS Headers or templates can now be
used to send SMS by any telecom oper-
ator. The DoT has prevented further
potential victimization of citizens by
blacklisting these entities,” it said.

EU, Israel In war of words

Cyclone Remal 7 dead, 15mn in dark

Dhaka, May 27: At least seven
people were killed and millions
were left without power as Severe
Cyclone ‘Remal’ lashed the coasts
of Bangladesh with devastat-
ing winds of up to 120 kph and
storm surges, inundating hun-
dreds of villages.

‘Remal’ weakened into a cy-
clonic storm Monday morning,
sustaining wind speeds of 80-90
kilometres per hour, following
landfall around midnight of
Sunday, the Met Department said.

The department said that the
weather system, which lay 150 km
northeast of Sagar Island at 5.30
am, brought torrential rain and
moved northeastwards to weaken
further into a cyclonic storm.

Remal is the first cyclone in
the Bay of Bengal ahead of this

year’s monsoon season, which
runs from June to September. The
cyclone was named Remal (mean-
ingsand in Arabic) by Oman, ac-
cording to a system of naming
cyclones in the Indian Ocean re-
gion. The cyclone has been ac-
companied by gusty winds and
heavy rains, impacting areas in-
cluding Barisal, Bhola, Patuakhali,
Satkhira, and Chattogram.

The rural power authority

has cut off electricity to 15 mil-
lion people in coastal areas to
minimise the damage from
‘Remal’, BD News reported.

The power outages have lasted
over 12 hours in some areas, but
electricity workers are prepar-
ing to restore the connections
once the storm subsides. On
Sunday, Bangladesh evacuated
nearly 800,000 people from vul-
nerable areas.

NKorea slams denuclearisation call at neighbours’ summit

Seoul, May 27: North Korea
condemned China, Japan and
South Korea Monday for com-
mitting to denuclearise the
Korean peninsula, describing
their joint declaration after a
rare summit in Seoul as a “grave
political provocation” that vio-
lates its sovereignty.

At their first three-way sum-
mit in Seoul since 2019, the three
countries sought to co-operate on
security, reiterating positions
on regional peace and stability
and denuclearisation of the
peninsula, they said in a joint
statement.

Such discussion is an “insult
never to be pardoned and a dec-
laration of war against the
Democratic People’s Republic
of Korea (DPRK),” however, a
spokesman for North Korea’s
Foreign ministry said in a swift
riposte.

“To discuss the denucleari-

sation ... today constitutes a
grave political provocation and
sovereignty violation,” the
unidentified spokesman said in
the statement reported by the
North’s state media.

Such a move denies the
North’s inviolable sovereignty
and constitution reflecting the

unanimous will of all the
Korean people, he added.

Chinese Premier Li Qiang
did not single out North Korea
for criticism, but rather called
on all parties to reduce ten-
sion.

Another spy satellite launch failed

North Korean rocket carrying its second spy satellite exploded midair

Monday, state media reported, after its neighbours strongly rebuked its
planned launch. The North’s official Korean Central News Agency said it
launched a spy satellite aboard a new rocket at its main northwestern space cen-
tre. But KCNA said the rocket blew up during a first-stage flight soon after liftoff
due to a suspected engine problem. Earlier Monday, North Korea had notified
Japan’s coast guard about its plans to launch “a satellite rocket,” with a warning
to exercise caution in the waters between the Korean Peninsula and China and
east of the main Philippine island of Luzon during a launch window from Monday
through June 3. North Korea sent its first military reconnaissance satellite into
orbit in November last year as part of efforts to build a space-bhased surveillance
network to cope with what it calls increasing US-led military threats. North
Korean leader Kim Jong Un later told a ruling party meeting that the country
would launch three additional military spy satellites in 2024. The UN bans North
Korea from conducting any satellite launches, viewing them as covers for testing
long-range missile technology. North Korea has steadfastly maintained it has the
right to launch satellites and test missiles.

Singapore/Mumbai, May 27:
India’s six-week long national
election, the world’s largest, has
entered its final stage with votes
scheduled to be counted June 4,
and investors are gearing up for
Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s
widely expected third term in
office.

However, the margin of vic-
tory may be smaller than ear-
lier expected, analysts and in-
formal betting markets are
speculating.

Here are the main themes and
comments from over 10 fund
managers Reuters spoke to on
their expectations based on dif-
ferent scenarios.

HOW WILL MARKETS REACT?
Indian equities outperformed
most major markets in 2023 and
are trading at expensive valua-
tions. Yet, they could see a short
term boost if the Modi admin-
istration comes back to power
in arare third consecutive term
for any Indian government, fund

managers said, as it would sug-
gest policy continuity and po-
litical stability.

The benchmark BSE Sensex is
up 4% so far this year, with a
Reuters poll of equity analysts
indicating the index could dou-
ble the gains by the end of the
year.

Foreign investors poured in a
net $20.74 billion into Indian eq-
uities last year, the most in emerg-
ing markets in Asia, but have
pulled back this year ahead of the
election.

A lower margin of victory for
Modi could lead to short-term
volatility, fund managers said,
while a win for the opposition
could lead to a sharper correction
due to policy uncertainty.

“The market is looking at con-
tinuity, so a coalition govern-
ment or another party winning
is not the expectation,” said
Mittul Kalawadia, senior equity
fund manager at Mumbai-based
ICICI Prudential Mutual Fund.

“There can be a knee-jerk re-
action if the last scenario builds
up,” Kalawadia said.

Sustained fiscal deficit reduction
positive for India’s ratings: Fitch

Mumbai, May 27: A sustained
reduction in fiscal deficit, par-
ticularly if underpinned by
durable revenue-raising reforms,
would be a positive for India’s
sovereign rating fundamentals
over the medium term, Fitch
Ratings said in a note Monday.

The Reserve Bank of India’s
(RBI) larger-than-expected sur-
plus transfer to the government
should help ensure that the deficit
target of 5.1% of GDP for the
current fiscal year will be met
and could be used to lower the
deficit further, Fitch said.

Last week, the board of India’s
central bank approved a record
surplus transfer of 2.11 trillion
rupees ($25.40 billion) to the gov-
ernment for fiscal 2024, sharply
above analysts’ and government
projections.

In its post-election budget,
the government could either
opt to keep the current deficit
target for FY25 or opt to offset
upside spending surprises or
lower-than-budgeted revenue,

for example from divestment,
Fitch said.

In the first scenario, the wind-
fall could also allow the au-
thorities to further boost spend-
ing on infrastructure, the note
said.

“Alternatively; all or part of the
windfall could be saved, pushing
the deficit to below 5.1% of GDP.
The government’s choice could
give greater clarity around its
medium-term fiscal priorities,”
the note added.

Transfers from the RBI to the
government can be significant
at the margin for fiscal per-
formance, but depend on vari-
ous factors, including the size
and performance of assets held
on the central bank's balance
sheet and the exchange rate,
Fitch wrote.

“The potential volatility of
transfers means there is sig-
nificant uncertainty about their
medium-term path, and we do
not anticipate that dividends
as a share of GDP will be sus-
tained at such a high level,”
they said.

Bangalore, May 27: India will
buy back 400 billion rupees ($4.81
billion) worth of government
bonds, the country's central bank
said Monday.

The securities offered for buy-
back are four government bonds
with maturity dates in the sec-
ond half of 2024, the Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) said in a
statement.

The announcement comes a
week after the RBI, acting on
behalf of the government, ac-
cepted bids to buy back only 52.7
billion rupees-worth bonds.

This was the government's
third straight attempt with lit-
tle success to infuse liquidity
into the financial markets
through a bond buyback. The
government had also said earlier
this month it will reduce the
supply of Treasury bills by about
600 billion rupees until the end
of June.

Spending by India’s federal
government is likely to remain
slower for a few more months,
which may prompt more steps to
infuse cash into the banking sys-
tem, Reuters reported last week.

The auction will be conducted
May 30 and its results will be
announced on the same day,
while the settlement will occur
May 31.

NSE reduces tick size for select stocks to boost liquidity

New Delhi, May 27: The
National Stock Exchange (NSE)
has decided to introduce one
paisa tick size for all stocks
priced below 250 from June 10,
in a bid to enhance liquidity
and improve price discovery by
allowing for more precise price
adjustments.

Presently, the tick size for
these stocks is five paise, which
will be reduced to one paisa.

“All securities (excluding ex-

change traded funds) available
in EQ, BE, BZ, BO, RL and AF
series w1th security price below
%250 will have a tick size of ¥0.01
as against the current tick size
%0.05. The tick size determined
for securities in T+1 settlement
will also be applicable for T+0 set-
tlement (series T0),” NSE said in
a circular.

Tick size is the minimum
price increment between con-
secutive bid (buy) and offer (sell)
prices. A smaller tick size al-
lows for finer price adjustments

and potentially more precise
price discovery. For instance, if
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astock has a tick size of 30.10 and
the last traded price (LTP) was

%50, the next possible bid prices
would be ¥49.90, 349.80, 349.70
and so on.

In this case, bid prices like
349.85 or 349.92 are not allowed,
as they don't meet the %0.10 tick
size requirement.

The exchange said that tick
sizes will be subject to review and
adjustments every month, based
on the closing price of the last
trading day of the month.

In addition to changes in the
Capital Market (CM) segment,
the NSE has announced revi-

sions in the Futures & Options
(F&O) segment.

The exchange said that the
stock futures will have the same
tick size as applicable for secu-
rities in the cash market seg-

ment from July 8. Further, re- -

visions in tick size will be

Month, Middle Month and Far-

Split in to two parts this year,
the Norway chess tournament
will have six top GMs in men’s
section and six top women play-
ers competing for a total prize
pool of 1690000 NOK (around
$1.6 million).

In both the sections, the prize
fund is identical with 750000
NOK (or about $70000) reserved
for the winner.

World No 1 Magnus Carlsen
will feature in a classical chess
tournament after a long hiatus.
The local hero last played the
World Cup under classical chess
rules that he won but it re-
mains to be seen if he is able
to retain the same form after
the gap.

All eyes will be on reigning
world champion Ding Liren of
China who is set to defend his
title later this year against
India’s D Gukesh.

Since winning his last world
championship match against
Ian Nepomniachtchi of Russia,
Liren has played very less com-
petitive chess. In the opener,
Liren will take on Carlsen.

Apart from these four, the
American duo of Fabiano
Caruana and Hikaru
Nakamura will complete the
six-player line up. Caruana
and Hikaru are pitted against
each other in the first round.
