Diphtheria killing
kids in Kashipur

The confirmation came after
alaboratory examination of the
collected samples by a team of
World Health Organisation, Chief
District Medical Officer Dr
Lalmohan Routray said. The
dreaded ailment caused by bac-
teria mostly affects children who
first experience pain in the neck.
Swelling in the neck is followed
by high fever in a later stage
making it difficult for them to
take food, which ultimately re-
sults in death.

Why teach about riots: NCERT

New Delhi, June 16: Rejecting
accusations of saffronisation of
school curriculum, NCERT's di-
rector has said that references
to Gujarat riots and Babri masjid
demolition were modified in
school textbooks because teach-
ing about riots “can create vio-
lent and depressed citizens.”

In an interaction with PTT ed-
itors at the agency’s headquar-
ters here Saturday, National
Council of Educational Research
and Training (NCERT) director
Dinesh Prasad Saklani said the
tweaks in textbooks are part of
annual revision and should not
be a subject of hue and cry.

Asked about references to
Gujarat riots or Babri masjid
demolition being tweaked in
NCERT textbooks, Saklani said,
“Why should we teach about
riots in school textbooks? We
want to create positive citizens
not violent and depressed indi-
viduals.”

“Should we teach our students
in a manner that they become of-
fensive, create hatred in soci-
ety or become victim of hatred?
Is that education’s purpose?

Brisbane, June 16: Long ago in
the skies above the shallow
Eromanga Sea, which once cov-
ered what is now arid inland
Australia, soared a formidable
pterosaur - flying reptile - boast-
ing a bony crest at the tip of its
upper and lower jaws and a
mouthful of spike-shaped teeth
ideal for snaring fish and other
marine prey.

section from four to two pages
and deleted details from the ear-
lier version.

It instead focuses on the
Supreme Court judgement that
paved the way for the con-
struction of a Ram temple at
the site where the disputed struc-
ture once stood before it was
torn down by Hindu activists in
December 1992. The Supreme
Court verdict was widely ac-
cepted in the country. The con-
secration of the Ram idol in
the temple was performed
January 22 this year by the
Prime Minister.

The latest deletions in the text-
books include BJP’s ‘rath yatra’
from Somnath in Gujarat to
Ayodhya; the role of kar sevaks;

communal violence in the wake
of the demolition of the Babri
masjid; President’s rule in BJP-
ruled states; and the BJP’s ex-
pression of “regret over the hap-
penings at Ayodhya”.

“If Supreme Court has given
a verdict in favour of Ram tem-
ple, Babri masjid or Ram jan-
mabhoomi, should it not be in-
cluded in our textbooks, what
is the problem in that? We have
included the new updates. If we
have constructed new
Parliament, should our students
not know about it. It is our duty
to include the ancient develop-
ments and recent developments,”
he said.

Saklani, 61, who was head of
the ancient history department
at the HNB Garhwal University
before taking charge as NCERT
director in 2022, has faced crit-
icism over the changes in text-
books, especially pertaining to
historical facts.

The NCERT is revising the
curriculum of the school text-
books in line with the National
Education Policy (NEP) 2020.

enigmatic ‘sea phantom’ unearthed in Australia

Scientists have announced the
discovery in the Australian state
of Queensland of fossils of this
creature, which lived alongside
the dinosaurs and various ma-
rine reptiles during the
Cretaceous Period. Called
Haliskia peterseni, its remains
are the most complete of any
pterosaur ever unearthed in
Australia.

It had a wingspan of 15 feet and
lived about 100 million years
ago, making Haliskia a bit larger
and older - by about 5 million
years - than the closely related
Australian pterosaur Ferrodraco,
whose discovery was announced
in 2019.

Haliskia means ‘sea phantom’,
and this creature may have been
a frightful sight airborne above
the waves.

The Eromanga Sea was a mas-
sive inland sea covering large
parts of Australia when this

pterosaur was alive, but both
have vanished. The ghost of both
of these is evident from the fos-
sils found in the area, said Adele
Pentland, a doctoral student in
paleontology at Curtin University
in Australia and lead author of
the study published this week in
the journal Scientific Reports.

The fragile skeletons of
pterosaurs do not lend them-
selves well to fossilisation. For
Haliskia, 22% of the skeleton
was unearthed, with complete
lower jaws, the tip of the upper
jaw, throat bones, 43 teeth, ver-
tebrae, ribs, bones from both
wings and part of one leg.

Haliskia’s remains are more
complete than those of
Ferrodraco. Both are members
of a pterosaur group called an-
hanguerians known from re-
mains found in China, the United
States, Brazil, England, Spain
and Morocco. The three other
named Australian pterosaurs
are known only from partial jaw
bones, Pentland said.

After dying, the Haliskia in-
dividual’s body ended up buried
under sediment at the bottom
of the Eromanga Sea, allowing
its fossilisation. The creature’s
name also honours Kevin

Petersen, an avocado farmer
turned Kronosaurus Korner mu-
seum curator who discovered
its remains in 2021.

Pterosaurs were the first of
three vertebrate groups to
achieve powered flight, appear-
ing about 230 million years ago.
Birds appeared about 150 mil-
lion years ago and bats around
50 million years ago. The
pterosaurs were wiped out in
the same mass extinction event
that doomed the dinosaurs, aside
from their bird descendants, 66
million years ago following an as-
teroid strike.

‘Heat index, redesigning modern cities need of the hour’

New Delhi, June 16: India is
grappling with unprecedented
heat this summer and no one is
prepared for the level of warm-
ing being experienced, leading
environmentalist Sunita Narain
has said, emphasising the need
for a heat index and a complete
overhaul of the way mod-
ern cities are designed.

The IMD officials said India
will soon come up with its sys-
tem now, a multi-parameter prod-
uct called ‘heat hazard score’,
which along with temperature
and humidity will also integrate
other parameters such as wind
and duration.

Narain noted that heatwaves
are turning modern glass build-
ings into furnaces, overheating
the occupants and emphasised
the need for new architectural sci-
ence to address this heat.

“Your biggest challenge today
is how to rebuild the cities. Look
at Gurugram - it's all glass fa-
cades. Those glass buildings are

the worst thing you could have
for a heating climate,” she said.

India experienced multiple
intense and prolonged heatwaves
in April and May, testing the
limits of human endurance and
the country’s disaster pre-
paredness, as many states, in-
cluding Uttar Pradesh, Bihar
and Odisha, reported heatwave-
related deaths.

According to the IMD data,
14 of the 36 sub-divisions in the
country recorded over 15 heat-
wave days (when the maximum
temperature is at least 40 de-
grees Celsius and 4.5 degrees
above normal) from March 1 to
June 9.

Studies show that rapid ur-
banisation has exacerbated
warming in the urban areas,
with outdoor workers and low-
income households bearing the
brunt of the impact.

Low-income households have
limited capacity to adapt to ex-
treme heat because of poor ac-
cess to water and electricity. The
design and construction of in-
formal houses often mean there
is poor ventilation and little shel-
ter from extreme heat.

The heatwave in May saw sev-
eral places across the country, in-
cluding the hills of Assam,
Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh
and Arunachal Pradesh, record-
ing all-time high temperatures.
The mercury breached 50 de-
grees Celsius in Rajasthan and
neared this mark in Delhi and
Haryana.

Similar heatwaves, which once
occurred every 30 years, have
become about 45 times more
likely due to climate change, ac-
cording to 'World Weather
Attribution', a group of leading
climate scientists.

There are concerns that heat-
waves in April and May played
a role in the lower-than-usual
voter turnout during the seven-
phase general elections in India

which began on April 19 and
ended on June 1, the second
longest after the 1951-52 parlia-
mentary elections.

The intense heat has already
driven India's power demand to
arecord 246 gigawatts, with air
conditioners and coolers in
homes and offices running at
full capacity.

According to the Central Water
Commission, water storage in 150
major reservoirs in India dropped
to just 22 per cent of their live
storage last week, exacerbating
water shortages in many states
and significantly affecting hy-
dropower generation.

India recorded nearly 25,000
suspected heat stroke cases and
56 deaths due to heat-related ill-
nesses from March to May, PTI
reported earlier, citing data from
the health ministry.

According to data compiled
by the National Centre for
Disease Control (NCDC), 46 of
these deaths were recorded in
May alone (till May 30). Between
May 1 and 30, 19,189 suspected
heat stroke cases were reported
in the country:

The data does not include
deaths from Uttar Pradesh, Bihar
and Delhi, and could just be the
tip of the iceberg, officials said.

Coastal erosion wr

Kendrapara, June 16: People for
centuries have gravitated toward
shores, building their lives in
proximity to major waterways for
easy access to trade, seafood and
recreation.

However, climate change con-
tinues to create conditions that
chip away the malleable geolog-
ical structures, robbing the res-
idents living near coastlines of
their life and livelihood.

The seaside villages in
Kendrapara district are a classic
example of this phenomenon
where rise in tidal waves and
constant erosion of the coast-
line are wreaking havoc on the
life and properties of the
residents.

According to reports, around
28 km, of the total 48 km, coast-
line of the Bay of Bengal in
Kendrapara district, are facing
serious threats of erosion due to
frequent ingress of tidal waves
into seaside villages.

On June 6 when residents of
the seaside Tanda village in
Mahakalapara block were cele-
brating the Sabitri Amavasya -
on the new moon day - tidal waves
crossed the coastline and gushed
into the village. Such frequent
flooding, resulting in coastal ero-
sion, has sparked unprecedented
fear among inhabitants of all
seaside villages in the district.

Same is the situation in the
sea-ravaged Satabhaya panchayat,
under Rajnagar block, where
tidal waves have devoured around
40 metres of the coastline in the
past one year.

Things have come to such a
pass that the ancient
Panchubarahi temple and
Barahipur village in the pan-

chayat are likely to be consumed
by the sea during this rainy sea-
son with coastal erosion is ru-
ining the area.

Meanwhile, the sea appears
to have set its eye on the Sunei-
Tupei jungle on the coastline
and threatening to erase the
green cover.

Experts said given the alacrity
of the situation, it has become
necessary to create more man-
grove forests on the remaining
land mass in Satabhaya pan-
chayat. This is the only way
through which the tidal waves can
be checked from entering sea-
side villages, and erode the land
mass, they said.

Property dispute:
Man kills brother

Morada, June 16: A man bru-
tally killed his younger brother
allegedly over a land dispute at
Lunichati village under Nalagaja
panchayat and Rasagobindpur
police station limits in
Mayurbhanj district, Sunday.

According to the villagers, on
the first day of Raja festival, the
idol of the deities - a male and a
female - called Rajabati (Mother
Earth) are made from clay, and a
swing is also installed at the fes-
tival ground. On the second day
- Raja sankranti - the idols are
dressed in colorful wedding at-
tires and brought to the marriage
pandal at the festival ground in a
big procession from the village.
On the third day, the marriage
of the two idols are organized
which is followed by a grand feast.
The idols are taken in a big pro-

mass. In the absence of some
concrete measures, people liv-
ing in seaside villages will be al-
ways under threat, he added.
Environmentalists Hemant
Kumar Rout also echoed the de-
mands of converting the rest of
the farmland in Satabhaya into
mangrove forests. He said the
geo-synthetic tube wall which
was constructed along Pentha
coast by the state government
has failed to stand to the on-
slaught of the rising tidal waves.

Water-level in the sea is ris-
ing due to climate change and in-
crease in global warming. The
tidal waves on the full moon day
and new moon day are also cross-
ing the saline embankment and
gushing into seaside villages.
There is a need to create more
mangrove forests which can act
as a shield against the tidal waves,
Rout said.

However, freshwater which is
a must for the growth of man-
grove forests is unable to reach
this wetland. The wetland re-
quires at least 40 per cent fresh-
water, while only 15 per cent
reaches the area during the sum-
mer season, he said.

Social activist Pramila Mallick
of Rajnagar said that the
Agarnasi island was earlier seven
km long and acted as a shield
for Tanda area against the tidal
waves. However, the island has
been washed away into the sea
since 2022. As aresult, areas like
Tanda, Suniti and Babar pan-
chayats under the block have
been exposed to the threat of
tidal waves.

The seawater is entering their
villages on full moon days, new
moon days, and during cyclonic
storms. This has caused the res-
idents to perennially live under
constant fear and spend time in
trepidation.

When contacted, Forest ranger,
Pradosh Moharana, said efforts
are on for creation of more man-
grove forests along the coast-
lines, while mangrove saplings
have been planted at Satabhaya
and Pentha coasts. “Experts have
been apprised of the issue of
coastal erosion and remedial
steps will be taken as per their
advice,” he said.

Man shot dead by brother-
in-law during poaching

Parlakhemundi, June 16: A
man was allegedly shot dead by
his brother-in-law while they
were on a hunt for wild animals
at Bhaliagani village, under
Mohana police limits in Gajapati
district, late Saturday night.

Scientists find new snake
eel species in Odisha

unique vertebral count and
teeth patterns consisting of
multiple rows on both maxilla
and mandible, said Mohapatra,
who led the discovery.

Iran’s Choice

f: ! The stage is set for Iran’s farcical presidential election to be held
on 28 June. The vote has been brought forward from 2025 following
the death of President Ebrahim Raisi in a helicopter crash last

month. The ultimate head of the Iranian state is the unelected Supreme

Leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei. The President is the second-most

powerful position and as such his role is primarily to implement de-

cisions formulated and approved by Khamenei. The task of selecting
the right person suitable for the post of President is made easy by the

Guardian Council which oversees the election process and approves

and rejects candidates as it thinks best. For this reason the system is

regarded by critics of Iran as anything but democratic.

This time, six candidates have been approved to run for the presidency,
their chief qualifications being that they are all ultimately supportive
of and loyal to the Supreme Leader and the Iranian political system. The
candidates were chosen by the Guardian Council from 80 registered
hopefuls. Of the six candidates, five are considered hardliners and only
one is from the reformist camp. Among those not allowed to contest is
the firebrand populist and former President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad.
The fact that no women have been approved as candidates shows the regime’s
rigidity and anti-feminine character. This is only expected as the nation
was in turmoil after its womenfolk protested against a brutal crackdown
on them by the orthodox regime headed by the former President Ebrhim
Raisi whose death in an air crash necessitated this election. Four women
also registered to run, but were disqualified. This has been the case in
every presidential election since the 1979 Islamic Revolution.

Others, including the moderate former speaker of parliament, Ali
Larijani, and Vahid Haghanian, a former commander in Iran’s
Revolutionary Guard, were also barred from running.

The selection of candidates and the suitability of the most probable
winner are guided by the national and international situations Iran is
facing. The country has been already sucked into the vortex of war be-
tween Israel and Hamas as it has allegedly been helping the Houthis and
Hezbollah launch attacks on Israel. Its own embassy in Syria has also faced
missile attacks leading to several casualties. At the same time it is plagued
by an economic crisis that is fuelling popular resentment in addition to
the harsh treatment meted out to the country’s women unwilling to sub-
mit themselves to the dogmatic, orthodox and repressive regime.

In such a trying situation, Iran needs a leader who can be both hard-
line Islamist and skilled in running the administration in a manner
acceptable to large swaths of the population. Judged from these angles
Parliament Speaker Mohammed Bagher Qalibaf, a former Tehran
mayor with close ties to the country’s paramilitary Revolutionary
Guard, remains the most prominent candidate.

Other candidates include Saeed Jalili, former chief nuclear negotiator,
Amir-Hossein Ghazizadeh Hashemi, the ultraconservative chairman of
the Foundation of Martyrs and Veterans Affairs, Mostafa Pourmohammadi,
Islamic scholar and a former interior and justice minister, and Alireza
Zakani, the current mayor of Tehran. Only one reformist candidate,
Massoud Pezeshkian, a lawmaker representing Tabriz in the Iranian
parliament, appears to be the odd man out. But, critics point out he has
been approved by the Guardian Council because he is near certain to
lose the contest. His inclusion in the list is intended to provide the fig
leaf that the Council is ready to accommodate moderate voices.

The composition of the Guardian Council leaves no one in doubt about
what is expected of the election. It consists of 12 Islamic clerics and
jurists, half of whom are elected by parliament and half of whom are
appointed by Khamenei. It decides on the constitutionality of laws and
the qualifications of candidates in elections. As a result, voters can only
choose from a group of candidates loyal to the system.

The last presidential election, in 2021, saw the lowest ever turnout,
with only 48% of electors bothering to cast their vote. So the regime needs
to look credible, and to re-engage at least parts of the public. Reformists
had threatened an election boycott if none of their candidates were al-
lowed to run. However, the reformist movement in Iran is too weak po-
litically to pose any challenge to the religious regime and the outcome
is known as that will reflect what the Supreme Leader wants.

No Room For Dissent

n what appears to be a heavy clampdown on the right to freedom of
I;peech and expression, as guaranteed by our Constitution, and bla-

tant misuse of law, renowned author and activist Arundhati Roy is
all set to be prosecuted under the draconian Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Act (UAPA) for allegedly making incendiary speeches at an
event 14 years ago.

The Lt Governor of Delhi VK Saxena has accorded sanction to pros-
ecute the Man Booker Prize winner and Sheikh Showkat Hussain, a for-
mer professor of the Central University of Kashmir, on the basis of an
FIR registered on the orders of the Court of Metropolitan Magistrate,
New Delhi. The FIR was registered over a complaint lodged by Kashmiri
activist Sushil Pandit on 28 October, 2010. The complaint centred around
Roy’s statement regarding Kashmir not being considered an “integral
part of India.” It also accused her and others of delivering speeches sup-
porting the secession of Kashmir from India at a conference organised
under the banner of “Azadi - The Only Way” on 21 October, 2010 at LTG
Auditorium, Copernicus Marg, New Delhi. Other speakers at the con-
ference included late Kashmiri separatist Syed Ali Shah Geelani, SAR
Geelani (the conference anchor and an accused in the Parliament attack
case) and poet-activist Varavara Rao.

Ever since gaining worldwide fame with her first book, “The God of
Small Things,” in 1997, Roy, 62, has been actively engaged in advocating
for various causes, the independence of Kashmir being one among
them, and has been one of the boldest critics of the current dispensa-
tion at the Centre, particularly regarding its laws affecting minority groups
and human rights. Her remarks at the event had led to a hue and cry back
then with protesters gathering outside her residence in Delhi. Scores of
activists of the BJP’s women’s wing had urged Roy to either withdraw
her remarks or leave the country.

Critics argue that the UAPA is unconstitutional and undemocratic as it
reverses the normal principle of criminal law by requiring the accused to
prove their innocence rather than the prosecution to prove their guilt. This
law, originally intended for combating terrorism, is being frequently de-
ployed by the government at the Centre to stifle dissenting voices —activists
from Kashmir, students from the national capital and numerous lawyers,
writers, civil society members and anybody who speaks truth to power.

Meanwhile, the decision to prosecute Roy has been condemned by sev-
eral political parties such as the Communist party of India (Marxist),
the National Conference, and the Peoples Democratic Party, all of whom
have stressed the urgency to uphold the fundamental right of every cit-
izen to free speech as guaranteed by Article 19 of the Constitution.
“Shocking that Arundhati Roy, world-renowned author and a brave
woman who has emerged as a powerful voice against fascism, has been
booked under the draconian UAPA,” PDP chief and former Chief
Minister of the erstwhile state of Jammu and Kashmir Mehbooba Mufti
wrote on social media platform X. Similarly, the Communist Party of India
(Marxist) said in a statement: “Condemnable. The Delhi L.G has granted
permission to prosecute Arundhati Roy under the draconian UAPA
[Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act] for a speech reportedly made 14
years ago — in 2010. Defies logic except the fascist kind. Timing is sus-
pect since courts are on vacation, as are lawyers.”

Roy may have become a polarising figure in India for her outspoken-
ness and anti-establishment views, yet she is immensely respected the
world over for taking up causes that affect the minorities and other dis-
advantaged communities. The decision to prosecute her once again
shows that room for dissent is being squeezed in our democracy.

ing to renew the 50-year-old
US-Saudi Petrodollar Agreement
that expired early June. Indeed,
there may be a new agreement
with Saudi Arabia, but expect-
ing a cheaper deal is to remain
adream as the Rial is pegged to
the dollar.

This may gradually open up
new avenues in the global econ-
omy. The petrodollar system re-
placed gold as the standard of
value which enabled the US to
maintain dominance over in-
ternational trade and allowed the
US government to control the
world’s energy market.

The Saudi decision marks a sig-
nificant departure from the long-
standing financial arrangement
between the two nations that
was established in 1974. The
arrangement to recycle petrodol-
lars positioned the US dollar as
the primary currency for inter-
national oil transactions.

The crucial decision to not
renew the contract enables Saudi
Arabia to sell oil and other goods
in multiple currencies, includ-
ing the Chinese RMB, euro, and
yen instead of exclusively in
US dollar. Additionally, the po-
tential use of digital curren-
cies such as Bitcoin may also be
considered.

The benefit to India could be
minimal. The Saudis want a
deal inrial or dollar and not so
much in rupee. Even a rupee
deal if hypothetically agreed
would not help India as the
outgo would remain the same.
A better option available to India
is trading with Iran in rupee. The
Iranian crude is supposed to be
one of the best. The US has
forced India to scuttle its ties
with Iran.

agreed to price its oil exports ex-
clusively in US dollars and in-
vest its surplus oil revenues in
US Treasury bonds, and in re-
turn it was promised US military;

($37.1bn), Saudi Arabia ($32.7bn),
Russia ($25.5bn), UAE ($14.8bn),
and the US ($10.8bn). The fastest
growing import markets in
crude for India between 2021
and 2022 were Russia ($24.6bn),
Saudi Arabia ($14.8bn), and Iraq
($12bn).

The benefit of refined Russian
crude to Europe is pocketed by

two private refineries. Now as
the new Saudi system unfolds,
India’s import bills are not likely
to come down. Major com-
modities of export from India to
Saudi Arabia include engi-
neering goods, rice, petroleum
products, chemicals, textiles,
food products, ceramic tiles.
Whereas major commodities of
import for India from Saudi
Arabia are crude oil, LPG, fer-
tilizer, chemicals and plastic.
India and Saudi Arabia have
begun discussions on settling
their trade in local currencies.

Over the past year, India has
pushed the use of the rupee
globally, with the RBI an-
nouncing the setting up of a
mechanism to settle global trade
in rupee in July 2022. Early use
of this system was seemingly for
the purchase of discounted oil
from sanction-hit Russia fol-
lowing its invasion of Ukraine
in February 2022. However, the
mechanism has not taken off
with reports emerging that ne-
gotiations over the settlement
of bilateral trade in rupee be-
tween India and Russia had
been suspended after Russia
had accumulated billions of ru-
pees in Indian banks which it
could not use.

In recent months, India has en-
tered into bilateral agreements
to settle trade in local currencies,
with an MoU to set up a Local
Currency Settlement System
being signed with the UAE in
July 2023. Discussions with
Indonesia to settle cross-border
transactions in local curren-
cies have too begun. It is try-
ing to have talks with Brazil,
Argentina, South Africa,
Senegal, and Tanzania. Not
much progress is made.

India would have to continue
with the present system and
may have little relief in terms
of global trade. International
petroleum prices are unlikely to
soften. The forex outgo would
continue at the present level till
the rupee attains an interna-
tional status and Indian con-
sumers would have to pay do-
mestically a higher price.

Today many people regularly en-
gage with generative Al bots,
whether using the predictive text
function in Gmail or querying
ChatGPT. Computer systems in
cars alert drivers when they veer
into another lane, while those in
planes warn pilots when they
make an error. Soon, seamless
natural-language interfaces will
plan our vacations, write com-
puter programmes based on
prompts from people who can’t
otherwise code, suggest treatment
options to doctors, and recom-
mend planting strategies to farm-
ers. Al systems will end up play-
ing an outsize role in many critical
life decisions, so it will make sense
for us to programme a concern for
the common good into them.

In the second game between
AlphaGo and Lee, the algorithm
made a move that human ex-
perts saw as a mistake. By ex-
isting metrics, the move had a one
in 10,000 chance of being bene-
ficial. But it turned out to be an
optimal move that no human
had previously considered.
Instead of undermining human
players, AlphaGo ultimately made
them better by introducing new
ways of playing the game. All of
this can be credited to humans,
who invented these technologies
and Go itself. Humans also cre-
ated the AlphaZero programme,
which defeated its predecessor,
AlphaGo, after learning the game
only by playing against itself.

Technology, in other words, is
us, so it must be developed for us.

We should prompt the broader
Al systems being trained on the
cultural content that humans
have generated over thousands of
years to help us imagine a better
path forward, as AlphaGo and
AlphaZero did for Go players.

The clock is ticking to develop
a global framework for addressing
the dangers we are generating.
It's our move.

thriving in Bengal,
says Majumdar

Kolkata, June 16: Union
Minister of State for Education
Sukanta Majumdar Sunday al-
leged that extortion rackets were
thriving in West Bengal, draw-
ing parallels to the notorious
activities of Dawood Ibrahim
\ and Chhota Rajan gangs in
/ Mumbai during the 1990s.

He claimed that instances of
shootouts and dacoities in jew-
ellery shops over the last couple
of months prove that the “law
and order situation in the state
is not good.”

Majumdar, also the state BJP
president, alleged that these de-
velopments are reminiscent of
past criminal activities in
Mumbai, suggesting a worry-
ing trend in West Bengal.

“I am reminded of the way
Dawood Ibrahim, Chhota Shakil,
Chhota Rajan gangs used to op-
erate extortion rackets in
Mumbai in the 1990’s. Similar
rackets seem to have started in
West Bengal,” Majumdar said.

He further alleged that oppo-
sition party workers have been
subjected to attacks while such
criminal activities continue
unchecked.

Majumdar, who met with BJP
workers claiming to be victims
of post-poll violence perpetrated
by supporters of the ruling party
in West Bengal, highlighted an
incident where motorbike-borne
assailants shot at a business-
man’s car on the busy B T Road
here Saturday.

In the early hours of Saturday;
ashooting incident took place at
Mirza Galib Street in central
Kolkata. The incident stemmed
from an altercation between two
men, reportedly linked to a road
rage incident the previous day.

West Bengal Minister Firhad
Hakim attributed the recent da-
coities in jewellery shops, in-
cluding the latest one at Raniganj
a few days ago, to miscreants
from neighbouring states. In
this connection, two persons
were arrested from Jharkhand
in a coordinated operation con-
ducted jointly by the police forces
of both states, officials said.

The high court order was
passed on a petition by a trans-
gender person, who succeeded
in the Teachers’ Eligibility Test
(TET) 2014 and also in the TET
2022, but was not called for coun-
seling or interview.

In the order passed Friday,
Justice Mantha noted that the
Supreme Court had declared in
a 2014 case that ‘hijras’ and eu-
nuchs, apart from binary gen-
ders, be treated as third gender
for the purpose of safeguard-
ing their rights under Part-III of
the Constitution.

The apex court had also up-
held transgender persons’ right
to decide their self-identified
gender, and directed the Centre
and state governments to grant
legal recognition of their gen-
der identity such as male, fe-
male or as third gender.

Justice Mantha also noted
that the top court had directed
the Centre and the state gov-
ernments to take steps to treat
them as socially and educa-
tionally backward classes of cit-
izens, and “extend all kinds of
reservation in cases of admis-
sion in educational institutions
and for public appointments”.

The West Bengal chief sec-
retary had informed the high
court that the state’s Department
of Women and Child
Development and Social Welfare
November 30, 2022, made a no-
tification that transgender per-
sons were entitled to equal op-
portunity of employment
without any discrimination
whatsoever.

The court said it is clear from
the notification that the state
itself had adopted a policy of
equal treatment in employment
to transgender persons.

Justice Mantha said the reser-
vation has, however, not yet been
made in the state for transgen-
der persons in accordance with
the Supreme Court order.

He also directed the secre-
tary of the West Bengal Board
of Primary Education to
arrange for interview and coun-
seling of the petitioner as a
special case.

TURTLE NESTING SEASON

Record hatchlings
released Into Bay

Chennai, June 16: Tamil Nadu
has released the highest number
of sea turtles into the Bay of
Bengal, as the nesting season
for the marine species came to
an end.

Tamil Nadu, with the longest
coastline of 1,076 km, is regu-
larly visited by marine turtles in-
cluding Olive Ridley, Green
Turtles, Hawksbill, Loggerhead
and Leatherback turtles during
the season.

Olive Ridley turtles are the
more frequent visitors to the
Tamil Nadu coasts.

“The Forest department be-
gins the preparations for the sea
turtle season in November each
year, which includes making
temporary hatcheries for the
turtles, orientation programme
for staff and conducting inter-de-
partmental meetings followed
by night patrolling operations,

Supriya Sahu said.

The conservation exercise by
the department saw participation
of the 185 field staff and 264 vol-
unteers this year.

During the current nesting
season, the department estab-
lished 53 hatcheries in 13 dis-
tricts. A total of 2,363 nests were
collected with 2,58,775 eggs, which
were translocated to hatcheries
set up by the department.

Till date, the department re-
leased 2,15,778 hatchlings this
year, compared to last year’s
1,82,917. Cuddalore, Nagapattinam
and Chennai recorded a large
number of hatchlings following
the conservation exercise.

The government has already
announced the setting up of Sea
Turtle Conservation Centres in
Chennai and Nagapattinam dis-
tricts to give impetus to the con-
servation efforts of these species.

The Borobekra subdivision
of Jiribam, adjoining southern
Assam, had been badly affected
after the Killing of 59-year-old
farmer Soibam Saratkumar
Singh June 6.

Around 900 tribals belonging
to the Kuki and Hmar commu-
nities took shelter at the homes
of relatives and friends in two vil-
lages - Haokippunji and
Hmarkhawlienin - in the Cachar
district of southern Assam,
after violence broke out.

The Jiribam district admin-
istration Sunday distributed
cooking gas cylinders and other
necessary items in the seven
relief camps, where around
1,000 people, mostly belonging
to the Meitei community, have
taken shelter after the violence.

Officials in Imphal said that
the district health officials have
been providing healthcare
services round the clock to the
villagers.

The Education Department
has also started lessons from
Classes one to eight for around
100 children taking shelter in the
camps at the Bidyanagar
Multipurpose Sports Complex
in the district headquarters. A
headmaster and 23 teachers
were posted in the temporary
school.

Textbooks and
notebooks have already been
provided to the students.

India opts out of Ukraine peace summit communique

New Delhi, June 16: India
Sunday said that it has decided
to “avoid association with the
joint communique or any other
document” emerging from the
two-day ‘Summit on Peace
in Ukraine’ being held at
Burgenstock near Lucerne in
Switzerland.

“Our participation in this
summit and continued engage-
ment with all stakeholders is
with a view to understanding
different perspectives, approaches
and options to find a way
forward for a sustainable
resolution of the conflict,” said
Pavan Kapoor, Secretary, West,
at the Ministry of External
Affairs (MEA) who led the Indian
delegation at the event.

Kapoor also made these
points during his remarks at
the summit. PTI reported on
Friday that Kapoor will repre-
sent India at the summit.“In

_| our view, only those options ac-

ceptable to both parties can lead
to abiding peace,” Kapoor, India’s
former Ambassador to Russia,
added.

Around 100 delegations, in-
cluding 57 heads of state and gov-

ernment, attended the
summit which aimed at initi-
ating the process for a lasting
and just peace in Ukraine. Eighty
countries and four European
institutions signed the final
joint communique.
In his meeting with Ukrainian
President Volodymyr Zelensky

held on the sidelines of the 50th
G7 Summit in Italy’s Apulia
Friday, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi had reiterated that New
Delhi continues to encourage
peaceful resolution of the
Russia-Ukraine conflict through
dialogue and diplomacy.

“Had a very productive meet-
ing with President Volodymyr
Zelensky. India is eager to fur-
ther cement bilateral relations
with Ukraine. Regarding the
ongoing hostilities, reiterated
that India believes in a human-

centric approach and believes
that the way to peace is through
dialogue and diplomacy,” PM
Modi posted on X after meet-
ing Zelensky.

Last year, India had ab-
stained from a vote at the
United Nations General
Assembly (UNGA) on a reso-
lution titled ‘Principles of the
Charter of the United Nations
underlying a comprehensive,
just and lasting peace in
Ukraine’,
citing that it “lacked basic
concepts” for achieving a sus-
tainable peace in the region.

PM Modi has also consis-
tently advocated that no so-
lution can ever be arrived at
the cost of human lives and
that escalation of hostilities
and violence is in no one’s in-
terest. “India shares the global
concerns over the situation in
UKkraine and supports any col-
lective desire to facilitate peace-
ful resolution of the conflict,”
the MEA Secretary said in

Switzerland Sunday.

Following Russia's invasion
of Ukraine in February 2022,
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
spoke to both Russian President
Vladimir Putin and Ukrainian
President Volodymyr Zelenskyy
on multiple occasions.

India has not yet con-
demned the Russian invasion
of Ukraine and it has been
maintaining that the crisis
must be resolved through
diplomacy and dialogue.

At the summit, Ukrainian
President Zelenskyy sought

Nations for ‘territorial
Integrity’ of Ukraine

India, six other nations opt out of Ukraine declaration at Swiss peace summit

Obburgen, June 16: Eighty
countries jointly called Sunday
for the “territorial integrity” of
UKkraine to be the basis for any
peace agreement to end Russia's
two-year war, though some key
developing nations at a Swiss
conference did not join in.

The joint communique capped
a two-day conference at the
Biirgenstock resort in Switzerland
marked by the absence of Russia,
which was not invited, but that
many attendees hoped could join
in on a roadmap to peace.

About 100 delegations, mostly
Western countries but also some
key developing nations, were on
hand for the conference, and ex-
perts were on watch to see how
and if at all they might line up
behind the outcome document.

Participants India, Saudi
Arabia, South Africa, the United
Arab Emirates, Thailand,
Indonesia and Mexico, which
were represented by foreign min-
isters or lower-level envoys, were
among those that did not sign
onto the final document, which
focused on issues of nuclear
safety, food security and the ex-
change of prisoners.

Brazil, an “observer” coun-
try, did not sign on but Turkiye,
which has sought to an inter-
mediary between Russia and
Ukraine, did.

The final document said the
UN Charter and “respect for ter-
ritorial integrity and sovereignty

.. can and will serve as a basis
for achieving a comprehensive,
just and lasting peace in
Ukraine.”

Viola Amherd, the Swiss
President who hosted the event,
told the final news conference
that the fact that the “great ma-
jority” of participants agreed

to the final document “shows
what diplomacy can achieve."

Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy hailed the
“first steps toward peace” at the
meeting, and said the joint com-
munique remains “open for ac-
cession by everyone who respects
the UN Charter.”

Analysts say the two-day con-
ference will likely have little
concrete impact toward ending
the war because the country
leading and continuing it, Russia,
was not invited for now.

If confirmed, this could be
Jaishankar’s first official stand-
alone visit abroad after he was
appointed India’s External
Affairs Minister in the new gov-
ernment early this month.

Officials here confirmed that
all Indian projects in Sri Lanka,
including the Adani group’s
wind power project in Mannar
and the creation of an indus-
trial zone in the eastern port
district of Trincomalee, would
be discussed during the visit.

Netanyahu decries

Heatwave kills 19 hajj pilgrims

UK polls point to ‘electoral extinction’ for Sunak’s Conservatives

BRITAIN’S JULY 4 ELECTION IS FAST APPROACHING AND PRIME MINISTER SUNAK IS RUNNING OUT OF TIME TO CHANGE THE TUNE

London, June 16: Three British
opinion polls released late
Saturday presented a grim pic-
ture for Prime Minister Rishi
Sunak’s Conservative Party, and
one pollster warned that the
party faced “electoral extinc-
tion” in July 4’s election.

The polls come just over
halfway through the election
campaign, after a week in which
both the Conservatives and
Labour set out their manifestos,
and shortly before voters begin
to receive postal ballots.

Sunak surprised many in his
own party by announcing an
early election May 22, against
widespread expectations that
he would wait until later in the
year to allow more time for liv-
ing standards to recover after
the highest inflation in 40 years.

Market research company
Savanta found 46% support for
Keir Starmer’s Labour Party, up
2 points on the previous poll five
days earlier, while support for the
Conservatives dropped 4 points
t021%. The poll was conducted
from June 12 to June 14 for the
Sunday Telegraph.

Labour’s 25-point lead was the
largest since the premiership of
Sunak’s predecessor, Liz Truss,
whose tax cut plans prompted in-
vestors to dump British gov-
ernment bonds, pushing up in-
terest rates and forcing a Bank
of England intervention.

“Our research suggests that
this election could be nothing
short of electoral extinction for
the Conservative Party,” Chris
Hopkins, political research di-
rector at Savanta, said.

A separate poll by Survation,
published by the Sunday Times,

predicted the Conservatives
could end up with just 72 seats
in the 650-member House of
Commons , the lowest in their
nearly 200-year history - while
Labour would win 456 seats.

The poll was conducted from
May 31 to June 13.

In percentage terms, the
Survation poll had Labour on
40% and the Conservatives on
24 %, while former Brexit cam-
paigner Nigel Farage’s Reform
UK party, a right-wing chal-
lenger to the Conservatives,
was on 12%.

A third poll, by Opinium for
Sunday’s Observer and con-
ducted from June 12 to June 14,
also showed Labour on 40%, the
Conservatives on 23% and
Reform on 14%, with the
two largest parties yield-
ing ground to smaller
rivals.

PARTY MANIFESTOS

In the past week,
both Conservatives
and Labour have
released their elec-
tion manifestos, the
detailed packages of
promises that form
the centrepiece of their
pitch to voters.

The Conservatives focused
on reducing immigration and
lowering taxes, pledging 17 bil-
lion pounds (USD 22 billion) in
tax cuts by 2030, to be paid for
largely by slashing welfare costs.

However, if the market con-
tinues to rally, FPIs may again
turn sellers in India and buy-
ers in other markets like Hong
Kong, which are very cheap com-
pared to India, Geojit’s
Vijayakumar said.

DEBT MARKET

On the other hand, FPIs in-
vested over 35,700 crore in the
debt market so far this month (till
June 14).

Market experts believe that
the long-term outlook for FPI
flows into Indian debt is posi-
tive due to India’s inclusion in
global bond indices. However,
near-term flows are being im-
pacted by global macroeconomic
uncertainty and volatility.

Overall, FPIs withdrew a net
amount of 326,428 crore from
equities in 2024 so far. However,
they invested 59,373 crore in
the debt market.

CBIC warns public against frauds in the name of Indian Customs

New Delhi: The Central Board of Indirect Taxes and Customs (CBIC) Sunday
asked public to stay alert and discern the modus operandi of fraudsters
committing fraud in the name of Indian customs. In a statement, the CBIC said
s various incidents have come to light through news portals/social media
platforms of fraudulent persons posing as Indian Customs officers cheating
the public of their hard-earned money across the country. These frauds are
primarily done using digital means like phone calls or SMS, and are focused on
extracting money through the ‘purported’ fear of immediate penal actions. In
yal order to counter these frauds through public awareness, CBIC is mounting a
multi-modal awareness campaign that includes newspaper advertisement,

SMS/e-mails to the general public, social media campaign, besides awareness campaigns by CBIC field
formations. The CBIC also advised the public to take measures to safeguard themselves from becoming a victim
of such scams by discerning the modus operandi of fraudsters, protecting their information, verifying
antecedents of caller and reporting such acts by staying alert.

No one suitable for HPCL top post

New Delhi: The government headhunter PESB has rejected all candidates it interviewed for
the top job at Hindustan Petroleum Corporation Ltd (HPCL), the third instance in as many
years that the board has not found any suitable candidate for the role in a state oil firm.
The Public Enterprises Selection Board (PESB) on June 14 interviewed eight candidates,
including a director on the HPCL board and managing director of Indraprastha Gas Ltd
(IGL), but rejected them all. The HPCL CMD post will fall vacant September 1, 2024, when
the incumbent Pushp Kumar Joshi retires on attaining a superannuation age of 60 years.
The PESB had previously not found anyone suitable for the top job at the Indian Oil Corporation (I0C) and QOil
and Natural Gas Corporation (ONGC). This led to the incumbent in 10C getting an additional year in office even
after attaining superannuation age and a retired executive being given charge in ONGC.

New Delhi, June 16: The mu-
tual fund industry has added
over 81 lakh investors’ accounts
in the first two months of the
current fiscal (FY25), mainly
due to consistent marketing ef-
forts, celebrity endorsements
and dedicated work of the dis-
tribution network.

Additionally, changing per-
ceptions about fixed deposits,
which no longer offer compet-
itive returns compared to mu-
tual funds, and the rise in in-
come levels and accessibility to
financial markets have also
contributed to the rise in new
investors, Trivesh D, COO of
stock trading platform
Tradejini, told PTI.

Going ahead, the outlook for
mutual fund folios remains
strong, supported by the ongoing
bull run in the stock market,
solid risk management prac-
tices, continuous investor edu-
cation, and consistent marketing
efforts, he added.

Moreover, the industry will
continue to see decent growth as
savers increasingly look for al-
ternative avenues to create wealth
for their long-term goals, ex-
perts said.

“As India’s per capita income
grows, investors will look to save
money in asset classes, which
have the potential to beat infla-
tion and create wealth. As the
penetration of mutual funds in-
creases, this will translate into
ahigher folio base at the indus-
try level,” Abhishek Tiwari,
CBO, PGIM India Mutual Fund,
told PTT.

FM to hold pre-budget meeting with industry chambers June 20

New Delhi, June 16: Finance
Minister Nirmala Sitharaman is
likely to hold pre-budget con-
sultations with industry cham-
bers June 20, sources said.

The budget for 2024-25 fiscal is
likely to be presented in
Parliament in the second half
of July.

Industry sources said the pre-
budget consultation with
Sitharaman would be preceded by
ameeting with Revenue Secretary
Sanjay Malhotra June 18.

The 2024-25 Budget is likely
to lay out Modi 3.0 government’s
economic agenda.

The finance minister will have
to look at measures to boost
growth without hurting infla-
tion as well as look for resources
to meet the coalition govern-
ment’s compulsion.

The economic agenda would
include steps to fast-track re-
forms to make India a $5-tril-
lion economy in near future and
turn the country into a ‘Viksit
Bharat’ by 2047.

The Indian economy is pro-

jected to grow 7.2 per cent in the
current fiscal on the back of im-
proving rural demand and mod-
erating inflation, as per RBI es-
timates.

The Modi 3.0 government in-
herits a strong economy with
fiscal prudence in place. Icing on
the cake is a bonanza from RBI
which has announced the high-
est-ever dividend of 32.11 lakh
crore for FY24.

The key policy priorities for the
third term of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi-led government
would include dealing with stress
in the agriculture sector; job cre-
ation, sustaining capex mo-
mentum and pushing revenue
growth to stay on the fiscal con-
solidation path.

Rating agency S&P has al-
ready given a thumbs up to eco-
nomic policies followed by the
Modi regime in the past 10 years
by upgrading the sovereign rat-
ing outlook to positive.

Swiggy let go of at least 400 em-
ployees, while IPO-bound Ola
Electric is in the final stages of
laying off over 600 workers, fol-
lowing the dismissal of around
200 employees by sister com-
pany Ola Cabs in late April.
Layoffs across startups range
from 7-15%.

The report added that the
many layoffs this year have been

quieter and more gradual com-
pared to last year.

Anshuman Das, cofounder
and CEO of Longhouse
Consulting and Careernet, noted
that about 40-50% of this year’s
layoffs were ‘silent layoffs,” where
firms did not make official an-
nouncements or made cuts in
smaller batches, often citing un-
derperformance. This is a sig-
nificant increase from last year’s

20% silent layoffs.

Das also highlighted that
many layoffs this year involved
replacing higher-paid re-
sources with lower-paid or
less experienced ones, unlike
last year’s drastic team scale-
downs. Companies have been
using performance-based mes-
saging to explain silent lay-
offs, helping to manage ex-
pectations for bonuses and

raises among retained em-
ployees and to contain negative
sentiment that could lead to in-
creased job anxiety.

However, the startup sector
is showing signs of recovery.
Das anticipates about 5,000 more
layoffs in the second half of
2024, excluding those due to
mergers and acquisitions.

“This market is much better,
and we're even seeing early signs
of competitive offers for high-
value talent making a come-
back,” noted Ketan Parchure,
managing partner at executive
search firm VitoAltor.

It was a makeshift facility and
by the time this article reaches
the readers, the 37,000 seater
portable stands would have been
dismantled and no one knows
what kind of cricket matches
would be played at that ground
henceforth. The drop-in pitch
will be plucked out for sure.

The mouth-watering propo-
sition of India vs USA in New
York state (not City) however
needed a bit more than just hype

and not testing the tracks was a
juvenile mistake.

The pitch was pilloried for its
uneven bounce during Indi’s
opening match against Ireland
when balls were flying from
length after hitting the cracks.

The groundsmen then rolled
the track to cover the cracks and
so much that the pitch became
slow and teams found it difficult
to chase down any target which
was in the range of 115-120.

The low scores made the
matches enticing but also took
away the fun element from the
whole process of coming to watch
a T20 match where they would
want to see more sixes being hit.

A total of 56 maximums were
hit in 8 games and at an average
of seven per game, which isn’t
the best advertisement for pro-
motion of the game in an un-
chartered territory where the
