New Delhi ,  June  19 :
Approximately 4,300 million-
aires are expected to leave India
this year, with a significant num-
ber choosing the UAE as their
permanent destination, ac-
cording to a report by interna-
tional investment migration ad-
visory firm ‘Henley & Partners’.
Last year  the same firm had re-
ported that 5,100 Indian mil-
lionaires had relocated abroad.

India, the fastest-growing econ-
omy in the world, is expected to
rank third globally in terms of
millionaire migrations, after China
and the United Kingdom (UK).
While India has overtaken China

as the world’s most populous na-
tion, its net millionaire exodus is
less than 30 per cent of  China’s. 

The report however states that
India has nothing to worry about
the exodus of  millionaires.
“While India loses thousands of
millionaires each year, concerns
over the outflows may well be mit-
igated as with wealth growth of
85 per cent over the past decade,
the country continues to pro-
duce far more new high net-
worth individuals than it loses
to emigration,” the report states. 

The report also highlights
many of  the departing million-
aires retain business interests
and second homes in India, which
suggests ongoing economic ties.

Indian private banks and
wealth management platforms
are actively expanding into the
UAE to offer seamless invest-
ment advisory services to their
clients. Recent examples include
‘Nuvama Private’ and ‘LGT
Wealth Management’, both
known for supporting Indian

clients with global diversification
and expansion needs.

Similarly, other banks are also
bolstering their presence in the
UAE, ensuring competitive
wealth management services
for Indian families.

“Kotak Mahindra Bank and
‘360 ONE Wealth’ are joining the
dots to provide Indian families
with wealth management services
in the UAE, ensuring that they
don’t lose out to their competi-
tors,” the ‘Henley’ report said.

The reports states that around
1,28,000 millionaires worldwide
are expected to relocate in 2024,
with the UAE and the USA top-
ping the list of  preferred des-
tinations. Migrating million-

aires contribute significantly
to foreign exchange reserves
by moving substantial assets
with them. Their investments
also stimulate local stock mar-
kets through equity placements.
A millionaire is defined as an in-
dividual with liquid investable
assets totaling US$1 million 
or more.

High net-worth families opt
to relocate for various reasons,
including safety, financial con-
siderations, tax benefits, re-
tirement prospects, business op-
portunities, favorable lifestyles,
educational opportunities for
children, healthcare systems
and overall quality of  life, the re-
port states.

Over 4K millionaires to leave India in 2024

A full-fledged controversy erupted
Wednesday after an ASI official
announced that the Ratna
Bhandar will be opened July 8 for
repair and maintenance work.

The Ratna Bhandar
was last opened in 1985, but the
inventories were last made in
1978. During the recently-con-
cluded general and Assembly elec-
tions in Odisha, all BJP leaders,
including the PM had made the
opening of  the Ratna Bhandar a
major political issue

Bhubaneswar, June 19: Odisha
Law Minister  Prithviraj
Harichandan r ubbished
Wednesday the claims of  an
Archaeological Survey of  India
(ASI) official that the doors of  the
Ratna Bhandar  in  Puri
Srimandir will be opened July
8 .  Earl ier  in  the  day,  DB
Garnayak, Superintendent of
ASI, Puri Circle had claimed
that the Ratna Bhandar will be
opened in the presence core and
technical committee members on
the above mentioned date as in-
spection would be done for main-
tenance and repair work.

However, Harichandan denied
that any such decision has been
taken. “The state government
has not taken any decision to

open the  Ratna Bhandar.
‘Chhatisha Niyog’, the apex de-
cision-making body of  the
Jagannath Temple is yet to take
a call in this regard. No one can
take any such decision solely,”
Harichandan stated. 

“An official of  the ASI has
stated wrongly that the doors of
the Ratna Bhandar will be opened
July 8. Stern action will be taken
against the official,” added the
law minister. 

A separate release issued by
the Law Ministry said, “No pro-
posal from Shree Jagannath
Temple Managing Committee
regarding opening of  the Ratna
Bhandar has been received by the
government today (Wednesday).
If  any such proposal is received
by the government in future,
necessary action will be taken.”

Earlier in the day, Garnayak
had pointed out that the Ratna
Bhandar was in need of  urgent
repair work. “As per a 2018 re-
port, an inspection was done and
cracks were observed, some stones
had fallen and some iron rods
were missing. The condition of
the walls was not good. In the

laser scanning, cracks were de-
tected in the outer wall and joints.
Through these cracks, rainwater
might be entering and destroying
the valuables,” said Garnayak.

The ASI official also said that
unless preventive measures are
implemented quickly, the treas-
ury may suffer more damages
during the upcoming monsoon
season. He added that after tak-
ing everybody’s consent, the date
July 8 had been fixed.

Bhubaneswar, June 19: Senior
BJP leader and Ranpur MLA
Surama Padhy filed Wednesday
her nomination papers for the
election to the post of  Speaker of
the Odisha Legislative Assembly.

Accompanied by  Chief
Minister Mohan Charan Majhi
and Deputy Chief  Ministers KV
Singh Deo and Pravati Parida,
Padhy submitted her nomina-
tion paper to Dasarathi Satpathy,
the secretary of  the Odisha
Legislative Assembly. 

Earlier, the BJP Legislature
Party had unanimously decided
on Padhy’s name for the post of
Speaker. Odisha Parliamentary
Af fairs Minister,  Mukesh
Mahaling told reporters that the
chief  minister has requested

BJD president Naveen Patnaik
to support Padhy’s candidature. 

Padhy (63) is possibly the lone
candidate in the fray for the
Speaker election as the opposi-
tion BJD has not fielded any can-
didate against her. She is likely
to be declared as the Speaker of  the
17th Odisha Legislative Assembly
(OLA) Thursday. 

Padhy will become the second

woman Speaker of  the state after
Pramila Mallik of  BJD. Mallik
was the Speaker in the 16th OLA.
Padhy was first elected to the
Assembly from Ranpur in
Nayagarh district on a BJP ticket
in 2004. She had also served as a
Minister  of  State  with
Independent charge of  the
Cooperation department in the
BJD-BJP coalition government.

Bhubaneswar, June 19: Former
CM Naveen Patnaik  said
Wednesday he would be the
Leader of  the Opposition (LoP)
in the Odisha Le gislative
Assembly. Speaking to reporters
here, Patnaik said the decision
was taken at the BJD’s legisla-
ture party meeting held here at
the Sankha Bhavan.

“We had a meeting of  the MLAs
of  the BJD. I congratulated and
thanked them. They have elected

me as the Leader of  the Opposition
and leader of  the BJD legisla-
ture party,” Patnaik informed.

Senior BJD MLA Prasanna
Acharya was named the deputy
leader of  the Opposition, while
former Speaker Pramila Mallik
would be the chief  whip of  the
Opposition in the House. Patnaik
named Pratap Keshari Deb as
the deputy chief  whip of  the
Opposition in the Assembly.

The BJD, which ruled the state
for 24 years, lost power to the BJP
in the recently-concluded polls.

Vax drive against
diphtheria launched 
Bhubaneswar: The Odisha
government launched Wednesday
a special vaccination drive in
Rayagada district to contain the
diphtheria outbreak, especially in
Kashipur locality where five
children have died. The Health &
Family Welfare department has
also asked officials in the
districts of Kalahandi and
Koraput where the disease is
slowly spreading its tentacles.
Officials said kids under one year
will be administered pentavalent
vaccines while children aged
between one and seven will be
administered single-dose
diphtheria, pertussis (whooping
cough) and tetanus (DPT)
vaccines.

Actress killed, four
hurt in road mishap 
Cuttack: An actress of a TV serial
was killed and four others
suffered critical injuries when the
car they were travelling in met
with a head-on collision with a
truck on Kuakhai bridge in the
wee hours of Wednesday. The
condition of the four injured
persons including the drivers of
the car and the truck are stated
to be critical. All are undergoing
treatment at the SCB Medical
College & Hospital here. Police
said that among the four, two are
also actresses and they were
returning from a late shoot when
the accident occurred. 

68 Indian Hajj pilgrims
among 600 dead
Riyadh: A diplomat here said
Wednesday that 68 Indian
nationals died during the Hajj
pilgrimage this year due to
searing heat, bringing the overall
tally to 645. “We have confirmed
the death of 68 Indian pilgrims ...
Some are because of natural
causes. However, most were due
to the weather condi-tions, the
diplomat informed. 
Another official informed that
323 of those who died were
Egyptians while 60 Jordanian
pilgrims had also succumbed to
the heat. 

No decision on Ratna
Bhandar: Harichandan

Missing key report in
next Cabinet meet
CUTTACK: The state government
Wednesday informed the Orissa
High Court that it will make public
Justice Raghubir Das Commission’s
inquiry report on missing keys of
Srimandir Ratna Bhandar in the next
Cabinet meeting. While hearing the
state’s affidavit, a division bench of
Chief Justice Chakradhari Sharan
Singh and Justice Savitri Ratho post-
ed the next hearing to July 10. In line
with the HC’s directive, the Justice
Raghubir Das Commission was insti-
tuted to probe the missing key
episode of the temple treasury. The
panel submitted its report with the
state government within the sched-
uled timeframe. Although the
Commission of Inquiry Act mandates
tabling of the probe report in the
Assembly within a fixed period, the
then state government reportedly
preferred to stay mum.

New Delhi, June 19: The gov-
ernment Wednesday raised the
minimum support price (MSP)
for paddy by 5.35 per cent to ̀ 2,300
per quintal for the 2024-25 kharif
marketing season.

The hike in paddy support price
comes despite the government
sitting on surplus rice stocks, but
it is significant ahead of  elec-
tions in states like Haryana,
Maharashtra,  Jharkhand 
and Delhi.

Announcing the MSP increase,
Information and Broadcasting
Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said
the Cabinet has approved the MSPs
for 14 kharif  (summer) crops based
on recommendations from the
Commission for Agricultural Costs
and Prices (CACP).

The MSP for ‘common’ grade
paddy has been raised by ̀ 117
to ̀ 2,300 per quintal, while for
the ‘A’ grade variety it has been
hiked to `2,320 per quintal for
the upcoming kharif  season,
Vaishnaw told reporters here.
This is the first Cabinet deci-
sion taken in Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s third term
in office, he added.

Vaishnaw said the government
had a clear policy decision taken
in the 2018 Union Budget that
MSP should be at least 1.5 times
the cost of  production, and this
principle was followed in the lat-
est MSP. The cost was scientifically
calculated by CACP, he added.

FCI currently holds a record
stockpile of  around 53.4 million
tonne of  rice, officials said.

PADDY MSP HIKED

New Delhi, June 19: The
Education Ministry (MoE) can-
celled Wednesday the UGC-NET
conducted by the National
Testing Agency (NTA) follow-
ing inputs that the integrity of
the examination may have been
compromised and the matter
has been handed over to the CBI
for a thorough investigation, of-
ficials stated here. The decision
by the ministry comes amid a
massive row on the medical en-
trance exam NEET over alleged
irregularities, with the issue
now before the Supreme Court.

In a shift from earlier practice,
the National Eligibility Test
(NET) was conducted in pen
and paper mode this time on a
single day – June 18 with a
record 11 lakh students regis-
tering for the exam.

A fresh examination shall be
conducted, for which information
shall be shared separately, a sen-
ior Ministry of  Education (MoE)
official said.

UGC-NET is a test to deter-
mine the eligibility of  Indian
nationals for the award of  jun-
ior research fellowship, for ap-
pointment as assistant profes-
sor and admission to PhD in
Indian universities and colleges.

Bhubaneswar, June 19: The
State Transport Authority (STA)
has undertaken a host of  meas-
ures, including special buses
from Cuttack and Bhubaneswar
to Puri and police assistance at
bus stops, to ensure devotees
reach the Holy City and take
back pleasant memories during
Rath Yatra, an official said,
Wednesday.

Chairing a coordination meet-
ing with representatives from
National Highways Authority
of  India (NHAI), police admin-
istration and bus owner associ-
ations at STA headquarters here,
Transpor t  Commissioner
Amitabh Thakur said like pre-
vious years, special permits will
be issued for buses from other
routes to Puri for Rath Yatra,
Bahuda Yatra, and Suna Besha.

“Interested bus owners can
apply for permits which will be
approved through a single win-
dow system at the STA head-
quarters,” Thakur said.

He said special emphasis will
be given to increasing the num-

ber of  buses from Cuttack and
Bhubaneswar to Puri. 

Bus owner associations will
have to ensure that passengers
are not fleeced. Any instance of
overcharging will be dealt strictly
in accordance with the law,

Thakur said. “Not only buses,
auto-rickshaws and other vehi-
cles coming from Malatipatpur
or Talabania to Grand Road
should also refrain from over-
charging. Puri Police and RTO
will monitor this closely,” 
he added.

Temporary rest sheds will be
set up at bus stops, with arrange-
ments for food and water by the
administration. Lighting along
the roads will also be ensured.
Buses will be provided with first
aid kits and ORS. Special permit
buses don’t need to pay toll, ful-
filling a long-standing demand
of  bus owners, the Transport
Commissioner said.

NHAI representatives pres-
ent at the meeting were requested
to take necessary steps in this 
regard.

“Police assistance will be pro-
vided at bus stops to ensure that

no passenger is harassed. Strict
action will be taken against anti-
social elements, with dedicated
teams monitoring the facilities
at bus stands, especially in Puri,
Bhubaneswar and Cuttack.
Additionally, CCTVs will be in-
stalled at Talabania. Out-of-
Odisha vehicles will stay at
Malatipatpur,” he said.

For the convenience of  pas-
sengers and vehicles during Rath
Yatra, a 24-hour control room
will be set up in Puri by the RTO.

“Vehicle breakdown services
in collaboration with various
companies, crane and ambu-
lance facilities will also be avail-
able. Special attention will be
given to maintaining traffic flow.
Dedicated teams will monitor
critical points on national high-
ways, especially areas prone to
congestion like Palasuni and
Hanspal here,” he said.

Bhubaneswar, June 19:
With at least three districts
of  the state reporting diph-
theria cases, the state gov-
ernment has decided to con-
duct genome sequencing of
samples from patients to as-
certain the variant of  the
bacteria, a senior health of-
ficial said on Wednesday.

At least five people have
died due to diphtheria in
Rayagada district over the
last  one
week.  Of
them, four
died at home
and one in
the hospital.

About 15
such cases
have been re-
por ted  in
Rayagada
district, one in Koraput and
five suspected cases in
Kalahandi, Public Health
Director Nilakantha Mishra
said.

“After the disease was
included in the universal
vaccination programme,
it was almost eradicated.
The disease can be pre-
vented through vaccina-
tion... so the outbreak in
the state might have oc-
curred due to lacunae in
vaccination or evolution
of  a new variant of  the
bacteria,” he said.

“Samples from infected

persons will be sent for
genome sequencing to know
about the variant of  the bac-
teria,” Mishra said.

He said no new cases
have been re por ted  in
Rayagada and all the pa-
t i e n t s  h ave  b e e n  d i s -
charged, while the patient
from Koraput is undergoing
treatment at Maharaja
Krushna Chandra Gajapati
(MKCG) Medical College
and Hospital in Berhampur.

The patient is suffering
from pneu-
monia and
on ventila-
tion and his
condition is
being closely
monitored,
the official
said.

Four per-
sons  from

Kalahandi district are sus-
pected to have been infected
with diphtheria and have
been admitted  to
Bhawanipatna hospital.
Their swab samples were
sent for testing. Another per-
son, who was found to be in-
fected during a survey but
later went somewhere else,
is being traced by officials.

Surveys for detecting sus-
pected cases of  diphtheria
are being conducted in the
three districts by officials of
the state health department
and World  Health
Organisation (WHO).

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Women who are diag-
nosed with depression
around the time they

give birth appear to have a higher
risk of  heart problems in later
life, according to a new study.  

Those diagnosed with perina-
tal depression -- which includes
postnatal depression and de-
pression during pregnancy -- may
be at higher risk of  heart prob-
lems including high blood pres-
sure; heart disease and heart fail-
ure for up to 20 years afterwards.

Swedish researchers said that
the links between depression
around childbirth and the long-
term risk of  cardiovascular dis-
ease are “largely unknown” as
they published a study tracking
women for more than a decade.

The study, published in the
European Heart Journal, ex-
amined data on almost 56,000
women diagnosed with perina-
tal depression between 2001 and
2014.

T heir  infor mation was
matched to almost 546,000 who

had babies during the same time
period who were not diagnosed
with perinatal depression.

The women were tracked an
average of  10 years, with some
monitored for up to 20 years
after diagnosis.

Some 6.4 per cent of  women
with perinatal depression were
diagnosed with cardiovascular
disease during the follow-up,
compared to 3.7 per cent of  those
who were not diagnosed with
depression.

Researchers found that those
diagnosed with perinatal de-
pression had a 36 per cent in-
creased risk of  cardiovascular
disease during the follow-up pe-
riod.

Women diagnosed with de-
pression before childbirth had a
29 per cent increased risk, while
those diagnosed with postnatal
depression had a 42 per cent
higher odds of  developing heart
disease, they found.

The results were “most pro-
nounced” in women who had

not suffered depression before
pregnancy, the authors said.

They said the elevated risk
was found across all types of
cardiovascular disease, draw-
ing particular attention to the in-
creased odds of  women devel-
oping ischemic heart disease,
heart failure and high blood
pressure.

“Our findings may help iden-

tify people who are at a higher
risk of  cardiovascular disease so
that steps can be taken to re-
duce this risk,” said Emma
Brann, from the Karolinska
Institute, Stockholm.

“We know that perinatal de-
pression is both preventable and
treatable, and for many people
it’s the first episode of  depression
they’ve ever experienced,” Brann

said.
“Our findings provide more

reason for ensuring maternal
care is holistic, with equal at-
tention on both physical and
mental health. It remains un-
clear how and through what
pathways perinatal depression
leads to cardiovascular disease,”
he said.

“We need to do more research
to understand this so that we

can find the best ways to pre-
vent depression and lower the
risk of  CVD.”

Academics also analysed data
on sisters, where available, and
found that the increased risk of
developing CVD remained in
the sister who experienced peri-
natal depression compared with
her sister who had not experi-
enced it.

Women who suffered perina-
tal depression had a 20 per cent
higher risk of  heart disease com-
pared to their sisters.

“The slightly lower difference
in risk between sisters suggests
that there could be genetic or
familial factors partly involved,”
Brann said.

“There could also be other
factors involved, as is the case for
the link between other forms of
depression and CVD. These in-
clude alterations in the immune
system, oxidative stress and
lifestyle changes implicated in
major depression,” Brann con-
cluded. IANS

Bhadrak, June 19: A 33-year-
old man was sentenced to life
imprisonment Wednesday after
he was convicted by the court
of  Additional District and
Sessions Judge, Bhadrak for
murdering a man in 2017. Judge
Asish Kumar Tripathy also
slapped a fine of  `5,000 on the
convict identified as Mahendra
Kuanr. In case of  failure to de-
posit the fine amount, the con-
vict has to undergo additional
three months of  Rigorous
Imprisonment (RI), the judge
ordered.

According to the case diary,
the convict Mahendra Kuanr,
a resident of  Tambakhandi
village under Naikanidihi po-
lice limits in Bhadrak district,
stabbed a fellow villager
Satyasundar Kuanr with a
knife and killed him on the
spot while he was eating at his
residence March 19, 2017. 

Harekrushna, the uncle of
the deceased, lodged a com-
plaint  in  this  re g ard at
Naikanidihi police station.
Acting on the complaint, a
murder case (45/17) was reg-
istered at Naikanidihi police
station and police arrested
Mahendra under IPC Section
302 and forwarded him to court
the same day. Since then
Mahendra was lodged in jail as
an under-trial prisoner (UTP). 

The judge pronounced the
verdict after hearing the state-
ments of  20 witnesses and going
through the investigation re-
port.

Public prosecutors, Pradeep
Kumar Samal, Arun Kumar
Mishra and Suryakanta Kuanr
were pleading the case from the
government’s side.

Hatadihi, June 19: Forest offi-
cials Wednesday recovered the
carcass of  a tusker from the
backyard of  a villager’s house
near the Ashram School at
Neudani under Soso police lim-
its and Anandapur sub-division
in Keonjhar district.  

On being informed, Forest of-
ficials and Soso police rushed
to the spot and launched an in-
vestigation. Forest officials said
that the deceased animal was
aged around 25-26 but failed to
ascertain the actual reason be-
hind its death.  

A post-mortem was con-
ducted on the carcass before its
burial at the spot, forest ranger
Marshall Kisku said. The tusks
were trimmed and taken in
possession by the Forest offi-
cials. 

Locals suspected that the an-
imal might have been deliberately
killed by electrocution due to
presence of  a brick kiln where
the carcass was found. They de-
manded a proper inquiry into the
animal’s death and stringent ac-

tion against the persons re-
sponsible.  

They said that the jumbo often
used to stray into the area from
Hadagarh elephant sanctuary
which is located at a distance of
5 km from the village. 

The animal used to stray into
villages in search of  food and
would consume mangoes, pineap-
ples, jackfruits and bananas

grown in the area. It would stay
in the orchards and backyards
of  villagers at night and leave the
area during daybreak, they said. 

When contacted, Divisional
Forest Officer (DFO) Abhaya
Dalei said that the actual rea-
son behind the animal death can
be ascertained only after the
post-mortem report is available
to them.

Rayagada, June 19: Travelling
on the Nagavali bridge which
is termed as the lifeline of
Rayagada district has turned
into a nightmare for commuters
as it is in a rundown condition
allegedly due to lack of  proper
maintenance and upkeep.  

The bridge on Nagavali river
at Jaykaypur, a part of  National
Highway-326, is now in a rickety
condition and the possibility of
collapse of  the dilapidated bridge
cannot be ruled out with rainy
season ahead.  

T he bridg e,  connecting
Rayagada with Bhubaneswar,
Ganjam, Gajapati, Kalahandi
and Kandhamal districts, serves
as a major link for commuters.
However, notwithstanding its
unsafe conditions, hundreds of
passenger buses, goods trucks,
small cargo vehicles and two-
wheelers ply on the bridge for
their destinations on a daily
basis. Lack of  timely repair has
turned the bridge unsafe for the
commuters. The situation has
come to such a pass that one can
sense the bridge shaking vigor-
ously during movement of  the
heavy vehicles.

Residents alleged that potholes
have appeared on the bridge and
iron rods used for its construc-
tion are protruding out of  the sur-
face turning the bridge into a
deathtrap for the commuters. 

The district administration
is holding meetings to combat
possible floods and cyclone in
the upcoming monsoon season;
however it has completely for-
gotten to repair the bridge for
safety of  the commuters, locals
and commuters alleged. 

Residents have demanded for
repairing of  the bridge time and
again but the concerned offi-
cials are yet to take stock of  its
condition, let alone making any
effort for its repair. This has
sparked resentment and anger
among the residents in the area.  

The bridge was submerged
during the severe flood in
Nagavali river six years back.
However, neither the district ad-
ministration nor the National
Highway Authority of  India
(NHAI) is taking any preventive

measure or repairing it for safe
commuting. 

Meanwhile, lifespan of  the
bridge has come to an end but the
district administration is yet to
declare it as unsafe. 

People risk their lives while
travelling on the bridge and no-
body knows when someone will
meet with an accident, Sandhya
Kulaka of  Rayagada town said.
The two-wheeler riders often
have to face harrowing time as
their vehicles break down or the
tyres gets punctured due to pres-
ence of  large number of  pot-
holes on the bridge, a local Jitu
Mandangi said. 

Residents have demanded the
NHAI to intervene and imme-
diately repair the bridge failing
which it might collapse anytime
soon.  When contacted,
Superintendent Soumajini Sethy
refused to speak on the issue.
Efforts to contact Rayagada MLA
Appala Swamy Kadraka for his
comment on the issue failed to
yield any result as he did not
respond to the call of  this cor-
respondent.

Patana, June 19: A 23-year-old
married woman committed
suicide by consuming pesti-
cide at Rasapada village under
Tendera  panchayat  and
Saharpada block in Keonjhar
district Wednesday.

Unable to bear the trauma of
torture by her in-laws, Lilabati
had taken shelter in the forest
twice earlier, alleged her father.
As per the complaint of  the fam-
ily members of  the deceased,  a
case (245/24) has been registered
at Patana police station and an
investigation was launched into
the incident, said Patana PS,
ASI Laxman Majhi.

Balasore, June 19: Curfew im-
posed in Balasore Municipality
area following communal ten-
sion over a group clash was ex-
tended till midnight of  Thursday
by the district administration.

However, relaxation of  four
hours from 7am to 11am has
been awarded for the general
public to attend to their impor-
tant works, purchase provisions
and essentials. People will have
to finish their work and return
home within the designated time
period, officials said. 

Curfew was imposed in the
northern Odisha town Monday
night after a group clash oc-
curred over animal slaughter
in a communally sensitive area.

“Curfew in the areas under
Balasore Municipality has been
extended till 20.06.2024 midnight
with relaxation for general pub-
lic from 7am to 11am to meet
their daily needs. During this
period all commercial estab-
lishments are allowed to be
opened. All are requested to co-
operate,” the Collector said on X.

This is the outcome of  a high-
level meeting held at the con-
ference  hal l  o f  Balasore
Collectorate, Wednesday. ADG
(Law and Order) Sanjay Kumar,
SP Battula Gangadhar of  state
police headquarters, IG (North)
Deepak Kumar, Collector Ashish
Thakare, SP Sagarika Nath and
Balasore MP Pratap Sarangi at-
tended the meeting.

The officials decided to keep a
watch on the miscreants foment-
ing trouble and prevent them from
spreading rumours and triggering
any untoward incident. 

As precautionary measures,
schools, Anganwadi centres and
colleges shall remain closed till
June 21, 2014, a notification said,

adding the relaxation will not,
however, apply to any public
gathering or large scale move-
ment of  people.

Officials said the internet sus-
pension will continue till 10am
of  June 20, excluding bank and
some government offices.

During the day, commercial
establishments along with pri-
vate and government-run insti-
tutions remained shut while all
the entry points to Balasore town
were sealed. Police sources said
that so far, as many as 45 people
have been forwarded to judicial
custody after being arrested ei-
ther on charge of  rioting or vi-
olating the curfew norms.

While 34 people were sent to
jail Tuesday, another batch of
10 people was forwarded to ju-
dicial custody Wednesday, said
public prosecutor Pranab Panda.

“The situation is critical and
miscreants are circulating false
and inflammatory messages
through social media to disturb

the public order in Balasore
Municipality area,” the notifi-
cation issued by the Home de-
partment said Tuesday.

Meanwhile, CM Mohan Charan
Majhi has appealed to the people
to maintain peace. He also asked
the district administration to take
all measures to restore normalcy.
Though curfew was in force, the ad-
ministration relaxed norms for can-
didates appearing in any examina-
tion, government officials, court
staff  and persons engaged in es-
sential services on production of
valid ID proof.

“At least six companies of  the
central forces will be deployed
in sensitive pockets of  Balasore,”
Additional Director General of

Police (law and order) Sanjay
Kumar told PTI.

He said police were on high
alert and keeping a close watch
on the prevailing situation,
Kumar said, adding the police
have so far registered seven FIRs.

Balasore Collector Ashish
Thakare said security forces
conducted flag march in sensi-
tive areas Tuesday evening as a
confidence building exercise.
The situation is under control
and steps are being taken to re-
store peace in the town, he said. 

Balasore SP Sagarika Nath said
around 40 platoons of  police force
has been deployed and the situa-
tion is being monitored closely.

The communal violence flared
up Monday after some people spot-
ted blood-stained water in a drain
and staged a road blockade. The sit-
uation escalated when the two
groups resorted to intense stone-
pelting, leaving 10 injured. Some
police personnel also suffered in-
juries while controlling the mob.

Woman kills self by consuming pesticide

Bhadrak, June 19: In a shocking
incident, the disrobed body of  a
woman was found lying in the
middle of  a field near Bangalisahi
under Ganijang panchayat while
the body of  a minor girl was dis-
covered below a bridge under Rural
police limits in Bhadrak district
Wednesday afternoon. 

The deceased woman has been
identified as Sukanti Munda, 28,
wife of  Raju Munda, while the
minor girl was identified as her
daughter Mini Munda, 6. They are
natives of  Jalanga village under
Rural police limits in Bhadrak
district. 

According to the police, Raju
along with his wife and daugh-
ter  had been residing  at
Baniagudi village under Ganijang
panchayat and were working as
labourers. Police said that the
woman and her daughter were
murdered after a verbal duel
over pending wages. 

However, the husband of  the de-
ceased woman has alleged that
his wife has been raped and mur-
dered. He further said his minor
daughter was killed by the mur-
derer as she was the sole eye-
witness of  the incident. 

On being informed, Bhadrak
Sadar SDPO Sourav Otta along
with his team reached the spot,
seized and sent the bodies to hos-
pital for post-mortem. Police have
detained a minor boy in this con-
nection and an investigation has
been launched into the case.

I n recent years, governments in low- and middle-income countries
have been experimenting with ways to alleviate the financial bur-
den of  high out-of-pocket costs for health care, which account for

40% of  households’ catastrophic health spending. To ensure universal
access, they are gradually shifting away from public provision of
health care to publicly funded insurance that covers treatment at pri-
vate facilities.

India is a prime example. Since the mid-2000s, the central government
and various states have introduced such insurance programmes in an
effort to expand health-care access in low-income communities.

These kinds of  public-private partnerships (PPPs) have long been
integral to health-policy discussions in developing countries. Given
that building physical infrastructure is often costly and plagued by
bureaucratic delays, political favouritism, and budgetary constraints,
national and sub-national governments across Asia, Africa, and
South America have implemented health-insurance schemes that
enable low-income families to receive private care at substantially or
fully subsidised prices.

The success of  these programmes varies by country and depends
on their design and local context. For example, China and Vietnam are
often cited as success stories, with nearly 100% and 80% of  their pop-
ulations, respectively, covered by some
health insurance scheme as of  2016. But
while out-of-pocket expenses for tertiary
care in China have increased, they have
decreased following the PPP programme’s
expansion in Vietnam. India’s approach
is similar to Vietnam’s, focusing on pro-
viding the poorest communities with free
access to government-funded insurance.

Fully subsidised insurance can improve
health outcomes by providing access to pri-
vate facilities and freeing up space in pub-
lic hospitals. Yet, despite numerous free in-
surance programmes and high out-of-pocket
expenditures, adoption rates in India re-
main low. Estimates based on data from
India’s National Family Health Survey show
that just 41% of  Indian households have
some form of  health insurance. And even
those who are covered seem to have little un-
derstanding of  how these programmes work.

This underscores the importance of  the
unique context of  developing countries,
where informal risk-sharing networks tra-
ditionally help mitigate the impact of
health shocks. In rural areas, households
often rely on their local communities and even join groups whose mem-
bers pool money for health emergencies. Some studies show that the pres-
ence of  these informal groups can reduce the willingness to pay for for-
mal insurance. While this suggests that informal insurance crowds
out formal schemes, our research shows that informal networks might
actually facilitate the widespread adoption of  government-provided
plans. For example, the support of  such networks can make it easier for
people to travel to remote hospitals.

That said, governments must assess whether the PPP model is the
best way to deliver health-care services. The COVID-19 pandemic has
shown that health is a public good with many positive externalities and
that in some cases, direct public provision might be the only feasible
option. Even in less extreme circumstances, it is crucial to under-
stand whether the money spent on one type of  programme could have
been used more effectively elsewhere.

In an ongoing study, we examine the complex implications of  the PPP
model for health-care access. In theory, if  the private system is better
than or as good as the public one, health outcomes might improve. But
if  the public system is better than its private counterpart, overall
health outcomes might be adversely affected. For example, one area where
India consistently lags behind its peers is maternal and child health,
partly owing to the low rate of  hospital deliveries, which in turn can
be attributed to the high cost of  private services and long wait times
in overcrowded government facilities. If  private care were subsidised,
more women might choose to deliver their babies in private hospitals
instead of  non-institutional settings like their homes.

We find that women often switch from public to private facilities for
childbirth following the introduction of  a formal health-insurance
programme. Moreover, such programmes lead to a decrease in out-of-
pocket expenses, suggesting that individuals who previously paid for
private care can now access it at a subsidised rate. Households located
far from hospitals, however, remain unaffected by such programmes.

Recent estimates from India’s National Health Accounts reveal two sig-
nificant trends: a massive decline in government spending on tertiary
health care and a sharp increase in the government’s social security ex-
penses, including social health insurance. This reflects the country’s shift
from direct public provision to the PPP model for tertiary health care.

But if  there are too few private facilities, reduced government spend-
ing could force people to travel longer distances to access health care.
Our findings suggest that in Andhra Pradesh, where hospital density
is among the highest in India, the difficulty of  getting to a hospital –
whether monetary or otherwise – affects insurance adoption rates, even
when insurance is fully subsidised. By contrast, Vietnam’s success in
achieving universal coverage can be partly attributed to substantial pub-
lic investment in hospitals and health centers.

If  India’s new social insurance policy leads to the establishment of
private hospitals, it could expand access to tertiary health care and off-
set reduced government spending. However, if  the growth of  these fa-
cilities is concentrated in urban areas, far fewer people will benefit. To
make essential health-care services accessible to all, it is not enough
to foster PPPs. It is also crucial to ensure that private hospitals are ac-
cessible in all parts of  the country.

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T he real test of  the Central
government lies in how
Prime Minister Modi han-

dles the coalition government
and ensures consensus on var-
ious issues. He has to address
not only the causes behind the
party’s poor performance com-
pared to 2019 but also the chal-
lenges that lie ahead.

According to a Lokniti-CSDS
post-election survey, voters were
concerned about inflation, un-
employment, decreasing income
and the government’s handling
of  corruption and fraud.  Lifestyle
inflation is increasing at a much
higher rate. Food inflation hov-
ers above 8% which is affecting
the poor and vulnerable section
more as their incomes are gen-
erally lower and more suscepti-
ble to price changes. 

Inflation has contributed to a
protracted negative growth in
rural consumption because of
a significant reduction in pur-
chasing power among rural con-
sumers. The S&P Global Market
Intelligence asserts that weak
private consumption in India
remains the largest concern at
a time when the country's over-
all growth remains strong. 

According to Nomura, real
rural consumption grew at a
CAGR of  3.1% during 2012-23 as

compared to 6.6% in 2010-12. The
growth rate of  private con-
sumption, which forms more
than 60% of  GDP, had hit a 21-
year low, stumbling at around
3.5% as of  the third quarter of
2024, compared with 8.7% a
decade ago. 

According to data from Centre
for Monitoring Indian Economy
(CMIE), adjusting for inflation,
real incomes and wages for peo-
ple employed in agriculture and
construction sectors, which em-
ploy the poorest, have been flat
during the past five years.

Over the decade until 2022, the
average monthly real earnings of
regular salaried workers declined
by 1% each year, according to
the ILO and the Institute for
Human Development (IHD), point-
ing towards poor-quality em-
ployment and the possible ad-
verse impact of  the pandemic. 

According to a 2023 report on
food security and nutrition re-
leased by five UN agencies, 74.1%
of  Indians, or 104.3 crore people,
were unable to afford a healthy
diet in 2021. Agricultural reforms
to increase farm incomes, coupled
with enhanced rural infrastruc-
ture and food security, are es-
sential to reversing this trend. 

Corporate behemoths and some
economists are more worried

whether the new coalition gov-
ernment will continue with eco-
nomic reform process. What ex-
actly do these reforms mean? The
reforms mean liberalisation of
rules and regulations to enhance
the interests of  the rich and the
corporates. Further, they think
that reforms mean disinvestment
and privatisation of  public sector,
changing labour laws in order to
give unfettered power to busi-
nesses to hire and fire at will. 

The reduction of  corporate
tax from 30% to 22% is a glaring
example. India Inc's profit (Nifty
500 companies) as percentage of
GDP has risen to a 15-year high
of  4.8% of  GDP. However, this has
not translated into higher in-
vestments from the corporate
sector. Moreover, the burden of
taxes is falling upon the poor as
higher proportion of  taxes is
collected through indirect taxes
like GST, VAT, and excise.

The net financial savings
plummeted to 5.1% of  GDP in
2022-23, a 47-year low, while house-
hold debt soared to an unprece-
dented level of  40% of  GDP by
December 2023, from 38% of  GDP
for 2022-23. This indicates a sig-
nificant escalation in financial
strain and distress. Higher house-
hold debt may lead to a crisis
especially when heavily indebted

households sharply squeeze their
spending and consumption to
repay debt.

Employment is a mammoth
challenge for a country where
millions of  young people enter
the job market every year. India’s
youth continue to grapple with
soaring unemployment rates,
with nearly 83% of  the jobless
population belonging to this de-
mographic. 

There are too few jobs for the
millions entering the workforce
each year and growth has been
uneven. The unemployment rate
rose to 8.1% in April from 7.4%
in March, according to CMIE.

The figure was at 6% before the
COVID-19 pandemic.

The objective of  the ruling dis-
pensation should be not only to
raise GDP but ensure a qualita-
tive life and “ease of  living” for
all Indians. For this, it is imper-
ative to raise purchasing power
of  people. Instead of  floating so
many schemes, health and edu-
cation should be provided free of
cost. Equally important is taxing
the rich and reducing inequality
which is higher than even the
British era today.

TIME TO TAKE SIDES
I

n the Ukraine peace con-
ference, held on 14-15 June
in Burgenstock, Switzerland,
India abstained from sign-

ing the communiqué. India al-
ready had a watered-down par-
ticipation in the conference.
India’s delegation was led by
Pavan Kapoor, a senior diplo-
mat in South Block. While ab-
staining, he said, “Only those op-
tions acceptable to both parties
can lead to abiding peace.” The
Foreign Ministry, in a similar and
separate statement, reiterated
that New Delhi was committed
to “lasting and peaceful resolu-
tion to the conflict through di-
alogue and diplomacy.” 

India’s reservation on signing
the communiqué was based on
two factors. One, Russia was
not a party to the deliberations
as it was not invited. Second,
which in fact is repetition of
the first in other words, that is,
a peaceful resolution through di-
alogue and diplomacy with both
parties involved. The confer-
ence was indeed an exercise in
deliberation and diplomacy,
though not dialogue as by def-
inition. About hundred coun-
tries were present, 56 were rep-
resented by leaders, and 80
countries signed the joint state-
ment while 20 abstained or de-
clined. 

Indubitably, India knew that
Russia was not invited. New
Delhi would also have antici-
pated that a communiqué will
emerge at end of  the confer-
ence. So, was it a foregone con-
clusion that India would not
sign any statement? Is it a part
of  multi-engagement, reincar-
nation of  non-alignment pol-
icy? India should attend the con-
ference in order to be seen with
other countries, and at the same
time, not sign any document as
Russia was not a party to it.
Pavan Kapoor had said, “India
had joined the summit to ex-
plore the way forward to a ne-
gotiated settlement of  a very
complex and pressing issue.” 

What was the communiqué?
Among other things referred
above, the final document said
that the “UN Charter and re-

spect for territorial integrity
and sovereignty will serve as a
basis for achieving a compre-
hensive just and lasting peace
in Ukraine.” As a matter of  prin-
ciple, no country should have
any objection to that. If  there has
to be a negotiated settlement
through dialogue, New Delhi
should elicit the terms of  ref-
erence from both countries. In
fact, India should take the lead
in getting both Ukraine and
Russia to the negotiating table. 

In the meantime, New Delhi
is venturing to be the voice of
Global South. Nehru wanted a
similar profile for India and the
world by pursuing non-align-
ment. Modi government has
been critical of  Nehru’s ‘nar-
cissist’ foreign policy, but falls
into the same pattern. Nehru’s
non-alignment did not work.
On the contrary, it incurred
heavy cost on India in main-
taining her defence system.
India sought to be independent
and self-reliant. But the need
of  the time was to make al-
liances, partners and allies in
building the country. To some ex-
tent, India’s reluctance to ally
with Western powers was un-
derstandable as it was coming
out of  colonialism. 

Be that as it may, the world is
currently caught hopelessly in
two bloody wars – Ukraine and
Gaza in addition to several bor-
der skirmishes. The US, which
once enjoyed the epithet of  world

policeman, has been unable to
stop them. In Gaza, it directly sup-
ports Israel while diplomati-
cally tries to prevent the war
from escalating in the region;
holding back other countries,
mainly Iran from jumping into
the fray. In Ukraine, the US,
along with other NATO allies, is
indirectly supporting Ukraine
to continue fighting. This is
surely not a desirable situation.

How should India react? Or it
should not? The latter option
is not on as India aspires to be
a world power and it has stakes.
So far, New Delhi has main-
tained neutrality or abstained
from taking sides. Is it in the
long-term interest of  the coun-
try? Not speaking up for the UN
Charter will be disastrous for the
world, a dog-eat-dog situation.
Quite a few countries are in ir-
redentist and expansionist
mould in their foreign policy.
So, several countries are vul-
nerable. Taiwan is an obvious
candidate. There are intermit-
tent demands on Indian terri-
tories too, not to speak of  the bits
already taken away by China
and Pakistan. 

In order to maintain peace
and stability in the world, ter-
ritorial integrity as recorded
and recognised by international
organisations, bilateral and in-
ternational summits are invio-
lable.  Irredentism pursued by
Russia in Ukraine, and China,
have limits in terms of  time-

lines. If  there is no historical cut-
off  point for nationhood or sov-
ereignty of  countries, any coun-
try can claim any other. The
British Empire covered half  of
the world, should they be al-
lowed to reclaim it? Indian cul-
ture and spiritual influence
spread across South-East Asia.
Bharatvarsha, in ancient pe-
riod, included Myanmar and
Afghanistan. In 20th century,
Bangladesh and Pakistan were
parts of  India. Should India re-
trieve them? 

Reclaiming a country on the
basis of  historical links, simi-
larity of  language and culture
in current time and age is ridicu-
lous and unsustainable. So, it is
advisable to stick to interna-
tional laws and conventions. 

New Delhi has been tied up
with Russia in the transfer of  de-
fence material. Bulk of  the main-
tenance of  the defence struc-
ture is contingent on Russian
supply. There are two ways to
cut the Gordian knot. One, what
New Delhi is perhaps doing to cre-
ate alternative sources of  supply
and be self-reliant. The second is
to entering into a security
arrangement with other coun-
tries to defend herself  in case of
external aggression. That is per-
haps a better option. Spending
heavily on defence while India’s
per capita GDP is lowest among
G20 countries, is not wise. 

To pose a hypothetical ques-
tion, can India rely on Russia to
come to her aid in case of  an
armed conflict with China? The
chances are slim. Soviet Union
refused to help India in 1962
war. It then said, “India is a
friend, but China is a brother.”
It was US and the UK, which
offered to send their air force in
support of  India. Now China
and Russia are bound in an in-
frangible bond of  friendship
forever. Is New Delhi’s expec-
tation or calculation realistic
vis-à-vis Russia? Or is it not a
time for a serious rethink?

Rahul
Gandhi choosing to retain
Raebareli will mean his increased
presence and involvement in
party affairs here. Besides, with
Priyanka going to Wayanad, her
coterie will also follow her there
and Uttar Pradesh will be free
from their clutches,” said a vet-
eran Congress leader who had
been expelled from the party by
former UPCC chief  Ajay Kumar
Lallu when Priyanka was in
charge of  Uttar Pradesh.

The leader, who did not wish
to be named, said that maxi-
mum damage to the Congress
in Uttar Pradesh was caused by
Priyanka’s team.

“Her coterie misbehaved with
senior leaders, sold tickets for a

price and did not allow anyone
to meet Priyanka who, in any
case, was not willing to listen
to complaints against her team.
It was the misbehaviour by her
team that led to a massive exo-
dus from the party. Leaders like
Jitin Prasada, RPN Singh,
Laliteshpati Tripathi and dozens
of  others left the Congress,” said
another senior party leader.

He further said that those,
who did not move to greener
pastures, receded into their shells
and stopped even coming to the
UPCC office.

A senior leader said to be close
to Rahul Gandhi said that the lat-
ter was keen to bring back party
veterans into the political main-
stream on one hand, and on the
other, he wanted to include young
blood in the Congress.

Party strategists also feel that
Rahul’s presence in UP will fur-
ther strengthen the alliance with
Samajwadi Party.

“The outcome of  the 2024 Lok
Sabha elections in Uttar Pradesh
has indicated that the Congress-
Samajwadi Party alliance’s votes
and conversion of  seats increased
after Rahul Gandhi and Akhilesh

Yadav decided to contest 2024
polls from Kannauj and Raebareli
seats respectively. Moreover,
their relationship was marked by
camaraderie and this percolated
down to the cadres who worked
together in the polls. With Rahul
here, there will be no room for
middlemen to create confusion
between the two alliance mem-
bers,” said a senior leader.

Senior party leaders have
called this the right move and say
this was an indication towards
the party’s continuing increased
focus on Uttar Pradesh. The
party has already given indica-
tions that its alliance with the SP
will continue.

The Congress, which contested
17 of  the 80 Lok Sabha seats in
Uttar Pradesh in alliance with
the Samajwadi Party and won six
seats, has been looking for a
push for a turnaround and the
2024 poll results appear to have
provided the desired opportu-
nity. The Samajwadi Party won
37 seats, compared to the five
seats it had won in 2019.

Rahul Gandhi and Akhilesh fo-
cussed on issues like the caste
census, the move to change the
Constitution, rising unemploy-
ment and scrapping of  the
Agnipath scheme etc. This
worked effectively in the state.

Rahul Gandhi has given in-
dications that he will continue
to focus on such issues.

A Samajwadi Party leader
said that the alliance would work
on the ground if  the two leaders
-- Rahul and Akhilesh -- keep
their channels of  communication
open.

“There will be trouble if  they
allow second-rung leaders to
start negotiations but with Rahul
now staying here, this will be
unlikely,” he said.

Firozabad (UP), June 19: The
next time you see glass bangles,
shimmering delicately on a
woman’s wrist or glittering in a
shop, think of  climate change.

It’s a link that is neither un-
likely nor far-fetched but a liv-
ing reality for lakhs of  workers
bearing the brunt of  rising tem-
peratures that have combined
with furnace heat to add up to
multiple health complications.

For generations, artisans in
this famed ‘City of  Glass’ have
braved the heat of  furnaces to
mould glass into bangles. The
new adversary in already per-
ilous working conditions is cli-
mate change, impacting the fu-
ture of  the Rs 1,000 crore industry
that employs five lakh people.

Bangles are crafted through a
meticulous process that begins
with melting glass. For glass
bangles, molten glass is drawn
into thin tubes, cooled, and cut
into the desired lengths, which
are then reheated and shaped
around a mandrel to form circles.

Aastha Dev, who has been work-
ing in the traditional industry,
where the skill of  moulding glass
into bangles has been passed down
from generation to generation,
has been hospitalised twice in
the last one month after repeated
dehydration and isn’t sure how
long her health will hold out.

“It’s like working in an in-
ferno,” the 35-year-old told PTI.

“Earlier, the heat was some-
thing we could manage, but now,
with the temperatures outside
also climbing, it’s become un-
bearable. Many of  us fall sick but
we have no choice but to con-
tinue working. But for how much
longer?”

The bangle factories, pre-
dominantly small-scale units,
lack proper ventilation and cool-
ing systems. During peak sum-
mer months, temperatures in-
side these workshops can soar
above 50 degrees Celsius. And
when outside temperatures them-

selves cross 45 degrees Celsius
with a heat index of  50 degrees
Celsius as in this unprecedented
summer, the situation seems im-
possibly exacerbated.

Workers often suffer from heat
exhaustion, dehydration, and
other heat-related illnesses.

“By midday, it feels like I’m suf-
focating. My head spins, and my
skin burns. We drink a lot of
water, but it’s never enough.
There are days when I feel like
I might just collapse,” said 22-
year-old Rajesh Kumar.

“Some days, we have to take
breaks just to catch our breath.
It’s especially hard for older peo-
ple working with us and those
with underlying health issues,”

the young man added.
Kamlesh, a 50-year-old dia-

betic who works in the furnace
of  the bangle factory, is one such
person. “Many of  us have been
hospitalised due to dehydration.
In hospitals we are just given
saline drips, and we bear its cost
on our own. I earn Rs 300 per day.
How can we pay medical bills
with that income?” he said.

The situation is particularly
dire for women workers who
make up a significant portion
of  the workforce. They often en-
dure longer hours and more
physically demanding tasks.
They are often tasked with de-
signing, painting and emboss-
ing each bangle. This has to be

done when the bangle is at a par-
ticular temperature.

“There are many cases of  work-
ers fainting. We take turns to step
out just to breathe but even out-
side it is so hot that it is barely a
relief. Summers have always been
difficult but this year almost all
of  us are battling one or the other
ailment related to heat,” Reena,
who has been working in the in-
dustry for a decade, told PTI.

The claustrophobic glass work-
shops of  Firozabad might seem
many worlds removed macro
global forecasts of  heat warming.
But they are clearly not.

Climate change and the El
Nino phenomenon have greatly
contributed to this extreme heat
across Asia, including India, ac-
cording to the World Weather
Attribution group.

Health experts have voiced
concerns over the long-term
implications for the glass work-
ers. “Prolonged exposure to
such extreme temperatures can
lead to chronic health condi-
tions like cardiovascular dis-
ease and asthma among oth-
ers,” said Dr Sajid Ahmed, a
local physician who frequently
treats workers from the bangle
factories.
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New Delhi, June 19: UP’s two
sons would make India’s poli-
tics all about love, Congress
leader Rahul Gandhi said
Wednesday to signal his bon-
homie with Samajwadi Party
chief  Akhilesh Yadav.

‘UP ke do ladke’ was a tagline
used to underline the coming
together of  Yadav and Gandhi in
the 2017 Uttar Pradesh Assembly
polls when the two parties had
joined hands. However, in those
elections, the alliance failed mis-
erably and the BJP came to power
in the state.

Prime Minister Narendra

Modi had also taken a dig at
Gandhi and Yadav during the
Lok Sabha election campaign.

Without naming Gandhi and
Yadav, the prime minister had
said, “You might remember here
in Uttar Pradesh that the film fea-
turing two boys (‘do ladke’),
which had flopped last time, the
film of  the two boys has been re-

released by these people.”
Gandhi’s remarks came amid

talk of  the Congress and the
Samajwadi Party contemplat-
ing continuing the alliance in
the bypolls and even later.

With  37  out  of  80 ,  the
Samajwadi Party won the high-
est numbers of  seats in Uttar
Pradesh in the recently-con-
cluded Lok Sabha elections, giv-
ing a record performance since
its inception. Its ally the Congress
won six seats while the BJP won
33. The saffron party’s allies the
Rashtriya Lok Dal won two seats
and Apna Dal (S) one.

The Congress-Samajwadi
Party bonhomie was visible on
the ground, with the results
proving that the vote transfer
between the two allies had also
been successful.

I was in an exalted
position, you made me bite the
dust,” a visibly angry Ansari
told his supporters in Kashmiri.

Ansari also angrily threw a
cup of  tea, which he was offered
and then goes on to shout at an
elderly supporter.

The People’s Conference could
only manage a lead on a single
Assembly segment Handwara -
- out of  18 in the Lok Sabha seat.

The party even trailed in
Ansari’s own Assembly segment
Pattan where the National
Conference candidate took the
lead.

However, All Jammu and
Kashmir Shia Association said
that it was an old video and not
related to the elections.

It’s an old video (Chinabal
Pattan) showing religious me-
diation between two parties, one
of  which refused to comply, the
Shia Association said in a post
on X.

New Delhi, June 19: India has
received 20 per cent below nor-
mal rainfall since the start of
the monsoon period  June 1, and
overall precipitation for the en-
tire month will also be subpar,
the  India  Meteorolo gical
Department (IMD) has said.

After reaching the Indian
mainland two days earlier than
usual and swiftly covering many
other states, the rain-bearing
system made no significant
progress between June 12 and 18,
extending the wait for north
India, which is reeling from a
sweltering heat wave.

However, conditions are 
now favorable for further ad-
vancement of  the monsoon into
par ts  of  Maharashtra,
Chhattisgarh, Odisha, coastal
Andhra Pradesh, northwest Bay
of  Bengal, Bihar and Jharkhand
over the next three to four days,
the weather department said.

India received 64.5 mm of  
rainfall between June 1 and 18
which is 20 per cent less than
the long period average (LPA)
of  80.6 mm, it said.

Since June 1, northwest India
has recorded 10.2 mm of  rainfall
(70 per cent less than normal),
central India 50.5 mm (31 per
cent less than normal), the south
peninsula 106.6 mm (16 per cent
more than normal), and east
and northeast India 146.7 mm
(15 per cent less than normal).

The southwest monsoon ad-
vanced into parts of  the Nicobar
Islands May 19. It subsequently
covered most parts of  the south
and some parts of  the central
Bay of  Bengal by May 26 along

with Cyclone Remal.
It simultaneously reached

Kerala and the northeast-
ern states May 30, two
and six days ear-
lier than normal,
respectively.

By June 12,
it had gradu-
ally covered
the entire
states of
Kerala,
Karnataka, Goa,
Andhra Pradesh
and Telangana; most
parts of  souther n
Maharashtra and some parts of
southern Chhattisgarh and south-
ern Odisha; and most parts of
sub-Himalayan West Bengal,
Sikkim and all northeastern states.

“Thereafter, the monsoon has
not progressed, and its north-
ern limit June 18 passes through
Navsari, Jalgaon, Amravati,
Chandrapur, Bijapur, Sukma,
Malkangiri, and Vizianagaram,”
the IMD said.

The IMD reported that 11 me-
teorological sub-divisions in the
country have received normal to
large excess rainfall between

June 1 and 18 while 25 have ex-
perienced deficient to large de-
ficient rainfall.

The forecast suggests that
the average rainfall over

the country in June is
most likely to be below
normal (less than 92
per cent of  the LPA).
Normal to above-nor-
mal rainfall is ex-
pected in most areas

of  the southern penin-
sula and some parts of

northeast India, while
below-normal rainfall is

anticipated in many areas of
northwest and adjoining cen-
tral India, as well as some parts
of  northeast India.

The IMD said in a May-end
presser that the country could see
above-normal rainfall in the four-
month monsoon season (June
to September) with cumulative
rainfall estimated at 106 per cent
of  the LPA of  87 cm.

Below-normal monsoon rain-
fall is expected in northeast
India, normal in the northwest
and above-normal in central
and south peninsular regions of
the country.

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New Delhi, June 19: The NHRC
has issued a notice to the Centre
over  a  re por t  a l le ging  
“anti-labour practices” at one
of  the warehouses of  Amazon
India in Haryana’s Manesar, 
according to the proceedings of
the case shared on the rights
panel’s website.

The NHRC, in a statement,
said that it has taken suo motu
cognisance of  the media report
that at one of  the warehouses of
a multi-national company in
Haryana’s Manesar “a 24-year-
old worker was asked to pledge
that they would not take toilet or
water breaks until they finished
unloading packages from six
trucks, each measuring 24 feet
long, after their team’s 30-minute
tea break had ended”. “A female
employee at the Manesar ware-
house reportedly stated that no

restroom facilities are available
on the working sites,” it added.

The National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC), in the pro-
ceedings of  this case shared on
its website, mentioned the com-
pany’s name -- Amazon India.

“The Commission has come
across a news report dated
16.05.2024 revealing that at one
of  the warehouses of  Amazon

India in Haryana’s Manesar, a 24-
year-old worker was asked to
pledge that they would not take
toilet or water breaks until they
finished unloading packages
from six trucks, each measuring
24 feet long, after their team’s 30-
minute tea break had ended,”
the proceedings read.  When
contacted, the company said that
its employees and associates are

“free to take informal breaks
throughout their shifts to use
the restroom, get water, or talk
to a manager”.  “Safety and well-
being of  our employees and as-
sociates is our top priority. The
infrastructure and facilities at
our fulfilment centres are in-
dustry leading, and are designed
to ensure a safe and comfort-
able working environment.” 

“All our buildings have heat
index monitoring devices and
we constantly monitor changes
in temperature, especially dur-
ing  summer months.  
If  we do find increasing heat or
humidity inside our buildings,
then our teams take action to
provide comfortable working
conditions, including temporarily
suspending work,” the firm said
in a statement. 

“We have cooling measures in
all our buildings, including ven-
tilation systems, fans, and spot

coolers. We also provide water
and other hydration options, as
well as regularly scheduled rest
breaks in a cooler environment,
and additional breaks when tem-
peratures are high. Employees
and associates are free to take in-
formal breaks throughout their
shifts to use the restroom, get
water, or talk to a manager or
HR,” it added.

The NHRC in its statement
said that reportedly, the labour
associations in India have ac-
cused five warehouses in and
around Manesar of  violating
regulations outlined in the
Factories Act, 1948.  While labour
inspectors can demand correc-
tions, there is “limited enforce-
ment”, it said.

Accordingly, the NHRC has is-
sued a notice to the Secretary,
Union Ministry of  Labour and
Employment, seeking a detailed
report within one week.

New Delhi, June 19: Delhi
Chief  Minister Arvind Kejriwal
demanded a `100 crore bribe
from the South Group for 
his party, the Enforcement
Directorate claimed Wednesday
while  opposing  his  bai l  
application in a money laun-
dering case linked to the alleged
excise scam.

The central probe agency told
the court that if  the Aam Aadmi
Party (AAP), which has been
arrayed as an accused in the
case, commits a crime, the 
person in charge of  the party
will be held culpable.

The ED told the court that
when former deputy chief  min-
ister Manish Sisodia was made
an accused in the case, the AAP
was not named as an accused.

“Kejriwal demanded bribe.
He asked for bribe of  ̀ 100 crore.
Kejriwal asked for funds for the
AAP. Kejriwal demanded kick-
backs from South Group. You
can’t say he is not guilty of  of-
fence. If  AAP commits a crime,
then every person in charge of
the party will be deemed to be
guilty,” the ED told Special Judge
Niyay Bindu. “Now AAP has
been made an accused. Kejriwal
is responsible for the conduct
(of  the party),” it added.

Kejriwal is the national 
convenor of  AAP. The judge,
meanwhile,  also extended
Kejriwal’s judicial custody after
he was produced before the court
through video conference on 
expiry of  his judicial custody
granted earlier.

The counsel appearing for
Kejriwal opposed the ED’s ap-
plication seeking extension of
his judicial custody, saying there
were no grounds to justify his
continued incarceration. During
the arguments on his bail ap-
plication, Kejriwal's counsel told
the court that the entire case

against him rested upon state-
ments. “The statements are of
those who have confessed them-
selves to be guilty. They are not
saints here. They are those who
are not only tainted but it ap-
pears that some were arrested and
were given a promise of  bail and
promise of  being granted par-
don. Approvers. And there is an-
other category who have not
been arrested,” the counsel said.  

“Circumstances have to be so
intrinsically linked (as to) to
lead to the guilt. These state-
ments by tainted persons dis-
credit the case of  prosecution.
There is no evidence that `100
crore came from South Group.
These are all statements. There
is no evidence. This is all in the
form of  statements,” Kejriwal’s
counsel said.

According to the ED and the
CBI, the South Group is a cartel
of  politicians, business people
and others who lobbied for liquor
licences for which they paid
bribe to the Delhi’s ruling party. 

Kejriwal’s lawyer claimed
there were contradictions in the
statements made by several co-
accused.

“I won’t be surprised if  an-
other statement is recorded to fill
the lacunae. This is the process
they follow. The investigations
are always unending. Whenever
they want they implicate anyone.
This is the biggest instrument of
oppression,” he added.

New Delhi, June 19: Air pol-
lution contributed to 8.1 million
deaths worldwide in 2021, with
India and China recording 2.1 
million and 2.3 million fatali-
ties, respectively, according to
a report released Wednesday.

Published by the Health Effects
Institute (HEI), an independent
US-based research organisation,
in partnership with UNICEF,
the report also highlighted that
air pollution claimed lives of
1,69,400 children in India under

the age of  five in 2021.
Nigeria followed with 1,14,100

child deaths, Pakistan with 68,100,
Ethiopia with 31,100,  and
Bangladesh with 19,100, it said.
The report said nearly 50 per
cent of  all ozone-related chronic
obstr uctive  pulmonary 
disorder (COPD) deaths in 2021
were recorded in India (2,37,000
deaths), followed by China
(1,25,600) and Bangladesh (15,000).

The report also said that air
pollution was the leading risk fac-
tor for deaths in South Asia, fol-
lowed by high blood pressure,

diet, and tobacco. It was the sec-
ond leading risk factor for death
among children under five in
2021, after malnutrition.

The report noted, “The year

2021 saw more deaths linked to
air pollution than were esti-
mated for any previous year.
With populations over 1 billion
each, India (2.1 million deaths)

and China (2.3 million deaths) to-
gether account for 54 per cent of
the total global disease burden.” 

Other countries with high
impacts included Pakistan
(2,56,000 deaths), Bangladesh
(2,36,300) and Myanmar (1,01,600
deaths)  in  South Asia ;
Indonesia (2,21,600 deaths),
Vietnam (99,700 deaths), and
the Philippines (98,209) in
Southeast Asia; and Nigeria
(2,06,700 deaths) and Egypt
(1,16,500 deaths) in Africa. Taken
together, air pollution from
PM2.5 and ozone was estimated
to contribute to 8.1 million
deaths -- about 12 per cent of  the
total global deaths -- in 2021.

More than 90 per cent of  these
global air pollution deaths -- 7.8
million people -- are attributed
to PM2.5 pollution, including
from ambient  PM2.5  and 
household air pollution.

These tiny particles, meas-
uring less than 2.5 micrometers
in diameter, are so small they
remain in the lungs and can
enter  the  bloodstream,  
affecting many organ systems
and increasing the risks for non-
communicable diseases in adults
such as heart ailment, stroke,
diabetes, lung cancer, and COPD.

According to the report, PM2.5
has been found to be the most 
consistent and accurate predic-
tor of  poor health outcomes
around the world.

“We hope our State of  Global
Air report provides both the in-
formation and the inspiration
for change,” said HEI President
Elena Craft.

“Air pollution has enormous
implications for health. We know
that improving air quality and
global public health is practical
and achievable,” Craft said.

“The Tibetan people possess
a distant religion, culture and
historic identity and they
should have a say in their own

future. You should be able to
freely practise your religion
and that is why we are here
today in defiance of  the CCP
warning,” he said.

“Our delegation received a
letter from the CCP warning us
not to come here. They repeated
their false claim that Tibet is
part of  China since the 13th cen-
tury but we did not let the CCP
intimidate us and we are here
today,” he said at the event or-
ganised by the Dharamsala-based
Central Tibetan Administration
(CTA). He added that the Dalai

Lama, the people of  Tibet and the
US know that Tibet is not part
of  China.

The US delegation included
Mariannette Miller, Gregory
Meeks, Nicole Malliotakis, 
Jim McGovern and Ami Bera.
At his resident, the Dalai Lama
told them that he wanted peo-
ple of  the world to be happy and
peaceful.

“We are the same human be-
ings, we all have the same rights
and this world belongs to hu-
manity. We should take care of
the world irrespective of  reli-

gion and tradition,” he was heard
saying in a video clip.  Referring
to the Tibet policy bill, McCaul
said at the later event that the tim-
ing of  the visit could not be bet-
ter.

New Delhi, June 19: Swathes
of  northern and eastern India
grappled with punishing heat
wave conditions Wednesday, and
a western disturbance may pro-
vide much-needed relief, though
only marginally, over the next few
days, according to the India
Meteorological Department.

Also, conditions are now
favourable for further advance-
ment of  the Monsoon which had
made no significant progress
betweenJune 12  and 18 ,  
extending the wait for rains 
in north India which is reeling
from the sweltering heat.

Maximum temperatures
ranged from 43 to 45 degrees
Celsius in many parts of  Punjab,
Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi,
Uttar Pradesh,  and nor th
Rajasthan.   A fresh western dis-
turbance is expected to bring
some relief  in the northern re-
gion from the high temperatures.
Delhi can expect light rainfall
June 20. Several places in
Uttarakhand,  including
Dehradun received light show-

ers Wednesday after a prolonged
dry spell.

The maximum temperature
in Dehradun, which had shot 
up to around 40 degrees Celsius
by Wednesday afternoon, plum-
meted sharply with the rains
which were preceded by gusty
winds. The plains in the state will
witness a drop of  around 2-4 de-
grees and the hills around 4-6 de-
grees Celsius due to Wednesday’s
rains, the MeT office said. 

In Haryana, Nuh recorded a
high of  45.3 degrees Celsius,
Faridabad 45 degrees Celsius,
while Gurugram recorded 43.6
deg Celsius.  Chandigarh, the
common capital of  Punjab and
Haryana, also sweltered under
a maximum of  43.1 degrees
Celsius. Sangrur in Punjab
recorded 44.8 degrees Celsius,
while Pathankot saw a high of
44.3 degrees Celsius. Massive
consumption of  electricity amid
a punishing heat wave sustain-
ing over weeks pushed peak
power demand of  Delhi to an
all-time high level of  8,656 MW
Wednesday afternoon, said dis-
com officials.

New Delhi, June 19: Delhi
Water  Minister  Atishi
Wednesday said that she has
written to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi over the water
crisis in the national capital and
threatened to go on an indefi-
nite hunger strike from June 21
if  the issue is not resolved within
a couple of  days.

The BJP slammed Atishi,
with its Delhi unit president
Virendra Sachdeva accusing her
of  indulging in “theatrics” to
distract attention from theft and
black marketeering of  water,
and demanded that the AAP 
government be sacked for its 
“inaction”.

Addressing  a  press  
conference here, Atishi said
Delhi is grappling with a water
crisis since Haryana is not 
releasing the capital’s share of
water and claimed that over 28
lakh people are affected.

Elaborating on what the 100
MGD water shortage means, she
said one MGD water meets the
daily water demand of  nearly
28,500 people.

“If  Delhi is getting 100 MGD
less water from Haryana,  
it means more than 28 lakh peo-
ple are getting less water. This
is the situation of  Delhi today,”
she added.

The minister rued that at a
time when Delhiites need more
water due to this extreme heat,
there is a shortage of  water in
the national capital.

“Today, I have written a letter
to Prime Minister Narendra
Modi ji and I have requested
him that now the suffering of
the people of  Delhi is crossing

all limits. “Today, 28 lakh people
in Delhi did not get water, so I
have made this humble request
to PM Narendra Modi that he
should get water for the people
of  Delhi, whether he gets it from
Haryana or from anywhere, but
now he will have to get water for
the people of  Delhi somehow,”
she said.

In her letter to the prime min-
ister, Atishi said, she highlighted
the plight of  Delhiites owing to
the unprecedented heat wave
and the steps taken by her to re-
solve the water crisis.

Invoking Hindu scriptures,
she  wrote  in  her  let ter,  
“It is written in our scriptures
that there is no greater virtue
than giving water to a thirsty
person.”  In the letter, she said
that if  Delhi does not get water,
she will have to do a ‘satyagraha’
from June 21.

“If  by June 21, the people of
Delhi do not get water, I will be
forced to start a ‘Satyagraha’
for water. I will sit on an indef-
inite fast from June 21, until the
people of  Delhi get water,” she
said.  Atishi said they have writ-
ten multiple letters to the
Haryana government to resolve
the issue.

“Yesterday, senior officials of
the Delhi government went to
meet the Haryana government
officers and asked them for water
for 28 lakh people of  Delhi, but
Haryana refused to give water,”
she said.  Meanwhile, Delhi BJP
president Virendra Sachdeva
said Haryana had provided 
surplus water to Delhi Tuesday
and Atishi was doing “drama”
to hide the AAP government’s
failure.

US okays arms
sale to Taiwan 
Washington: The Biden
administration Tuesday
approved a new $360 million
weapons sale to Taiwan,
sending the island hundreds
of armed drones, missile
equipment and related
support material, the State
Department said in a
statement that is sure to draw
condemnation from China.
The announcement was not
unexpected but it comes at a
time of high tension between
Washington and Beijing, which
regards Taiwan as part of its
territory and has vowed to
consolidate by force if
necessary. The sale includes
291 Altius-600M systems,
which are unmanned aerial
vehicles, or drones, with
warheads. It also includes 720
Switchblade drones known as
“extended-range loitering
munitions,” the State
Department said.

Seoul, June 19: The leaders of
North Korea and Russia signed
an agreement Wednesday that
deepens their military cooper-
ation to include a mutual de-
fence pledge to help each other
if  attacked, with the North’s
Kim Jong Un calling the new
ties an “alliance”.

Kim spoke at a rare press con-
ference following his meeting
with President Vladimir Putin
in Pyongyang, announcing the
signing of  a “comprehensive
strategic partnership” that the
Russian leader said included de-
fensive elements.

“The comprehensive part-
nership agreement signed today
provides, among other things,
for mutual assistance in the
event of  aggression against one
of  the parties to this agreement,”
said Putin, who was making his
first visit to North Korea in 
24 years.

Putin’s visit, which is likely to
reshape decades of  Russia-North
Korea relations at a time when
both face international isola-
tion, is being watched closely
by Seoul and Washington, which
have expressed concern about
their growing military ties.

The reaction from China, the
North’s main political and eco-
nomic benefactor and an in-
creasingly important ally for
Moscow, has been muted.

Kim said the pact would ex-
pand cooperation in the areas of
politics, economy and defence,
calling it “strictly peace-loving
and defensive” in nature.

“Our two countries’ relations
have been elevated to the new

higher level of  an alliance,” 
Kim said.

At the start of  their summit,
Kim expressed “unconditional
support” for “all of  Russia’s poli-
cies”, including “a full support
and firm alliance” for Putin’s
war with Ukraine.

Putin said Moscow was
fighting the hege-
monic, imperialist
policy of  the United
States and its al-
l ies,  Russian
media 
reported.

“We highly appre-
ciate your consistent and
unwavering support for Russian
policy, including in the Ukrainian
direction,” Russian state news
agency RIA quoted Putin as say-
ing at the start of  the talks.

Russia was hit with US-led
Western sanctions after Putin
launched a full-scale invasion of
neighbouring Ukraine in February
2022 in what Moscow called a “spe-
cial military operation”.

‘UNCONDITIONAL AND 
UNWAVERING SUPPORT’

Putin, who had hosted Kim
at a summit in September in the
Russian Far East that accelerated
the two countries’ military co-
operation, received a lavish wel-
come in Pyongyang.

An honour guard including
mounted soldiers, and a large
crowd of  civilians gathered at the

Kim Il Sung Square by the
Taedong River running through
the capital. The scene included
children holding balloons and
giant portraits of  the two lead-
ers with national flags adorn-
ing the square’s main building.

Kim and Putin then rode to the
Kumsusan Palace  for  

summit talks.
Earlier, Kim said the

increasingly compli-
cated security envi-
ronment around the
world called for a

stronger strategic dia-
logue with Russia.

“And I want to reaffirm
that we will unconditionally and
unwaveringly support all of
Russia’s policies,” Kim told Putin.

North Korea “expresses full
support and solidarity to the
Russian government, army and
people in carrying out a special
military operation in Ukraine to
protect sovereignty, security in-
terests, as well as territorial in-
tegrity”, he said.

Putin arrived at Pyongyang’s
airport earlier in the day. After
Kim welcomed him with an em-
brace, the two shared “pent-up
inmost thoughts” on the ride to
the state guest house, North
Korean state media said.

The countries’ partnership
was an “engine for accelerating
the building of  a new multi-polar
world”,  North Korea’s state news
agency KCNA said.

In UK, world’s 1st AI candidate to contest polls

Cairo, June 19: Israeli tanks
backed by warplanes and drones
advanced deeper into the west-
ern part of  the Gaza Strip city
of  Rafah Wednesday, killing eight
people, according to residents
and Palestinian medics.

Residents said the tanks
moved into five neighborhoods
after midnight. Heavy shelling
and gunfire hit the tents of
displaced families in the Al-
Mawasi area, further to the
west of  the coastal enclave,
they said.

Some eight months into the
war, there has been no sign of  let
up in the fighting as efforts by in-
ternational mediators, backed
by the United States, have so far
failed to persuade Israel and
Hamas to agree to a ceasefire.

Israeli forces have laid waste

to much of  Gaza and seized most
of  the Palestinian territory but
have yet to achieve their stated
goal of  wiping out Hamas and
freeing Israeli hostages.

Medics and Hamas media said
eight Palestinians were killed
in Al-Mawasi and many fami-
lies fled north in panic. They
did not identify the fatalities
and the Israeli military said it
was looking into the report.

Residents said Israeli army
forces blew up several homes in
western Rafah, which had shel-
tered over half  of  Gaza’s 2.3 mil-
lion people before last month,
when Israel began its ground
offensive and forced most of  the
population to head northwards.

Some United Nations and
Palestinian figures put those
w h o  r e m a i n e d  a t  u n d e r
100,000 people.

London, May 19: When voters
go to the polls in one English
town next month they will get the
chance to elect what is being
billed as the world’s first AI law-
maker.

Businessman Steve Endacott
is among hundreds of  candi-
dates standing to become a mem-
ber of  parliament at Britain’s
July 4 national election, except
unlike the others, the face on
his campaign leaflet is not the 59-
year-old, but an AI generated
avatar.

“We’re launching a party, we’re
going to be recruiting more AI
candidates across the country
after this election, and we see this
as the launch, building block
for something big and some-
thing democratic,” he told
Reuters.

Endacott, whose Neural Voice
company powers his AI alter
ego, said his frustration with
“standard politics” made him
decide to run as an independ-
ent for the Brighton Pavilion
constituency in the southern
seaside town.

“AI Steve”, the name that will
appear on ballot papers, engages
real-time with locals on topics
ranging from LGBTQ rights and
housing to bin collection and
immigration. It then puts for-
ward policy ideas before asking
for their suggestions.

“We’re using AI in so many
(areas), at work, social interac-
tions, why don’t we put it in pol-
itics?” said charity worker Eona
Johnston, 23, after meeting “AI
Steve” near Brighton’s famous
pier. “It might change the way we
live.”

When asked about AI Steve, the
Electoral Commission, the elec-
tions watchdog, said if  he wins,
Endacott would be the Member
of  Parliament (MP), not any AI
version of  him.

Most locals appeared reluc-
tant to vote for an AI candidate
just yet.

Jim Cheek, a 37-year old ac-
countant from Brighton, pointed
out that an MP has to speak up
for constituents in parliament.

“AI and politicians have the one
thing in common,” another local
resident, Andy Clawson, 42, said.
“They can’t be trusted.”

Riyadh, June 19: A diplomat
in Saudi Arabia said Wednesday
that 68 Indian nationals died
during the hajj pilgrimage this
year marked by searing heath,
bringing the overall tally to
more than 600.

“We have confirmed around 68
dead... Some are because of  nat-
ural causes and we had many old-
age pilgrims. And some are due
to the weather conditions, that’s
what we assume,” the diplomat
told AFP.

The new toll comes after two
Arab diplomats told AFP Tuesday
that 550 deaths had been recorded
during the hajj, one of  the five
pillars of  Islam that all Muslims
with the means must perform at
least once.

That figure included 323
Egyptians and 60 Jordanians,
the Arab diplomats said, and
one specified that nearly all the
Egyptians died “because of  heat”.

Fatalities have also been con-
firmed by Indonesia, Iran,
Senegal, Tunisia and Iraq’s au-
tonomous Kurdistan region,
though in many cases authori-
ties have not specified the cause.

The total reported dead so far

is 645, according to an AFP tally.
Last year more than 200 pil-

grims were reported dead, most
of  them from Indonesia.

Saudi Arabia has not pro-
vided information on fatalities,
though it reported more than
2,700 cases of  “heat exhaus-
tion” Sunday alone.

The diplomat who confirmed
the Indian fatalities said there
were also some Indian pilgrims
missing, but he declined to pro-
vide an exact number.

“This happens every year...
We can’t say that it is abnor-
mally high this year,” he said. “It’s
somewhat similar to last year
but we will know more in the
coming days.”

For the past several years the
hajj has fallen during the swel-
tering Saudi summer.

According to a Saudi study
published last month, tempera-
tures in the area where rituals
are performed are rising 0.4 de-
grees Celsius (0.72 degrees
Fahrenheit) each decade.

More  than 1 .83  mil l ion
Muslims performed the Hajj in
2024, including more than 1.6
million pilgrims from 22 coun-
tries, and around 222,000 Saudi
citizens and residents.

Pretoria, June 19:South African
President Cyril Ramaphosa was
sworn in Wednesday for a second
ter m in which his African
National Congress will share
power with other parties after it
lost its majority for the first time
in 30 years of  democracy.

A former liberation move-
ment, the ANC came to power
under Nelson Mandela’s lead-
ership in the 1994 elections that
marked the end of  apartheid
and had long been unbeatable,
but it lost its shine after presid-
ing over years of  decline.

Following a parliamentary
election May 29 in which no
party won a majority, Ramaphosa
will head a government of  na-
tional unity with five other par-
ties, including the ANC’s largest
rival ,  the  pro-business
Democratic Alliance.

While investors have welcomed
the inclusion of  the DA, which
wants to boost growth through
structural reforms and prudent
fiscal policies, analysts say sharp
ideological divisions between
the parties could make the gov-
ernment unstable.

African heads of  state and
dignitaries from as far afield as
Cuba, a historical friend of  the
ANC, gathered outside the Union
Buildings in Pretoria, seat of
the South African government,
to bear witness to Ramaphosa’s
inauguration.

A ceremony full of  military
pomp and pageantry began, with
inter-faith prayers by Christian,
Hindu, Muslim, Jewish and tra-
ditional African religious lead-
ers, reflecting the diversity of
South African society.

Washington, June 19: Dutch

(Viktor) Orban, I think it’s ob-
vious that we are very close to
a conclusion ... to select the next
secretary-general, and I think
that’s good news,” he told re-
porters, while praising Rutte.

“I think Mark is a very strong
candidate. He has a lot of  expe-
rience as Prime Minister. He’s a
close friend and colleague, and I
therefore strongly believe that
very soon, the alliance will have
decided on my successor,” he
said. “And that will be good for all
of  us, for NATO and also for me.”

NATO’s next secretary-gen-
eral will face the challenge of
sustaining allies’ support for
Ukraine’s fight against Russia’s
invasion, while guarding against
any escalation that could draw
the military alliance directly
into a war with Moscow.

Ottawa, June 19: India stands at
the forefront of  countering the
menace of  terrorism and works
closely with all nations to tackle
this global threat, India’s Consulate
General in Vancouver has said as
it reminded the world of  the
Kanishka bombing, the most
heinous terror-related air disas-
ters in the history of  civil aviation.

The Montreal-New Delhi Air
India ‘Kanishka’ Flight 182 ex-
ploded 45 minutes before it was
to have landed at London’s
Heathrow Airport June 23, 1985,
killing all 329 people on board,
most of  them Canadians of
Indian descent.

The bombing was blamed on
Sikh militants in retaliation to

‘Operation Bluestar’ to flush out
militants from the Golden Temple
in 1984.

The Consulate General of
India has planned a memorial
service to mark the anniversary
of  the bombing.

India stands at the forefront of
countering the menace of  ter-
rorism and works closely with all
nations to tackle this global
threat, the Consulate General
of  India in Vancouver posted
on X Tuesday.

23 June 2024 marks the 39th
Anniversary of  the cowardly
terrorist bombing of  Air India
flight 182 (Kanishka), in which
329 innocent victims, including
86 children, lost their lives in
one of  the most heinous terror-
related air disasters in the his-

tory of  civil aviation, it said.
The memorial is scheduled

June 23 at the Air India Memorial
at Stanley Park’s Ceperley
Playground area in Vancouver.

The Consulate encouraged
members of  the Indian Diaspora
to join the event in a show of
solidarity against terrorism. 

The memorial service hosted
by India comes amid strain in

India’s ties with Canada over
the issue of  Khalistan terror-
ists after Canadian Prime
Minister Justin Trudeau alleged
in September last year of  the
potential involvement of  Indian
agents in the killing of  Hardeep
Singh Nijjar, a designated Sikh
terrorist. India has dismissed
Trudeau’s allegations as “ab-
surd and motivated”.

India has been maintaining
that the main issue between the
two countries is that of  Canada
giving space to pro-Khalistan
elements  operating  from
Canadian soil with impunity.

India has repeatedly conveyed
its deep concerns to Canada and
New Delhi expects Ottawa to
take strong action against those
elements.

Meanwhile,  Canada’s
Parliament marked the first an-
niversary of  Nijjar’s death by
holding a moment of  silence in
the House of  Commons Tuesday.
He was shot dead outside a gur-
dwara in  Sur rey,  Brit ish
Columbia, June 18 last year.
Canadian police have arrested
four Indian nationals in con-
nection with the murder.

Voda sells stake
in Indus Towers
New Delhi: British telecom
player Vodafone Wednesday
said it has sold an 18 per cent
stake in Indus Towers for 1.7
billion euro (about `15,300
crore). The company will use
the major portion of the
proceeds to pay 1.8 billion
euro outstanding bank
borrowings secured against
Vodafone’s assets in India.
“Vodafone Group Plc...sold
484.7 million shares in Indus

(1.7 billion euro) in gross
proceeds which will be used
to substantially repay
Vodafone’s existing lenders in
relation to the outstanding

Vodafone said in a note.

ESIC adds 16.47L
new workers
New Delhi: Employees’ State
Insurance Corporation (ESIC)
added 16.47 lakh new
members in April as per
payroll data released
Wednesday. “Through the
data, it is noticeable that more
jobs have been generated for
the youth of the nation as out
of the total 16.47 lakh
employees added during the
month, 7.84 lakh employees
amounting to around 47.60 per
cent of the total registrations
belong to the age group of up
to 25 years,” a labour ministry
statement said. According to
the statement the provisional
payroll data of ESIC reveals
that 16.47 lakh new employees
have been added in April 2024.
Also, it stated that the gender-
wise analysis of the payroll
data indicates that net
enrolment of female members
was 3.38 lakh in April. 

CIL gives 23 mines
to private runners
Kolkata: In a bid to unlock coal
reserves from its closed and
discontinued underground
mines, Coal India Limited (CIL)
has awarded 23 such mines to
private operators on a
revenue-sharing model, the
company announced
Wednesday. These mines have
a cumulative peak rated
capacity of 34.14 million tonne
per year, with estimated total
extractable reserves of 635
million tonne. The minimum
revenue share is set at 4 per
cent, and the contract period is
a maximum of 25 years, CIL
stated. The identities of the
private operators have not
been disclosed. Coal India
officials said the bidding
process for another 11 mines is
in an advanced stage. CIL has
identified 34 dormant mines
with high-quality coal reserves.
Previously, Coal India planned
to close down unviable mines,
both open cast and
underground, to save costs.

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New Delhi, June 19: India has
been ranked 63rd on a global
Energy Transition Index re-
leased Wednesday by the World
Economic Forum, which said
the country has shown signifi-
cant improvement across en-
ergy equity, security and sus-
tainability.

European nations dominated
the top ranks with Sweden top-
ping the index, followed by
Denmark, Finland, Switzerland
and France in the top five. China
was ranked 20th.

The improvement shown by
India and some other developing
countries such as China and
Brazil assumes significance as
83 per cent of  countries have
moved backwards from last year
in at least one of  the three energy
system performance dimensions

-– security, equity and sustain-
ability.

Taking note of  various ini-
tiatives taken in India, the World
Economic Forum (WEF) said
the country is leading the way in
creating outcomes that can be
replicated elsewhere.

It said the governments can
also consider creating aware-
ness and policy interventions,
such as guidelines for energy-ef-
ficient built infrastructure and
incentives for retrofitting, to
shape an enabling environment
for accelerated adoption.

“The developing world has an
opportunity to rewrite the rules
and show the way to success-
fully transform energy demand
-- an example of  reverse inno-
vation is frugal, scalable inno-
vation originating in developed
countries and then scaled across
the world,” it added.

On the  role  of
China and India,
the  WEF said
that  with
roughly a third
of  the global
population,
these  two
countries will
play a critical
role.

“Both have ex-
perienced progress
in renewable energy
buildout, energy access im-
provements and energy secu-
rity. However, the phase-down
trajectory of  coal will be a major

driver of  emissions.
Additionally, these

countries are in a
strong position
for green tech
manufactur-
ing,” the WEF
said.

Globally, the
report said the

energy transition
to a more equitable,

secure and sustain-
able energy system is still

progressing but has lost mo-
mentum in the face of  increas-
ing uncertainty worldwide.

While 107 of  the 120 countries

benchmarked in the report
demonstrated progress on their
energy transition journeys in
the past decade, the overall pace
of  the transition has slowed and
balancing its different facets re-
mains a key challenge.

“While innovation growth has
slowed, countries like China and
India are leading in developing
new energy solutions and tech-
nologies,” it added.

The WEF also lauded the
strides made by India in its clean
energy infrastructure, with re-
newable energy and biomass
comprising 42 per cent of  its
power generation capacity, mak-
ing it the fourth-largest renew-
ables market globally.

With annual investments near-
ing $10 billion, India is driving
the adoption of  electric vehicles
(EVs) and the production of  green
hydrogen.

“However, the significant de-
pendence on coal in both China

and India continues to be a major
factor in their emission inten-
sity,” it said. Emerging and de-
veloping Asia, including popu-
lous nations like India and China,
showed an 8 per cent improve-
ment in ETI scores over the past
decade, mainly in reducing en-
ergy intensity.

The WEF also noted India’s
focus on leveraging energy for in-
come generation and support-
ing microenterprises through
the productive use of  renewable
energy sources.

“There is also a strong em-
phasis on ensuring the afford-
ability and economic viability of
these solutions, underscoring
India’s commitment to promot-
ing sustainable energy practices
that benefit local communities
and drive economic growth,” it
added.

“However, there is still a need
to decouple growth from energy
demand. This requires significant
investment in energy efficiency,
particularly during the devel-
opment of  new infrastructure
and manufacturing capacity,”
it said while noting that India has
been taking multiple initiatives
in this regard.

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New Delhi, June 19: The gov-
ernment monetised assets worth
`1.56 lakh crore under the
National Monetisation Pipeline
(NMP) in 2023-24, lower than the
target of  `1.8 lakh crore, an of-
ficial statement said Wednesday.

Under the NMP, the aggregate
monetisation potential of  the
central government’s brown-
field infrastructure assets has
been estimated at `6 lakh crore
over a four-year period, from
FY22 to FY25.

According to the statement,
the total target for the first two
years -- 2021-22 and 2022-23 --
under the NMP was around ̀ 2.5
lakh crore, against which about
`2.30 lakh crore was achieved.

“During the financial year
2023-24, against the target of  ̀ 1.8
lakh crore, which is the high-
est among all the four years, the
achievement has been around
`1.56 lakh crore,” it said.

Further, this achievement in
2023-24 is around 159 per cent of
2021-22, the statement added.

The ministries of  road transport
and highways monetised assets
worth ̀ 40,314 crore in FY24, while
the amounts for coal ministry was

`56,794 crore, power
(`14,690 crore), mines
(`4,090 crore), pe-
troleum and nat-
ural gas (`9,587
crore) ,  urban
(`6,480 crore), and
shipping (`7,627
crore), the state-
ment said.

All these min-
istries achieved 70 per
cent of  their monetisa-
tion targets, it added.

According to the statement,
to enable the investors plan
their investments efficiently
and thereby accelerate the mon-
etisation process, NHAI has
already identified and pub-
lished an indicative list of  33
assets to be monetised during
2024-25.

Further, the statement said
to increase the success rate of  the
bidding process, NHAI has placed
on its website the macro eco-
nomic assumptions considered

The NSE Nifty ended at 23,516,
down 41.90 points or 0.18 per
cent. Intra-day, it rose 106.1 points
or 0.45 per cent to hit a new

record of  23,664.
“Strong buying in banking

stocks helped Sensex sail through
in a highly volatile trading ses-
sion, while Nifty ended weak as
investors booked profit in auto,
metals, oil & gas, telecom and re-
alty shares after the recent up-
surge. Ahead of  the Budget, mar-
kets  may see  stock &
sector-specific activities on hopes
the government may increase

the outlay for sectors to push
growth,” Prashanth Tapse,
Senior VP (Research), Mehta
Equities Ltd, said.

Among the 30 Sensex compa-
nies, Axis Bank, HDFC Bank,
ICICI Bank, Kotak Mahindra
Bank, IndusInd Bank, State Bank
of  India, Infosys, Wipro, Tech
Mahindra and HCL Technologies
were the gainers.

On the other hand, Titan,

Maruti, Bharti Airtel, Larsen
& Toubro, NTPC, Reliance
Industries, Bajaj Finance and
Power Grid were among the lag-
gards. As many as 2,235 stocks
declined, while 1,634 advanced
and 103 remained unchanged
on the BSE.

Mumbai, June 19: The Indian
automobile industry grew 19 per
cent to ̀ 10.22 lakh crore in FY24
driven by a robust growth in the
utility and sports utility vehi-
cle (SUV) segment, a report said
Wednesday.

The volume grew by 10 per
cent during the year, the report
by management consulting firm
Primus Partners said.

A notable shift in the UV and
SUV segment was that the vol-
ume increased by 23 per cent
and price by 16 per cent leading
to overall value increase by 39 per
cent last fiscal year.

The average price increase in
this segment was due to general
rise in prices, shift to higher
segment, shift to hybrid and au-
tomatic, popularity of  sunroof

and shift to electric vehicles
(EVs), it said.

Indians are preferring higher,
more expensive models across
segments, and the average price
of  vehicles is increasing.

On the other hand, the pas-
senger vehicle (PV) segment saw
a decline of  9 per cent in vol-
ume due to a slight price in-
crease, resulting in 4 per cent
value drop.

In the two-wheeler segment,
India witnessed 10 per cent in-
crease in volume and 13 per cent
in value. The three-wheeler seg-
ment grew by 16 per cent in vol-
ume and 24 per cent in value
and the commercial vehicle seg-
ment rose by 3 per cent in volume
and 7 per cent in value.

New Delhi, June 19: Adani
group will invest more than $100
billion (around ̀ 8.34 lakh crore)
in energy transition projects
and manufacturing capability
to produce every major compo-
nent required for green energy
generation, its chairman said
Wednesday.

Besides building solar parks
to produce electricity from sun-
light and wind farms that do
the same from wind, the con-
glomerate is building major fa-
cilities to manufacture elec-
trolyzers for making green
hydrogen, wind power turbines
and solar panels.

Green hydrogen, which is
made by splitting hydrogen from
water with the help of  elec-
trolyzers powered by clean en-
ergy, is seen as a potential
panacea for decarbonizing the in-
dustry as well as transportation.

Speaking at ‘Infrastructure -
the Catalyst for India’s Future’
event of  Crisil, Adani Group
chairman Gautam Adani said
energy transition and digital in-
frastructure are trillion-dollar op-
portunities which will trans-
form India both at a local and at
a global scale.

“The next decade will see us
invest more than $100 billion in
the energy transition space and
further expand our integrated re-
newable energy value chain that
today already spans the manu-
facturing of  every major com-
ponent required for green en-
ergy generation,” he said.

The coal-to-ports group wants
to produce the “world’s least ex-
pensive green electron” that will
become the feedstock for sev-
eral sectors that must meet the
sustainability mandate.

Mumbai, June 19: Retail in-
flation is gradually easing, but
volatile and elevated food prices
are interrupting the path of  dis-
inflation, the RBI Bulletin said
Wednesday.

An article on the “State of  the
Economy”, published in the June
2024 Bulletin, said global growth
was resilient in the first quarter
of  2024, and many central banks
have pivoted towards a less re-
strictive monetary policy stance
in response to the fall in inflation
in their economies. 

In India, high-frequency in-
dicators suggest the real GDP
growth in Q1 FY2024-25 is broadly
maintaining the pace it achieved
in the preceding quarter. 

Also, the prospects for agri-
culture are brightening with the
early landfall of  the southwest
monsoon, said the article au-
thored by a team led by Reserve
Bank deputy governor Michael
Debabrata Patra.

“Headline inflation is gradu-
ally easing, driven by sustained
softening of  its core component,
although the path of  disinfla-
tion is interrupted by volatile
and elevated food prices,” the
authors said.

The fact that the ongoing dis-
inflation is being driven by the
softening of  the core component
of  consumer price index (CPI) in-
flation to a new low validates
the stance of  monetary policy, the
authors said.

“As long as food price pres-
sures persist... the goal of  align-

ing inflation with its (RBI’s) tar-
get remains a work in progress,”
they added.

The RBI has been mandated by
the government to ensure retail
or headline inflation remains
at 4 per cent with a margin of  2
per cent on either side.

Earlier this month, the RBI’s
monetary policy committee
(MPC) voted to keep the policy
repo rate unchanged at 6.50 per
cent and reiterated its stance of
remaining focused on the with-
drawal of  accommodation to en-
sure that inflation progressively
aligns with the target while sup-
porting growth.

The central bank has projected
the inflation to ease from 5.4 per
cent in 2023-24 to 4.5 per cent in
2024-25, with evenly balanced
risks from the rising incidence of
adverse climate events, pressures
from input costs and volatility
in crude prices, among others. 

The RBI said the views ex-
pressed in the Bulletin article
are of  the authors and do not
represent the views of  the cen-
tral bank.

Indian javelin thrower Neeraj
Chopra has opened up about his
adductor niggle which has af-
fected his season, saying he will
consult “different doctors” after
the Paris Olympics to address the
nagging issue.

Chopra returned to competi-
tions after a month-long break
to fetch his maiden gold medal
at the Paavo Nurmi Games here
Tuesday with an effort of  85.97m,
which came in his third attempt.

The 26-year-old, who created
history by becoming the first
Indian to win a track and field
medal at the Tokyo Olympics,
had withdrawn from last
month’s Ostrava Golden Spike
as a precautionary measure
after he felt something in his
adductor (group of  muscles lo-
cated on inner thighs).

“The weather was good today,
a little bit cold with the wind.
But I am happy with my ad-
ductor now because I could do
all 6 throws,” Chopra said after
the win.

“Every year I have some prob-
lems with my adductor, maybe
after the Olympics I am going to
talk to different doctors.”

Chopra, however, expressed
the desire to compete in more
competitions this season.

He began his season at the
Doha Diamond League in May,
where he finished second with
his final throw of  88.36m, the
ninth best mark of  his career.

He then participated at the
National Federation Cup Senior
Athletics Championships in
Bhubaneswar, where he secured

the gold medal with an under-
whelming effort of  82.27m.

“Initially I wanted to com-
pete more this season, but it
was not possible due to my nig-
gles,” he added.

After the Paavo Nurmi Games,
Chopra will next be seen in ac-
tion at the Paris Diamond
League July 7.

Chopra will be training in
Europe in three different venues
along with  coach Klaus
Bartonietz and physio Ishaan
Marwaha ahead of  the Paris
Olympics.

The 26-year-old began his
preparation in Kuortane in
Finland. He will now head to to
Saarbrucken in Germany.

After spending just over two
weeks in Germany, Chopra will
start the final stretch of  his
preparation at the Gloria Sports
Arena in Turkiye, where he will
be located until July 28.

“I came from Kuortane and
will now head to Saarbrücken,
Germany and maybe to Turkey
just before the Olympics. Most
of  the time I train alone with
my coach and physio, but from
time to time we exchange with
other coaches, like Jan Zelezny.
I will try to stay healthy in the
next weeks, because then I will
throw my best throws,” he added.

expressed his keenness to in-
clude all four all-rounders --
Hardik Pandya, Shivam Dube,
Axar Patel, and Ravindra Jadeja
-- in the playing eleven.

That strategy suited the Indian
team in the bowler-friendly con-
ditions in New York and the 
captain is expected to retain the
winning combination that
stretches their batting till 
number 8.

The only way to fit Kuldeep
into the team is to either drop
Mohammed Siraj or Arshdeep
Singh for the wily spinner. If
that does happen, Siraj is most
likely to be benched.

If  the two practice sessions
of  the Indian team are an indi-
cation, the pitch could offer
plenty to the spinners making

Kuldeep’s case stronger. With
the gentle breeze blowing across
the Kensington Oval, the pac-
ers should get the ball to swing
in the powerplay.

As is often the case, all eyes will
be on Kohli, who is yet to log a
double digit score in the tour-
nament. His strategy to go for his
strokes did not yield the desired
results in New York but he is
expected to be at his imperious
best on the better wickets in the
Caribbean.

The 35-year-old is always 
operating at 100 per cent and
the intensity he showed during
the training sessions was a tes-
tament to his exemplary work
ethic.

Shivam Dube,  who was
brought into the side to ham-
mer sixes in the middle and

death overs, has sent the ball
out of  the park only once in this
competition.

The pitches in USA did not
allow him to go after the spinners.
He would be expected to change
that in the Super 8s and beyond.

India’s premier T20 batter
Suryakumar Yadav too was back
among runs against USA, albeit
not in his usual swashbuckling
style. But the effort was enough
to boost his confidence.

Besides Kohli, runs are pend-
ing from the bat of  Hardik
Pandya, who has been excep-
tional with the ball.

On the  bowling  front ,
Arshdeep Singh has grown in
confidence with each passing
game, playing perfect wingman

to Jasprit Bumrah in both the
powerplay and death overs.

With the surface likely to aid
the slower bowlers, Axar and
Jadeja would be backing them-
selves to make a decisive impact
in the game.

Afghanistan, on the other
hand, head into the Super 8 fix-
tures after a humbling loss to
the West Indies in St Lucia.

Their bowling attack, which
allowed them to boss their first
three games, was put to sword
by the hard-hitting West Indies
batters.

On the batting front, in-form
openers Rahmanullah Gurbaz
and Ibrahim Zadran would be
once again be crucial to the
team’s chances.
