Cold storages in all blocks

Bhubaneswar, June 24:
Minister of Food Supplies and
Consumer Welfare department,
Krushna Chandra Patra said
Monday that the Odisha gov-
ernment is planning to construct
cold storage facilities in every
block of the state. He pointed
out that once the facilities come
up, it will help in controlling
the price hike of vegetables.
However, he pointed out that the
job is monumental and it will
take some time before each block
has a cold storage facility.

“We have plans to open cold
storage facilities in every block
of Odisha,” Patra told reporters
here. “Once they are set up, the
hike in vegetable prices can be
controlled,” Patra stated.

The minister also explained
as to why the price of onions is
on the rise. “Onions are brought
from Maharashtra and Andhra
Pradesh at 2,953 per quintal.
Hence it boils down to ¥29.53 per
kilogram. Then transportation
costs and profits of wholesalers
and retailers are added, mak-
ing the final selling price of
onions at ¥40/45 per kilogram,”
the minister stated.

Patra also said that the gov-

ernment is closely monitoring
the situation to prevent unau-
thorised hoarding and storing
of vegetables. “We will take
strict action against anyone
who tries to trouble the con-
sumers by hoarding vegeta-
bles,” Patra asserted.

Patra said that the Odisha
government has nothing to do
in the hike in rates of pota-
toes.

DSP demoted to constable over affair

back, has been demoted to the
rank of a constable in Provincial
Armed Constabulary (PAC) in
Gorakhpur, officials said Monday:

Officer in Unnao in 2021, took
leave from work citing family
engagements but did not go
home. He was instead found with
a woman constable in a hotel
near Kanpur. The two were in a

room when Kannaujiya’s wife
arrived at the hotel and created
a huge scene. She alleged that the
two had been in an affair for
quite some time and took fre-
quent trips out of Unnao.

Police arrived at the hotel and
initially detained Kannaujiya
and the woman constable. The
two were allowed to go after their
identities were revealed. However,;
senior officials launched an in-
vestigation into the matter. And
after three years, Kannaujiya
was convicted of trying to pres-
surise the lady constable utilis-
ing his superior position.

The action against Kannaujiya
was taken under the UP
Government Servant (Discipline
and Appeal) Rules, 1999, which
allow reversions to the first post

as a penalty, a senior officer said.
The action is said to be rarest of
rare and was sent as a strong
message against those involved
in such acts, the officer said.
The officer added that during
his tenure he had not seen such
a case of demotion.

United Nations, June 24: A
staggering 113 countries world-
wide have never had a woman
serve as head of state or gov-
ernment, and only 26 coun-
tries are led by women as of
Monday, according to UN
Women's global data on Women
Political Leaders 2024.

Despite progress, women are
still “largely excluded” from po-
sitions of power and diplomacy,
with the highest levels of influ-
ence and decision-making pre-
dominantly occupied by men,
UN Women said in a press release
about the data.

Globally, women's underrep-
resentation in decision-making
remains “a stark reality,” ac

In aletter, Health and Family
Welfare (H&FW) commissioner-
cum-secretary Shalini Pandit
directed Rayagada Collector
Manoj Satyawan Mahajan to
take appropriate steps for con-
tainment of diphtheria outbreak
in the district.

“Daily surveillance, activity for
early detection of fever with
sore throat cases is to be con-
tinued in Manushpur village as
well as neighbouring villages
and blocks. Any clinically sus-
pected case is to be referred to
DHH, Rayagada for early initi-
ation of treatment. Daily sur-
veillance activity is to be con-
tinued for about 20 days after
the detection of the last case
(i.e., double the incubation period)
in the block,” Pandit said in the
letter.

Bhubaneswar, June 24: In
order to enhance the efficiency
and capacity of train movements
at Khurda Road station, the
Ministry of Railways, under the
leadership of Union Railway
Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw, has
sanctioned the construction of a
flyover, East Coast Railways
(ECoR) officials said Monday.

The move will facilitate
smoother train operations in
the Howrah-Chennai Main Line
and Khurda Road-Puri Branch
Line, they said.

The flyover, to be constructed
at an estimated cost of %191.87
crore, will be in an area spanning
7.41km. This will facilitate
smooth movement of passenger
carrying trains in Bhubaneswar
direction which originates from
Puri, ECoR officials informed.

“The construction will be part
of the Energy Corridor of Indian
Railways, showcasing a com-
mitment to sustainable and ef-
ficient infrastructure develop-
ment. The new flyover will
eliminate detentions on account
of cross-movements, improving
the average speed and opera-
tional efficiency of trains in the
Bhubaneswar-Brahmapur and
Khurda Road-Puri Rail Sections,”
they said.

Presently, any train coming
from Puri and going towards
Bhubaneswar create surface
crossing at Khurda Road
Junction. This limitation pre-
vents simultaneous movement
of trains from Khurda towards
Palasa and from Puri towards
Bhubaneswar at Khurda sta-
tion. Once, the flyover is com-
missioned, simultaneous move-
ment of trains from Puri and
towards south can happen to-
gether, the railway officials said.

Junk food causing piles f stu a f issures among Indian adults

egular junk food con-
Rsumptlon and inactive

lifestyles are fuelling cases
of painful piles, fistula and fis-
sures in young adults aged be-
tween 18 and 25 years, said doc-
tors Monday.

People with piles and fis-
sures — common disorders con-
cerning the anal region - suf-
fer from symptoms like passing
bloody stools or having trouble
passing stools, itchy and irri-
table anal cavity, inflamma-
tion, rectal bleeding, and dis-
comfort when sitting for a long
time, among others.

A fistula is an unusual open-
ing near the anus that con-
nects to the inside of the anal
canal in the colon. It typically
arises due to factors like in-
jury, surgery, infection, or in-
flammation of anal glands.
Pain, swelling in the anal area,
boils, skin irritation around

the anus, bleeding, and dis-
comfort during bowel move-
ments are the major symptoms.

“Haemorrhoids or piles hap-
pen when veins inside and out-
side the anus become swollen
and enlarged. This condition is
now seen in adults between age
group 25 and 55 due to obesity,
pregnancy, a diet low in fibre,
constipation, diarrhoea, lifting
heavy objects, and straining dur-
ing bowel movements,” Lakin
Vira, General Surgeon, Apollo
Spectra Mumbai, told IANS.

“An anal fissure is a result of
a tear in the lining of the anus
or anal canal. This problem oc-
curs because of constipation,
straining during bowel move-
ments, and ulcerative colitis,”
he added.

Lakin said that in the past 2-
3 months, approximately 50 pa-
tients have visited with com-
plaints of piles and fistula, and

for fissures, the number is higher
than 80. About 60 per cent of
males and 40 per cent of females
suffer from fistula and piles
whereas, 70 per cent of females
and 30 per cent of males tend
to have fissures.

“There is overall 10 per cent
increase in these conditions
when compared to previous
years. The incidence of these
conditions is recently seen in
age groups of 18-25 due to junk
food consumption,” the doc-

He noted seeing 5-6 patients
with such conditions daily.

According to health experts,
eating a balanced diet, exercis-
ing daily, preventing constipation
by incorporating fibre-rich foods
into meals, maintaining proper
hydration by drinking sufficient
water, quitting smoking and al-
cohol consumption, and avoid-
ing straining during bowel move-
ments can help ease the
condition.

Other ways to manage the con-
dition include medications,
creams, and a sitz bath. “If the
conditions get severe then one
will have to undergo a mini-
mally invasive laparoscopic sur-
gery,” Lakin said.

The BRIT under the state
Housing and Urban Development
department decided to resolve the
housing issues affecting the
denizens due to influx of more
and more people from rural
areas. Asper plan, it constructed
two housing complexes at
Gajapati Nagar and Nilakantha

Nagar in the city.

Beneficiaries belonging to eco-
nomically weaker sections of
society (EWS), MIG (Middle
Income Group) and HIG (Higher
Income Group) were decided
through a lottery conducted for
the purpose.

However, the BRIT handed
over houses at Nilakantheswar
complex in half built conditions
to the beneficiaries. Later; the ben-
eficiaries completed construc-
tion of the houses on their own
and took their possession.

Soon, the plan for construction
of housing complexes was
stopped in the Silk City as the
Janata Dal government led by
Biju Patnaik in 1990 dissolved the
BRIT and formed the BeDA in its
place in 1993.

The BeDA soon took steps for
construction of a housing com-
plex at Vivek Vihar near
Ambapua in the city. The pro-
posal received overwhelming
response from the denizens as
people were eager to get a roof

over their head. People applied
to get ahouse and deposited ad-
vance money for it.

The proposed housing complex
soon ran into controversy as ap-
plicants failed to get a house even
after years together. They staged
several agitations but without
any success as the controversy
surrounding the Vivek Vihar
Housing Complex is yet to abate.

Meanwhile, 35 years have
passed since the formation of
BeDA but it has completely closed
its eyes towards construction of
new houses for the denizens.
BJD leaders Kailash Rana, Sarat
Ranjan Patnaik have chaired
BeDA for brief periods while
the government officials re-
mained as the chairpersons for
majority of time.

Currently, the District Collector
is the chairman of BeDA while
the BeMC Commissioner is its
vice-chairman. The BeDA is re-
ceiving crores in grants for im-
plementation of various devel-
opmental schemes and projects
in the city but it has completely
closed its eyes towards con-
struction of new housing com-
plex for the denizens.

Meanwhile, the political equa-
tion in Berhampur has changed
after a period of two decades.
The BJP candidates have been
elected as the Lok Sabha MP
and Berhampur MLA. Therefore,
people are demanding their in-
tervention to resolve the hous-
ing problem in the city.

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Polarised France

t is an ominous sign of the times that religious affiliations of the
Plectorate are being used by political parties to lure voters and cap-

ture power. Not only in India, this is frighteningly and obnoxiously
becoming a global phenomenon. But, its manifestation in the most out-
rageous form in a liberal country such as France, which will hold its
parliamentary election in two rounds on 30 June and 7 July, has caused
shockwaves. What is more concerning is that both the Far Right out-
fit Rassemblement National (RN) and Left parties are being charged
with fanning anti-Semitic hatred to reap electoral gains. Economic is-
sues that directly concern the French population have been put in the
backburner and the Israel-Hamas conflict, triggered by the 7 October
2023 attacks on Israel by Hamas, is dictating the electoral agenda. The
Far Right is seeking to cash in on anti-Semitism that forms the core
of the pro-Nazi outfit’s political agenda, masking it behind its pseudo-
nationalism. The Left is trying to garner votes by espousing the cause
of Palestinians. France has a large Jewish and Moslem population. In
recent times the narrative has shifted fast, with pro-Palestine and the
Moslem population gaining massive sympathy in the wake of the
Israel-Palestine conflict.

In this backdrop, the alleged gang-rape of a 12-year-old Jewish girl
in northern France has triggered outcry over surging anti-Semitism
in the country, a key issue in the parliamentary elections. Politicians
from all sides have condemned the alleged attack, with President
Emmanuel Macron calling the “scourge of anti-Semitism” festering in
French schools. Far Right leaders are holding the Left responsible for
the incident for the latter’s ‘failure’ to take anti-Semitism seriously enough.
The Nanterre prosecutor’s office has begun an inquiry into the al-
leged aggravated rape of a minor, after receiving “reports from a 12-
year-old girl” of the incident recently. Three boys, aged 12 and 13, have
been taken into custody. Whether the girl was targeted for her religion
is part of the probe. Two of the boys are being investigated for aggra-
vated gang-rape of a minor, group violence against a minor for reasons
of religion, death threats and insult for reasons of religion, according
to the prosecutor’s statement. The attack took place as the girl tried to
return home after meeting a friend. Two boys approached her and at-
tempted to block her path outside her house. After a third boy arrived,
the group began to physically attack the girl, hurling anti-Semitic in-
sults at her. The girl received several death threats and one of the boys
reportedly called her a “dirty Jew.”

Anti-Semitic incidents have increased by 284 per cent in France be-
tween 2022 and 2023, according to data from the French Interior Ministry.

ritics of identity pol-

itics argue that close at-

tention to matters of

race, gender, and sex-
uality distracts from “real” pol-
itics, by which they typically
mean the struggle between
labour and capital over the dis-
tribution of material resources.
But that view of politics as-
sumes that class identity is an
objective fact — a sociological
datum or index to be read off a
chart. In fact, class identity can
be known only through its em-
bodiment in words and deeds.
It is just as subjective or “per-
formative” as, say, gender has
come to be understood in queer
theory.

Allow me, then, to defend
identity politics by challenging
the three assumptions that its
critics make. First, they take
for granted that any departure
from the universalism of the
Enlightenment is a threat to
the idea of equality and to
human rights as well. Second,
they believe that identity poli-
tics are essentialist: social roles
are assigned according to so-
cial origins, foreclosing the
achievement of a chosen indi-
viduality.

Lastly, they assume that class
position comes first, because,
atleast under capitalism, it in-
cludes and describes a greater
proportion of social life. This en-
ables people to make common
cause across lines of race, eth-
nicity, gender, and nationality.

I make no argument on be-
half of the linguistic protocols
now shaping the cultures of
companies, universities, and
schools in the United States and
elsewhere. To my mind, the
policing of language, “cancel
culture,” and similar pathologies
are vestigial extremes of the
kind that flourish when new
ideas about individuality and
new ways of conducting politics
are being invented.

Both the individual and his
relation to the state were rede-
fined by the advent of market
societies. Toward the end of
that transition, in the late eigh-
teenth century, the
Enlightenment’s “man of rea-
son” was no longer understood
as a product of virtuous citi-
zenship, or of religion. That

Jammu, June 24: Delegations
from India and Pakistan Monday
flew to Jammu and Kashmir’s
Kishtwar district with neutral ex-
perts and began inspection of
two power projects under the
Indus Water Treaty IWT), offi-
cials said.

About 40 people reached
Jammu Sunday evening and flew
to Kishtwar this morning for
inspection of various under-
construction power projects in
the Chenab valley region, the
officials said.

This is the first visit by a
Pakistani delegation to Jammu
and Kashmir in more than five
years under the dispute settle-
ment mechanism of the 1960
. treaty India and Pakistan signed
7~ the IWT after nine years of ne-
gotiations, with the World Bank
being a signatory of the pact
which sets out a mechanism for
cooperation and information ex-
change between the two sides
on the use of waters of a num-
ber of cross-border rivers.

A three-member Pakistan del-
egation inspected the Pakal Dul

and Lower Kalnai hydroelectric
power projects under the pro-
visions of the IWT for the last
time in January 2019, before the
ties between the two countries
froze following the revocation
of the special status of Jammu
and Kashmir.

Immediately after landing at
an army camp, the delegation
visited the National Hydroelectric
Power Corporation (NHPC) head-
quarters, the officials said,
adding, they left for the 85 MW
Ratle hydroelectric power proj-
ect site at Drabshalla for dam
inspection.

They will also visit the 1,000
MW Pakal Dul hydroelectric
project on river Marusudar, a
tributary of river Chenab, and
other power projects during their
stay in Kishtwar, the officials
said.

Pakistan had in a request to the
World Bank in 2016 objected to
the design features of the two hy-
droelectric power projects and
sought a settlement through a
‘Neutral Expert’.

The country, however, later
withdrew the request and sought

6 months maternity leave
In case of surrogacy: Govt

New Delhi, June 24: Women
government employees can take
180 days of maternity leave in
case they have children through
surrogacy after amendments
were announced to a 50-year-old
rule by the Centre.

It has also allowed the “com-
missioning mother” (the in-
tending mother of the child born
through surrogacy) with child
care leave besides paternity leave
of 15days to the “commissioning
father”, according to the changes
made in the Central Civil Services
(Leave) Rules, 1972.

“In case of surrogacy, the sur-
rogate, as well as the commis-

sioning mother with less than two
surviving children, may be
granted maternity leave of 180
days, in case either or both of
them are government servants,”
read the amended rules notified
by the Personnel Ministry.

Till now, there were no rules to
grant maternity leaves to women
government employees in case a
child was born through surrogacy:

“In case of a child begotten
through surrogacy, the commis-
sioning father who is a male gov-
ernment servant with less than
two surviving children may be
granted paternity leave of 15 days
within the period of 6 months
from the date of delivery of the
child,” the new rules said.

Govt imposes stock
limits on wheat to
check hoarding

New Delhi, June 24: In amove
to check wheat price rise and
hoarding, the Centre Monday
imposed stock holding limits on
traders, wholesalers, retailers
and processors with immediate
effect.

The restrictions will remain
in force until March 31, 2025,
across all states and Union
Territories.

Single retailers, big-chain re-
tailers, processors and whole-
salers will disclose wheat stocks
every Friday, said Union Food
Secretary Sanjeev Chopra in a
press briefing here.

Under the new rules, retail
outlets and individual stores of
big chain retailers are allowed
to stock up to 10 tonne of wheat,
an official statement said.

Traders, wholesalers, and large
depots of big chain retailers face
a cap of 3,000 tonne each.

For processors, the limit is
set at 70 per cent of their monthly
installed capacity (MIC) multi-
plied by the remaining months
of the 2024-25 fiscal.

The government has mandated
all entities to declare their stock
position and regularly update it
on the Department of Food and
Public Distribution’s portal
(https://evegoils.nic.in/wsp/login)
. Those holding stocks exceed-
ing the prescribed limits have
been given a 30-day window to
comply with the new norms.

“I want to dispel the shortage
of wheat in the country,” Chopra
stressed. He also noted that there
isaban on wheat exports as of now,
and there is no proposal to re-
view a ban on the export of sugar.

The decision comes after a
high-level meeting, chaired
by Home Affairs and
Cooperation Minister Amit
Shah, held last week, where
officials were directed to mon-
itor wheat prices closely.

UPSC moots Al-based CCTV surveillance to prevent cheating

The development by the UPSC assumes significance as the Central government faces heat over the alleged irregularities in the conduct of

New Delhi, June 24: Amid the
raging controversies involving
alleged irregularities in NEET,
NET exams, the country’s pre-
mier recruitment body UPSC has
decided to use facial recognition
and Artificial Intelligence-based
CCTV surveillance system to pre-
vent cheating and impersonation
in its various tests.

It has recently floated a tender
to invite bids from experienced
public sector undertakings to
devise two tech solutions -
“Aadhaar based fingerprint au-
thentication (else digital fin-
gerprint capturing) & facial
recognition of candidates and QR
code scanning of e-admit cards”
and “Live Al-based CCTV sur-
veillance service”-- to be used
during the examination process.

The Union Public Service
Commission (UPSC), a
Constitutional body, conducts
14 major exams -- including the
prestigious civil services ex-
amination to select officers of
Indian Administrative Service

(IAS), Indian Foreign Service
(IFS), and Indian Police Service
(IPS) -- besides a number of re-
cruitment tests, interviews every
year for induction to Group A
and Group ‘B’ posts of the cen-
tral government.

An estimated 26 lakh candi-
dates are expected to appear in
such recruitment, conducted at
amaximum of 80 centres in Leh,
Kargil, Srinagar, Imphal,
Agartala, Aizawl and Gangtok,
among other major cities.

“The UPSC attaches great im-
portance to the conduct of its
examinations in a free, fair and
impartial manner. In its endeavor
to fulfill these objectives, the
Commission intends to make use
of the latest digital technology to
match and cross-check the bio-
metric details of the candidates
and to monitor various activi-
ties of the candidates during the
examination to prevent cheat-
ing, fraud, unfair means and im-
personation,” read the tender
document dated June 3, 2024.

The move is aimed at strength-
ening the examination process

and eliminating the possibility
of malpractices by the candi-
dates.

Bail order ‘perverse’

he Enforcement Directorate Monday told the Delhi High Court that the trial

In a written note filed in relation to its plea seeking a
stay on the trial court's decision, the agency contended the order suffers from
a “jurisdictional defect” since it was not given a proper opportunity to argue
its case. It also said the trial judge did not record her satisfaction that “there
are reasonable grounds for believing that he is not guilty of such offence” as
per section 45 of the Prevention of Money Laundering Act (PMLA).

Therefore it is ex-
pected that the order will be pro-
nounced shortly, maybe in a day
or two,” the bench said.

Singhvi said the order was re-
served on the interim relief
sought by the ED, while the main
matter is still pending, and if
the bail order is reversed,
Kejriwal will go back to jail like
he did June 2.

Ayodhya (UP), June 24: Water
was leaking from the roof of the
sanctum sanctorum at the Ram
temple here after the first heavy
showers since it was opened to
the public, its chief priest
Acharya Satyendra Das said
Monday.

Alleging negligence in the
construction of the temple,
Das claimed that there was
also no arrangement for the
drainage of rainwater from
the temple premises after the
showers Saturday midnight
and urged the temple author-
ities to take necessary correc-
tive measures.

After the senior officials were
informed about the incident of
water leaking from the roof, the
chairman of the temple con-
struction committee, Nripendra
Mishra, reached the temple and
gave instructions to repair the
roof and make them waterproof,
temple trust sources said.

Speaking separately to re-
porters about the progress of
temple construction, Mishra
said that work on the first floor
was on and will be finished by
July this year, and expressed
the hope that the construction of
the temple will be completed by
December.

Acharya Satyendra Das told re-
porters there was heavy leak-
age from the roof of the tem-
ple’s sanctum sanctorum in the
first heavy showers that occurred
at midnight Saturday. Rainwater
was leaking from the roof di-
rectly above the place where the
priest sits in front of Ram Lalla’s

India slams Canada for
‘elorifying terrorism’

Ottawa, June 24: Terming the
frequent acts glorifying mili-
tancy in Canada as deplorable,
India has emphasised that no
government in the world should
overlook the threat of terror-
ism emanating from its territo-
ries for political gains.

In a statement on the 39th an-
niversary of the 1985 Kanishka
bombing, in which 329 persons,
most of them Canadians of
Indian descent, on board an Air
India flight lost their lives, the
Indian High Commission here
said that terrorism knows no
borders, nationality, or race.

The Montreal-New Delhi Air
India ‘Kanishka’ Flight 182 ex-
ploded 45 minutes before it was
to have landed at London’s
Heathrow Airport June 23, 1985,
killing all 329 people on board,
including 86 children.

The bombing was blamed on
Sikh militants in retaliation to
‘Operation Bluestar’ to flush
out militants from the Golden
Temple in 1984.

The Indian High Commission
in Ottawa and the consulates of
India in Toronto and Vancouver
organised memorial services
Sunday and solemnly remem-
bered the victims of the das-
tardly act of terror in 1985.

Addressing the gathering,
High Commissioner Sanjay
Kumar Verma said, “No gov-
ernment in the world should
overlook the threat of terror-
ism emanating from its territo-
ries for political gains.”

“Human lives are much more
important than the transitory
political interests. All terrorist
activities should be met with

exemplary legal and social ac-
tions before they start harming
the larger humanity,” he said.

“Governments, security agen-
cies, and international organi-
sations must work in concert to
dismantle terrorist networks,
disrupt their financing, and
counter their twisted ideolo-
gies,” he added.

“While thirty-nine years have
passed since the cowardly act, ter-
rorism has unfortunately as-
sumed proportions of an exis-
tential threat to international
peace and security today”, the
Indian high commission’s state-
ment said.

“Any act of glorifying terror-
ism, including the bombing of Al-
182 in 1985, is deplorable and
should be condemned by all
peace-loving countries and peo-
ple”, it said. “It is unfortunate that
such actions are allowed to be
routine on many occasions in
Canada”, it added.

(FTA) if it wins the July 4 gen-
eral election.

Addressing the India Global
Forum (IGF) in the final full
week of the election campaign,
the party’s shadow foreign sec-
retary David Lammy laid out
his ambitions of the FTA being
“a floor not a ceiling” of the
partnership he aspires to with his
“friend” external affairs min-
ister Dr S Jaishankar.

India and the UK have com-
pleted 13 rounds of FTA nego-
tiations to enhance the estimated
GBP 38.1 billion a year trading
relationship, with talks currently
stalled amid the election cycles
in both countries.

“Many Diwalis have come and
gone without a trade deal and too
many businesses have been left
waiting,” said Lammy, referring
to the missed Diwali 2022 dead-
line set by former Prime Minister
Boris Johnson for the FTA.

“My message to Finance
Minister Nirmala Sitharaman
and Trade Minister Piyush Goyal
is that Labour is ready to go.
Let’s finally get our free trade deal
done and move on,” he said,
adding he will be in Delhi be-
fore the end of July if elected to
government July 4.

Describing India as a “prior-
ity” for the party and an eco-
nomic, technological and cul-
tural “superpower”, Lammy
sought to set the tone for his fu-
ture tenure in a Labour-led
Cabinet — hopeful of taking
charge as the country’s foreign
secretary. From a wider foreign
policy perspective, Lammy
stressed on a “free and open
Indo-Pacific” working in part-
nership with India.

Chinese hackers intensify cyberattacks on Taiwan

Hong Kong, June 24: A sus-
pected Chinese state-sponsored
hacking group has stepped up its
targeting of Taiwanese organi-
sations, particularly those in
sectors such as government, ed-
ucation, technology and diplo-
macy, according to cyber security
intelligence company Recorded
Future.

In recent years, relations be-
tween China and Taiwan, a self-
governed island across the
Taiwan Strait that Beijing claims
as its territory, have deterio-
rated.

The cyberattacks by the group
known as RedJulliett were ob-
served between November 2023
and April 2024, during the lead
up to Taiwan’s presidential elec-
tions in January and the sub-
sequent change in administra-
tion.

ReddJuliett has targeted
Taiwanese organisations in the
past, but this is the first time
that activity was seen at such a
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scale, a Recorded Future ana-
lyst said, speaking on condition
of anonymity out of safety con-
cerns. The report said RedJuliett
attacked 24 organisations, in-
cluding government agencies
in places like Laos, Kenya and
Rwanda, as well as Taiwan.

It also hacked into websites
of religious organisations in
Hong Kong and South Korea, a
US university and a Djiboutian

university. The report did not
identify the organisations.

Recorded Future said
RedJuliett accessed the servers
of those places via vulnerability
in their SoftEther enterprise
virtual private network (VPN)
software, an open-source VPN
that allows remote connections
to an organisation’s networks.

RedJuliett has been observed
attempting to break into sys-
tems of more than 70 Taiwanese
organisations including three
universities, an optoelectronics
company and a facial recognition
company that has contracts with
the government.

It was unclear if ReddJuliett
managed to break into those or-
ganizations. Recorded Future
only said it observed the attempts
to identify vulnerabilities in
their networks.

ReddJuliett’s hacking patterns
match those of Chinese state-
sponsored groups, according to

Recorded Future.

It said that based on the ge-
olocations of IP addresses,
RedJulliett is likely based out
of the city of Fuzhou, in China’s
southern Fujian province, whose
coast faces Taiwan.

“Given the close geographi-
cal proximity between Fuzhou
and Taiwan, Chinese intelli-
gence services operating in
Fuzhou are likely tasked with in-
telligence collection against
Taiwanese targets,” the report
said. “ReddJuliett is likely tar-
geting Taiwan to collect intelli-
gence and support Beijing’s pol-
icy-making on cross-strait
relations,” the Recorded Future
report said. Taiwan’s Ministry
of Foreign Affairs did not im-
mediately comment.

Beijing has consistently de-
nied engaging in any form of
state-sponsored hacking, instead
saying that China itself is a
major target of cyberattacks.

Blaze in SK battery
plant kills 22 workers

Jin-young told reporters, citing
information from company of-
ficials.

The blaze began at 10:31 am
after a series of battery cells ex-
ploded inside a warehouse with
some 35,000 units, Kim said.

Live TV footage showed fire-
fighters spraying the damaged
steel and concrete building. Parts
of the upper level had collapsed,
and large chunks of the building
looked like they had been blown
out into the street by explosions.

Kim Jae-ho, Fire and Disaster
Prevention professor at Daejeon
University; said the fire had prob-
ably spread too quickly for work-
ers to escape.

“Battery materials such as
nickel are easily flammable,” he
said. “So often, there is not
enough time to respond, com-
pared to a fire caused by other
materials.”

Schoolboy in England
gets world’s Ist epilepsy
device fitted in skull

Shift focus from inflation

Varma, a professor at the
Indian Institute of Management
(IIM, Ahmedabad) noted that
the fight against inflation has
understandably come at a cost to
growth.

Economic growth in 2024-25
is estimated to be 0.75-1 per-
centage points lower than the
8.2 per cent growth in 2023-24, he
said adding India's potential
growth is about 8 per cent.

10th spectrum auction
set to begin June 25

worth over 96,000 crore will be
on the block as auctions across
eight bands will begin Tuesday;,
with telecom operators Reliance
Jio, Bharti Airtel and Vodafone
Idea vying for radio waves cru-
cial for 5G mobile services.

The last spectrum auction was
held in August 2022, which, for
the first time, included radio
waves for 5G services.

The government will auction
eight spectrum bands for mo-
bile phone services at a base
price of about %96,317 crore.

All the available spectrum in
the 800 MHz, 900 MHz, 1,800 MHz,
2,100 MHz, 2,300 MHz, 2,500 MHz,
3,300 MHz, and 26 GHz bands
are part of the 10th auction.

“We welcome the government
move to auction radio frequen-
cies across the 800 MHz, 900 MHz,
1,800 MHz, 2,100 MHz, 2,300 MHz,
2,500 MHz, 3,300 MHz and 26 GHz
bands. However, spectrum in 600
MHz and 1400 MHz should also

be auctioned at an early date,
as these bands are very impor-
tant for the mobile industry,”
ITU-APT Foundation of India
President Bharat Bhatia said.

Reliance Jio has deposited the
highest earnest money of 33,000
crore for the spectrum auction,
which provides the company
with the potential to bid for
maximum radio waves.

According to pre-qualified bid-
der details released by the
Department of
Telecommunications, Bharti
Airtel has submitted the earnest
money deposit (EMD) of 31,050
crore and Vodafone Idea (VIL) of
%300 crore.

According to telecom expert
Parag Kar, Reliance Jio can bid
for 37.36 per cent of the total
spectrum value based on EMD,
Bharti 13.07 per cent and
Vodafone Idea 3.73 per cent.

As per Kar's analysis, Jio
may be keen on bidding for 800
Mhz band only, which may lead
to an estimated cash flow of
318,000 crore.

India buys record amount
of sunoil as war dips price

Mumbai, June 24: Indians
bought a record 500,000 metric
tons of sunflower oil for June de-
livery, as competition between
leading suppliers Russia and
Ukraine made it cheaper than
soyoil and palm oil, two leading
buyers and a customs official
told Reuters.

Higher sunflower oil purchases
by the world's biggest importer
of vegetable oils will help to re-
duce sunflower oil inventories in
the Black Sea region and lift
sunoil prices.

A leading buyer who declined
to be named said sunoil was
trading at a discount to soyoil and
even palm oil, which was tempt-
ing Indian buyers especially
given robust demand in south-
ern states.

A few weeks ago, crude sunoil
was available at $940 a metric
ton, including cost, insurance
and freight (CIF), in India for
June delivery, while soyoil and
palm oil were offered around
$1,015 and $950 a ton, respec-
tively, dealers said.

Sunoil usually holds a pre-
mium of more than $100 per ton
over soyoil and palm oil, Rajesh
Patel, managing partner at edi-
ble oil trader and broker GGN
Research, said.

Russia and Ukraine, as well as
another big supplier Argentina,
were aggressively competing
and offered sunoil at a lower
price than other oils, another
buyer based in Hyderabad said.
He has reduced palm oil and
soyoil purchases to make space
for sunoil.

The currencies of Russia and
Ukraine have depreciated since
the war started in February 2022,

allowing them to offer sunflower
oil at competitive prices in dol-
lar terms, the buyer said.

Russia and Ukraine account
for more than 70% global ship-
ments of sunoil.

Around 320,000 metric tons of
sunflower oil have been dis-
charged at various Indian ports
so far this month, said a custom
official, who also declined to be
identified as he was not allowed
to speak to media.

India on an average bought
250,000 tons of sunflower oil
every month in the last mar-
keting year, mostly from Black
Sea region.

The industry will need time to
refine and distribute the 500,000
tons of sunflower oil imported
in June, which will reduce im-
ports in July, the Hyderabad
based buyer said.

India bag team quotas in archery

New Delhi, June 24: India se-
cured men’s and women’s team
quotas in archery for this year’s
Paris Olympics based on the up-
dated world rankings Monday.

India topped the rankings
among the non-qualified nations
in both men’s and women’s sec-
tion to seal their team quotas.

India will, thus, be eligible to
compete in all the five medal
events in Paris - men’s and
women’s team, individual and
mixed categories.

In the men’s section, India
and China made the cut, while
in the women’s section Indonesia
were the second nation to se-
cure the team Olympic quota.

The team events will have 12
sides in each section, while five
teams will compete in the mixed
competitions. For the first time,
team quotas are offered to the top-
two nations after the three-leg
Olympic qualifiers.

The first Olympic Qualifier
was held during the World
Archery Championships in
Berlin last year from where
South Korea, Turkey and Japan
qualified in men’s category;
while Germany and Mexico se-
cured their spots in women’s di-
vision.

The second leg was a conti-
nental qualifier.

Kazakhstan and South Korea
took the men’s and women’s
team quotas respectively from the
Asian leg, while Colombia and

the United States made the cut
from Pan-America.

From the European leg, Italy
(men) and the Netherlands
(women) secured quotas.

The final Olympic Qualifier
was held in Antalya last week.

Mexico, Chinese Taipei, Great
Britain in men’s section; China,
Malaysia, Great Britain and
Chinese Taipei from the women's
section secured quotas from the
Final Qualifier.

Forty-year-old Army veteran
Tarundeep Rai, who made his
Olympic debut at Athens 2004,
will make his fourth Games ap-
pearance. The same is for former

world No 1 Deepika Kumari who
will compete in her fourth
Olympics on the trot, having
made her maiden Games ap-
pearance in London 2012.

Dhiraj Bommadevara, Ankita
Bhakat and Bhajan Kaur will
make their Olympic debuts,
while for Pravin Jadhav it will
be his second successive Games
after Tokyo.

“The archery contingent will
leave on July 9 for acclimatisa-
tion in Paris. We have good mem-
ories of Paris, hopefully we can
do it this time,” Indian high per-
formance director Sanjeeva
Singh told PTI.

Messi at 37: Staggermg feats of Argentina legend

Washington, June 24: The leg-
endary Argentine footballer
Lionel Messi, often called the
‘greatest footballer of all time’,
celebrates his 37th birthday
Monday.

Messi born in Rosario,
Argentina, in 1987, recently, won
his eighth Ballon d’Or, setting a
new record. The next player is
the Portuguese icon Cristiano
Ronaldo, who has won five Ballon
‘Or awards.

At the age of 13, Messi’s fam-
ily along with him shifted to
Barcelona where the club as-
sisted him in treating his growth
hormone deficiency. The
Argentinean began his career
with FC Barcelona’s U14 squad.
He moved up the ranks fast, leav-
~—ing an impression on everyone
with his extraordinary talent
and skills.

He made his club debut as a
senior at the age of 17 against
Espanyol, and the Blaugranas
(another name for FC Barcelona)
relied heavily on him. The 37-
year-old became the team’s
youngest star to appear in the
competition at the time.

Messi played for the Spanish
club for 17 years, during which
time he won 10 La Liga titles, 4
Champions League crowns, and
7 Copa del Rey medals. He has
scored an astounding 474 goals
in La Liga, making him the
league’s all-time top scorer.

He stunned the whole world
when he emulated Diego
Maradona’s goal of the century
in 2007. In a match against Getafe
at Camp Nou during the first
leg of the Copa del Rey semifi-
nal, the footballer dribbled past
six Getage’s defenders to score
the goal.

In 2009, Messi won his maiden

UEFA Champlons League title.
Barcelona defeated Manchester
United in the final with a score-
line of 2-0. In the final, the
Argentina national football team

skipper scored a goal in this
match through a header.

In a 3-0 victory for Barcelona
over Real Valladolid in 2020,
Lionel Messi scored his 644th

goal. Messi broke the record for
most goals scored for a single
club by doing this. Pele, a leg-
endary Brazilian who scored
643 goals for Santos FC, owned
the previous record.

The Argentinean national
player joined the French 1
League club Paris Saint-
Germain and played for the club
from 2021-2023. He played a total
of 58 games where he managed
to score 22 goals for the side.

In 2023, Messi joined the David
Beckham-owned Inter Miami. So
far he has played 18 matches
where he has gone on to score
13 goals.

August 2005 was Messi’s first
international appearance. He
replaced an injured player
against Hungary. However, his
tragic international debut was
short-lived as he was sent off
minutes after hitting Vilmos
Vanczak.

During the Beijing Olympics
in 2008, Messi’s team, Argentina,
took home the gold medal. To
help La Albiceleste (another
name for Argentina) win their
second consecutive Olympic
gold, Messi set up the game-
winning goal. In the final, they
defeated Nigeria 1-0.

In the 2021 Copa America
final, Argentina defeated Brazil
1-0 while playing at the
Maracana Stadium. With this
win, Messi’s lengthy quest for
his first significant interna-
tional championship came to a
conclusion.

The FIFA World Cup trophy
that Lionel Messi won in Qatar
in 2022 was the highlight of his
career. In the championship
match, Messi scored twice
against France. After a 36-year
break, Argentina became the
world champions via penalty
shootout.
