NALCO Hospital, Damanjodi;
DHH, Nuapada; SDH,
Athamallik; Apollo Hospitals,
Bhubaneswar; DHH Baripada;
SDH, Dharmagarh; AMRI
Hospitals, Bhubaneswar and
NALCO Hospital, Angul had ex-
hausted stock of the life-saving
fluid by Tuesday morning.

Also, baring a few, many of
the remaining 50 blood banks
were having single digit stock
that may prove insufficient in
case of exigencies.

For example, DHH Khurda
has just one unit of blood, while
SDH Rairakhol (4), CHC Jajpur
Road (3), DHH Paralakhemundi
(3), SDH Gunupur (6), SDH
Rairangpur (3), SDH Kantabanji
(2), SDH, Champua (2), DHH
Boudh (8 ), DHH, Puri (8), DHH
Sonepur (3), DHH Keonjhar (6),
CRCBC Cuttack (8), SDH
Titilagarh (3), DHH, Jajpur (4)
and DHH, Kendrapara (6) as
stock.

Sources said with a total of
2,326 units, the 60 blood banks in
the state are having just 10 per
cent of their regular storage at
present.

Top sources in the Health de-
partment said the situation looks
precarious in the backdrop of
the fact that the state requires at
least 40,000 units of blood for
various healthcare facilities
every month (4-5 lakh units per
year) for regular and scheduled
transfusions. Hospitals in
Cuttack city alone need around
4,000 units of blood every month,
they said.

”Due to the present shortfall,
we are also facing difficulties
in administering blood to tha-
lassemia (state has 17,000 tha-
lassemia cases) and sickle cell pa-
tients who are solely dependent
on blood banks for their regular
requirements,” sources added.

CBI nabs 4 including
FCI GM over briber

Bhubaneswar, July 2: The
Central Bureau of Investigation
(CBI) has arrested four persons,
including the general manager
(GM) of the Food Corporation of
India (FCI) posted in the City
here, in connection with a bribery
case of %1 lakh, the Central
agency sources said, Tuesday.

FCI (Bhubaneswar) GM Prem
Singh Bhanot, FCI manager
(Accounts) Sanjoy Dey, M/s SP
Traders and Suppliers Pvt Ltd
proprietor Malina Dey and mid-
dleman Syed Hasnain Ahmed have
been taken into custody, they said.

According to the CBI, Bhanot
aided and favoured M/s SP
Traders and Suppliers Pvt Ltd,
a Kolkata-based company who
had participated in the tender
and was declared L-1, in secur-
ing a tender pertaining to trans-
portation of rice grain.

“An accused middleman con-
tacted and informed the FCI GM
that M/s SP Traders and
Suppliers Pvt Ltd proprietor
would like to offer him a bribe
for having facilitated her in the
allotment of work order in ten-
der. The accused GM asked him
(middleman) to inform the pro-

prietor to give 35 lakh as bribe
in lieu of this favour rendered
to her,” said a CBI spokesper-
son.

The CBI registered a case
against five persons— FCI GM,
manager, the Kolkata-based com-
pany and two middlemen— June
28, 2024 and launched a probe.

“It was alleged that the FCI
GM, manager, middlemen and
the private company were in-
dulged in corrupt activities caus-
ing wrongful gain to themselves
and loss to the exchequer by pro-
cessing the tender for rice grain
transportation,” the CBI said.

State govt plans 33,000
social security pension

Bhubaneswar, July 2: The state
government is planning to in-
crease pensions and allowances
for eligible beneficiaries across
various schemes in the state.
Social Security and
Empowerment of Persons with
Disabilities (SSEPD) Minister
Nityananda Gond told reporters,
Tuesday, that efforts are under-
way to raise pensions for eld-
erly, widows and persons with dis-
abilities (PwDs).

The department has proposed
an increase of 3,000 in monthly
pension for the above three cate-
gories which is pending for ap-
proval of the Finance department.

The minister emphasised that
discussions regarding budgetary
allocations are in progress with the
Finance department to facilitate
the proposed adjustments.

5 cybercriminals held
for ¥36.34 lakh fraud

Bhubaneswar, July 2: The
Commissionerate Police here
Tuesday claimed that five per-
sons of a gang were arrested in
connection with a cyber fraud
of 36.34 lakh, nearly two
months after the incident came
to the fore.

The police seized 80 bank
accounts, 60 ATM cards, 30 SIM
cards, 23 mobile phones, two lap-
tops and a four-wheeler from
the possession of the accused.

ACP Anjana Tudu said the
accused were identified as
Sheik Tajuddin, 38, Muchumari
Chitti Babu, 34, Laleng Zauva
Kaipeng, 28, Jiten Kaipeng, 21
and Elvish Tara, 36.

Tudu said the fraudsters con-
tacted the victim, a govern-
ment official, and introduced
themselves as Mumbai Cyber
Branch officials. They said his
Aadhaar data is being used by
a few miscreants to illegally
ship a parcel from Taiwan to
Mumbai. In addition, they
claimed that four new bank
accounts have been opened
using his Aadhaar data for il-
legal transactions.

Later, they coerced the vic-
tim to transfer ¥36.34 lakh to es-
cape police action. Panicked, the
victim transferred the money
to the bank account of the mis-
creants, May 7. Following this,
the miscreants again trans-
ferred the entire amount to
another bank account.

64 deer to be shifted
from Taptapani park

Berhampur, July 2: State for-
est department has decided to
translocate 64 deer from the
Taptapani deer park, designated
as the mini zoo, to Lakhari Valley
in Ganjam and Chandaka wildlife
sanctuary, an official said.

The decision to shift the ani-
mals has been taken due to over-
population in the deer park,
Divisional Forest Officer (DFO)
of Ganjam Sudarshan S said.

Of the total 64 animals to be
shifted, 32 are spotted deer, while
32 are sambar deer.

Taptapani, famous for its hot
spring, has already been de-
clared one of the major tourist
centres by the state government.

From a small number of spot-
ted deer, the park started func-
tioning in 1980 at Taptapani, and
their number has increased to
128, forest officials said.

Besides spotted deer, the park
houses 57 sambar deer, one emu,
one barking deer and one sloth
bear.

The sprawling 1.86 hectare
park is one of the major attrac-
tions for visitors to Taptapani
which is situated on the border
of Ganjam and Gajapati dis-
tricts.

The principal chief conser-
vator of forest (wildlife) has got
permission from the Central
Zoo Authority (CZA), a statu-
tory body under the Ministry of
Environment, Forests and
Climate Change to shift the wild
animals.

The translocation process of
the animals has already started
with the shifting of four Sambars
from the park to the Chandaka
Wildlife Division, the DFO said.

Bhubaneswar, July 2: The
state-of-the-art ‘Hot Strip Mill-2’
(HSM-2) of Rourkela Steel Plant
(RSP) has registered a new bench-
mark by achieving the best
monthly production record in
June 2024.

RSP sources said the mill rolled
2,37,422 tonne of slab surpassing
the previous best of 2,33,760
tonne. It has also produced
2,31,353 tonne, the highest Coil
Weight in a month since incep-
tion, surpassing the previous
best of 2,25,995 tonne.

The Sheet Shearing Line (SSL)
of HSM-2 has also achieved a
major milestone by producing
17,729 tonne of HR Sheets in
June 2024, marking the highest
monthly production to date.

RSP director in charge Atanu
Bhowmick visited HSM-2 along

with other senior officials,
Monday and congratulated the
HSM-2 collective.

He advised the collective to
aim for 2.5 lakh tonne of slabs
rolling in a month and empha-
sised the importance of rolling
special steel and coils of HSM-

It is noteworthy that the SSL
line achieved a historic milestone
of shearing over 1,000 tonne (42
coils totaling 1025 tonne) in a sin-
gle day; a first since its establish-
ment.

Less than 1% of teens in MICs seek help for mental health

ess than a per cent of
I teenagers in middle-in-

come countries including
India, sought professional help
for mental health problems, de-
spite 28 to 50 per cent facing high
levels of such issues, according
to a study.

The research also found that
informal sources of help are
widely used among adolescents
for seeking help in many coun-
tries, particularly in lower-in-
come nations.

Researchers found that 0.6-0.9
per cent of girls and 0.9-1.2 per
cent of boys in the middle-in-
come countries they studied -
India, Vietnam and China --
sought professional help.

The study; led by the University
of Turku in Finland, included
over 13,000 teenagers aged 13 to

15 across eight Asian and
European countries who re-
sponded to surveys between 2011
and 2017.

Overall, girls were found to
be more likely than
boys to seek help for
mental health
problems.

In high-in-
come coun-
tries, the re-
searchers

more adoles-
cents sought
formal help -
six to seven per
cent in Greece,
Israel and Japan,
and 21 to 25 per cent
in Norway and Finland.

found. Further, in India, more
boys were found to seek help
from teachers than girls.

“Adolescents may get help
from informal sources such as
friends, teachers, and family
members or formal sources such
as school nurses, psychologists,
and counsellors for professional
assistance. Where they seek help
from depends, for example, on the
availability of services, cultural
background, and stigma asso-
ciated with mental illness,” said

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Joda flyover cracks spark concern

THE STATE’S LONGEST FLYOVER WAS INAUGURATED LESS THAN 4 MONTHS BACK, MARCH 11, 2024

Joda, July 2: The appearance of
cracks on the newly-built fly-
over passing through this town
in Keonjhar district has sparked
concern among the residents.
Regular commuters are now
questioning the quality of its
construction. The flyover was
opened for public use March 11,
2024. Hence the appearance of
cracks in less than four months
of its inauguration has created
serious apprehensions in the
minds of the commuters.

It’s not just the cracks that are
bothering the users. At various
places concrete slabs have become
loose and at other places iron rods
are protruding out putting the
lives of the commuters at risk.
Someone can seriously get injured
due to the rods, they opined.

After initial reports of the
damages surfaced, Odisha Bridge
Construction Corporation Ltd
(OBCCL), the main agency en-
trusted with the responsibility of
building the flyover acknowl-
edged the issues and stopped
movement of heavy vehicles and

started repairing the bridge.
Residents are now worried as to
whether they should use the fly-
over or not. They have blamed the
shoddy work of the agency for the
present state of affairs.

Locals said the Joda flyover is
deemed as the longest in Odisha.
The state government had sanc-
tioned 250 crore for construction
of the flyover which is 2.9km
in length.

Narasingh Mohanta, general
manager of OBBCL had claimed
after the flyover’s inauguration
that it can endure the move-
ments of heavy to very heavy
vehicles. However, now it seems
those claims were false. Mohanta
had also asserted that with proper
maintenance, the flyover will
last more than 100 years. He had

When contacted, Bhagirathi
Panda, a human resources of-
ficial of ‘Chevrox Constructions
Private Ltd’ which had received
the contract from OBCCL for
construction said the flyover
has a capacity to take a maxi-
mum load of 200 tonne at any
particular time. However, the
movements of heavy vehicles
have not been streamlined.
Hence there are many occa-
sions when the bridge has to
bear weight exceeding its ca-
pacity. Panda said that this is the
main reason why the ‘wearing
coat’ (upper layer) is peeling
off. Unless the weight is stream-
lined, the flyover will suffer ex-
cessive wear and tear, he added.

Panda informed that the fly-
over has been closed for com-
muters as a fresh layer of ‘wear-
ing coat’ is being laid. He also
added that the service roads
leading to the flyover will be
concretised.

French Mood

! rench President Emmanuel Macron’s gamble of a snap par-

liamentary poll has miserably failed to pay off in the first

round of voting. Instead of helping him consolidate his posi-
tion, it has created a situation in which the Far Right — National Rally
party (RN) led by Marine Le Pen, is moving fast towards its goal of
forming its first ever government in the post-war history of France.
After having tasted ignominious defeat in last month’s European
polls at the hands of the RN, Macron took the supposedly fool-
hardy step to dissolve the parliament controlled by his party and
went for the snap poll hoping the historic levels of support for the
RN would go down once voters, not wedded to the Far Right ideol-
ogy, were confronted with the prospect of a radical Right govern-
ment for the first time in post-war France. He possibly had not
judged the mood of his people.

The results of the first round of voting on 30 June leave no one
in doubt as to the utter folly and high risk taken by Macron with
his poll decision. A high turnout saw RN comfortably win first
place with 33.1 per cent of votes, almost two points up compared with
what it had got three weeks ago in the European parliamentary polls.
If one considers results of the first round of the 2022 presidential
polls, the figures appear even more startling for France’s liberal tra-
dition. Marine Le Pen then got 1.3 million votes less.

To set the record straight, this is the first time the party founded
by the anti-Semitic and neo-Fascist Jean-Marie Le Pen has broken
through the 20 per cent barrier in a legislative election. Macron’s
party has been so discredited that even the hastily assembled New
Popular Front (NPF), comprising Left forces, secured 28 per cent
of votes. Macron’s Centrist coalition trailed far behind occupying
third position with 20.8 per cent votes. The outcome is such that the
President is in danger of becoming the lamest of the lame duck
Presidents should Marine Le Pen’s youthful protégé, Jordan Bardella,
become the next Prime Minister after the second round of voting
on 7 July which is a likely prospect.

It goes to the credit of Marine Le Pen that she has succeeded in
rebranding her father’s party, distancing it from its anti-Semitic and
neo-Fascist roots and incorporating in its political agenda the eco-
nomic discontent of the populace. During the ongoing election
campaign, Bardella is even talking about big spending commit-
ments. All the same, the party’s deeply authoritarian, xenophobic
political line remains intact. One testimony to this is the plan to ex-
clude dual nationals from sensitive professions. France has one of
Europe’s biggest minority ethnic populations. But, that has not
deterred the Far Right party from presenting before the electorate
apolitical agenda that seeks to marginalise and stigmatise French-
born citizens who are not white. A mooted law to combat “Islamist
. ideologies” and a proposal to ban headscarves from public places
7~ clearly show to what extent Islamophobia drives the party’s cultural
agenda. This is only because France is suffering from acute Islamic
action and the local populace, the French people, are in no mood to
tolerate the irritating behaviour and actions of the Moslem popu-
lation that has seen a large increase in recent years. In brief, the
French mood seems very anti Moslem and the RN seems prepared
to cash in.

It also has plans for new legal protections for the police which is
an euphemism for allowing the force to take aggressive measures
against the minorities — mostly Jews and Moslems.

Significantly, Alice Weidel, the co-chair of the Far Right Alternative
for Germany, hailed the results “with admiration and respect,”
noting that Marine Le Pen’s party was a role model.

There is still a faint hope for Macron as France’s two-round elec-
toral system means candidates can drop out to allow voters to form
a single bloc of opposition to the radical Right. The situation is so
desperate that Macron and his coalition have to immediately cob-
3ﬁble up an alliance with the Left shedding their allergy as only five
 days are left for the second round of voting. If he fails, a party that
does not care a fig for the republican values that laid the founda-
tion of modern France will surge ahead and form a government.
This will spell doom for both France and the European Union.

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aradigm shifts in main-

stream economic think-

ing usually accompany

crises demanding new
answers, as occurred after
stagflation — low growth and
high inflation - gripped ad-
vanced economies in the 1970s.
And it may be happening again,
as liberal democracies con-
fronted a wave of popular dis-
trust in their ability to serve
their citizens and address the
multiple crises - ranging from
climate change to unbearable in-
equalities and major global con-
flicts - that threaten our future.

The consequences can now
be seen in the United States,
where former President Donald
Trump has a good chance of
winning the presidential election
in November. Similarly, a Far
Right government could take
power in France after the snap
election. To prevent dangerous
populist policies that exploit
voters’ anger, and to avert major
damage to humanity and the
planet, we must urgently ad-
dress the root causes of peo-
ple’s resentment.

With this imperative in mind,
many leading economists and
practitioners convened in Berlin
at the end of May for a summit
organised by the Forum New
Economy. The “Winning Back
the People” summit led to some-
thing resembling a new un-
derstanding that may replace
the market-liberal “Washington
Consensus,” which for four
decades emphasised the pri-
macy of free trade and capi-
tal flows, deregulation, pri-
vatisation, and other
pro-market shibboleths.

The Berlin Declaration pub-
lished at the end of the gather-
ing has since been signed by
dozens of leading scholars, in-
cluding Nobel laureate Angus
Deaton, Mariana Mazzucato,
and Olivier Blanchard, as well
as by Thomas Piketty, Isabella
Weber, Branko Milanovic, and
many others.

The Washington Consensus
has been wobbly for some time,
challenged by abundant re-
search documenting rising in-
come and wealth inequality
and its causes, as well as re-
assessments of the role of in-

dustrial policy and strategies
to combat climate change.
Recent crises, not to mention
the danger of losing the fight
for liberal democracy itself,
have catalysed an effort to
translate all this research into
anew common framework of
policies to win back citizens.

The Berlin Declaration high-
lights widespread evidence that
people’s distrust is to a large ex-
tent driven by the shared ex-
perience of areal or perceived
loss of control over one’s own
livelihood and the trajectory
of societal changes. This sense
of powerlessness has been trig-
gered by shocks stemming from
globalisation and technologi-
cal shifts, amplified by climate
change, artificial intelligence,
the recent inflation shock, and
austerity.

This diagnosis logically leads
to an equally clear conclusion.
To win back people’s trust re-
quires policies that restore con-
fidence in their — and their gov-
ernments’ — ability to respond
effectively to the real problems
they face. This means focusing
policies on the creation of shared
prosperity and good jobs, in-
cluding policies that proactively
address imminent regional dis-
ruptions by supporting new in-

dustries and directing innova-
tion toward wealth creation for
the many.

There is equally strong sup-
port for designing a healthier
form of globalisation, for coor-
dinating climate policies, and for
allowing national control over
crucial strategic interests.
Underlying these priorities is
broad agreement that income
and wealth inequalities must
be narrowed.

As part of a new consensus,
climate policies will need to
combine reasonable carbon pric-
ing with strong positive incen-
tives and ambitious infra-
structure investment. And there
is widespread acceptance of the
need for developing countries to
get the financial and techno-
logical resources they need to
embark on the climate transi-
tion. In sum, there is a new
shared common sense that a
new balance between markets
and collective action needs to be
established.

To agree on all of this would
probably not have been possible
five years ago. The large num-
ber of signatories, and the di-
versity of perspectives they rep-
resent, reflect how much the
discussion has changed with
the accumulation of more and

more empirical evidence.

The signatories of the Berlin
Declaration do not pretend to
have all the answers; far from it.
Rather, the Declaration’s purpose
is to offer a statement of princi-
ples that obviously differ from
the previous orthodoxy and to
create a mandate to refine polit-
ical concepts for practice. How
to get industrial policy right must
be defined in a national context,
as well as in a cooperative inter-
national effort; the same is true
of how governments can best in-
centivise climate-friendly be-
haviour. How to re-frame global-
isation or most effectively reduce
economic inequality also remain
open questions.

Nevertheless, achieving a
consensus on the principles
that should guide policymak-
ers is hugely important.
Recognising that markets on
their own will neither stop cli-
mate change nor lead to a less
unequal distribution of wealth
is only one step toward devis-
ing optimal strategies that can
effectively address the real chal-
lenges that confront us. A lot of
progress has already been made
on this front.

We now face a choice be-
tween a protectionist populist
backlash, with all the conflict
that this implies, and a new
suite of policies that are re-
sponsive to people’s concerns.
To preempt the populists, we
need a new political consensus
that focuses on the causes of
citizens’ distrust, rather than
on the symptoms.

A concerted effort to put citizens
and their governments back in
the driver’s seat and promote well-
being for the many is needed to re-
store trust in our societies’ abil-
ity to overcome crises and secure
a better future. To win back the
people requires nothing more —
and nothing less —than an agenda
for the people.

Multi-crop farming

Sir, The shift from single-crop farming to multi-crop farming is becoming increasingly nec-
essary in light of the findings from agricultural science and meteorological data. Single-
crop farming has been shown to lead to decreased productivity over time. This is compounded
by rising temperatures, which further reduce crop yields. As climate change continues to
impact weather patterns and agricultural conditions, the reliance on single crops makes
farmers more vulnerable to these changes, threatening their livelihoods and food security.
The NSSO’s Household Consumption Expenditure Survey highlights a significant shift in
dietary preferences among the population. There has been a notable decrease in cereal con-
sumption, with individuals now preferring fruits, vegetables, eggs, milk, and meat. Twenty
years ago, the average individual consumed 11.78 kg of food grains per month; this figure
has dropped to 8.97 kg in 2022-23. This shift in consumption patterns is reflective of broader
dietary trends and suggests a need for agricultural practices to adapt accordingly. Farmers
focusing solely on traditional cereal crops may find themselves at a disadvantage in this
changing market. Economic data further underscores the importance of diversifying
agricultural production. Given that agriculture still contributes significantly to the coun-
try’s economy (54 per cent), there is a clear need to transition from single-crop to multi-
crop farming. This shift is essential not only for improving land productivity and soil fer-
tility but also for ensuring economic stability and growth in the agricultural sector.

various types of “starting trou-
ble.” In fact, if you ask my wife,
she’ll tell you that I'm an expert
at “starting trouble.” Not only do
I have no trouble starting trou-
ble, I have trouble not starting
trouble. (I would disagree with
my wife, but I don’t want to start
any trouble.)

From my experience as a par-
ent, it’s clear to me that humans
learn how to start trouble at a
very young age (5 to 12), master
this skill during their early teen
years, and earn a PhD by age
18. Some dedicate their lives to
starting trouble, becoming pro-
fessional hackers, streakers or in-
ternet trolls. But most realise
that it’s just not worth it. They
try to keep peace at family get-
togethers, resisting the urge to
deflate any tyres outside or any
egos inside.

Asfor “starting trouble” in-
volving machines, I've experi-
enced it all, including cars not
starting, lawn mowers not start-
ing and computers not starting.
It can be very frustrating when

your car doesn’t start in the
morning. Take it from me, a
longtime driver, the only thing
worse than your car not start-
ing is your car not stopping.
Public transportation offers
solutions, of course. If there’s
a bus stop sign nearby, you can
drive into it to stop your car. But
this is always a last resort, un-
less you’re trying to start trou-
ble.

I'm also familiar with the
“starting trouble” that keeps us
from achieving our goals,
whether it’s a small goal like
“grow peas in my garden” or a
large goal like “grow peace in the
Middle East.” I struggle with
this type of “starting trouble” all
the time. I had “starting trou-
ble” writing this column about
starting trouble.

The best way to overcome
“starting trouble,” I've found, is
to tell yourself that you're going
to do only a small part of a task
-- and nothing more unless you
feel like it. When I'm doing laun-
dry in our house and have a lot

of clothes to put away, I tell my-
self that I'm going to put away
only 10 items. That gets me
started, and I often just get it all
done. But if I'm feeling tired or
lazy, I stop at 10 items and come
back later. By splitting up the
task, it increases the chances
that my kids will notice that
there’s a chore to be done and
hide in their rooms until it’s
done.

Almost any task can be bro-
ken up into smaller parts. That
makes it less likely that you’ll
have “starting trouble.” For
example, if you need to see a
dentist but have been putting
it off, just write “google dentist”
on your calendar for tomor-
row. The next day, you can write
“click on link.” After that, you
can write “read reviews,” fol-
lowed by “dial the number and
quickly hang up before any-
one answers.” In a few days,
you’ll be able to write “make an
appointment for June 2034.”
This is how I get all my medical
appointments done.

Pune, July 2: The Pune ad-
ministration has outlined a se-
ries of safety measures for haz-
ardous tourist locations in the
district which includes identi-
fication and demarcation of dan-
gerous areas, the presence of
lifeguards and rescue teams,
and the installation of warning
boards.

The move comes after the in-
cident Sunday when a woman
and four children were swept
away at a waterfall near the
Bhushi Dam, a well-known pic-
nic spot in the picturesque
Lonavala hill station of
Maharashtra’s Pune district.

The incident has sent shock-
waves through the community,
highlighting the urgent need for
improved safety protocols at pop-
ular tourist destinations.

Furthermore, the tranquil set-
ting of the Pavana Dam in
Lonavala has also been marred by
aseries of tragic drownings, un-
derscoring the critical impor-
tance of implementing enhanced
safety measures in the region.

During the monsoon season, a
large number of tourists visit
the Bhushi and Pavana dams,
Lonavala, Sinhgad, Malshej and
Tamhini and other places, nestled
in the Western Ghats in Pune
district, often venturing into un-
known and dangerous areas.

Pune Collector Dr Suhas
Divase Monday issued a set of
guidelines and instructed au-
thorities to conduct a survey to
identify potential hazardous
spots at these tourist places and

Mumbai college bans
T-shirts, torn jeans

Mumbai, July 2: A city-based
college, which has been in news
for imposing a ban on hijab, has
now also barred students from
wearing torn jeans, T-shirts, “re-
vealing” dresses and jerseys, or
a dress that reveals religion or
shows “cultural disparity”.

The Chembur Trombay
Education Society’s NG
Acharya and DK Marathe
College, in the notice issued
June 27, also said students
should wear a formal and de-
cent dress while on campus.

Students can wear a half or full
shirt and trousers. Girls can
wear any Indian or western out-
fit, it said.

The directive came after the
Bombay High Court June 26 re-
fused to interfere in a decision
taken by the college to impose a
ban on hijab, burka and nagab
on its premises, observing that
such rules do not violate stu-
dents’ fundamental rights.

“Students shall not wear any
dress which reveals religion or
shows cultural disparity. Nakab,
hijab, burka, stole, cap, etc shall
be removed by going to the com-
mon rooms on the ground floor
and then only (students) can
move throughout the college
campus,” the notice said.

“Torn jeans, T-shirts, reveal-
ing dresses and jerseys are not
allowed,” it said.

Students belonging to the
Muslim community from Shivaji
Nagar, Govandi and Mankhurd
areas are enrolled at the college,

located in Chembur.

The notice also states that
75 per cent attendance is com-
pulsory.

“Discipline is the key to suc-
cess,” it added.

Subodh Acharya, General
Secretary of the college gov-
erning council, said no notice
with new directives has been is-
sued by the college, referring to
a circular issued by the insti-
tute earlier this year.

“The notice is not new. We are
only asking students to follow the
dress code which states not to
wear revealing clothes. We are
also not asking students to wear
sarees or attire of any particu-
lar colour,” he said.

“Students can come to college
wearing a hijab or burka, change
it in the college common room
and then do their work,” college
principal Vidyagauri Lele said.

Last month, the students
moved the high court, chal-
lenging a directive issued by the
college imposing a dress code
under which they cannot wear
hijab, naqgab, burka, stoles,
caps and badges inside the
premises.

The HC June 26 said a dress
code is meant to maintain dis-
cipline which is part of the col-
lege’s fundamental right to “es-
tablish and administer an
educational institution”.

The dress code was applica-
ble to all students irrespective
of religion or caste, the high
court said, dismissing a peti-
tion filed against the ban by
nine girl students.

protecting the lakes and ponds
within the GHMC area of about
two thousand kilometers, ‘nalas’
(drainages) in the city and the
government properties from the
threat of encroachment.
Apart from this, the disaster
management wing will also pro-

vide services like controlling
hoardings, drinking water
pipelines, power supply lines,
drainages, flood management
and traffic control, the release
said.

The Chief Minister instructed
officials to speed up the works of
Musi Riverfront Development
project and said it should work
in tune with the government’s
goal to promote Hyderabad as the
‘best international city’.

Hyderabad, July 2: Telangana
Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy
Tuesday said the state govern-
ment will give permissions for
film shootings and enhance cin-
ema ticket rates only if the film-
makers produce videos to create
awareness on drug abuse and
cybercrime as part of their so-
cial responsibility.

The Chief Minister said such
videos of 1.5 minutes to 2 min-
utes duration should feature
stars of the movies, for which the
filmmakers seek permissions
for shooting or approach the
government to enhance cinema
ticket rates.

He made the announcement
after flagging off new vehicles of
the Telangana Anti-Narcotics
Bureau and Telangana Cyber
Security Bureau.

The Chief Minister lamented
that the film personalities are not
discharging their social re-
sponsibility.

“When your new films are re-
leased, you come to the govern-
ment for GOs to increase ticket

rates but my government feels
that you are not fulfilling your
social responsibility to control
social problems like cybercrimes
and drug abuse,” he said.

He asked officials that if the
film personalities approach the
government with requests to en-
hance ticket rates, they should
be asked to make videos on drug
control and cybercrimes fea-
turing stars of the movies con-
cerned.

“This is the precondition. I
am giving clear instructions
to my officials. How big they
may be, if they come with a
request to us, they should be
asked to make videos of one-
and-half-minute to two min-
utes featuring stars of the same
movie,” he said.

He suggested that the same
pre-condition should apply for
permissions for film shootings.

He mentioned that shootings
of many films take place in and
around Hyderabad, especially
under the limits of Cyberabad
and Rachakonda Police
Commissionerates.

5 Naxals killed
in encounter

Narayanpur (Chhattisgarh),
July 2: Five Naxalites were
killed in an encounter with se-
curity personnel in
Chhattisgarh’s Narayanpur dis-
trict Tuesday, police said.

The gunfight took place
in a forest under Kohkameta
police station area in Abujhmad,
a hilly forest area when a joint
team of personnel from different
security forces was out on an
anti-Naxal operation, a senior
police official said.

“Five Naxalites have been
killed in the action so far. The
search operation is still under-
way in the area and further de-
tails are awaited,” he said, adding
that security personnel were re-
ported to be safe.

The operation, involving per-
sonnel of the District Reserve
Guard, Special Task Force,
Border Security Force and the
Indo-Tibetan Border Police from
different districts, was launched
Sunday, police said.

With the latest incident,
the number of Naxalites killed
so far this year in separate en-
counters with security forces
in the state has risen to 138.

While 136 Maoists were
gunned down in the Bastar di-
vision, comprising seven dis-
tricts including Narayanpur,
two others were killed in
Dhamtari district under the
Raipur division. On June 15,
eight Naxalites and a jawan
of the Special Task Force (STF)
were Kkilled in an encounter
in Narayanpur district. Six
Naxalites were gunned down
in an encounter in Narayanpur
June 5 and seven Naxals were
killed on the Narayanpur-
Bijapur border May 23.

Silence on Manipur not normal: Akoijam

1,500 stones removed from woman’s gallbladder

New Delhi, July 2: In a
shocking case, doctors here re-
moved 1,500 stones from the gall-
bladder of a 32-year-old woman.

A 32-year-old woman, who
was suffering from persistent
bloating and heaviness after
eating junk and fatty foods, had
her gallbladder removed which
contained 1500 stones, said Dr
Manish K Gupta, Vice
Chairperson and Senior
Consultant, Laparoscopic and
General Surgeon at Sir Ganga
Ram Hospital.

The woman Riya Sharma,
who successfully underwent a la-
paroscopic cholecystectomy at Sir
Ganga Ram Hospital, had also
been self-medicating for what
she believed to be gas, Dr Gupta
told PTI.

She also experienced recur-

rent episodes of right upper ab-
dominal pain radiating to her
back and shoulder, often ac-
companied by nausea and vom-
iting, he added.

After athorough evaluation,
the patient was scheduled for a
laparoscopic cholecystectomy,
aminimally invasive procedure

to remove the gallbladder and
stones. “During her surgery
(Saturday), 10 mm and 5 mm in-
cisions were made in her ab-
domen to facilitate the removal
of the gallbladder,” Dr Gupta
said. Speaking about her con-
dition, Riya Sharma, who lives
in Gurgaon, told PTI, “Ilive by

myself, which is why I am mostly
dependent on outside food.”

“A few weeks back, I was suf-
fering from persistent bloating
and heaviness. After consulting
my family physician, an ultra-
sound revealed that my gall-
bladder was full of stones and I
was then referred to Sir Ganga
Ram Hospital,” she added.

Despite the extensive num-
ber of stones, the patient was
discharged the day after sur-

gery, able to eat a normal diet and
move around independently, Dr
Gupta said.

He also emphasised the im-
portance of timely intervention,
noting that small stones can mi-
grate into the common bile duct
(CBD), causing jaundice and
pancreatitis, while large stones
can lead to chronic irritation
and potentially gallbladder can-
cer if left untreated.

The incidence of gallstone
disease is increasing due to
lifestyle changes, including long
gaps between meals and extended
fasting periods, which can lead
to bile precipitation and stone for-
mation, said Dr Gupta.

The women are particularly
susceptible due to hormonal
influences, especially during
pregnancy, which can relax the
gallbladder and prevent
complete emptying, he added.

Five kids die at
shelter home,
31 hospitalised

children have died at a shelter
home here over the last three
days while 31 other inmates have
been hospitalised, prompting
the Madhya Pradesh govern-
ment to order a high-level
inquiry.

While Shubh (8) died Sunday
after suffering from seizures,
Karan (12), Akash (7), Chhota
Govind (5) and Rani (11) died
over the last two days, officials
said. Additional Deputy
Commissioner of Police (ADCP)
Alok Kumar Sharma said the
exact cause of deaths will be
known once post-mortem
reports arrive.

entire India 6 days
ahead of schedule

New Delhi, July 2: The south-
west monsoon has covered the en-
tire country six days ahead of the
normal date despite making slug-
gish progress during mid-June,
the India Meteorological
Department (IMD) said Tuesday.

“The southwest monsoon has
further advanced into the
remaining parts of Rajasthan,
Haryana, and Punjab today. Thus,
it covered the entire country
July 2, 2024, against the normal
date of July 8,” the IMD said in
a statement.

The monsoon arrived in
Kerala and the northeastern re-
gion May 30, two and six days ear-
lier than usual. It progressed nor-
mally up to Maharashtra but
lost momentum in between, ex-
tending the wait for rains in
West Bengal, Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, and
Madhya Pradesh, and worsening
the impact of a scorching heat
wave in northwest India.

The country recorded 16 days
of below-normal rainfall activ-
ity from June 11 to June 27, lead-
ing to overall below-normal pre-
cipitation in June, with 147.2
mm of rainfall against a nor-
mal of 165.3 mm for the month,
the seventh lowest since
2001. June rainfall accounts for
15 per cent of the total precipi-
tation of 87 cm recorded during
the four-month monsoon sea-
son in the country.

Typically, the southwest mon-
soon makes its onset over Kerala
by June 1 and covers the entire
country by July 8. It starts re-
treating from northwest India
around September 17, with-
drawing entirely by October 15.
IMD data shows this is the third

consecutive year that the
monsoon has covered the entire
country ahead of schedule.
Monsoon rains covered all of
the country July 2 in both 2022
and 2021. Since 2011, the monsoon
has covered the country earlier
than the usual date seven times.

Last year, the monsoon rolled
into Kerala June 8, which was
seven days behind the normal
date, and covered the entire coun-
try by July 2, six days early.
Monsoon withdrawal began in
west Rajasthan September 25,
with an eight-day delay.

The IMD Tuesday said the
monsoon will remain active over
northwest, east, and northeast
India during the next four to
five days. Isolated very heavy
rainfall is expected over Bihar,
Arunachal Pradesh, Assam and
Meghalaya, sub-Himalayan West
Bengal, Sikkim, Nagaland,
Manipur, Mizoram, and Tripura
during July 2-6. Isolated ex-
tremely heavy rainfall is very
likely over Arunachal Pradesh,
Assam, and Meghalaya July 5-6.

Goa, Madhya Maharashtra, parts
of Gujarat, and coastal Karnataka
could experience a few spells of very
heavy rain during this period, the
Met office said.

Aditya-L1 completes first halo orbit

Bangalore, July 2: India’s

first solar mission Aditya-L1
spacecraft completed its first
halo orbit around the Sun-Earth
L1 point Tuesday, ISRO said.

The space agency said
its station-keeping manoeuvre
Tuesday ensured its seamless
transition into the second
halo orbit.

The Aditya-L1 mission,
which is an Indian solar
observatory at Lagrangian
point L1, was launched
September 2, 2023 and was
inserted in its targeted halo orbit
January 6, 2024.

According to ISRO, Aditya-
L1 spacecraft in the halo orbit
takes 178 days to complete a
revolution around the L1 point.

During its travel in the halo
orbit, Aditya-L1 spacecraft will
be subjected to various per-
turbing forces that will cause
it to depart from the targeted
orbit, the space agency said.

“Aditya-L1 underwent two
station-keeping manoeuvres
February 22 and June 7, re-

spectively, to maintain this
orbit. Today's third station-
keeping manoeuvre has en-
sured that its travel continued
in the second halo orbit path
around L1,” ISRO said.

The agency explained that
Aditya L1’s journey around
Sun-Earth L1 Lagrangian point
involves modeling of complex
dynamics.

The understanding of vari-
ous perturbing forces acting
on the spacecraft helped in de-
termining the trajectory ac-
curately and planning precise
orbit manoeuvres, it added.

“With today’s manoeuvre,
the state-of-the-art flight
dynamics software developed
in-house at URSC-ISRO for
the Aditya-L1 missions stands
fully validated,” ISRO said.

Quota row: Bihar govt moves SC

New Delhi, July 2: The Bihar
government has moved the
Supreme Court challenging a
Patna High Court verdict that
has set aside the amended reser-
vation laws in the state, which
enabled the Nitish Kumar gov-
ernment to increase the quotas for
Dalits, tribals and backward classes
from 50 per cent to 65 per cent.
In its June 20 verdict, the high
court declared that the amend-
ments, passed unanimously by
the state’s bicameral legislature in
November last year, were “ultra
vires” of the Constitution, “bad in
law” and “violative of the
equality clause”. The state’s plea
has been filed in the apex court
through advocate Manish Kumar.
A division bench of the high
court had allowed a bunch of pe-

tltlons challenglng the Blhar
Reservation of Vacancies in Posts
and Services (for Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes and Other
Backward Classes) (Amendment)
Act, 2023 and the Bihar (In
Admission in Educational
Institutions) Reservation
(Amendment) Act, 2023, while
“leaving the parties to suffer their
respective costs”. In a detailed
order running into 87 pages, the
high court made it clear that it
saw “no extenuating circumstance
enabling the state to breach” the
50-per cent cap on reservations
laid down by the Supreme Court
in the Indra Sawhney case.

The CJI was speaking at a
foundation stone-laying cere-
mony at Karkardooma, Shastri
Park and Rohini here for trial
court buildings in the capital.

“One crucial step is to incor-
porate a green lifestyle into our
daily lives, which includes re-
ducing carbon emissions. I was
delighted to know that the new
buildings will focus on heat-is-
land mitigation and reduce en-
vironmental footprint,” he said.
The CJI referred to an 18th-cen-
tury case, in which one Rama
Kamati’s servant was subjected
to custodial torture to confess his

employer’s criminality. Even
Kamati was convicted in the
case and he later died in prison.

“Our legal and constitutional
system is fundamentally
premised on the virtues of jus-
tice, liberty, equality and fra-
ternity. Courts are the guardian
of these foundational virtues.

We uphold them by enforcing
rights-based substantive laws
and fairness-based procedural
laws,” Justice Chandrachud said,
adding that in that case, it later
came to light that the evidence
against the convict was fabri-
cated. The CJI said courts are not
merely sights of sovereign power
but are also essential public serv-
ice providers.

Laying down the foundation
stone, he said, “Court premises,

like all buildings, are not just
made of bricks and concrete.
They are made up of hope. Courts
are made to realise the virtues
of justice and the rule of law.
Every case that is being filed
before us is with that hope for jus-
tice. When we invest in the safety;
accessibility and comfort of our
judges, lawyers and litigants,
we build more than just an effi-
cient system - we make a just and
inclusive system.”

Paddy variety Pusa 44 cultivation continues in Punjab

NEW DELHI: Farmers in Punjab’s districts with the highest stubble-burning
incidents continue to cultivate the long-duration and water-intensive paddy vari-
ety Pusa 44, according to a new survey released Tuesday. The survey, conducted
by researchers from the Delhi-based independent think tank Council on Energy,
Environment and Water (CEEW), also found that nearly half of Punjab farmers
using in-situ crop residue management (CRM) machines still burn some loose
paddy straw to ensure the machines’ efficient operation and for pest control.
The CEEW report highlighted that 36 per cent of the 1,478 farmers surveyed in 11
districts of Punjab grew Pusa 44 in Kharif 2022 due to its high yield.

Islamabad, July 2: A UN group
has demanded the immediate
release of Pakistan’s jailed for-
mer Prime Minister Imran Khan,
saying at least two cases slapped
on him were politically moti-
vated and aimed to exclude him
from the country’s political scene.

The United Nations Working
Group on Arbitrary Detention
adopted its opinion on the 71-
year-old Pakistan Tehreek-e-
Insaf (PTI) party founder’s de-
tention in its 99th session from
March 18-27 in Geneva.

The UN body said that Khan’s
detention and prosecution in the
first Toshakhana corruption
case and cipher cases were po-
litically motivated to exclude
him from competing in the po-
litical arena. The UN group
also said that it was “without
legal basis”.

Reacting to the development,
the Pakistan government
Tuesday dismissed the plea, say-
ing the jailed former Prime
Minister’s arrest and the pend-
ing cases against him were “in-
ternal matters.”

Khan getting relief in many
cases is “a manifestation of a
transparent and fair trial and
judicial system. Any demand
beyond the constitution, law and
international norms will be
called discriminatory, biased
and against justice,” Law
Minister Azam Nazir Tarar said
in a statement reacting to the
UN agency’s report.

He also said that Pakistan as
an independent state enforces
the constitution and prevailing
laws through the courts.

Accused scammer
“Irish heiress’
extradited to UK

London, July 2: A woman ac-
cused of travelling across the
US claiming to be an Irish heiress
and scamming several victims
out of tens of thousands of dol-
lars has been extradited to the
United Kingdom, a US official
said Tuesday.

Marianne Smyth faces alle-
gations that she stole more than
$170,000 from the victims from
2008 to0 2010 in Northern Ireland.

A US magistrate judge in
Maine ruled in May that there
was sufficient evidence for ex-
tradition of the American, who
accusers say has also fashioned
herself as a witch, a psychic and
a friend to Hollywood stars.

A spokesperson for the US
Department of Justice confirmed
the extradition, and referred
questions to law enforcement
officials in Northern Ireland.
An attorney for Smyth did not
immediately respond to an email
requesting comment.

Authorities overseas have said
Smyth stole money that she had
promised to invest and also
arranged to sell a victim a home
but instead took the money.
Smyth’s victims in the US in-
cluded Johnathan Walton, a pod-
caster who warned others about
her grifts. A court in Northern
Ireland issued arrest warrants for
her earlier this decade. She was
arrested in Maine in February.

Smyth drew comparisons to
Anna Sorokin, a scammer who
impersonated a German
heiress to pay for a glamorous
lifestyle in New York City, and
became subject of a Netflix
series. Sorokin, whose real
name is Anna Delvey, was con-
victed in 2019 of conning
$275,000 from banks, hotels
and swank New Yorkers to fi-
nance her deluxe lifestyle.

hastily formed left-wing alliance.

Refugees and immigrants from
Commonwealth countries,
mainly former territories of the
British Empire such as Nigeria,
India, and Malaysia, are eligible
to vote in British elections.

Panjak, 27, who came to Britain
in February last year, said he
was excited to cast his vote after
missing the election in his native
India.

“In my country, they don’t
allow people from other countries
to vote. I came here on a student
visa, but they are giving us an op-
portunity, like British citizens,”
said Panjak who works part-
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time as an ambassador at his
university in Manchester, north-
west England.

Teh Wen Sun, a 33-year-old
Malaysian student from Salford,
not far from Manchester, said
she did not see much difference
between the two main parties, but
she was keen to vote for a party

that is more receptive to immi-
grants.

Immigration is an electoral
battleground in Britain, with
Sunak promising to cut net mi-
gration levels if the
Conservatives win, amid con-
cern from many British voters
that it was too high and put ex-

cessive pressure on the state-
run National Health Service,
housing and education.

Sunak has since tightened
visa rules and made interna-
tional headlines for a policy to
send asylum seekers to Rwanda.

Oyinkansola Dirisu, 31, a sup-
port worker from Manchester
who came to Britain in 2022,
said she was looking forward to
voting for Labour, and said she
wanted whoever won power to
make it easier for people like
her to move to Britain.

Others, like Esther Offem, 26,
who came from Nigeria last
September, are still undecided.
“None (of the parties) have done
much in the areas that I'm most
interested in. But at the moment,
I would probably go for the
Conservatives. I'm not sure yet.”

Turkey shuts Syria horder amid violence

Amman, July 2: Turkey closed
its main border crossings into
northwest Syria Tuesday after
Turkish troops came under fire
from Syrians angered by vio-
lence against their compatriots
in Turkey, a Syrian opposition
source and residents said.

In Turkey, police detained 474
people involved in attacks tar-
geting the Syrian community
across the country overnight,
Interior Minister Ali Yerlikaya
said, in spreading unrest that
began late Sunday.

Properties and vehicles owned
by Syrians were vandalised and
set on fire in the central city of
Kayseri, stoked by social media
reports that a Syrian man had
sexually abused a female child
relative. Yerlikaya said the in-
cident was being investigated.

The violence spread to the

provinces of Hatay, Gaziantep,
Konya, Bursa and an Istanbul
district, Turkey’s MIT intelli-
gence agency said in a state-
ment. There were social media
reports of some injuries among
Syrians.

Subsequently, hundreds of
angry Syrians took to the streets
in several towns in the rebel-
held northwest Syria, an area
where Turkey maintains thou-
sands of troops and has carved
out a sphere of influence that
has stopped Syrian President
Bashar al-Assad from regain-
ing control.

Late Monday, Turkey re-
sponded to the unrest by closing
until further notice the Bab al
Hawa border crossing, a main
trade and passenger conduit for
more than 3 million inhabitants,

make its bet.

Hindenburg, which pub-
lished the notice on its web-
site, said it made just USD 4.1
million from its declared po-
sitions on Adani stocks and
criticised the regulator for not
focusing its investigation into
the January 2023 report ‘pro-
viding evidence’ of the con-
glomerate creating ‘a vast net-
work of offshore shell entities’
and moving billions of dollars
‘surreptitiously’ into and out
of Adani public and private
entities.

It said while SEBI was seeking
to claim jurisdiction over a US-
based investor, the regulator’s
notice ‘conspicuously failed to
name the party that has an ac-
tual tie to India: Kotak Bank,’
which created and oversaw the
offshore fund structure used by
Hindenburg’s investor partner
to bet against Adani. The regu-
lator ‘masked the ‘Kotak’ name
with the acronym ‘KMIL’,” it
added.

KMIL refers to Kotak
Mahindra Investments Ltd, the
asset management company.

Bangalore, July 2: Zerodha,
India's largest discount broker,
said Tuesday it will in all likeli-
hood have to abandon its zero-bro-
kerage model and raise derivative
trading fees after the market reg-
ulator mandated uniform charges
that are not based on volumes.

Exchanges often charge a
lower fee to brokers if they gen-
erate high volumes. Brokers, in
turn, charge traders little to no
fees, which has contributed to a
surge in trading across segments
like derivatives that the SEBI
wants to curb. The new fee struc-
ture, which kicks in from October;
has a significant impact on bro-
kers, traders and investors,
Nithin Kamath, CEO and co-
founder of Zerodha, said on so-
cial media platform X.

“With the new circular, we
will, in all likelihood, have to
let go of the zero brokerage struc-
ture and/or increase brokerage
for F&O trades,” he said.
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Hindenburg was ‘never’ its client,
SEBI’s show cause notice said
that Hindenburg’s client Kingdon
Capital Management had in-
vested in KMIL’s K-India
Opportunities Fund, which cre-
ated positions in Adani
Enterprises Ltd prior to the re-
port release and ‘a total profit of
%183.24 crore (USD 22.25 million)’
thereafter.

Hindenburg had shared its
report with Kingdon Capital
prior to the release, thatled to a
rout in Adani group stock, wip-
ing out over USD 150 billion in
market value of the 10 listed en-
tities at their lowest point.

Adani has repeatedly denied
all allegations of wrong doing
and most of its stocks have re-
couped losses since.

RBI rolls out new draft rules
to ease export & import deals

Mumbai, July 2: The Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) Tuesday
came out with new draft regu-
lations and directions to liberalise
the rules covering foreign trade
transactions to promote the ease
of doing business, especially for
small exporters and importers.

The new regulations are also
intended to empower authorised
dealer banks to provide quicker
and more efficient service to
their foreign exchange customers.

The RBI said the decision to
rationalise regulations that cover

export and import transactions
isa continuation of its efforts to
progressively liberalise policies
governing foreign exchange
transactions under FEMA, 1999.

The RBI said the draft regula-
tions under FEMA and directions
to authorised dealer banks are
available on its website for public
response. Comments on the draft
proposals (regulations as well as
directions) may be forwarded via
email by September 1, 2024, with
the subject line 'Feedback on draft
regulations and directions on ex-
port and import under FEMA',
the RBI said.

No - We
had one investor partner, and
net of costs we may barely come
out above breakeven on our
Adani short.”

“Our work on Adani was never
justifiable from a financial or
personal safety perspective, but
it is by far the work we are most
proud of,” it said.

India in talks with Africa, Latin
America for critical mineral blocks

New Delhi, July 2: India is in
talks with Africa as well as Latin
America to get critical mineral
blocks on a government-to-gov-
ernment basis, Veena Kumari
Dermal, joint secretary of the
Ministry of Mines, said Tuesday.

Critical minerals such as
lithium are essential compo-
nents in many of today's rap-
idly growing clean energy tech-
nologies, including wind
turbines, electricity networks,
and electric vehicles.

“We are having lots of dis-
cussions with many other re-
sources-rich countries both in
Africa as well as in Latin
America for getting... a block
on a G2G basis or on a priority
basis,” Dermal said at India
Energy Storage Week (IESW)
2024 organised by India Energy
Storage Alliance (IESA).

The mines ministry, she said,
is giving more and more im-

portance to the exploration of
critical minerals in India.

On the domestic front, the
government has successfully
auctioned one lithium block in
Chhattisgarh, the joint secre-
tary added.

She said the Chhattisgarh gov-
ernment will take steps to start

the exploration and production
from the lithium block at the
earliest.

Maiki South Mining Pvt Ltd
had last month bagged the coun-
try's first lithium block in
Chhattisgarh that was put up
for sale.

Meanwhile, the government
cancelled the auction of 14 crit-
ical minerals that were on offer
in the second round of auction.

In June, the government had
put on sale 21 blocks in the fourth
round of auction of critical and
strategic minerals.

The government received 56
physical bids and 56 online bids
for 18 of the 20 blocks offered
during the first tranche of the
auction, which began November
29, 2023.

However, the auction for 13 of
the 20 blocks was cancelled due
to a lukewarm response.

Seven of these cancelled blocks
were re-notified for auction in the
third round.

Echoes of dotcom bubble haunt AI-driven stock rally

While various metrics show stock valuations and investor exuberance have yet to hit peaks reached at the turn of the century, the similarities are easy to spot

New York, July 2: A US stock
rally supercharged by excite-
ment over artificial intelligence
is drawing comparisons with
the dotcom bubble two decades
ago, raising the question of
whether prices have again been
inflated by optimism over a rev-
olutionary technology.

Al fever, coupled with a re-
silient economy and stronger
earnings, has lifted the S&P 500
index to fresh records this year
following a run of more than
50% from its October 2022 low.
The tech-heavy Nasdaq
Composite index has gained over
70% since the end of 2022.

While various metrics show
stock valuations and investor
exuberance have yet to hit peaks
reached at the turn of the cen-
tury, the similarities are easy
to spot. A small group of massive
tech stocks including AI chip-
maker Nvidia symbolise today's

market, recalling the ‘Four
Horsemen’ of the late 1990s:
Cisco, Dell, Microsoft and Intel.

The dizzying run in shares of
Nvidia, which gained nearly
4,300% in a recent five-year pe-
riod, stirred memories of how
network equipment maker Cisco
surged about 4,500% over five
years leading up to its peak in
2000, according to a BTIG com-
parison of the two stocks.

Valuations have grown as
well, though many tech cham-
pions appear to be in far better
financial shape than their dot-
com counterparts of the late
1990s and early 2000s. Other
measures, such as investor
bullishness, have yet to reach
the frothy heights of the turn
of the century.

The concern is that the Al-
driven surge will end the same
way as the dot-com boom - with
an epic crash. After nearly quad-
rupling in just over three years,
the Nasdaq Composite plunged

almost 80% from its March 2000
peak to October 2002. The S&P
500, which doubled in a similar
timeframe, collapsed nearly 50%
in that period.

While several internet stocks
such as Amazon survived and
eventually thrived, others never
recovered. “No one exactly knows
what will happen with artificial
intelligence,” said Sameer

.

Samana, senior global market
strategist at the Wells Fargo
Investment Institute, noting the
same uncertainty about the even-
tual long-term winners.
Echoing the dot-com boom,
the information technology sec-
tor has swelled to 32% of the S&P
500's total market value, the
largest percentage since 2000
when it rose to nearly 35%, ac-

cording to LSEG Datastream.
Just three companies, Microsoft,
Apple and Nvidia, represent
over 20% of the index.

However, tech stocks are more
modestly valued now than at
the peak of the dotcom bubble,
trading at 31 times forward earn-
ings, compared to as high as 48
times in 2000, according to
Datastream.

The difference is clear in the
valuations of Nvidia and Cisco,
akey provider of products sup-
porting internet infrastructure,
whose stock has yet to rescale its
peaks of the dotcom boom. While
both stocks have soared, Nvidia
trades at 40 times forward earn-
ings estimates, compared to
Cisco's 131 level reached in March
2000, according to Datastream.

Capital Economics analysts
also note that the current rally
is being fueled more by solid
earnings outlooks rather than
growing valuations, a sign that
fundamentals are more of a

driver this time.

Forward earnings per share in
sectors containing today's mar-
ket leaders - tech, communication
services and consumer discre-
tionary - have been growing
faster since early 2023 than the
rest of the market, a Capital
Economics analysis showed.

By contrast, expected earn-
ings in the sectors grew at a sim-
ilar pace to the rest of the mar-
ket in the late 1990s and early
2000s, while their valuations
soared faster than for other
stocks.

More broadly, the S&P 500's
price-to-earnings ratio of 21 is
well above its historical aver-

age but below the roughly 25 -

level reached in 1999 and 2000, ac-
cording to Datastream.

“Our base case is that this
tech bubble won't burst until the

Sydney: A group of Afghan
women’s cricketers has again
approached the ICC asking for
backing to reform as a refugee
team based in Australia. The
women sent a letter to the ICC in
the wake of the Afghanistan men’s
historic run to the semifinals of the
Twenty20 World Cup in the
Caribbean last week. More than
two dozen Afghan women
cricketers sought refuge in
Australia in 2021 after the Taliban
took over. “A profound sadness
remains that we, as women, cannot
represent our country like the male
cricketers,” the women wrote in a
letter to ICC chairman Greg
Barclay, a section of the Australian
media reported Tuesday. “We are
asking the ICC to assist us in
setting up a refugee team in
Australia,” they added.
