The annual State Budget for
2024-25 fiscal year will be tabled
July 25 by Chief Minister Mohan
Charan Majhi, who also holds the
Finance portfolio.

Governor Raghubar Das
will address the House on
the opening day. The Motion
of Thanks on the Governor’s
address will be presented on
the same day. The election of
the Deputy Speaker of the
Assembly is scheduled to be
held July 24.

The Assembly session will
continue till September 13 with
a break from August 1 to 19.

The BJP has formed the gov-
ernment for the first time in
the state after the party won 78
of the total 147 Assembly seats
in the 2024 polls.

Notably, the previous BJD
government had presented an
interim Budget of ¥1.18 lakh

crore for the first four months

Ruins of garden linked to Roman emperor uncovered

Rome, July 5: Archaeological
excavations near the Vatican
uncovered the remains of an
ancient garden overlooking the
right bank of the Tiber River that
was likely owned by Roman
Emperor Caligula, Italy’s cul-
ture ministry has said.

The discovery was made dur-
ing construction work to create
a pedestrian piazza linking Castel
Sant'Angelo to St. Peter’s Basilica
and its Via della Conciliazione
boulevard, some of Rome’s most
visited tourist sites.

In ancient times the area
housed prestigious imperial res-

with spectacular porticos, prom-

nades and gardens. What r
mains underground are a traver-

tine wall, the foundations of a
colonnaded portico and a garden,
the ministry said. The excava-
tions also uncovered a lead water
pipe stamped with the name of
the owner of the water supply
and likely of the garden.

The details point to Caligula,
son of Germanicus and
Agrippina the Elder, and em-
peror of Rome from 37 to 41, the
ministry said, adding that there
are literary references that seem
to confirm the connection of
the site to Caligula.

The excavation also revealed
an important series of figurative
terracottas used to decorate
roofs, with unusual mythologi-

cal scenes, reused as covers for
the sewers, but originally prob-
ably made for the covering of
some structure in the garden, the
ministry said.

The construction project is
part of the Vatican's 2025 Jubilee,
a holy year that is expected to
draw some 32 million pilgrims
to Rome. The run-up to the
Jubilee has involved launching
dozens of long-delayed con-
struction projects, including the
79.5 million euro piazza, with a
tunnel below it redirecting traf-
fic underground.

The project, located at Piazza
Pia, is expected to be completed
by December.

Bhubaneswar, July 5: Two
days after a scuffle broke out
between BJP and Congress work-
ers over Rahul Gandhi’s remark
in Parliament, the functionaries
of Odisha Pradesh Congress
Committee (OPCC) here, Friday,
gheraoed the police Seva Bhawan
demanding action against the
BJP cadres.

Congress party workers took
out a protest march from Master
Canteen Square to the state po-
lice headquarters. Later, they
submitted a memorandum to
Twin City police commissioner
Sanjeeb Panda and Bhubaneswar
deputy commissioner of police
(DCP) Prateek Singh for imme-
diate arrest of the accused BJP
members who had attacked their
party workers.

Twin City Police
Commissioner Sanjeeb Panda
said the cops have launched an
investigation into the matter
and would take necessary ac-
tion against the guilty.

Notably, both BJP and
Congress lodged a complaint at
Capital police station following
the violent clash here, July 3.
However, the cops have not ar-
rested anyone in this connec-
tion.

Congress’ Sanakhemundi MLA
Ramesh Jena, who was present
at the protest site, said though 48
hours have passed since BJP
workers pelted cow dung and
stones at our office, the police
have not made a single arrest. ‘At
a time when Rahul Gandhi has
been raising critical issues in
the Parliament, the BJP, on the
other hand, is resorting to cow-
ardly tactics like attacks. Our
demonstration strongly objects
such attacks,” he added.

Former OPCC president
Jayadev Jena said, “Had the cops
been sincere, we would not have
gheraoed the CP office. The irony
is BJP, while it was in Opposition,
used to criticise BJD for disrupt-
ing the law and order. However,
they are playing the same game
} now. Less than amonth after com-
ing to power, BJP has ended democ-
racy in the state.”

Sushant Mohapatra from
Balasore stood in the long queue
at the Radiology department for
his son for hours but to no avail.

Narrating his ordeal,
Mohapatra said, “After stand-
ing in the queue for around four
hours, I was told by the depart-
ment that the machine was not
working. I need to get my son’s
CT scan done without a delay
as the doctor will start the treat-
ment only after going through the
report.”

The Balasore resident added
that the only way for him was to
get the scan done at a nearby
private facility.

Acknowledging the break-
down, SCBMCH administrative
officer Abinash Rout said the
pricy equipment, deployed by a
private agency under PPP
arrangement, was being repaired
as and when required.

“We had informed the previ-
ous government about the re-
quirement of a new CT scan ma-
chine. The government had also
sanctioned it. We have also ap-
praised the new government
about the hospital’s needs. We are
hopeful of having a new imag-
ing machine soon,” Rout pointed
out.

While SCBMCH offers a 128-
slice CT scan for free, private
facilities charge at least Rs 2,000
for the imaging.

Bhubaneswar, July 5: Former
minister and senior BJD leader
Surendranath Nayak died here
Friday morning, his family
sources said. He was 87.

Nayak was suffering from age-
related ailments and died at his
residence here.

He was elected to the Assembly
seven times from Kakatpur con-
stituency on Utkal Congress,
Janata Dal and BJD tickets be-
tween 1971 and 2009.

Nayak had served as the min-
ister of several departments, in-
cluding Excise, Revenue,
Agriculture, School and Mass
Education and Panchayati Raj
under the leadership of Biju
Patnaik and Naveen Patnaik.

Study finds mechanism to reverse cancer’s resistance to chemo

USING A MICE STUDY, THE EARLY-STAGE RESEARCH, LED BY THE INSTITUTE OF CANCER RESEARCH (ICR), LONDON, AND SUN YAT-SEN UNIVERSITY,
CHINA SHOWED THAT STIRIPENTOL -- A DRUG CURRENTLY USED TO TREAT EPILEPSY -- CAN HELP REVERSE CANCER'S RESISTANCE TO CHEMOTHERAPY

n international team of
researchers from the UK
and China has shown how

cancer builds up resistance to
chemotherapy -- one of the
biggest challenges in the treat-
ment of the deadly disease.
Using a mice study, the early-
stage research, led by The
Institute of Cancer Research
(ICR), London, and Sun Yat-sen
University, China showed that
Stiripentol -- a drug currently
used to treat epilepsy -- can help
reverse cancer's resistance to
chemotherapy, which will help

shrink tumours and prolong sur-
vival.

In the study, the team zeroed
in on lactate -- the product that
builds up as cancer cells con-
vert nutrients to energy -- which
was found to be most abundant
in chemotherapy-resistant can-
cer tissues.

For the study, published in
the journal ‘Nature’, the re-
searchers examined tissue from
24 patients with stomach can-
cer, where 15 of the cancers were
resistant to chemotherapy and
the tumours had continued to

SrOW.
Stiripentol and chemother-
apy reduced the size of tumours

- for four weeks after treatment
-- in mice with stomach cancer.
These also survived for longer -

- for more than 70 days.

In comparison, tumours in
mice treated with chemother-
apy alone shrunk for one week
and started to grow again. With
only chemotherapy, no mice sur-
vived for longer than 40 days
after treatment.

Further, lactate was also found
responsible for altering the struc-
ture of a key protein involved in
DNA repair, called NBS1, and
affecting its efficiency.

The researchers believe that
lactate may be behind chemother-
apy resistance in other cancers

such as “pancreatic, lung and
ovarian cancers”.

“This extremely promising
research has uncovered a likely
mechanism for how cancer
evades chemotherapy;” said Axel
Behrens, Professor of Stem Cell

Biology at The Institute of -

Cancer Research. s

“In our early-stage study, we've ¢
seen that you can prevent the
build-up of lactate and make a
tumour that was resistant to

chemotherapy sensitive again -—

- the treatment continues to
work,” Axel added. IANS

Ranjan Das, a resident of
Kendrapara district, was taken
into custody for sexually as-
saulting the nurse at his rented
accommodation under the po-
lice limits here June 15.

Mohanty said the nurse and
Das met on Instagram around
four months back, and later got
into a relationship.

“Das met the nurse at the
hospital where she works here
June 15. A few minutes into the
meeting, Das snatched away
her mobile phone and ran to-
wards the exit gate. When the
woman caught hold of Das out-

}side the hospital gate, he forced

her to accompany him to his
rented accommodation where
he allegedly raped her,”
Mohanty said as quoting the
survivor’s complaint.

The woman later mustered
courage and lodged a com-
plaint with the Pahala police
June 20. “Soon, we launched
an investigation and man-
aged to nab Das at his native
place in Kandrapara,“ the IIC
said.

Human behaviour abetted deadly bacteria to become epidemic

THE BACTERIA SPREAD OCCURRED MOSTLY AS

WHERE THERE WERE MORE OPPORTUNITIES
FOR INFECTIONS TO SPREAD

cientists claim,
SPseudomonas aeruginosa,
an environmental bacteria
can cause devastating multidrug
resistant infections, particularly
in people with underlying lung
conditions, has evolved rapidly
and then spread globally over
the last 200 years, in a new study
released Friday.
Changes in human behaviour

helped the bacteria -- responsi-
ble for over 5,00,000 deaths per
year worldwide, of which over
3,00,000 are associated with an-
timicrobial resistance (AMR) --
to become epidemic, said the
team from the University of
Cambridge in the UK.

People with conditions such as
chronic obstructive pulmonary
disease (COPD) -- smoking-re-

lated lung damage -- cystic fi-
brosis (CF), and non-CF
bronchiectasis, are particularly
susceptible to the bacteria. P
aeruginosa was found to exploit
immune defects to persist in cys-

tic fibrosis patients.

To probe how P aeruginosa
evolved from an environmen-
tal organism into a specialised
human pathogen the scien-
tists examined DNA data from

almost 10,000 samples taken
from infected individuals, an-
imals, and environments
around the world.

Using the data, the team cre-
ated phylogenetic trees -- ‘fam-
ily trees’ -- that show how the
bacteria from the samples are re-
lated to each other.

Their results, published in
the journal Science, showed
that almost seven in 10 infec-
tions are caused by just 21 ge-
netic clones, or ‘branches’ of
the family tree. These have rap-
idly evolved (by acquiring new
genes from neighbouring bac-
teria) and then spread globally
over the last 200 years.

The bacteria spread occurred
mostly as people began to live
in densely populated areas,

where air pollution made our
lungs more susceptible to in-
fection and where there were
more opportunities for infec-
tions to spread.

Besides spreading between
CF patients, it can also
spread with “worrying ease
between other patients, too”,
the team said.

The study on P aeruginosa
“has taught us new things about
the biology of cystic fibrosis
and revealed important ways
we might be able to improve im-
munity against invading bacte-
ria in this and potentially other
conditions,” said Professor
Andres Floto, director of the
UK Cystic Fibrosis Innovation
Hub at the University of
Cambridge. IANS

MEMORANDUM GIVEN TO TEHSILDAR, DFO CALLING FOR ACTION

Kendrapara/Rajnagar, July
5: Despite a host of steps being
taken by the government for ex-
tensive plantation and protec-
tion of forests, the ecology and
sensitive biodiversity of
Bhitarkanika National Park are
facing continuous threats of se-
rious damage due to human in-
terference. In a fresh instance, five
hotels have been illegally con-
structed on forest land in
Dangamal and Bankual, the
entry points of the national park,
for tourists flocking to
Bhltarkamka

Despite establishment of
restaurant cottages to three-
storeyed hotels in the sanctu-
ary, Rajnagar forest division and
tehsil administrations are sit-
ting idle instead of taking ad-
ministrative action.

In this connection, members
of Bhitarkanika Suraksha Samiti
-- Sanjay Kumar Bag, Pabitra
Sethi, Ranjan Pradhan, Madhab
Sethi, Soumya Ranjan
Choudhury, Debadatta Sethi,
Jagbandhu Khatua, Surya
Narayan Mishra, Sudam Kumar
. Ojha, Abhay Kumar Raut,
J~Raghavendra Mohanty, Liton
Sethi, Jagabandhu Das, Shambhu

Mandal, Vivekananda Das,
Sahadeb Sethi, Debabrata
Mishra, Debashis Raul --
Thursday met Rajnagar tehsil-
dar Ajay Kumar Mohanty and
Divisional Forest Officer
Sudarshan Gopinath Yadav along
with proof and demanded ac-
tion against the illegal hotels.
Giving an ultimatum, they
warned the officials that they
will be forced to take to agitation
if the illegal hotels are not re-
moved within seven days.

As per the complaint of
Bhitarkanika Suraksha Samiti,
Hotel Bhitarkanika has been
constructed on the forest land

under Bankual Mauza Khata No
7and Plot No 92. Similarly, Hotel
Red Crab has been erected on for-
est type land under Bankual
Mauza Khata No 7 and Plot No 39.
A three-storeyed hotel Kanika
Sundari and its cottages have
been built on three plots of forest
land under Bankual Mauza Khata
No 7 Plot No 85, Khata No 9 Plot
No 86, and Khata No 7 Plot No 86.

Furthermore, Hotel Satyapriya
has been constructed on Bankual
Mauza forest land, Hotel
Mangrove Pitta Homestay has
been built under Dangamal
Mauza, Khata No 246, Plot No 525
and on the canal in front of it

under Durgaprasad Mauza.
These four hotels have been
erected entirely on forest type
land and government land under
Dangamal and Durgaprasad
Mauza.

Hotels and resorts have mush-
roomed on government and for-
est land, despite absence of even
an inch of private land or any
land patta. However, the ad-
ministration has remained silent
without taking any action. This
has created sharp resentment
and anger among the local
residents.

On the other hand, Congress
leader Bidhu Bhushan
Mahapatra, Bhagirathi Jena and
social worker Bhubaneswar
Pradhan have said that Bankual
village is situated very close to
the national park. This village
comes under the Eco-Sensitive
Zone of Bhitarkanika as recently
declared by the Central gov-
ernment. Complaints were raised
in October 2023 regarding pres-
ence of Swad Hotel on unin-
habited and cemetery land de-
spite a ban on new construction
in the area. The DFO and local
tehsildar were also given a mem-
orandum to investigate the type
and location of the land and
take action. Even after of fre-
quent agitations over such ir-
regularities, nothing has been
achieved. Nowadays, there is a
buzz on social media calling for
action against the wrongdoers
after proper investigation into
thelocation of theland and the
ownership. The matter of Swad
Hotel came to the fore on social
media after an inquiry with the
local tehsildar Ajay Kumar
Mohanty in this regard.

Making of world’s tallest chariot in final stage

Keonjhar, July 5: With
the car festival drawing
closer, growing enthusi-
asm is palpable among the
devotees in Keonjhar dis-
trict to see their presiding
deity Lord Baladevjew,
along with siblings Lord
Jagannath and Goddess
Subhadra, on the chariot.

Residents of the mineral
rich district are waiting
with excitement to take
part in the festival and pull
the world’s tallest chariot
to the Gundicha temple
here. All kinds of efforts
are being made by the dis-
trict administration to
make the major religious
event successful and
smooth.

Sources said construc-
tion of the 72-feet tall char-
iot made of different vari-
eties of wood is nearing
completion. Under the lead-
ership of ‘Rathamaharana’
Nilamani Maharana and
under the supervision of
the Endowment depart-
ment, the construction of
the chariot is in full swing.
About 30 workers have been
engaged to complete the

chariot construction.
District Collector Vishal
Singh recently went to the
old city and reviewed the
construction of the chariot
and preparations for the
procession.

Similarly, the district
Culture department under
Ramesh Chandra Nayak is
already prepared for the
cultural programmes which
will be showcased through-
out the nine-day long
festival.

“By Saturday, the chariot
will be ready to roll. The
painting work is getting
slightly hampered owing
to rain. However, there is
still some more work to be
done,” said Panchanan
Sahu, manager of the

Endowment department.

On the other hand,
Bhuyan tribals of Keonjhar
district were also busy in
preparing the special ropes
made up of ‘Siali’ creep-
ers, using which the char-
iot is pulled every year. This
tradition has been contin-
uing for hundreds of years
as the Bhuyan tribesmen
are close to the King’s
dynasty.

Therefore, people of the
tribal community under
the leadership of Bhuyan
Sardars Kunj Juang and
Bhim Juang of Danla vil-
lage under Banspal block
have collected the ‘Siali’
climbers from
Gandhamardan hill and
are preparing ropes for the

car festival. “Although it is
difficult to find the creep-
ers and prepare ropes, we
cannot leave this tradition,”
they said.

As per the legend, Lord
Krishna had died while
swinging on the ‘Siali’
creeper in the forest after
he was shot with an arrow
by Jara, a hunter of Sabar
community, who mistakes
him as a deer: Locals say the
king had ordered to use the
rope made of ‘Siali’ creep-
ers, Lord Krishna’s
favourite, to pull
the chariot.

As Frank Luntz,
an old hand in Republican elec-
toral politics, wrote in The New
York Times, it’s not “the facts,
the policies, or even the one-
upmanship,” by Biden and
Trump that matters, it’s “how
they make voters feel.” There is
no doubt that Democratic voters
felt bad after watching the dis-
aster unfold.

Biden has acknowledged his
stumble but continues to make
the case that a second Trump
administration poses an exis-
tential threat to democracy in
the United States. A liberal
democracy cannot function
without an independent judi-
ciary, a free press, and a non-par-
tisan government bureaucracy.
Biden believes in these key
democratic pillars. Trump, for
his part, plans to stack the civil
service with loyalists, wants
to use the judiciary and the
Department of Justice as a po-
litical tool against his enemies,
hates the press, and flirts with
mob violence.

So, if Trump’s threat to democ-
racy isreal, which I believe it is,
Americans who care about their
system of government would
surely prefer a doddery old de-
mocrat to an authoritarian rab-
ble-rouser. Even if Biden drops
out of the campaign, the dan-
ger of a destructive second
Trump administration remains
as strong as ever.

Many people, especially those
drawn to Trump’s demagogy,
may regard American democ-
racy as a spent force anyway, a
corrupt system governed by
selfish elites who only pretend
to care about ordinary people.

A recent poll of swing-state voters suggests that
Americans do, in fact, care about democracy:
61% see threats to US democracy as extremely
important. Astonishingly, 44% of all these voters
believe that Trump would do a better job
of handling these threats, compared to
33% who trust Biden more

Such feelings are prevalent
among the middle-aged white
people in red MAGA hats who
attend Trump’s rallies. But some
Black and Latino people, as well
as disaffected young voters, hold
a similar view. They feel be-
trayed by Democrats who failed
to keep their promises.

But a recent poll of swing-
state voters suggests that
Americans do, in fact, care about
democracy: 61% see threats to US
democracy as extremely im-
portant. Astonishingly, 44% of all
these voters believe that Trump
would do a better job of han-
dling these threats, compared
to 33% who trust Biden more.

This raises the question of
what people mean by democ-
racy. In a properly functioning
liberal democracy, voters elect
politicians who represent their
interests.

Carl Schmitt, the
German jurist who justified
this type of rule, wrote about
Hitler that the Fiihrer “creates
law by virtue of his leadership
as the supreme judge.”

Communism, which posi-
tioned itself as the unyielding
enemy of fascism, was another
variant of direct democracy.
The party, and especially its
leader, was the voice of the peo-
ple, or the proletariat.

Amid a nationwide outrage
over his quick bail on lenient
terms, the police moved JJB,
seeking an amendment of the
bail order. The board ordered
that the minor be sent to an ob-
servation home May 22.

African Swine Fever outbreak

reported in Kerala’s Thrissur

ABOUT 310 PIGS AT MADAKKATHARA
PANCHAYAT IN THRISSUR SET TO BE CULLED

Thrissur (Kerala), July 5: An
outbreak of African Swine Fever,
a highly contagious and deadly
swine disease that can affect
both farm-raised and feral (wild)
pigs, has been reported from a
farm in a village in Kerala’s
Thrissur district, officials said
Friday.

Due to the outbreak of swine
fever, which can be readily trans-
mitted from one pig to another
through direct contact with bod-
ily fluids from an infected pig, the
Thrissur district collector has or-
dered the culling of 310 pigs at
a private farm in Thrissur dis-
trict’s Madakkathara panchayat,
they said.

“The disease was confirmed in
the pigs owned by Kuttalapuzha
Babu of Veliyanthara in the 14th
ward. The district Collector has
directed the district animal hus-
bandry officer to cull the pigs and
bury them,” according to an of-
ficial release here.

A team consisting of doctors,
livestock inspectors and atten-
dants will conduct the culling
process, and further primary
disinfection measures will also
be taken, it said.

The area within a one-kilo-
metre radius of the affected farm
has been declared a disease-af-
fected area, and the area within
a10-km radius has been declared
a disease surveillance area.

“The transportation of pork
from the affected areas, the op-
eration of such farms, and the

movement of pigs, pork, and
feed from the affected areas to
other parts of the district, as
well as the movement of these
items from other areas into the
affected area, have been pro-
hibited until further orders,”
the release said.

Officials said the Animal
Husbandry Department will in-
vestigate whether pigs were
transported from the affected
farm to other farms within the
last two months. The depart-
ment will also conduct strict
checks at checkposts and other
entry points in the district to
prevent the illegal transportation
of pigs and pork from Thrissur
or other areas, they said.

Following the confirmation
of the disease in Madakkathara
panchayat, precautionary meas-
ures will be taken in other areas
of the district as well, officials
said. If the swine fever virus is
detected in other areas, the mu-
nicipal/government secretaries,
village officers and rural devel-
opment officials concerned
should inform the relevant vet-
erinary officer and then take the
necessary steps to control the
spread of the virus, they said.

Man bites back snake, reptile dies

Patna, July 5: A Bihar
man, who was bitten by a snake,
bit it back, killing the reptile.
Santosh Lohar, a resident of
Navada, was sleeping at his base
camp after a day’s work on
laying railway lines when the
snake attacked him.

Driven by a superstition that
biting the snake back would neu-
tralise its venom, the 35-year-
old took matters into his own
hands and bit the snake twice.
This unconventional response
led to the snake’s death, but it also
landed Lohar in the hospital.

His colleagues rushed him to
the Rajauli subdivision hospi-
tal where he received treatment.
r Lohar recovered fast and was
discharged the next day.

The news of this unusual in-

cident quickly spread, and a
crowd gathered at the hospital
to catch a glimpse of Santosh
and hear his story. Many locals
speculated that the snake might
not have been venomous, or else
Santosh’s life could have been in
serious danger.

Earlier, a man in Uttar

Pradesh’s Fatehpur miraculously
survived five snake bites in nearly
two months, leaving the doctors
astonished. The bites occurred
June 2, June 10, and June 17,
and twice in July. His condition
is now stable, and the case has
been deemed “strange” by med-
ical professionals.

The US, a
treaty ally, has offered support but
Manila prefers to handle opera-
tions on its own, Armed Forces
Chief General Romeo Brawner
told Reuters late Thursday.

“Yes, of course, they have been
offering help and they asked us

how they could help us in any
way,” he said. “We try to exhaust
all possible options that we have
before we ask for help.”

Manila and Washington are
bound by the 1951-Mutual Defense
Treaty (MDT), a military pact
that can be invoked in the case
of armed attacks on Philippine
forces, public vessels, or aircraft
in the South China Sea.

Confrontations between the
Philippines and China in Asia's
most contested waters have in-
creased in frequency over the past
year as Beijing has pressed its
claim to the waterway and Manila
continued missions to bring sup-
plies to soldiers living aboard a
rusty, aging warship that it
grounded on a contested shoal.

Some observers, including for-
mer deputy US National Security
Adviser Matt Pottinger, have
called for direct US naval support
for the resupply missions.

But Philippine National Security
Adviser Eduardo Ano said the
Philippines wanted them to be a
“pure Philippine operation”.

President Joe Biden Thursday he
would send a delegation to re-
sume negotiations, and an Israeli
official said his country’s team
would be led by the head of the
Mossad intelligence agency.

A source in Israel’s negotiat-
ing team, speaking on condition
of anonymity, said there was a
real chance of achieving agree-
ment after Hamas made its re-

vised proposal on the terms of a
deal, received by Israel
Wednesday.

“The proposal put forward by
Hamas includes a very significant
breakthrough,” the source said,
speaking on condition of
anonymity and giving no details.
The Israeli response to the Hamas
proposal, submitted via media-
tors, was in marked contrast to
past instances during the nearly
nine-month-old war in Gaza,
when Israel said conditions at-
tached by the militant Islamist
group were not acceptable.

A Palestinian official close to
the internationally mediated

peace efforts told Reuters the
new Hamas proposal could lead
to a framework agreement if it
is embraced by Israel.

He said Hamas was no longer
demanding as a pre-condition
an Israeli commitment to per-
manently cease fire before the
signing of an agreement, and
would allow negotiations to
achieve that throughout a first
six-week phase.

“Should the sides need more
time to seal an agreement on a per-
manent ceasefire, the two sides
should agree there would be no
return to the fighting until they
do that,” the official told Reuters.

RUSSIAN ELITES MAKE PEACE WITH WAR

hen the conflict in
s;s; Ukraine began, the
Russian upper class

was taken aback. As the West en-
forced sanctions and travel re-
strictions, Russia’s wealthy and
politically influential citizens
became convinced that their
previous lifestyles were over.
The losses on the battlefield
quickly accumulated, and many
considered the invasion a dis-
astrous error.

“The Russia we hold dear has
fallen into the hands of fools,”
Roman Trotsenko, the former
head of the country’s largest
shipbuilding company, confided
to another businessperson dur-
ing a leaked phone conversa-
tion in April 2023. “They ad-
here to strange, outdated
nineteenth-century ideologies.
This will not end well. It will end
in catastrophe.”

In another leaked conversa-
tion, the renowned music pro-

ducer Iosif Prigozhin (not re-
lated to Yevgeny Prigozhin) re-
ferred to Russian President
Vladimir Putin and his gov-
ernment as “criminals.” Some of
the oligarchs who were abroad
at the time of the invasion re-
fused to return to Russia, in-
cluding Mikhail Fridman, the
owner of the country’s largest
private bank.

However, that was then. As
2023 progressed, the elites began
to support the war. More musi-
cians started traveling to per-
form in the occupied territories.
In October, Fridman returned
to Moscow from London, hav-
ing concluded that life in the
West under sanctions was un-
bearable and that the situation
in Russia was relatively com-
fortable. And there have been
no new recordings of oligarchs
complaining about the war. In
fact, it is difficult to imagine
such conversations taking place.

This is because Russian elites
have learned to stop worrying
about the conflict. They have
come to the conclusion that the
invasion, even if they do not
openly support it, is an accept-
able fact of life. As a result, the
likelihood that they might chal-
lenge the Kremlin’s decisions—
which was always slim—has dis-
appeared entirely. And instead
of debating whether to support
Putin, Russian elites are now

discussing a different question:
how the war might end.

They have different answers.
Some believe that a big battlefield
win would allow Putin to claim
apartial victory and, therefore,
pause the war. Others think that
Putin will not stop until he has
gone all the way to Kyiv. Some
are convinced that what truly
matters to Putin is confrontation
with the West, not victory in
Ukraine, and that he will thus

attack another state in Europe
irrespective of what happens
with the current conflict. But
a few pessimists maintain that
the premise of the question it-
self is wrong. As they see it, the
war suits Putin’s political in-
terests, and so he will keep fight-
ing for as long as he lives.
There are multiple reasons
why Russian elites have shifted
toward Putin. One is that they
have become more cautious as
Moscow cracks down on dissent.
Another; relatedly, is that they un-
derstand it is meaningless to
protest. But perhaps the biggest
reason for their change is they
have begun to see the invasion
in a fundamentally different
light. Today, they believe Russia
is prevailing. Moscow, after all,
is making steady, if slow, bat-
tlefield gains. Ukraine is bat-
tered and outgunned, operating
with a massive artillery-shell
disadvantage. And Western sup-

port for Kyiv is waning, jeop-
ardizing UKraine’s access to mil-
itary supplies.

“It’s bad to be an outcast as a
winner; but it’s worse to be an out-
cast as aloser,” one Russian oli-
garch, who had criticized the
war before but now seems to un-
derstand it, told me. (He, like
others, spoke on the condition of
anonymity, to protect his safety)
The oligarch said that every-
thing in Russia has changed: at-
titudes toward Putin, views of
Ukraine, and outlooks on the
West. “We must win this war;” he
told me. “Otherwise, they won’t
allow us to live. And, of course,
Russia would collapse.” =

The notion of an endless war in
Ukraine terrifies Russia’s elite, ¢
who still hope that the invasion will
conclude. They dream of return-
ing as quickly as possible to the
peaceful time of February 23,2022.—
But for now, they are silent. They
see no way back.
