Bhanjanagar, July 8: A six-
year-old girl studying in a tribal
residential school in this block
of Ganjam district died after
being bitten by a snake in the
wee hours of Monday. The girl
was sleeping in the hostel when
she was bitten. This is the third
incident of a minor dying due
to snakebites in the last couple
of months.

The deceased has been iden-
tified as Ridhi Pradhan, daugh-
ter of Gobarsi Pradhan of
Nabagochha village and a student
of Class-1 at Darapangia
Sevashram School under this
block. Hostel officials rushed
her to the Bhanjanagar hospital
where she breathed her last.

Hostel authorities
immediately informed Ridhi’s
parents who rushed to the hos-
pital only to find the lifeless body
of their daughter.

When contacted, Bhanjanagar
sub-collector Anil Kumar Sethi
said that a probe is on to ascer-
tain the reason and circum-
stances that led to the girl’s
death. He said financial assis-
tance will be provided to the
parents of the deceased as per
government norms.

In the last week of April, six-
year-old Gyandeep Kujur lost
his life due to snakebite in
Rajgangpur of Sundargarh dis-
trict. Unable to bear the loss,
his mother Sukanti breathed
her last a few hours later. In
June, a brother-sister duo was bit-
ten by a venomous snake under
Bonai police limits in
Sundargarh district. While the
four-year-old brother died, the 12-
year-old sister survived.

Exam compromlsed SC

While hearing more than 30 pleas
related to the controversy-ridden
NEET-UG 2024 which was con-
ducted May 5, the Supreme Court
observed that there is ‘no doubt’
the exam has been compromised
and a retest would depend on the
extent of the leak. The bench also
said that if the leak had taken
place through apps like Telegram
and WhatsApp then also a retest
should be done as ‘the leaked
questions spread like wildfire’.

New Delhi, July 8: Observing
that a retest has to be ordered if
sanctity of the NEET-UG 2024 is
‘lost’, the Supreme Court sought
information Monday from the
National Testing Agency (NTA)
and the CBI about timing of the
question paper leak and duration
between it and the actual test.
The apex court also sought from
the CBI, the number of wrong-
doers identified so far and the
methodology adopted for the
paper leak.

“One thing is clear that leak
of question paper has taken
place,” a bench headed by Chief
Justice DY Chandrachud said. He
added that extent of question
paper leak and beneficiaries
across geographical boundaries
have to be ascertained before

the court may order retest in
the controversy-ridden medical
entrance exam conducted May
5. The bench posted the matter
for hearing again July 11.
Referring to legal position on
ordering a retest, the top court
said it will have to be ‘scruti-
nised whether the alleged breach
has taken place at systemic level,
whether the breach has affected
integrity of the entire exam

process and whether it is possi-
ble to segregate the beneficiar-
ies of the fraud from the un-
tainted students’.

“In a situation where breach
affects the entirety of process and
it is not possible to segregate
the beneficiaries from others,
it may be necessary to order a
retest," said the bench, also com-
prising Justices JB Pardiwala
and Manoj Misra.

During the hearing, the bench
observed if the sanctity of NEET-
UG 2024 is ‘lost’ and if the leak
of its question paper has been
propagated through social media,
then a retest has to be ordered.

It said if the question paper leak
was taking place through ‘Telegram’,
‘WhatsApp’ and other electronic
means, then ‘it spreads like wildfire’.
“If the sanctity of the exam islost,
then aretest has to be ordered. If we
are unable to identify those who
are guilty, then a retest has to be or-
dered,” the bench observed. “Let
us not be in self-denial about what
happened. Assuming that the gov-
ernment does not cancel the exam,
what will it do to identify the ben-
eficiaries of the question paper
leak?” the bench added.

It said if the breach was con-
fined to specific areas and it is
possible to identify the wrongdo-
ers, then it may not be appropri-
ate to order retest. MORE P3

Khurda, July 8: Making reels
turned out to be disastrous for two
youths as they fell into a water-
filled stone quarry at Bada Saunlia
under Tapang police limits in
this district Monday.

Till the time last reports came
in one of the youths had been res-
cued by the Odisha Disaster
Rapid Action Force (ODRAF)
personnel, but the other one,
identified as Om Prakash Rath
is still missing. The search was
called off late into the night, of-
ficials stated.

Locals stated that four youths
had come to the water-filled
quarry also known as ‘Blue Lake’
in a vehicle. They were taking
selfies and making reels on their
mobiles. Two of the youths went
perilously close to the banks of the
waterbody and slipped and fell.

NOVEL METHOD OF EASING WORK-RELATED PRESSURE BY PROFESSIONALS ATTRACTS ATTENTION

stress is no more an unknown
entity anymore. Employees of
each and every country in the
world today experience this stress.
It increases when the boss con-
sistently pressurizes, is unsup-
portive and insensitive. Stress
can also shoot up if one has a
toxic colleague constantly try-
ingto score a few brownie points
in office.

Such an unfair work envi-
ronment can be a breeding
ground for negativity, depression
and conflict. So how does one
tackle this ‘stress problem’.
Well, probably the professionals
in various companies of China
have an answer to this and to
tackle this stress in a humourous
manner.

A viral trend has emerged in
the country where employees list

their bosses, colleagues and jobs

for sale on second-hand e-com-

merce platforms.
On ‘Xianyu’,

which is

‘Alibaba’s second-hand e-com-
merce platform, many are play-
fully selling their jobs and col-
leagues as a way to ease stress

from work and wash off the
‘work smell’. In China, ‘work
smell’ refers to the feeling of
mental and physical exhaustion
after a long day at work.

According to the South China
Morning Post, some of the list-
ings on the website include many
titles like ‘annoying bosses’,
‘terrible jobs’, and ‘hated col-
leagues’, who are up for sale in
aprice range of 34,000 Yuan (ap-
prox 34 lakh) to 78,000 Yuan (ap-
prox %9 lakh).

One person wrote on the plat-
form: “Selling a colleague who is
very good at being sarcastic for
3,999 Yuan (345,925). I can teach
you how to deal with this col-
league and offer 10 tips to avoid
being the scapegoat at work.”

A second professional listed
his ‘terrible boss’ for 500 Yuan
(%5,742), claiming that their per-
sonalities clashed and that the
boss frequently criticised him,

causing significant mental stress.

Notably; all this is done as a joke,
most of those who have posted
stated. If someone makes an at-
tempt to ‘buy’ someone, the deal
is cancelled immediately.

“Someone did pay before, but
I applied to offer them a refund,
and I deleted the listing after-
wards. This is just my way of
venting my emotions, not actually
buying or selling anyone. I saw
many people selling their jobs
on ‘Xianyu’, and I thought it was
interesting, so I wanted to try it
too. Selling my job that has no
weekends for just 9.9 Yuan feels
like a small act of revenge,” a
person was quoted as saying by
South China Morning Post.

The same paper talks about
another person who says his of-
fice has turned into a toxic place
because of ‘troublesome’ col-
leagues. “It helps to have a crack
at their expense,” he stated.

Response sought
on e-inspection
of judicial records

New Delhi, July 8: In another
step towards digitisation of the
judiciary, the Supreme Court
Monday sought responses from
all 25 high courts and the Centre
on a PIL seeking a nod for the
lawyers and the litigants to e-
inspect the digitised judicial
records through either the offi-
cial web portal or a mobile ap-
plication.

A bench comprising Chief
Justice DY Chandrachud and
Justices JB Pardiwala and Manoj
Misra issued notices to the reg-
istrar generals of all the HCs
and the Centre on the PIL filed
by Kishan Chand Jain, a resident
of Agra in Uttar Pradesh.

The plea said the SC has
taken admirable and substan-
tial strides towards introduc-
ing and leveraging technology
for the purpose of ensuring
access to justice, encompassing
e-filing, virtual hearings, live
streaming, suSwagatam
(ePass), argument transcripts,
judgment translations, on-
boarding of Supreme Court of
NJDG and e-SCR.

Certain challenges, how-
ever, persist in effectively ap-
plying technology due to the
lack of proactive initiatives
by the HCs, the plea said,
adding that e-inspection of
digitised records is an area of
concern.

New Delhi, July 8: Homebuyers
in the country are being de-
frauded, necessitating the need
to bring uniformity in builder-
buyer agreements, the Supreme
Court observed Monday.

The top court was hearing a
PIL filed by lawyer Ashwini
Upadhyay in 2021, saying a model
agreement was required to en-
sure transparency and fairness

and to restrain builders and
agents from indulging in unfair
and restrictive trade practices.

Senior advocate Devashish

Bharuka, assisting as an ami-
cus curiae, told the bench that a
final status report along with
draft builder-buyer agreements
had been placed on record.

It was also submitted that sug-
gestions of states had been re-
ceived and incorporated.

The bench said it would peruse
thereport of the amicus curiae
and the objections to it.

Earlier, the bench had allowed
the stakeholders, including in-
dustry associations, to furnish
their suggestions on these model
agreements to the Union
Ministry of Housing and Urban
Affairs.

The bench has posted the mat-
ter for hearing July 19.

SUPREME COURT SAYS THERE CAN’T BE A BAIL CONDITION ENABLING
THE POLICE TO CONSTANTLY TRACK THE MOVEMENT OF THE ACCUSED

New Delhi, July 8: The Supreme
Court Monday said there can-
not be a bail condition which
allows the police to peep into
the private life of an accused in
a criminal case.

A bench of Justices Abhay S
Oka and Ujjal Bhuyan set aside
abail condition imposed by the
Delhi High Court requiring a
Nigerian national to share the
Google Maps pin in his mobile
device with the investigating of-
ficer in a drugs case.

Justice Oka, pronouncing the
verdict said, “There cannot be a
bail condition defeating the very
objective of bail itself. We have
said Google pin cannot be a bail
condition. There can’t be a bail
condition enabling the police to
constantly track the movement
of the accused. Police cannot be
allowed to peep into the private
life of the accused on bail.”

The court pronounced the ver-
dict on a plea of Frank Vitus, a
Nigerian national challenging the

Safe Drive Save Life is a pro-
gramme designed by us to promote
road safety through greater enforce-
ment, better engineering and equip-
ment mobilisation, and intensive
awareness building,” Banerjee posted
on X handle. “Our concerted campaigns
and exercises have significantly
reduced the number of road accidents
and fatalities, though the campaign
continues with vigour. Let safety be
paramount on our roads!,” she added.
Banerjee, however, did not specify any
number supporting her claims on the
reduction in the number of road acci-
dents in West Bengal. “We have to give
more importance to road safety, and
especially to avert accidents on streets.
Safe Drive Save Life is conceptualised
to save lives of people,” she stated.

On April 29, the top court had
reserved its verdict said it would
examine whether one of the con-
ditions imposed by the Delhi
High Court asking an accused to
‘drop a Google pin’ from his mo-
bile phone to enable investigators
to track his movement while on
bail violated the fundamental
right to privacy.

In alandmark decision, a nine-
judge Constitution bench had
August 24, 2017 unanimously de-
clared that the right to privacy
was a fundamental right under

the Constitution.

The top court took note of
the condition and said prima
facie it was violative of the
right to privacy of the accused
enlarged on bail.

Similar bail conditions of shar-
ing Google pin have been im-
posed by the high court on other
accused in different cases as
well. The top court has taken
note of such bail conditions of
other accused as well.

On February 8, this year, the
Delhi High Court granted bail to
one Raman Bhuraria. He was
arrested in connection with a
money laundering probe aris-
ing from an alleged %3,269 crore
financial irregularity case
against Shakti Bhog Foods
Limited.

The high court had imposed
several bail conditions and one
of them read that “The appli-
cant shall drop a Google pin lo-
cation from his mobile phone
to the I0 concerned which shall
be kept operational throughout
his bail.”

Mitochondrial donation offers hope for healthy

itochondrial disease (or
Mmito for short) is a group

of conditions that affect
this ability to generate the energy
organs required to work properly.
There are many different forms of
mito and depending on the form,
it can disrupt one or more organs
and can cause organ failure.

There is no cure for mito. But
an IVF procedure called mito-
chondrial donation now offers
hope to families affected by some
forms of mito that they can have
genetically related children free
from mito.

After a law to allow mito-
chondrial donation in Australia
was passed in 2022, scientists
are now preparing for a clini-
cal trial to see if mitochondrial
donation is safe and works.

What is mitochondrial dis-
ease?

There are two types of mito-
chondrial disease.

One is caused by faulty genes
in the nuclear DNA, the DNA we
inherit from both our parents
and which makes us who we are.

The other is caused by faulty
genes in the mitochondria’s own
DNA. Mito caused by faulty mi-
tochondrial DNA is passed down
through the mother. But the risk
of disease is unpredictable, so a
mother who is only mildly af-
fected can have a child who de-
velops serious disease symptoms.

Mitochondrial disease is the
most common inherited meta-
bolic condition affecting one in
5,000 people.

Some people have mild symp-
toms that progress slowly, while
others have severe symptoms
that progress rapidly. Mito can
affect any organ, but organs that
need a lot of energy such as
brain, muscle and heart are more
often affected than other organs.

What is mitochondrial dona-
tion?

Mitochondrial donation is an
experimental IVF-based tech-
nique that offers people who
carry faulty mitochondrial DNA
the potential to have genetically
related children without pass-
ing on the faulty DNA.

It involves removing the nu-
clear DNA from the egg of some-
one who carries faulty mito-
chondrial DNA and inserting it
into a healthy egg donated by
someone not affected by mito,
which has had its nuclear DNA
removed.

The resulting egg has the nu-
clear DNA of the intending par-
ent and functioning mitochon-
dria from the donor. Sperm is
then added and this allows the
transmission of both intend-

ing parents’ nuclear DNA to
the child.

A child born after mitochon-
drial donation will have genetic
material from the three parties
involved: nuclear DNA from the
intending parents and mito-
chondrial DNA from the egg
donor. As a result the child will
likely have a reduced risk of
mito, or no risk at all.

This highly technical proce-
dure requires specially trained
scientists and sophisticated

equipment. It also requires both
the person with mito and the
egg donor to have hormone in-
jections to stimulate the ovaries
to produce multiple eggs. The
eggs are then retrieved in an ul-
trasound-guided surgical pro-
cedure.

Maeve’s Law

Maeve’s law stipulates strict
conditions including that clinics
need a special licence to per-
form mitochondrial donation.

To make sure mitochondrial

The need for donor eggs

One possible source of frozen
eggs is from people who have
stored eggs they don’t intend to
use.

However, research shows that
among people with stored eggs,
the number one choice for what
to do with eggs they don’t need
is to donate them to research.

This offers hope that, given
the opportunity, those who have
eggs stored that they don’t intend
to use might be willing to do-
nate them to mitochondrial do-
nation preclinical research.

Industrial and mining firms
after acquiring land from the
government for establishment of
their units are required to buy

34,807.02 hectare forest land has
been put into use in non-forest
works for various mining proj-
ects by September 2023 on the
basis of Section (2) of Forest
(Conservation) Act-1980.

Rayagada/Muniguda, July 8:
A youth died and 10 others were
rendered critical following spread
of diarrhoea in some tribal dom-
inated villages of Rayagada dis-
trict, sources said Monday.

The deceased was identified as
Chitra Suna, 26, of Bhatangpadar
village. He died in his house after
being afflicted with diarrhoea,
Monday. Two critically affected
villagers, Khita Suna and
Nunduguda Surya of
Bhatangpadar village, were first
admitted to Ambadola primary
health centre and later shifted to
Rayagada district headquarters
hospital after their health condi-
tion deteriorated. Three women of
the village are undergoing treat-
ment at Ambadola health cen-
tre.Another affected woman iden-
tified as B Lakshmi of JKPur town
and two others in Padmapur block
are undergoing treatment.

On the other hand, plantation
has not been done under com-
pensatory afforestation pro-
gramme on 10,074.95 hectare of
converted land by September,
2023. The total land includes
5,699.79 hectare forest land and
4,375.16 hectare non-forest land.
Among the districts, Keonjhar
has maximum land where plan-
tation has not been done. Among
the firms, Kalaparbat iron mines
failed to do plantation on 10.21
hectare, Jiling Langlota mines
on 19.561 hectare, KC Pradhan
Iron Ore mines on 19.56 hectare,
OMC’s Gandhamardan block on
459.340 hectare, TISCO manganese
iron mines on 313 hectare, and
Nuagaon iron ore, JSW and KJS
mines on 155.961 hectare land.
Similarly, under Cuttack for-
est division, Kaliapani Chromite
mine in Jajpur district has failed
to carry out plantation on 21.62
hectare land. It was also learnt
that compensatory plantation
has not been carried out in
Koraput, Sundargarh, Rayagada,
Sambalpur and Khurda districts.

However, the Forest department
is yet to reveal as to why the pro-
gramme has been hanging fire.

It was also learnt that trees are
being felled in regular intervals
on the lands earmarked for plan-
tation due to negligence of Forest
department personnel. The de-
partment is also clueless on the
creation of forest cover in min-
ing areas and the number of
trees that have survived.

As per government norms, 10
trees need to be planted in ex-
change of one felled tree.
However, these rules are only
in pen and paper and never seen
being implemented.

When contacted, advocate
Chandrasekhar Panda rejected
the claim of plantation of more
saplings than the number of
trees felled for establishment of
industrial and mining firms. He
said trees aged over 200 to 300
years are being indiscriminately
cut down to make way for road
construction works which can
never be compensated. Moreover,
the Forest department has failed
to protect areas having dense
forest cover.

France Halts Far-Right

rance along with several other European countries heaved a huge
Fsigh of relief when a Left-wing alliance of the New Popular Front

(NFP) won the most seats in the French parliament after tactical
voting in the second round election 7 July. The people rejected outright
the Far-Right party - National Rally (RN), relegating it to the third po-
sition after President Emmanuel Macron’s coalition. The NFP was
formed only recently and it is a cluster of several parties ranging from
the Far-Left, France Unbowed party, to the more moderate Socialists and
the Ecologists. This bloc has won 182 seats in the National Assembly,
making it the largest group, but well short of the 289 required for an
absolute majority. Macron’s Centrist Ensemble alliance won 163 seats
and Marine Le Pen’s Far-Right RN and its allies won 143 seats.

Liberal and democratic population of the country was on the tenterhooks
after the RN had surged ahead of all other rivals in the first round of
voting on 30 June. Apparently that triggered panic among majority of
the French people with calls from the NFP for national mobilisation
to prevent the Far-Right from capturing power. The latter’s anti-im-
migration politics is perceived to be a threat to democracy and an
egregious assault on the republican values of the country. The mood
of the people could be gauged from the way several players of the
French national football squad, which has so many non-white members,
urged the people to vote against the Far-Right.

The victory of the Left and the Centre in France over the Far-Right
comes only a few days after the UK overwhelmingly voted the Labour
Party to power ending the 14 year-rule of the Conservative Party that
brought chaos, instability, a dysfunctional economy and cost of living
crisis for the working class. The Spanish Prime Minister Pedro Sanchez
put the outcome of French parliamentary elections in the right perspective
when he congratulated voters in the two countries for rejecting the Far-
Right. “This week, two of the largest countries in Europe have chosen
the same path that Spain chose a year ago,” he said. The path is the re-
jection of the extreme right and a decisive commitment to a social left
that addresses people’s problems “with serious and brave policies,” Sanchez
wrote in a post on X. The UK and France have given their mandate for
progress and social advancement and against the regression in rights
and freedoms.

The loud and clear message is that there is no agreement or government
with the extreme Right. Cheers rang out on the streets of Paris the mo-
ment the projected results showed a Leftist victory. Speaking to a
crowd of his ecstatic supporters near Stalingrad square, Jean-Luc
Melenchon, the firebrand leader of France Unbowed, said the results
came as a “huge relief for the overwhelming majority of people in our
country.” For obvious reasons, Jordan Bardella, the Far-Right RN’s 28-
year-old leader, sought to give a spin to the results saying France had
been thrown into “uncertainty and instability.” The mood in his party’s
main office, however, was one of sombre bordering on despondency. Even
f 24 hours before the second round of voting the name of only one party
— RN - circulated throughout the length and breadth of France as the
next ruling coalition.

It appears this very possibility shook the majority of the popula-
tion. Just as the smaller parties started withdrawing from the con-
test in the second round so as to ensure that there was only one can-
didate against the RN, the people rallied behind the two main alliances
opposed to the RN.

France has thus shown to the world the way the UK did last week
that the liberal, Left and socialist parties can resist the Far-Right
capturing power in several European countries. The results from the
two top European countries hold out hope for liberal, democratic rule
in the pervading gloom of Far-Right forces spreading their tentacles
across the globe.

derscores the strategic im-
portance India attaches to its
relationship with Moscow.
Indian leaders view that rela-
tionship as essential to a bal-
anced foreign policy —especially
at a time when India seems, at
least to some, to be subtly tilt-
ing toward the West — and to
provide strategic leverage
against China.

Russia and India started hold-
ing annual summits in 2000.
After Russian President
Vladimir Putin’s 2021 trip to
New Delhi, it was Modi’s turn
to visit Moscow in 2022. But in
the wake of Russia’s full-scale
invasion of Ukraine — which
spurred the United States and
its partners to impose un-
precedented sanctions on the
country — Modi kept deferring
his visit. (He did meet Putin in
2022 on the sidelines of a re-
gional summit in Uzbekistan,
where he told the Russian leader
that it was no time for war.)

Today it is apparent that
Russia has neither been iso-
lated internationally nor hobbled
economically, despite the West’s
best efforts. So, after narrowly
winning a third term last month,
Modi announced that he would
take his long-delayed trip to
Moscow. The objective is not to
take Russia’s side; on the con-
trary, at last month’s G7 meet-
ing in Italy, Modi embraced
Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelensky and engaged in bilat-
eral discussions with him.
Rather, Modi seeks to affirm
India’s enduring foreign-policy
independence, while reaping
the strategic benefits of closer
ties with Russia.

India’s relationship with
Russia dates back to 1971, when
India was at its most vulnerable.
The Pakistani military was at-
tempting to crush the inde-
pendence movement in then-
East Pakistan — now Bangladesh
- by any means necessary. Up to
three million Bangladeshi civil-
ians (mainly Hindus singled
out by Pakistan’s Muslim army)
were slaughtered, some 200,000

India, the third largest in
the world, face shortage of air-
craft. The airlines are to suffer
as Boeing is in crisis for its
Starliner space vehicle leakage
and two fatal crashes, defraud-
ing the US government. Boeing
has lost more than $32 billion
since 2019. Fewer companies
could lose that kind of money and
not be facing bankruptcy. Boeing
may face three years of proba-
tion, independent safety audits
and $487.3 million in penalty.
This has put its new aircraft
manufacturing off schedule caus-
ing delivery of far fewer planes
to airlines of India. As a result,
it would hamper the growth of
the industry here and limit ca-
pability to offer seats to fliers
and lead to severe seat shortage
and spiralling of fares.

Boeing has agreed to plead
guilty to a criminal fraud con-
spiracy charge and pay a fine of
$243.6 million to resolve a US
Justice Department investiga-
tion into two 737 MAX fatal
crashes in 2018 and 2019 that
killed 346 people. The case stems
from the department’s deter-
mination that Boeing violated

women were coerced into rape
camps, and about ten million
people fled to India.

The US was more than com-
plicit in the carnage. Far from
pushing back against Pakistan’s
military dictator, General Yahya
Khan, US President Richard
Nixon’s administration main-
tained friendly relations with
him, in order to advance US in-
terests in Asia. While Khan’s
army carried out the genocide
in East Pakistan, Nixon sent his
national security adviser, Henry
Kissinger, from Pakistan to
Beijing on his now-famous secret
trip, which led to Nixon’s own
visit to China in February 1972.

At a White House meeting,
Kissinger credited Khan for the
success of his “cloak and dag-
ger” diplomacy with China, jok-
ing coldheartedly, “Yahya has-
n't had such fun since the last
Hindu massacre!” On a memo-
randum from Kissinger re-
garding the crisis, Nixon wrote,
“To all hands: Don't squeeze
Yahya at this time.”

But that was not all. In an ef-
fort to prevent Bangladesh from
achieving independence, Nixon
pressed China to open a military
front against India. It was
Kissinger’s job to goad the
Chinese into initiating troop
movements toward the Indian
border, according to declassi-
fied White House tapes and doc-
uments. Nixon went so far as to
tell Kissinger that India needed
a “mass famine.”

Faced with such hostility,
India’s then-Prime Minister

an agreement that was intended
to resolve a 2021 charge of con-
spiracy to defraud the US gov-
ernment. Boeing is charged with
misleading regulators who ap-
proved the 737 Max and set pilot-
training requirements to fly the
plane. The company blamed two
relatively low-level employees
for the fraud.

Boeing reached a $2.5 billion
settlement for the 2018 and 2019
Ethiopian crashes with the
Justice Department in January
2021 to avoid prosecution on a sin-
gle charge of fraud — mislead-
ing federal regulators who ap-
proved the plane.

In March 2019, an Ethiopian
Airlines 737 MAX crashed, killing
all 157 on board, after which reg-
ulators around the world
grounded MAX. The crashes
were blamed on a flaw with a
newly inducted system for push-
ing the aircraft nose down to
prevent the plane from stalling.

Last week the Justice
Department’s criminal fraud
section told a federal court that
Boeing violated terms of the set-
tlement by failing to make prom-
ised changes to detect and pre-
vent violations of federal
anti-fraud laws.

Indira Gandhi concluded a
friendship treaty with the
Kremlin. The pact’s security
provisions helped to deter China
from opening a front against
India when Indian forces even-
tually intervened to help
Bangladesh gain independence
in a swift, 13-day operation.

Nixon’s dissatisfaction was
obvious: in a show of force aimed
at coercing India into limiting its
involvement, the US deployed a
nuclear-capable naval task force
off the southern tip of India.
This gunboat diplomacy led India
to conduct its first underground
nuclear test in 1974; the US re-
sponded by imposing technol-
ogy sanctions on India that re-
mained in place for almost three
decades. Meanwhile, the US and
China helped Pakistan to build
its own nuclear bomb.

Today, India maintains deeper
and broader ties with the US
than with Russia, but Nixon’s
China opening still haunts the
bilateral relationship. With its
decades-long policy of aiding
China’s economic rise, the US not
only created the greatest strate-
gic adversary it has ever faced,
but also saddled India with a
formidable military foe that is
aggressively striving for regional
hegemony. One manifestation
of this is the Sino-Indian mili-
tary standoff in the Himalayas,
which is now in its fifth year.

This is a key motivation behind
India’s efforts to strengthen its
relationship with Russia, which
India believes can counterbal-
ance China. After all, Russia ex-

In such a situation, hope of
Air India Express and Akasa
getting their deliveries do not
look bright.

In this background, in June

Euro Airbus for $70 billion, ac-
cording to Tata Sons and Air
India Chairman N
Chandrasekaran.

In June 2023, IndiGo made the
world’s largest aircraft order by
signing a deal for 500 A320 neo
family planes from Airbus. The
airline is expecting some deliv-
eries. But that would not suffice
the needs of the growing num-
ber of passengers. Indigo is set
to ground many aircraft. So
would Spice Jet, which met with
anumber of security issues.

The delays, which are said
to be unavoidable, would cre-
ate shortage of aircraft almost
with all major airlines, Indigo,

tends across 11 time zones and
possesses huge reserves of nat-
ural resources, an enormous nu-
clear arsenal, increasing space
prowess, and veto power at the
United Nations Security Council.
Moreover, Russia and China are
natural competitors, with sharply
diverging interests in Central
Asia, Northeast Asia, and the
Arctic, which each country re-
gards as part of its strategic
backyard.

Even so, Russia and China
have been growing progressively
closer in recent years — and it is
largely America’s fault. This al-
liance of convenience — which
Putin and Chinese President Xi
Jinping have termed a “no-lim-
its partnership” - threatens not
only to accelerate an overstretched
America’s relative decline, but
also to erode Indian security.
Already, China has leveraged its
position as an economic lifeline
for Russia to gain access to ad-
vanced Russian military tech-
nologies, which were previously
sold only to India. In fact, no
country is profiting more from
the Ukraine war than China.

Someone must drive a wedge
between Russia and China. With
the US unwilling to take the lead,
it is up to India to convince Russia
not to align itself too closely with
the People’s Republic. Fortunately,
this is hardly an unrealistic
proposition: though Russia’s
promise to provide North Korea
with immediate military assis-
tance in the case of war is not
good news, its new defense pact
with China’s estranged client
does suggest that Putin is willing
to chart his own course.

The first step for India must
be to try to mediate an end to the
Ukraine war. This would allow
the US to focus on bolstering
security in the Indo-Pacific,
thereby improving Taiwan’s
chances of survival.

Spice Jet, Akasa and Air India.
Jet Airways and Go First have
gone bankrupt adding to the
shortage.

Thus, the Boeing crisis could
hit India hard with Air India
and Akasa having fewer air-
craft and an overall shortage
of seats for domestic and in-
ternational routes spiralling
fares. Airlines in India carried
record 152 million passengers in
2023. The aviation industry fears
that the reduced aircraft deliv-
ery is set to impact the market
severely more so as number of
passengers rise owing to a fal-
lacious dynamic Indian Railways
fare structure. It hikes train
fares to the level of air fares
making people prefer to travel
by air. This is impacting the
railways and the airlines alike.

Fares in certain destinations
like Kochi-Delhi or Kolkata-Delhi
or Mumbai-Delhi or Guwahati-
Delhi could skyrocket and match
some of the international routes
as the country does not have in-
tegrated transportation approach.
If rail fares are cut and reser-
vation system rationalised, it
could take off a significant load
from airlines.

New Delhi, July 8: Shaken by
unprecedented heat waves and
heavy rainfall, Delhi hopes to
implement a new but much-de-
layed action plan to combat cli-
mate change this year.

Official sources said the final
draft was ready and awaiting
approval from the city govern-
ment’s environment minister
before being sent to the Union
Environment Ministry.

Delhi was heavily impacted
by extreme weather this year.

The national capital recorded
40 consecutive days of tem-
peratures above 40 degrees
Celsius since May 13, with
Mungeshpur and Narela reach-
ing 49.9 degrees in late May.
The intense heat contributed
to 60 deaths in the city.

On the other hand, torrential
rain June 28 claimed 11 lives
and caused significant property
damage.

India introduced the National
Action Plan on Climate Change
(NAPCC) in 2008, following which
state governments were asked to
develop their own State Action
Plans on Climate Change
(SAPCC) in alignment with na-
tional strategies.

Delhi’s previous climate ac-
tion plan for the 2010-2020 pe-
riod, finalised in 2019 after a
seven-year stakeholder consul-
tation, is now outdated.

Work on a new plan began in
2021, with the first draft com-
pleted in 2022. It took around
two years to finalise the con-
sultations and fine-tune the plan,
sources told PTI.

The state-level steering com-
mittee, chaired by the chief sec-
} retary, discussed the final draft
in two meetings in May and
June.

“The new SAPCC draft has
been sent to the Delhi envi-
ronment minister for approval.
Once approved, it will be for-
warded to the Union
Environment Ministry. The
Environment department, the
nodal agency for the plan, is op-
timistic about implementing
the plan this year,” a source
said.

The previous plan focused on
six key areas -- energy, trans-
port, green cover, urban devel-
opment, and projected changes
in weather patterns.

The new SAPCC incorporates
an analysis of extreme weather
events over the past decade and
focuses on air pollution, green-
house gas emissions, renewable
energy, transport issues, air con-
ditioning, heat islands and agri-
culture patterns, among others.

The draft SAPCC projects a
staggering loss of %2.75 lakh
crore by 2050 due to climate
change impacts, with changes
in precipitation and tempera-
ture patterns posing signifi-
cant threats to vulnerable pop-
ulations.

The plan identifies “heat
waves/higher temperature and
heavy precipitation events over
fewer number of days” as major
challenges.

Extreme rain events have ex-
posed Delhi’s lack of disaster
preparedness and highly vul-
nerable infrastructure year after
year.

The city recorded 228.1mm
rainfall June 27-28 -- more than
three times the June average of
74.1mm and the highest for the
month since 1936.

Last year, Delhi experienced
153 mm rain July 8-9, the maxi-
mum 24-hour precipitation in
July since 1982, leading to wide-
spread flooding and temporary
school closures.

The new SAPCC projects
Delhi’s average temperature
to rise by 1.5 degrees Celsius in
amoderate-emission scenario
(RCP 4.5) and by 2.1 degrees
in a high-emission scenario
(RCP 8.5).

A detailed district-specific vul-
nerability assessment identified
South Delhi as the most vul-
nerable district and New Delhi
as the least.

Terminus (CSMT) in south

A spokesperson of the
Brihanmumbai Electric Supply
and Transport (BEST) under-
taking in the morning said at
least 40 bus routes in the city
and suburbs were either diverted
or curtailed due to waterlogging
on roads at various locations.

The IMD predicted moderate
spells of rainfall in the city and
suburbs and heavy showers at
isolated places in the next 24
hours.

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western parts of Mumbai re-
ceived 168.68 mm and 165.93 mm
rain, respectively, an official
said.In neighbouring Thane dis-
trict, a bridge was washed away
while 54 persons were rescued
after their houses were inun-
dated, officials said.

New Delhi, July 8: Introduction
to Vedic Literature, Upanishad
Parichaya, Dharma and Religion
are among the options that the
Delhi University’s Centre for
Hindu Studies plans to offer to
its students as minor electives.

In a bid to expand its course
curriculum and provide a wide
range of choices to students, the
department has proposed to in-
troduce six new elective papers
for students, who wish to spe-
cialise in Hindu Studies and
await their approval from the
Academic Council of the uni-
versity.

A meeting of the Academic
Council of Delhi University is
slated for July 12.

These additions are proposed
based on the recommendations
of the Governing Body of the
Centre for Hindu Studies.

In addition to the UGC ap-
proved syllabus, the Centre for
Hindu Studies now plans to in-
troduce more choices for stu-
dents by offering papers on var-
ious aspects of Hinduism, said
an official.

These will also include pa-
pers named Bhagavad Gita for
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Humanity, Hindu Thinkers and
Purana Parichaya.

The students, who don’t wish to
study Commerce, Political Science
or Computer Science as minor
electives along with the major
subject can avail for these choices.

“We have proposed these elec-
tives to make our course cur-
riculum more comprehensive
and aligned with students’ needs.
As a relatively new establish-
ment, our effort is to make our
programmes well-rounded,” the
official said.
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Under the paper named
Introduction to Vedic Literature,
the students will learn about
the literary works of prominent
Vedic and Upanishadic com-
mentators, from the ‘Rigveda’
to “Vedangas’. The elective paper
named ‘Upanishad Parichaya’
will introduce foundational
‘Hindutva’ as analysed in the
Upanishads.

The Bhagavad Gita for
Humanity elective will acquaint
students with foundational
Indian spirituality as depicted in
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Hindu Studies Centre

the Bhagavad Gita, and the
‘Purana Parichaya’ paper will
cover Hindu history, culture, ge-
ography, architecture and other
knowledge systems.

“The Hindu Thinkers paper
aims to familiarise students with
the prominent thoughts of dis-
tinguished Hindu thinkers from
ancient and modern times.
Furthermore, the paper named
‘Dharma and Religion’ will in-
troduce and develop founda-
tional concepts of Hindu
‘Adhyatma’ and ‘Dharma’, com-
paring them with Western reli-
gious traditions,” reads the learn-
ing objective of the proposed
electives.

The Centre also plans to in-
troduce two general electives
for the students who are not ma-
joring in Hindu Studies but have
chosen Commerce, Political
Science or Computer Science as
their main subjects. These stu-
dents will be offered papers
named ‘Hindu Jivana Drishti’
and ‘Hindu Manovijnana’ to fa-
miliarise them with Hindu
Studies.

Additionally, the Centre plans
to offer six new interdiscipli-
nary electives specifically for
Political Science students.

Incidentally, the highest num-
ber of deaths, at 101, has taken
place in Beed district, which is
the home turf of state agricul-
ture minister and NCP leader
Dhananjay Munde.

In June alone there were 30
farmer suicides in Beed. Of the
101 who died in Beed, 46 cases
qualified for ex-gratia of %1
lakh, five cases were disquali-
fied and 50 are under scrutiny,
he said.

Of the 430 cases, 256 qualified
for ex-gratia, of which 169 were
given aid, while 20 were rejected
and 154 are under scrutiny, the
official informed.

As per data made available by
the divisional commissioner’s
office, the number of farmer sui-
cides was 101 in Beed, 64 in
Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar,
40 in Jalna, 31 in Parbhani, 17
in Hingoli, 68 in Nanded, 33 in
Latur and 76 in Dharashiv.

Mumbai, July 8: The ‘wagh
nakh’ or tiger claw shaped
weapon of Chhatrapati Shivaji
Maharaj that the Maharashtra
government intends to bring
from a museum in London is
not original, historian Indrajit
Sawant said Monday and as-

serted the one used by the leg-
endary emperor remains in the
state’s Satara itself.

The state government had last
year signed a memorandum of
understanding with the London-
based museum to get the ‘wagh
nakh’ that was used by the
founder of the Maratha Empire
to kill Bijapur Sultanate’s gen-
eral Afzal Khan in 1659.

The ‘wagh nakh’is an endur-
ing and revered symbol of the
warrior king’s tenacity and val-
our as it was used to subdue and
kill a physically larger oppo-
nent.

“The ‘wagh nakh’ is being
brought to Maharashtra on a
loan agreement of %30 crore for
three years. In its reply to my let-
ter, the Victoria and Albert
Museum in London has said
there is no evidence the ‘wagh
nakh’ (in its possession) belongs
to Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj,”
Sawant told reporters in

Kolhapur.

“The team from Maharashtra
under Minister Sudhir
Mungantiwar that visited
London to sign the loan agree-
ment has been told to display
this information. The real ‘wagh
nakh’ is in Satara itself,” Sawant
claimed.

Another researcher,
Pandurang Balkawade, told a
Marathi TV channel that
Pratapsinh Chhatrapati gave
the ‘wagh nakh’ from his per-
sonal collection to Britisher
Garnt Duff between 1818 and
1823, adding that Duff’s de-
scendants handed it over to the

Pratapsinh Chhatrapati showed
the ‘wagh nakh’ to several per-
sons after Duff left India.

Speaking on the issue, Minister
Shambhuraj Desai said it is well
known that the ‘Bhavani talwar’
and the ‘wagh nakh’ are in
London.

“Our government verified the
details and then signed the MoU.
If historians have any other
view, our government will clar-
ify the issue,” Desai said.

Mumbai, July 8: Mumbai po-
lice formed 11 teams and also
roped in the Crime Branch to
nab the 24-year-old son of a rul-
ing Shiv Sena leader after a
BMW car the youth was driv-
ing crashed into a scooter; killing
awoman and injuring her hus-
band, an official said.

A Look Out Circular (LOC)
has also been put out against
Mihir Shah, son of Rajesh Shah,
a Shiv Sena leader from neigh-
bouring Palghar district, the of-
ficial said Monday.

Mihir Shah was allegedly driv-
ing the BMW car which fatally
knocked down Kaveri Nakhwa
(45) and injured her husband
Pradeep while the couple was
on their two-wheeler in Mumbai’s
Worli area Sunday morning, po-
lice said.

CCTV footage produced by po-
lice in court during the day showed
Kaveri Nakhwa being dragged by
the car for 1.5 kilometres. Footage
showed Mihir Shah and co-ac-
cused Rajrishi Bidawat pulling
the woman off the bonnet, placing
her on the road and then mowing
her down again while reversing the
luxury vehicle.

Asper police, M1h1r Shah took
the car to Kalanagar in Bandra,
abandoned the vehicle in the pres-
ence of Bidawat, took another car
and fled to Borivali in the north-
ern tip of the metropolis.

“He went to the residence of
his female friend and has been
untraceable since. He switched
off his mobile phone in Borivali
area. Considering the possibil-
ity of him fleeing Maharashtra,
police teams have been sent to
nearby states, including Gujarat,”

the official said. Police have also -
visited his residence in Palghar -

but it was locked, the official
added.

As per the probe so far, Mihir
was partying with four friends
in a bar in Juhu till the early
hours of Sunday, after which he
and his driver proceeded to-
wards south Mumbai.

“After the accident, Mihir’s fa-
ther and co-accused Rajesh Shah
came to the spot within one-and-
half hours. He was at the spot at
6:45am. The hit-and-run inci-
dent took place at 5:30am. Rajesh
Shah has been booked for al-
legedly providing misinforma-
tion and destruction of evi-
dence,” the official said.

Rajesh Shah and Bidawat were
produced in the court of Chief
Metropolitan Magistrate (Sewree)
SP Bhosale earlier in the day
and were remanded in 14-day
judicial and one-day police cus-
tody, respectively.

Air pollution reduces chances of live birth from IVF

Being exposed to air pollution around the time of egg retrieval can significantly curb the odds of a successful transfer through in vitro fertilisation

New Delhi, July 8: Air pollution
could lower the chances of alive
birth from in vitro fertilisation
(IVF) by nearly 40 per cent even
in areas with “excellent” air
quality, a study has found.

IVF involves fertilising a ma-
ture egg with a sperm in alab to
form an embryo, which is then
placed in a uterus to develop
into a baby.

In this study, over an eight-
year period, researchers analysed
close to 3,660 frozen embryo
transfers (an IVF procedure)
from 1,836 patients in Perth,
Australia. During the transfer
process, frozen embryos are
thawed and placed in a woman’s
uterus.

The researchers, including
those from the Perth Children’s
Hospital, looked at air pollutant
levels over four lengths of du-
ration - 24 hours, two weeks,

four weeks, and three months -
prior to oocyte retrieval, which
is when eggs are taken from the
women’s ovaries before being
fertilised with a sperm.

A higher exposure to fine par-
ticulate matter (PM10) in the
two weeks leading up to oocyte
collection was found to cut down
the successful birth rate of an
IVF by 38 per cent.

Increasing exposure to PM2.5
in the three months prior to
oocyte collection was also re-
lated to lowered chances of live
birth, the researchers found.
The findings were presented at
the 40th Annual Meeting of
the European Society of
Human Reproduction and
Embryology (ESHRE) in
Amsterdam.

The negative impacts of air
pollution were observed despite
excellent air quality prevailing
during the study period, with
PM10 and PM2.5 levels exceed-
ing the World Health
Organization’s guidelines on
only 0.4 per cent and 4.5 per cent
of the study days, respectively,
the researchers stressed.

“This association is inde-
pendent of the air quality at the
time of frozen embryo transfer.
These findings suggest that pol-

lution negatively affects the qual-
ity of the eggs, not just the early
stages of pregnancy, which is a
distinction that has not been
previously reported,” said
Leathersich.

Kathua, July 8: Five army per-
sonnel, including a Junior
Commissioned Officer, were
killed and as many were injured
Monday when heavily armed
terrorists ambushed a patrolling
party in the remote Machedi
area of Jammu and Kashmir’s
Kathua district, officials said.
The terror attack, the fifth in
Jammu region in a month, evoked
widespread condemnation with
political leaders including three
former chief ministers ex-
pressing concern over the grow-
ing terror incidents, especially
in the Jammu region where mil-
itancy has returned after being
wiped out over two decades ago.
The terrorists targeted an
army truck, part of aroutine pa-
trolling party, with a grenade and
gunfire on the Machedi-Kindli-

Malhar road near Badnota vil-
lage in Lohai Malhar, approxi-
mately 150 km from Kathua
town, at around 3:30 pm, the of-
ficials said.

After the ambush, the terrorists
fled into the nearby forest as the
army;, assisted by police and para-
military personnel, retaliated.

The army vehicle, carrying
ten occupants, bore the brunt of
the attack, resulting in fatal in-
juries to five soldiers, includ-
ing a JCO. Five others are un-
dergoing treatment.

An exchange of fire between
the terrorists and security forces
ensued, with reinforcements
quickly dispatched to the area
to neutralise the attackers - be-
lieved to be three in number
and heavily armed - who may
have recently infiltrated from
across the border.

It is the second major attack

in Kathua district within one

month, following a similar con-
frontation June 12 and 13 that
left two terrorists and a CRPF
jawan dead.

Nithari killings: SC agrees
to hear CBI pleas against
HC verdict acquitting Kol

SC asks Centre to frame model
policy on menstrual leave

New Delhi: The Supreme Court Monday directed the
Centre to frame a model policy on menstrual leave for
women employees by holding consultations with states
and other stakeholders. A bench comprising Chief Justice
DY Chandrachud and Justices JB Pardiwala and Manoj
Misra said the issue related to policy and was not an
issue for the courts to look into. Moreover, such a
decision from a court on granting such leave to

women may prove to be counterproductive and
“detrimental” to the cause as employers may
avoid employing them.

Guidelines on portrayal of disabled
persons in visual media, films

New Delhi: The Supreme Court laid down guidelines against
“disparaging” portrayal of persons with disabilities in visual
media and films Monday, saying that terms such as
“cripple” and “spastic” have acquired “devalued meanings”
in societal perceptions. The verdict came on a plea filed by
one Nipun Malhotra, who submitted that the Hindi film
‘Aankh Micholi’ contained deprecatory references to
differently-abled persons. Pronouncing the verdict, a bench
headed by Chief Justice DY Chandrachud said, “Words
cultivate institutional discrimination and terms such as
cripple and spastic have come to acquire devalued
meanings in societal perceptions about persons with
disabilities.” Laying down several guidelines, the bench said
the film certification body CBFC must invite the opinion of
experts before allowing screening.

A year marred by paper leaks, last minute cancellations

New Delhi, July 8: The Supreme
Court hearing in cases pertain-
ing to alleged irregularities in
medical entrance exam NEET-
UG has been posted for July 11
with aspirants waiting for clar-
ity on the fate of the crucial
exam. The NEET row has put
the spotlight on paper leaks and
discrepancies in the examina-
tion system.

Here is a list of exams that
have been affected this year ei-
ther due to paper leaks or last mo-
ment cancellations due to other
reasons:

NEET-UG

In NEET-UG 2024, a total of
67 students had scored a perfect
720, unprecedented in the NTA’s
history, with six from a Haryana
centre figuring in the list, rais-
ing suspicion about irregulari-
ties in the examination. It has
been alleged that grace marks
contributed to the 67 students

sharing the top rank.

The number of candidates
sharing the top rank in the NEET-
UG was reduced to 61 from 67 as
the NTA announced the revised
results July 1 after conducting
a retest for 1,563 candidates.

The exam has also been riddled
with allegations of paper leaks
which are being probed by the
CBI with several quarters de-
manding a retest. The Education
Ministry has been maintaining
that it is not fair to jeopardise ca-
reers of lakhs of candidates who
have rightfully cleared the exam.

Observing that a re-test has to
be ordered if sanctity of the
NEET-UG 2024 is “lost”, the
Supreme Court Monday sought
information from the National
Testing Agency and the CBI
about timing of the question
paper leak and duration between
the leak and the actual test.

The exam was cancelled a day
after its conduct when the

Educatlon Ministry recelved in-

puts that the integrity of the
exam was compromised. Later; the
ministry said the paper was leaked
on the dark web.

The matter is being probed by
CBI. The exam is scheduled to
be re-conducted from August 21-
September 4.

The CUET-UG exam conducted
in a hybrid mode for the first
time across the country was can-
celled in Delhi a night before
the exam, citing logistical rea-
sons. The exam was conducted
in the national capital later.

The results for the exam which
were slated to be announced by

June 30 have been delayed. The
National Testing Agency (NTA)
Sunday announced that it will
conduct a retest from July 15 to
19 for candidates whose griev-
ances about conduct of exams are
found genuine.

Surprise Left surge In France

Election results show French voters have chosen to give a broad leftist coalition the most parliamentary seats in pivotal legislative elections, keeping
the far right away from power. Yet no party won an outright majority, putting France in an uncertain, unprecedented situation

Kyiv, July 8: A major Russian
missile attack across Ukraine
Monday killed at least 31 peo-
ple and injured 154, officials
said, with one striking a large
children’s hospital in the capital
of Kyiv, where emergency crews
searched the rubble for victims.

The daytime barrage targeted
five Ukrainian cities with more
than 40 missiles of different
types, hitting apartment build-
ings and public infrastructure,
President Volodymyr Zelenskyy
said in a social media post.
Ukraine’s air force said it in-
tercepted 30 missiles.

Strikes in Kryvyi Rih,
Zelenskyy’s birthplace in cen-
tral Ukraine, killed 10 people
and injured 47 in what the head
of city administration, Oleksandr
Vilkul, said was a massive mis-
sile attack. Seven people were
killed in Kyiv, authorities said.

“Itis very important that the
world should not be silent about

it now and that everyone should
see what Russia is and what it is
doing,” Zelenskyy said on so-
cial media. At the Okhmatdyt
children’s hospital in Kyiv, res-
cuers searched for victims under
the rubble of a partially col-
lapsed, two-story wing of the fa-
cility. Mayor Vitali Klitschko
said at least 16 people, seven of
them children, were injured.

On the hospital’s main 10-story
building, windows and doors
were blown out and walls were
blackened. Blood spattered the
floor in one room. The intensive
care unit, operating theatres
and oncology departments all
were damaged, officials said.

Rescuers searched for chil-
dren and medical workers in the
rubble. Volunteers formed a line,
passing bricks and other debris
to each other. Smoke still rose
from the building, and volun-
teers and emergency crews
worked in protective masks.

The attack forced the evacu-
ation of the hospital and its tem-
porary closure. Some mothers
carried their children away on
their backs, while others waited
in the courtyard with their chil-
dren as calls to doctors’ phones
rang unanswered.

Macron keeps PM in place for stability

French President Emmanuel Macron refused the resignation of the
country’s Prime Minister, asking him Monday to remain temporarily as
the head of the government after chaotic election results left the
government in limbo. Prime Minister Gabriel Attal had said he would
remain in office if needed but offered his resignation Monday morning.
Macron, who named him just seven months ago, immediately asked him to
stay on “to ensure the stability of the country.” Macron gambled that his
decision to call snap elections would give France a “moment of
clarification”, but the outcome showed the opposite, less than three weeks
before the start of the Paris Olympics, when the country will be under an

international spotlight.

Tondelier said on France Inter
radio the Prime Minister could
be someone from the hard-left
France Unbowed party, the
Greens or the Socialists, the three
largest parties in the alliance.

Olivier Faure, the Socialist
leader;, said on France Info radio
that he expected the parties to
agree on a plan this week, but

sidestepped a question on
whether the NFP would be pre-
pared to negotiate a deal with
Macron’s centrist camp.
Raphael Glucksmann, a promi-
nent moderate who led the left-
ist ticket in last month’s
European elections, said Sunday
that a hung Parliament required
openness for dialogue.

Across Europe, leaders express relief mixed with concern

Leaders across Europe reacted with relief but also some concern to the results of the snap election in France
which leave a key EU country facing the prospect of a hung Parliament and political paralysis. Relief, because
the far-right National Rally did not come out as the strongest party, as many pro-European leaders had feared,
but also concern, because no political grouping has a majority in the National Assembly. The government in
Germany, which together with France has long been viewed as the engine of European integration, expressed
relief Monday that the nationalist far right had not topped the polls. “For now, a certain relief prevails that things
that we feared have not materialised,” Steffen Hebestreit, a spokesperson for German Chancellor Olaf Scholz,
told reporters in Berlin. “Only time will tell what happens with this election result and France will decide.” “The
German-French relationship is a very special one,” Hebestreit added. “It is certainly also the core for the fact
that we are experiencing Europe in peace and freedom.” Polish Prime Minister Donald Tusk, a former European
Union Council head, sounded even more euphoric in his reaction to the election outcome. “In Paris enthusiasm,
in Moscow disappointment, in Kyiv relief. Enough to be happy in Warsaw”, he wrote late Sunday on X.

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Boeing to plead
guilty in fatal

New York, July 8: Boeing has
agreed to plead guilty to a crim-
inal fraud conspiracy charge
and pay a fine of $243.6 million
to resolve a US Justice
Department investigation into
two 737 MAX fatal crashes, the
government said in a court fil-
ing Sunday.

The plea deal, which requires
ajudge’s approval, would brand
the planemaker a convicted felon
in connection with crashes in
Indonesia and Ethiopia over a
five-month period in 2018 and
2019 that killed 346 people.

The settlement drew swift crit-
icism from victims’ families who
wanted Boeing to face a trial
and suffer harsher financial con-
sequences.

The Justice Department’s
(DOJ) push to charge Boeing
has deepened an ongoing cri-
sis engulfing Boeing since a
separate January in-flight
blowout exposed continuing
safety and quality issues at
the planemaker.

A guilty plea potentially threat-
ens the company’s ability to se-
cure lucrative government con-
tracts with the likes of the US
Defense Department and NASA,
although it could seek waivers.

Boeing became exposed to
criminal prosecution after the
Justice Department in May
found the company violated a
2021 settlement involving the
fatal crashes.

Modi lands in Moscow

Washington, July 8: At least
five Democratic lawmakers ex-
pressed their view Sunday that
President Joe Biden should
step down from the US presi-
dential election scheduled for
November 5, according to mul-
tiple news reports.

The lawmakers, Jerry Nadler,
Mark Takano, Joe Morelle, Ted
Lieu and Adam Smith, expressed
their view in this regard during
a Democratic Party phone call
organised to discuss Biden’s dis-
astrous debate performance
against his Republican rival,
Donald Trump, in Atlanta June 27.

Biden himself has described
his performance as a bad night.
His approval ratings have come
down and his own party col-
leagues have started questioning
his health and ability to govern
the country for the next four
years. Biden has asserted that he
is staying in the race and ex-
uded confidence that he will win
the election against Trump in
November.

House Minority Leader
Hakeem Jeffries had con-
vened a virtual meeting of
his party colleagues in the
House of Representatives to
discuss the evolving politi-
cal scenarios after the June
27 presidential debate be-
tween Biden and Trump.

Moscow, July 8: In his first trip
since the start of Moscow’s in-
vasion of Ukraine, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi Monday
travelled to Russia to hold sum-
mit talks with President Vladimir
Putin, a visit that is being seen
as having a wider geopolitical
context and signalling.

Shortly after landing in
Moscow, Modi said he is looking
forward to deepening bilateral
partnership in futuristic areas
and that stronger ties between
India and Russia will “greatly
benefit our people”.

India seeks to play a “sup-
portive role” for a peaceful and
stable region, the Prime Minister
said in his departure statement.

Modi was received at the
Vnukovo-II airport by Russia’s
First Deputy Prime Minister
Denis Manturov. The Russian
first deputy minister also ac-
companied the Indian Prime
Minister to his hotel from the air-
port, officials said.

On Tuesday, Modi will co-chair
the 22nd India-Russia annual
summit with President Putin,
interact with the members of
the Indian community and visit
the Rosatom pavilion at an ex-
hibition.

The Prime Minister is also
scheduled to lay a wreath at the
‘Tomb of the Unknown Soldier’.

June warmest on record across five continents

12th consecutive month
that breached 1.5 degree
Celsius threshold:
EU agency

New Delhi, July 8: With millions
of people across five continents
experiencing scorching heat last
month, the European Union’s
climate agency, Copernicus
Climate Change Service (C3S),
confirmed Monday that June
was the warmest on record.

It also marked the 12th con-
secutive month of global tem-
peratures reaching or breaking
the 1.5 degrees Celsius threshold.

According to C3S ERA5 data,
every month since June last year
has been the warmest such
month on record.

At the 2015 UN climate talks
in Paris, world leaders commit-
ted to limiting the global average

temperature rise to 1.5 degrees
Celsius above the pre-industrial
period to avoid the worst im-
pacts of climate change. However,
a permanent breach of the 1.5-
degree Celsius limit specified
in the Paris Agreement refers to
long-term warming over a 20 or
30 year period.

Earth’s global surface tem-
perature has already increased by
around 1.2 degrees Celsius com-
pared to the average in 1850-1900
due to the rapidly-increasing con-
centration of greenhouse gases,
primarily carbon dioxide and
methane, in the atmosphere. This
warming is considered to be the
reason behind record droughts,
wildfires and floods worldwide.

According to the EU’s climate
agency data, June 2024 was the
warmest on record, with an av-
erage surface air temperature of
16.66 degrees Celsius, 0.67 de-
gree Celsius above the 1991-2020
average for the month and 0.14

degree Celsius above the previ-
ous high set in June 2023.

It was also the 13th consecu-
tive month of record-high tem-
peratures, a result of the com-
bined effect of the 2023-24 El
Nino event and human-caused cli-
mate change. While unusual, a
similar streak of monthly global
temperature records happened
previously in 2015-16.

“This is more than a statisti-
cal oddity and highlights a large
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and continuing shift in our cli-
mate. Even if this specific streak
of extremes ends at some point,
we are bound to see new records
being broken as the climate con-
tinues to warm. This is inevitable,
unless we stop adding green-
house gases into the atmosphere
and the oceans,” said Carlo
Buontempo, the director of C3S.

World Meteorological
Organization (WMO) Secretary-
General Celeste Saulo said the lat-

The world’s sea surface tem-
perature (SST) in June was also
the highest ever recorded for

the month. This is the fifteenth
month in a row that the SST has
been the warmest in the ERA5
data record for the respective
month of the year.

Several countries experienced
record-breaking heat and dev-
astating floods and storms in
June. According to an analysis by
Climate Central, an independ-
ent group of scientists and com-
municators based in the United
States, more than 60 per cent of
the world population faced ex-
treme heat that was made at least
three times more likely by cli-
mate change during June 16-24.

Climate Central said the blis-
tering heat in June impacted
61.9 crore people in India, 57.9
crore in China, 23.1 crore in
Indonesia, 20.6 crore in Nigeria,
17.6 crore in Brazil, 17.1 crore
in Bangladesh, 16.5 crore in the

US, 15.2 crore in Europe, 12.3—

crore in Mexico, 12.1 crore in
Ethiopia and 10.3 crore in Egypt.

"The renewable arm
of Larsen & Toubro (L&T) has
finalised mega orders with a
leading developer in the
Middle East to build two
Gigawatt scale Solar PV
plants," the company said in a
regulatory filing. L&T did not
reveal the financial details of
the contract, but as per its
project classification, the
value of a mega order ranges
between Rs 10,000 to Rs 15,000
crore. The plants will have a
cumulative capacity of 3.5 GW.

Time to push divestment
- of PSBs, says SBI report

New Delhi, July 8: The gov-
ernment should go ahead with
disinvestment of public sector
banks (PSBs) as they are in good
condition, SBI said in its re-
search report Monday.

The report also pitched for
the consolidation of existing
government-owned banks.

“As banks are in good condi-
tion, the government should
take stance on disinvestment of
PSBs,” the report titled Prelude
to Union Budget 2024-25' said.

With regard to the privatisa-
tion of IDBI Bank, it said the gov-
ernment and Life Insurance
Corporation of India are sell-
ing an almost 61 per cent stake
in the lender.

“They invited bids from buy-
ers in October 2022. In January
2023, the Department of
Investment and Public Asset
Management (DIPAM) received
several expressions of interest
for the IDBI Bank stake on offer.
We expect the government to
clarify this in the Budget,” it
said.

Presently, the government
owns over 45 per cent stake in
IDBI Bank, and LIC has a 49.24
per cent shareholding.

The report also recommended
that the government should
tweak the tax on deposit inter-
est and make flat tax treatment
across the maturity ladder in
line with mutual fund and equity
markets.

“Household net financial sav-
ings has declined to 5.3 per cent
of GDP in FY23 and is expected
tobe 5.4 per cent in FY24. If we
make deposit rate attractive in
line with MFs, then this could
push up household financial
savings and CASA,” it said.

As this amount will be in the
hands of depositors, the report
said, it could unleash additional
spending and thereby, more GST
revenue to the government.

“Increase in bank deposits
will bring not only stability in

core deposit base and financial
system but also financial sta-
bility in household savings as the
banking system is better regu-
lated and having a superior
trust as compared to other al-
ternatives with high volatil-

ity/risk,” it said.

Deposits are taxed on an ac-
crual basis and other asset
classes only on redemption and
there is also a need to remove this
treatment, it added.

The report by the Economic
Research Department, State
Bank of India (SBI), expressed
expectation that the govern-
ment will look into the concerns
over the Insolvency and
Bankruptcy Code (IBC) that
must be improved and expedit-
ing cases under the IBC should
be a key change.

Recoveries through IBC in
FY24 were 32 per cent, and fi-
nancial creditors lost 68 per cent
of their claims. The time taken
toreach aresolution is 863 days
instead of the stated 330 days, it
said.

“IBC is a crucial pillar for a vi-
brant secondary market for
stressed assets. But for this mar-

“Rationalise and simplify the
tax system to improve compli-
ance and promote investment.
Consider measures such as re-
ducing corporate tax rates, phas-
ing out tax exemptions, and
broadening the tax base to make
the tax regime more efficient
and equitable,” Assocham said.

Rating agency ICRA said the
government is likely to set a fis-
cal deficit target at 4.9-5 per cent
for FY25, as against 5.1 per cent
estimated in the Interim Budget
on February 1, without com-
promising the capital expendi-
ture target of Rs 11.11akh crore.

Mumbai, July 8: Indian deal-
making activity soared to new
heights in the second quarter
of 2024 (Q2 2024), according to
Grant Thornton Bharat
Dealtracker.

The second quarter of 2024
witnessed a record-breaking 501
deals valued at $21.4 billion,
marking the highest quarterly vol-
ume since Q2 2022. Mergers &
Acquisitions (M&A) and PE deals
together stood at 467, valued at
$ 14.9 billion. This translates to
a9% increase in volumes but a
28% decrease in values com-
pared to the previous quarter,
primarily due to the absence of
mega-mergers like the Reliance-

tivity in Q2 2024, collectively
contributing nearly half of the
total deal values.

Domestic deals lead growth:
M&A activity saw 132 deals worth
$6.2 billion in Q2 2024. This in-
dicates a slight increase in vol-
umes but a significant 50% de-
cline in values compared to Q1
2024. Domestic deals were the
primary driver, with a 29% rise
in volumes and a 2.5-fold in-
crease in values compared to
the previous quarter. Four high-
value deals by the Adani Group

Never give up, fight till last moment:
Sreejesh’s Iearnmg from Rohit’s men

Bangalore, July 8: Playing in
his fourth and probably last
Olympics, veteran India hockey
goalkeeper PR Sreejesh has
learnt a valuable lesson from
the T20 World Cup-winning
cricket team - ‘never give up
and celebrate’ early and this is
something which will be em-
bedded in his mind in the Paris
Olympics.

The Indian cricket team rose
from the ashes in the final of
the T20 World Cup, snatching a
seven-run victory over South
Africa from the jaws of defeat to
end an 11-year ICC title drought.

India’s last major ICC title
was the Champions Trophy in
2013 under Mahendra Singh
Dhoni’s leadership.

“I did watch the final. The biggest
learning from this World Cup is
that don’t celebrate before the last
ball. South Africa was almost win-
ning till the 15th over but the
Indian team did not give up hope
and snatched the win from the
jaws of defeat,” Sreejesh, who has
328 India caps, told PTT Bhasha.

“That’s what not only us
(hockey team) but every Olympic-
bound athlete can learn from

our cricket team is that never give
up, just wait and fight till the
last moment, you will achieve it.
I will remember this in the
Olympics,” he said.

Regarded as the ‘The Wall of
Indian hockey’, Sreejesh still re-
members that one advice he got
from ‘The Wall of Indian cricket’,
Rahul Dravid.

“Imet Dravid bhailong back.
He told us about the importance
of patience and waiting for your
moment. That’s what I did. I did
not become one of the best goal-
keepers in the world overnight.
I waited for my opportunities. I
have also learnt to remain hum-
ble from him,” he said.

Sreejesh started playing
hockey to get grace marks in
the board exams but went on to
win an Olympic medal -- bronze
in Tokyo -- and also became the
only goalkeeper from the coun-
try to feature in four Olympics.

“It’s a great honour, a proud
moment but comes with a lot of
responsibilities. You need to
guide the youngsters, you need
to keep the team together and
help to achieve the common goal
of winning a medal at the
Olympics,” said the former FIH
player of the year.

“I was looking for an Olympic
medallist to lead our contingent
and my young colleague is an
apt replacement for Mary Kom,”
PT Usha said in a press release.

PTI had earlier reported that
Narang was in race to become the

CDM of the Indian contingent. -~

Six-time world champion Mary
Kom had resigned from the po-
sition in April, saying she was
left with no choice but to step
down owing to compelling per-
sonal reasons. She was named
CDM by the IOA in March this
year.

Chef-de-Mission is an impor-
tant administrative post as he is
responsible for ensuring the wel-
fare of the participating ath-
letes, taking care of their needs
and liaising with the organis-
ing committee.

IOA also announced that
Sindhu, India’s only woman ath-
lete to win back-to-back Olympic
medals, will be the flag bearer of
the Indian contingent during
the opening ceremony July 26,
alongside ace table tennis player
Achanta Sharath Kamal.

“I am also delighted to an-
nounce that India’s only woman
to win two Olympic medals, PV
Sindhu, as the female flag-bearer
alongside table tennis ace A
Sharath Kamal in the opening
ceremony,” Usha said.

IOA had named Kamal as flag
bearer in March but delayed the
decision on picking the female
athlete.

The International Olympic
Committee (I0C), in 2020, had
changed its protocol to allow
one female and and one male
athlete of each NOC to bear the
flag jointly during the opening
ceremony of the Summer Games.

Mary Kom and former hockey
skipper Manpreet Singh were
India’s flag bearers at the Tokyo
Olympics.

“I am confident that our ath-
letes are well prepared to de-
liver the best results for India in
Paris 2024 Olympic Games,”
Usha added.

More than 100 athletes have
qualified for the Paris Games,
starting July 26.
